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CHAPTER IV

RESEARCH FINDINGS
This chapter presents the finding and the discussions of the action research of the implementation of stick figure. The findings of the actions are based on the observation sheets, field – notes and test of the student’s scores for two cycles. The findings of each cycle are discussed separately of which the objective is to show the similarity, the differences, the changes and the development of each cycle.

A. Findings of the Pre – Test
The findings of the pre-test are based on the pre-test action and its result.

1. Research Findings Pre-Test
The first action that was done by the observer before starting the cycles was conducting a pre-test. A pre-test was administered to the students on Wednesday, April 14, 2010. The objective of this test was to know the students speaking skill before using stick figure in teaching learning process. The material of test in this research, the students were asked to tell experience about a certain topic. The test was started at 12.25 pm and ended at 13.45 pm. This test was followed by forty students and all of the students had to submit the test at 13.45 pm.
2. The Result of the Pre-Test
The first action that was done by the researcher before starting the cycles was pre-test. The objective was to know the student’s speaking skill before using stick figure in teaching learning process. Forty students had joined this pre-test.
The result of pre-test was that more than a half of total number of the students got low score. Even, several students have difficulty in pronunciation and they have a lack of vocabulary, so that, they have low score. Beside, the English teacher did not give the technique to stimulate and increase the students speaking skill in pronunciation and vocabulary.
It was also found that only a few students had a good score and had high motivation in teaching speaking. Therefore, it needs improvement in teaching speaking and increases their participation.

There were forty students and only 2 students who scored above 70 at the passing grade, and students score below 60 was classified as fail. So, it was concluded that 2% passed, and 98% failed.

B. Finding of Cycle I

This part presents the planning of action, the implementation of action plan, analysis and reflection.

1. The Planning of Action
Before doing an action in the first cycle, the research and English teacher at class eight of MTSN Aryojeding designed a lesson plan. The lesson plan was arranged and developed based on the second semester program. This was done in four steps, i.e. (1) deciding the theme / topic, the theme was about “hobby”. (2) deciding the objective, the objective was the students of VIII G class at MTsN Aryojeding Rejotangan consisting of 40 students. (3) deciding the steps of the teaching and learning process and (4) choosing the media.
The scenario of teaching speaking had to be designed before implementing the lesson plan. This scenario in the English class was divided in three parts in one meeting. They are pre - activity, including opening the class, and also checking attendance list of the students and explaining the instructional objectives activity. In the main activity, the researchers explained the recount text includes social function, generic structure, and language feature of recount text. The researcher also explained material using stick figure. In the post activity, the researcher gave feedback. Then, the researcher asked the students to come forward to continue the test. And the researcher monitored and checked the students around them. The next steps, the researcher had to decide the test, the students were asked to speak the personal experience using stick figure. The students were hoped to speak the different personal experience. After this, the researcher was recording the students’ voice. The test was given at the third meeting in every cycle.
In addition, the researcher and the collaborator teacher prepared the field notes and observation sheets. The observation sheet was used to observe the researchers and the students’ activity. The observation sheet was for the researcher consisting of four columns including teaching stage, description of activities, the remark of the activities done or not done.
Then, the field  notes was used by the collaborator teacher to note the important things during the teaching and learning process in every cycle which is not included in the observation sheets. They were comments and a note whether the planning was easy to be implemented and also the students’ responses and interpretation had to be noted.

2. The Implementation of Action Plan
The section presented the description of activities the research in each meeting. The research was divided into three meetings. The first meeting, concern the problem of students and the solution of problem. The second meeting contains the technique teaching learning and explains materials. The last meeting focused on evaluation.

a. The first meeting

This research was conducted on Thursday, April 15, 2010. The research was started at 10.40 am and ended at 12.00 pm. The lesson was started with greeting and checking the student’s attendance. After that, the research as the teacher gave the students review about the topic in the last meeting. The students asked the teacher about what they were going to do in that meeting and asked about the result of the pre-test. The teacher answered that they just did a few mistakes. They were lack of motivation in teaching learning. They were also not interested in learning English. Some of students told the teacher the reason why they could not enjoy in teaching English. It was because English was too difficult to understand and English was very strange for them. It might be the reason why they could not answer the pre-test well. The teacher gave the students some explanation of the benefits of learning English as an international language with the purpose that the students have motivation in teaching English. Then, the teacher gave solution how they could learn English especially teaching speaking easily. They should news reading or write English in order that they were used to speaking English. Beside that, they should write new words if they don’t know these words and before they speak English, they could write. The students should not be afraid to ask the teacher or friends. The students heard the explanation of the teacher about how to learn English easily. So that, the students have motivation for learning and the students become interested in learning English. Because the time finished, the lesson was finally closed and continued in Saturday morning.

b. The second meeting

The second meeting was conducted on Saturday, April 17, 2010. The teacher started lesson by greeting and checking the student’s attendance. Today the teacher planned to explain material about recount text. The teacher explained material by using stick figure, in order that the students do not got bored in teaching learning process. Firstly the students was confused because the pictures were just line and circle, but after the teacher explained how to use it and the meaning of the picture, the students become interested in stick figure. After the students understood about material, the teacher gave command to make an essay. The teacher made seven group in this class, four girls groups and three boy groups. The students should make an essay about “hobby”. They can make an essay about fishing, dance, singing or other hobby. Some of students was still confused with teacher’s command because they did not hear the teacher’s explanation. Finally, the teacher should explain again this command. The students took out paper, pen, dictionary, and started make an essay. The students were not afraid to ask the teacher if she / he didn’t know new vocabulary, for example: (AR) asked teacher “Mom, saya jatuh di sungai kemarin bahasa Inggrisnya bagaimana mom?” the teacher answered “I fell in the river yesterday” (MA) asked again “Mom, kalau saya suka menyanyi apa “I like singing!” the teacher answersed “Yes”.
The students’ participation in teaching learning process was bad. They could not cooperate with other groups because they were still confused with material and make noise. Therefore, the research should increase the students’ participation in teaching learning process. The lesson was finished and the students had not yet finished working an essay. The lesson continues next week and the students should finish at home.

c. The three meeting

The third meeting was conducted on Wednesday. April 21, 2010. That day, the teacher’s plan was focused on evaluation. The teacher wanted to know how the student’s ability after last meeting the teacher gave explanation of the material by using stick figure. The lesson was started at 10.40 am and ended at 12.00 pm. The teacher gave command to students to tell about this hobby in front of class and the teacher was recording the students’ voice. The teacher called students name one by one until all of students told story of their hobby.

3. Analysis

To determine whether or not the implementation of the first cycle was successful, both the researcher and his collaborator analyzed the data taken from the field notes and the observation checklist as well as from the speaking test administered at the end of cycle I. The analysis was focused on two main concerns analysis of the result of teaching learning process and the students learning result. 
a. Analysis of the result of teaching learning process
The analysis of the teaching learning process was done based on the result of field notes and the observation checklist. This could be found from two aspects, they were from the researcher and the student’s side. Based on these analyses some findings needed to be improved from joining the class activity, such as, first, it was found that the students were not fully active yet in teaching learning process during the meeting of the cycle I. This could be seen from the fact that the students often asked for the researcher’s help in doing the task, because they could not understand the explanation well. Besides that, they were lack of vocabulary, so that, they don’t know must write essay. Next, not all the students could finish the task well based on time allotment given. It was because they were not serious and talked much in doing the task. So, when the time was up, some students did not finish the task yet.
In addition, some findings needed to be improved from the researcher’s side, it could be found on the following problems. (1) the explanation of the researcher was too fast. Therefore, the students could not understand the material well. (2) the lack of attention of the researcher to encourage the low achiever. The researcher just gives the opportunity to the volunteers to give responses. Consequently, only the high achiever could answer the task. (3) the lack of feedback after the students gives response. (4) the students’ participation in teaching learning process was bad. They could not cooperate with other groups because they were still confused with material and make noise. So that, the research should increase the students’ participation in teaching learning process.
b. Analysis of learning result
The speaking test was related to the theme “Hobby”. In the test the researcher found that 21 students or 52,5% of all students passed the test and 19 students or 47,5% failed. It was found that the minimum target of the students were successful in the test has not been reached. So, the researcher must arrange the second cycle and to make it clear, the score of the Cycle I can be seen on the table 4.2.

Based on the data above, it can be concluded that the predetermined criteria of success had not been achieved. Therefore the study would be continued to Cycle 2.

4. Reflection

Based on of the data obtained in the Cycle I, the researcher made reflection to know the weaknesses and the strength. The result of data analysis would be matched the criteria of success in the Cycle I. There were 12 students who failed the test. It is said that the research was unsuccessful because the target of the criteria of success was 70 % among the whole members of the subject had to pass.
The students’ participation in teaching learning process was also bad. They can not have good cooperation with other groups because they were still confused with material and they made noise. So that, the research should increase the students’ participation in teaching learning process. Based on the problem found in implementation of Cycle I the study was needed to carry out better in Cycle 2
C. Finding of Cycle II

The part presents the planning of action, the implementation of action plan, analysis and reflection.

1. The Planning of Action
Before doing an action in first meeting, the research made a designed lessons plan. The lesson plan for cycle II is similar to the lesson plan of the cycle I. The differences were only that the researcher gives more motivation to make the students to be more active and stay on task. They were also supported to ask the researcher when they were doubtful or find difficult in doing the task. Besides, to support the students’ participation and get various answer, the researcher allowed wait time for thinking. The researcher needed to give chance for students to think before giving response.
To get meaningful understanding from the students, the researcher has to explain the material slowly. It means that, the researcher had to explain the detail of material. In last activity, the researcher applied feedback to know the students understanding toward the discussed material. 

2. Implementation of Action Plan
In implementing of action plan of Cycle II, the research instruments were still employed to collect data about the researcher and the students’ activities during the teaching learning process and the students learning result. Similar to the previous cycle, this cycle also consisted of three meetings.

a. The first meeting

The first meeting was carried out on Thursday, April 22, 2010. The researcher as the teacher opened the class by greeting the student about their condition. Then, she checked the attendance list. After checking the attendance list, the researcher guided the students to the main material by first reconfirming the specific instructional objectives and explained the instructional objectives. The teacher told them that she would explain the term of recount and how to analyze the recount text. To stimulate the students participation, a questions was raised by saying “Have you understood about the recount text?” most of student answered “yes”. The teacher praised them, “very good”.

After that, the researcher checked the understanding of recount by giving questions “what do you know about a recount text?” (NA), one of high achievers bravely answered, it is text that tells a sequence of event in the past time, “very good” the researcher passed him. After that, the teacher explained again about stick figure and how to use stick figure in teaching learning process.
The teacher gave some picture stick figure and the students should describe this picture. In last activity, the teacher gave feedback to the students by giving some question for them the teacher gave question with random about the material. The students’ participation and the students enthusiasm toward teaching speaking was better. The students could communicate with other friend and they were more interested in speaking. When time was up, the lesson was closed with greeting and the teacher gave motivation for the students to learn English. 

b. The second meeting

The second meeting was carried out on Saturday. April 24, 2010. The teacher opened the class by greeting and checked the attendance list. The lesson started at 07.00 am and ended at 08.40 pm, the teacher’s plan was to give pronunciation material. The students should follow teacher who said, “I like fishing” the students followed “I like fishing”. “I like dance” the students followed “I like dance” etc. After the pronunciation of material finished, the teacher continued next material. The material was vocabulary. The teacher gave new words for the students to make it easier for the students learn and tell story about their hobby. The teacher in blackboard wrote the words and the words were still related with the material. After that, the teacher gave some picture of stick figure and the students should describe this picture. The teacher guided students in teaching learning process in order that students could describe stick figure and tell story about their hobby well.
In last activity, the teacher gave feedback for students by giving question, for example “Any question about stick figure” answered the students “No, mom” the teacher asked again “Do you understand with material today?” “answer the students again” Yes, mom”. The teacher praised them, “Very good”. When time was up, the lesson was closed with greeting and the teacher gave task for the students to learn English at home to make an essay about hobby.

c. The third meeting

The third meeting was carried out on Wednesday, April 28, 2010. Similar to cycle I, the teacher’s plan was focused on evaluation. The lesson was started at 10.40 am and ended at 12.00 pm. The teacher gave command to students to tell about their hobbies in front of class as what they had written at home and the teacher was recording their voice. The teacher called students’ name one by one until all of the students told their hobby.
3. Analysis

Similar to Cycle I, the analysis made in Cycle II was still conferred on the result of the teaching learning process and the learning result.

a. Analysis of result of teaching learning process

This was identified on the basis the result observation and field notes. It was identified that the teaching learning process become better compared to the result in cycle I. these result brought a good improvement of the teaching learning process.

Some findings could be examined from some facts: (1) the explanation of the researcher was not too fast. So, the students could understand the material well. (2) the researcher tried to increase the students’ involvement by giving support to all the students, especially the low achievers in order that they got the feeling of good treatment. Besides, she also gave the opportunity to the medium and the low achievers to give responses. As the result, they were active in doing the task. (3) the students gave feedback after the lesson. (4) the students’ participation in teaching learning process was good. They could cooperate with other groups.
b. Analysis of learning result

The analysis of the student learning result was focused on product assessment analysis. This analysis was done on the basis of result of the test administered at the end of cycle II. The result showed that there were improvements of learning result achieved by the students. The indicator was that the obtained shown mean score increased from 60,5 in pre test, 65,25 in cycle I and 70.5 in cycle II. The score of cycle II can be seen on the table 4.3.

4. Reflection

Based on the result of the analysis, both teaching learning process and the students learning result in Cycle II, the researcher made reflection to know the weaknesses and the strength. The result of data analysis would be matched the criteria of success in the Cycle II. There were all of the students who passed the test. It means that the criteria of success of this research were fulfilled because the target of the criteria of success was 70% among the whole member of the students. So, the following cycles were not done.

 The students’ participation in teaching learning process was good. They could cooperate with other groups. Besides, the student also can answer the question to the teacher fluently and speak with right answer about the stick figure, can produce a new word more easily and more joyful to have a new impression experience to speak English using stick figure.
D. Discussion of the Finding
The teaching of English is very important. Whereas today English is the word’s widely studied foreign language. It is focused on the communicative proficiency rather than on more material of structure. Here, speaking becomes the objectives of English teaching. To make the students speak fluently in English, a teacher has a big role in determining the student’s mastery of English speaking.
 
Based on the result of the observation, discussion with teacher and the result of students’ exercises were searched that  the teacher was indeed a big role in teaching learning process, it could see in every cycle. To achieve the criteria of success, the teacher should help students to more active and increase their participation. The teacher should explain the material for students until they were understand and could speak English very well.

 The greater problem is how to build up the motivation of the students in learning language. In general, the students are highly motivated, but it is primarily a motivation toward practical use of the language. Harmer suggested that integrative motivation of the students is more powerful than instrumental motivation in learning foreign language.

Motivation is a key consideration in determining the preparedness of learners to communicate. Motivation refers to the combination of effort plus desire to achieve the goal of learning the language plus favorable attitudes toward learning the language.
 Therefore, the teacher should give motivation for students to learn English, because if they have high motivation, they were enjoyable to join speaking in classroom and they interested by teaching speaking.
 Besides that, the teaching English by using technique, media and evaluation of junior high school is very important. So, the researcher tried to know whether this theory was also applied at MTsN Aryojeding – Rejotangan. The teacher encouraged the students to be interested in the study and motivated them to learn a new language study. This skill can be seen in teaching learning process. The teacher always started and closed the lesson by a greeting and made a lesson plan before teaching. The teacher also prepared media and technique to help her explain the material. The media has given the students easiness for understanding the material. The teacher used the technique like form focused speaking, meaning focused speaking, etc. The class organization of activities for the children was individuals, group and whole class. The students enjoyed joining speaking in the classroom and they were interested and enthusiastic.
But, Stick figure as media have the strength and the weaknesses of model applied. The strength of stick figure in teaching speaking could be studied from the fact that this technique could not only increase the students’ ability in generating idea and also the students’ motivation to produce the speaking. The students were guided to express idea under the use of stick figure. The weaknesses were also found, for example. The students were still confused the constructing of sentences well. So, the students were expected to be able to construct the sentences well and also had many vocabularies as a modal to produce a good speaking.
However, teaching speaking in the classroom by using stick figure as media is helping and meaningful for beginners.
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
