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CHAPTER III
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This chapter presents three points to discuss research design, setting and subject of the study and procedures of the study.
A. Research Design
The design of this study was a Classroom Action Research (CAR) using Kemmis and McTaggrat’s model (1989). This classroom action research used both qualitative and quantitative approach to draw the research and data collected. The classroom action research was reflective research conducted by giving certain action to improve and increase the quality of teaching practices in the classroom.
The research was designed to solve problem in the process of teaching and learning especially in the process of teaching speaking. The technique offered as alternative technique to help the students to be able to improve the student’s speaking skill. The teacher as a researcher conducted the action in observing the action in classroom teacher use speaking test.
The study was conducted in collaboration between the researcher and the teacher in speaking class. The researcher conducted the action as an actor, while the classroom teacher was assigned to be an observer. The main task of the collaborator teacher was observing the activities done by the researcher and the students’ participation in the speaking activity.

In the procedures and the implementation process, the stages were done repeated cycles starting from planning the action up to reflection. The cycles of classroom action research consisted of 4 steps. Step 1 was planning, step 2 was implementing, step 3 was observing, and step 4 was reflecting the action. Planning was made on the basis of the analysis finding. Implementing the action was done by conducting teaching and learning process applying stick figure in the speaking class. Observing was done by the research and the collaborator teacher showing the result of the action done in each action. Reflecting was to determine whether the researcher had to continue to next cycle or not. And re-planning of next cycles was done when the action of each cycle was unsuccessful or the result of the teaching and learning process did not meet the predetermined criteria of success yet.
However, when the action done have met the proposed criteria, another cycle was not carried out. Procedures employed were illustrated as shown in figure 3.1.


B. Setting and Subjects of the Study
 The study was conducted at class eight of MTsN Aryojeding Rejotangan in the academic year 2009/2010. The research subject was the second grade students of MTsN Aryojeding Rejotangan. The class was chosen as the setting of the study because the students have problem in the speaking skill.

C. Procedures of the Study
The study was conducted through the following stages: preliminary observation (reconnaissance), planning, implementation, observation and reflection.

1. Reconnaissance

It was important to do to get information about the real condition of the class including the teacher’s technique used in process of teaching and learning, the student’s problem and their performances in learning and teacher problem in doing teaching activities. The problems for students were lack of vocabulary and they have low motivation. So that they were difficult learn English. The problems were everything that the research found in his or her observation.
2. Planning
Before doing the action, a good preparation was done. The researcher prepared all the needed to conduct the research. This step covered providing a suitable strategy, designing lesson plans of a speaking class, preparing facilities and the criteria of success.
a. Providing a suitable strategy

Referring to the purpose of the study, the general instructional objective of the designed lesson plan was to improve the students speaking skill. Especially it attempted the students’ opportunities to improve the students speaking skill. The study focused on the implementation of using stick figure 
In general the detailed scenario of the strategy implemented by the researcher in the speaking class was shown in the Table 3.2

b. Designing the lesson plan of the speaking class.
After presenting the strategy that was applied in the teaching and learning process, the researcher designed a lesson plan. The lesson plan was developed by considering the following items: (a) course identity, (b) learning objectives, (c) procedures of implementation, (d) materials.

c. The criteria of success
This study was directed to treat the students whose motivation in speaking was low. In other words, this study was intended to solve practical problems in the classroom. The predetermined criteria of success in this study were: (1) the mean score of the posttest was equal to or more than 70. (2) The students were involved actively in the teaching and learning process.
The students were active when 70% from students can answer the question to the teacher fluently and speak with right answer about the stick figure. The students also can produce a new word more easily to speak English, and the students are more joyful to have a new impressions experience to speak English using stick figure. Whereas, the students’ participation in teaching learning process must be good, it can be seen in the cooperation between teacher and students.

3. Implementation
During the action stage, the researcher and the collaborator teacher worked in collaboration to implement the lesson plan and to observe the activities carried out in the classroom especially the student’s participation and how the teaching and learning process. The researcher in this case, took the position as the teacher in implementing the technique during the teaching and learning process. In other that, the collaborative teacher took rules as the observer who observed and made notes on how the teaching and learning process proceeded focusing on the activities of the researcher as the teacher in implementing the technique and the students as the subjects. At the end of the teaching and learning process, researcher and the collaborator teacher discussed and analyze the results. 
4. Observation
 The observation was the activity of recording and colleting any aspect or event that was happening in the teaching and learning activities. The observation focused on the activities done by the teacher and the students during the teaching and learning process. The teacher gave speaking test and got the student’s scores. The objective of this phase was to know the result of the implementation in the research. The instruments prepared were used to collect data.
a. Data and data source

There were two kinds of data used in this study qualitative and quantitative. One the qualitative data were taken from the result of the observation during the teaching and learning process through the observation sheets and filed notes in each cycle. It was focused on the activities of the researcher as the actor in implementing the technique and the students as the students of the implementation of the technique in each cycle. Meanwhile, the quantitative data were taken at the end of each cycle by administering the posttest.

b. Researcher instrument and techniques of data collection

1) Observation sheets

It was used to see and to note the real activities proceeded in the classroom.

2) Field-notes

It was used to note the important thing during the teaching and learning process in every cycle which were not included in the observation sheets.

3) Test

The researcher conducted an evaluation by giving a posttest to the students individually at the end of each cycle. From it, researcher found the mean score of the test.

5. Data Analysis and Reflecting
The data taken form the results of the observation and field notes were described qualitatively. These data were analyzed to know whether the first criteria of success have been achieved or not. In the reflection stage, the researcher evaluated the effect of the action. The aim of the reflection was to determine whether the researcher had to continue to the next cycle.

D. The Description of Using Stick Figure Technique Applied in the Study
This part mainly gave description on the reason how stick figure applied in the study was believed as a technique. The first reason was that providing stick figure was intended to direct or to stimulate the student’s speaking. The students can be enthusiastic to study and clarify idea and express information.
Besides that, the students can express themselves in life situation and express sequence of ideas fluently.

The second reason is that providing stick figure facilitates the students to keep on speaking activities. It can serve as useful aid in motivating students to communicate something meaningful in a practical context. In other word, the stick figure can give the high motivation, and it becomes easy for them to speak because they were interested in the topic and have some new word to say about it or they want to contribute to achieve objective task. 
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Identifying the setting of the study at MTSN Aryojeding Rejotangan.

Analysis and Findings
