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ABSTRACT 

 

Pedagogical competence is one of four competences a teacher should possess. 

A teacher’s competences determine the quality of teaching and learning process. 

They also indirectly influence the students’ performance, which is assessed through 

the students’ academic and non-academic achievements. Arabic teachers’ in eight 

MTsN in Tulungagung possess diverse competence. In these schools, students 

demonstrate different academic performance as well. This background leads to the 

main aim of this study, which is to know the impact of teachers’ pedagogical 

competence to the students’ academic performance. 

This descriptive-quantitative study uses 334 samples of students from three 

schools: MTsN Tulungagung, MTsN Ngantru and MTsN Bandung. The sampling 

technique is purposive sampling. Data is acquired through questionnaire, observation 

and literary review. It also uses SPSS 16 program for Windows to help calculating 

the hypothesis. Data is analyzed through frequency, cost-tabulation and anova 

techniques. 

The study shows the significant influence of teachers’ pedagogical 

competence to the students’ academic performance. It is demonstrated through the 

number of significance showed 0 <0.05. Thus, Ho is approved and HA is rejected.
