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CHAPTER V
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
This chapter presents the conclusions concerning the result of the study. It also proposes some suggestions for lecture and readers on teaching and learning of English reading in order to improve the student’s mastery on English.
A. Conclusion

Based on the research findings and discussions, the conclusion is described below:
1. The grammatical cohesive devices are reference: he, she, they, them, here, there, etc; substitution: ones, do, done, so, etc; ellipsis: teacher, our, students, etc; conjunction: and, but, because, then, etc.
2. The lexical cohesive devices are reiteration: repetition, synonym, antonym, etc; and collocation: the fish and the water.
3. The total number of cohesive devices used in the text of social science textbooks are 1547 times. They are reference: 859 times or 56%, substitution: 33 times or 2%, ellipsis: 20 times or 1%, conjunction: 569 times or 37%, reiteration: 43 times or 3%, and collocation 23 times or 1%.

B. Suggestion

On the basic of the conclusion drawn above this section provides suggestions for the English lecture, the readers, and the writers; they are presented in the subsequent section.
1. For the Teacher
It is hoped that the result of this study will make the English reading teacher be aware of the unity of ideas of the text influenced by reference and conjunction. In writer’s opinion, those aspects need to be given more attention, since reference and conjunction are the important aspects to organized the unity of well-written text. It is also expected that she will give more emphasis on those aspects in teaching and learning process, especially for the students who take reading subject. So they will not face any problem when they pass reading class in their study, for example, by giving the some more exercise of discourse analysis.
2. For the Readers

They are also expected to pay more attention to the use of cohesive devices I the text in order to improve their reading strategy in general and to improve their discourse analysis competence in particular. They are not expected to ignore the relationship all parts of the text I process of reading comprehension, because those elements can influence readers in understanding the gist of a text and extracting key information on specific points in the text. In addition, readers and also students should read different types of materials so that they become familiar with different ways.
3. For the Writer

It is expected hat the result of this study make the writer of ESL/EFL be aware of that the unity and coherence of the text is influenced by the use of cohesive devices such as reference, substitution, ellipsis, conjunction, reiteration, and collocation. Finally, by employing various linguistics devices the writer can strengthen then coherence, crate global and local unity, and render the passage in a manner that conforms to the expectation of experienced readers.
Finally, it is expected that this study can add the language knowledge of ESL students, which may be used as input for teaching-learning and strategic reading process the future.
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
