A. Conclusion


On the basis of explanation discussed in the previous chapter, the researcher came to the following conclusion:

1. The Goal of Extensive Reading

The writer can conclude that by using the extensive reading it can be said that the students who get the opportunity to read a lot will get more general understanding of what is read than the students who rarely get reading classes. The writers know that during observation. When the teacher ask the student who read a lot, he or she always answer well.
2. Teacher’s Activities

 The teacher’s activity includes selecting the material, giving motivation, giving task, and giving evaluation.

3. Selecting the Material
The teacher did not always select the material from the textbook before teaching reading in the classroom. The teacher often took the material from magazine, newspaper, and also she took from internet. Before the material was given to the students, she read and the concluded which were the most interesting and the most boring one, and from the shortest need to the longest one. 4. Giving Motivation

The teacher gave the motivation to her students usually in opening the lesson.
5. Giving task

Task was an activity given by the teacher to the students in achieving a goal stated. In the process of teaching reading the task were opening the class, choosing the group, and controlling the students activities. In opening the class, the teacher gave explanation and some clues to her students what they should be done in teaching and learning process of teaching reading using Extensive Reading. In choosing the group, the teacher usually chose the students to work individually or in a group. If the students got the difficulties, she asked them to make a group consisting of four or five students. It helped them to understand the material easily. And controlling the students activities mean that the teacher was always control the students and ready help them during the process of understanding the text they need instruction because the instruction given must related to the goal states.
6. Giving Evaluation

From the observation, it showed that the teacher evaluate the students by give them some questions related to the content and ask them to come for ward to explain the content of the text. 
7. Student’s activities
The student’s activities include three steps which cover pre-reading, whilst reading and post reading activity.
8. Teaching Learning Process
In using extensive reading in the teaching learning process, the teacher always give the introduction first, so that the students are able to know what they are going to read. Besides, it also can motivate the students and attract the students’ interest in reading. It also important to guide the students by giving adequate explanation about the text and question relating to the text, and in whilst reading the students discuss with other about the text, so that the students can understand the whole material and participate actively in the teaching learning process.

1. For the headmaster
