CHAPTER II

REVIW OF RELETED LITERATURE
This chapter consists of the following section that is related to young learners, vocabulary, and media.
A.  The Young Learners

 In this globalization era, English is introduced at early ages or in elementary level. Some researcher, found the children are better than adult when attempting to learn a second language, because young second language learners do seem to pick up another language rather quickly.
 It is also assumed that learning at early stage; learner will get the strong foundation in educational.

Young learner means children who learn English when they are still young. Generally teacher may not aware about what young children need in learning the second language, due to that it is important for teacher in order to help them to be successful in learning.
 
1. The Characteristics of the Children can be Divided, as follows:

a. Five to seven olds
a. They can talk about what olds can do at their own level
b. They can tell you about what they have done heard
c. They can plan activities
d. They can argue for something and tell you why they think what they think
e. They use logical reasoning
f. They can use their vivid imagination
g. They can use a wide range of intonation patterns in their mother tongue
h. They can understand direct human interaction.



b. Eight to ten years olds
a. Their basic concepts are formed. They have very decided views of the word
b. They can tell the difference between fact and fiction
c. They ask questions all the time
d. They rely on the spoken word as well as the physical word to convey and understand meaning
e. They are able to make some decision about their own learning
f. They have definite views about what they like and don’t like doing
g. They have developed sense of fairness about what happens in the classroom and being to question the teacher’s decisions
h. They are able to work with others and learn from others.

Characteristic of Young Learner

Other characteristics of the young language learners are:

a. They use language skills long before they are aware of them

b. Their own understandings come through hands and eyes and ears. The physical world is dominant at all

c. They are very logical what you say first happens first 

d. They will seldom admit that they don not know something either

e. Young children sometimes have difficult in.
f. Young children cannot decide for themselves what to learn

g. Young children love to play and learn best when they are enjoying themselves

h. Young children are enthusiastic and positive about learning

3. Language Development

Eight to ten years old have a language with the entire basic element in place. They are competent user of their mother tongue. And in this connection, they are aware of the main rules of syntax in their own language. By the age of ten they are:

a. Understand abstract 
b. Understand symbolist
c. Generalize and systematic.

4. The Role of Motivations the Teaching and Learning

Along the student about language from the age seven year up to ten year or until old, is always effected by motivation depend on the developing that they happened.
Motivation is the evidence seems rather clear too. That motivation is not something applied a part from the learning situation but is an intrinsic part of it.

According Clifford T. Margan in Retno Idayati’s report, there are three aspects of motivation:

1. Motivating state is a condition which stimulates someone’s behavior.

2. Motivated behavior is behavior which is stimulated by a condition.

3. Goals or ends of such behavior is a goal of someone’s behavior which is realized and wanted by him self, it means that the purpose of behavior that is awarded or wanted by people.

Usually, teachers give material from the book, and the material without color full. When the teacher give material from disc whit color full and listen the native speaker, the student want to repeat the native speaker and look the material in television with color full. It is called by motivating state. The teachers teach the student to repeat like the native speaker. The student motivate to using vocabulary disc, to remember of the pronunciation and the picture on the television suitable with the name of the material. It is called by motivation behavior. In the last the student can memorize the material for example about the name of fruit and can memorize the pronunciation the name of fruit.
B. Vocabulary 
When a person want to master English language, of course the basic thing can not be separated in their in learning is about vocabulary. Moreover, if they want to get the four skills in language like speaking, writing, listening, and reading.

1. Definition of Vocabulary 
Vocabulary is the total number of words which make up a language.
 It can be said that in making communication absolutely someone has to master number of words that can express the idea of speaker. 
Produced and understand sentences with particular meaning. Therefore, in learning English students need to learn what the words mean and how they are used.
There are two kinds of vocabulary; They are active vocabulary and passive vocabulary.
 Below are the explanations about that:
a. Active vocabulary

Active vocabulary means the words that the person uses in this own speech writing. It is used in oral or written expression by the student.

b. Passive vocabulary

Passive vocabulary means the words that the students recognize and understand them when they occur in a context. Usually, they find passive vocabulary in listening or reading materials. There are difficult to produce them correctly.

2. Component of Vocabulary

           Mastering one vocabulary item should mean mastering the following component:

a. Spelling and Syllabication 

English has a unique System of spelling and syllable division. E.g: pronounce, pro – non – ci – ation, syl – lab – le.       

b. Pronunciation and Stress

English has pronunciation and variety. 

c. Part of Speech 

d. Meaning and Other Meanings

Many English words have more than one meaning e.g. can, game, minute. 

e. Usage and Use

Usage refers to the position of a word in a grammatical pattern, and use refers to what word to be used where, to whom and in what condition.

f. Derivatives

English content words have several derivatives. E.g. Form the word “act” we can produce: actors, actress, action, inactive, activity, and activates.

g. Idioms and Special Expressions

Example of idiom is:

- For good 

- With flying colors

- Beat about the bush

Example of special expressions is:

 - What can I do for you?
- Can you do me favor?
  

3. Kinds of Vocabulary Topic for Fourth Year
At beginning of elementary level it certainly seems a good idea to provide sets of vocabulary which student can learn most of these early words be contently practiced and so can presumably, be considered as active. The using of active of vocabulary can be shown by the students in speaking and also simple writing. The students can learn passive vocabulary in high school. The material for the third year is about their environment. It means that often met by the students there are about:
1. Fruits







2. Foods and beverages

3. Animals
4. Month and days
5. Weather 

These all can be developed by the teacher by using method, approach, and technique that relate with the situation on condition of his / her student.
C.  Learning Vocabulary 
In the learning and teaching vocabulary process there are have component like the strategy and the goal of learning vocabulary. The explanations about that are below:
1.  The Strategies of Teaching and Learning Vocabulary
According to David nunan: Strategies are mental and communicative procedures learners use in order to learn and use language.
 Knowledge of strategies is important, because the greater awareness you have of what you are doing, if you are conscious of the processes underlying in the learning that you are involved in, then learning will be more effective.
Based on the statement above, the writer can give conclusion that strategies of learning vocabulary are the procedures learners in order to learn the vocabulary for developing communicative competence and have greater self confidence and learn more effectively.

There are some vocabulary items that need to be learned to a very high degree of fluency as quickly possible and can be readily accesses when it is needed. These include numbers, polite formulas, items for controlling language use (i.e. to ask someone to repeat, speak more slowly and so on) times, and periods of time and quantities.

Meanwhile according to Nation, there are some strategies of learning vocabulary as follow.

a. Choosing words

Because there are many kinds of vocabulary and the different returns of learning effort, learners and teachers should know that their vocabulary goals are and should chose what vocabulary to focus on intern of the goals. It means that the different level of learners will influence the successful in learning vocabulary. So, if we want to teach vocabulary for young learners, intermediate, and advanced, we should be considered what kinds of vocabulary which will teach to them.

b. Choosing aspect of word knowledge to focus on learners need to be aware of these aspects of word knowledge. It is focused on the meaning of word and attention to word in use.

c. Choosing strategies: choosing the most appropriate strategies will influence the vocabulary learning process. (i.e. consulting a dictionary could be followed by the use of word cards to establish knowledge of the word.)
2. The Goal of Vocabulary Learning
The goal in teaching process is very important, without study, the process of teaching and learning will not get the result. According to Nasution in learning vocabulary in another language, the learning goals of some vocabulary activity are:

D.  Teaching Vocabulary
Vocabulary is core of language proficiency and provides much of the basis of how well learners speak, listen, read, and write. Without an extensive vocabulary and strategies for acquiring new vocabulary, learn of ten achieve less than their potential and may be discouraged from making use of language. Learning opportunities around them. Such as listening to the radio, listening to native speakers, using the language indifferent context, reading or watching television.
Teaching English as foreign language to children is not easy to do, to teacher should know what characteristics they have. And the teacher should know how to make them interest. Teaching vocabulary is clearly more than just presenting the new word but should give the example how to use it, where they can apply that.
1.  Approaches in the Teaching and Learning Vocabulary
              Approaches are a set of correlative assumptions dealing with the nature of language teaching and learning. Hunt and David Beglas discuss there approaches to vocabulary teaching and learning: incidental learning explicit instruction and independent strategy development.
     
a. Incidental Learning

        Incidental Learning is only one of the various kinds of learning that can occur when learners need. Not only can they begin to learn new words and enrich know ones, they can also improve grammatical knowledge, become more familiar with text structure, improve reading skills learn news information and learn that reading can be and enjoyable.
b. Explicit Instruction

        Explicit instruction involves diagnosis the words learners need to know, presenting words for the first time, elaborating word knowledge, and developing fluency with know word. In general, emphasizing explicit instruction is probably best for beginning and intermediate students who have limited vocabularies.

c. Independent Strategy Development 

       Independent strategy development involves                           practicing guessing from context and training learners to use dictionaries. Guessing from context is initially time – consuming and is more likely to work for more proficient learners. A procedure for guessing from context begins with deciding the word is important enough to warrant going through the subsequent steps. Teasing can assist learners by marking words which learners should try to infer before using other sources, as well as by providing Glosses (Hulstji, Hollander and Greindanus, 1996).
2. Principles of Vocabulary Teaching 

         The Vocabulary component of a language course should be guided by a set of well justified principles these principle should have major influence on: content and sequencing (What vocabulary is focused on: and how it is divided intro stage); format and presentation (how the vocabulary is taught and learned); monitoring and assessment (how learning is measured).
  The principles focus and vocabulary teaching on the assumption that learners can be taught and can teach themselves.

a). Content and Sequencing

a. Use frequency and range of occurrence as ways of                                         deciding what vocabulary to learn and the order in which to learn it.
b. Give adequate training in essential vocabulary learning strategies.   

c. Give attention to teach vocabulary item accord to the learning burden of that item.   

d. Provide an opportunity to learn the various aspect of is involved in knowing a word.

e. Avoid interference by presenting vocabulary in normal use rather that in groupings synonyms, opposite, association or lexical sets.   

f. Deal with high – frequency vocabulary by focusing on the word themselves, and deal with low-frequency vocabulary by focusing on the control of strategies.

b). Format and Presentation

           Make sure that high frequency target vocabulary occurs in all the four strands of meaning focused input, language focused learning, meaning focused output, and fluency development.

a. Provide opportunity for spaced, repeated, generative retrieval of words to ensure commutative growth. 

b. Use depth of processing activities.

c) Monitoring and assessment

a. Test learners to see what vocabulary they need to focus on.

b. Use monitoring and assessment to keep learners motivated.

c. Encourage and help learners to reflect on their learning.
                           

3. Teaching vocabulary techniques for elementary students  
There are some techniques for teaching vocabulary for elementary level, they are:
a. Teacher says the word clearly and write it on the white board (blackboard)

b. Teacher gets the class to repeat the word in chorus

c. By translating the word (English word) into the learners own language

d. Teachers ask to the students to translate

e. Teacher draw the picture on the board to show what the word means

f. Give an English example to show how the word is used

g. Ask to the student by using the new word.
 

Something that must be understood by the English teacher as forign language is pronunciation. As we know between English pronunciation and Indonesian pronunciation are very different.

Accorto Kasbolah, the first lesson that must be gives by the teacher to his/her student is alphabets pronounce, it will be easy to say the sound the word of English.

To say the difficult sound teacher may do some ways, they are:

a. Say the sound clearly, show how to say the “sound” in different word and ask the students to repeat it

b. Contras it to other sounds /p/, /b/, /k/, /g/

c. Show the students how to say the sound.

In saying every word the teachers have to understand with stressing. Stressing is necessary to be understood. There are some letters must be stressed on saying usually vowel, for example: A Part / a p at /
There are two kinds of intonation:

a. Rising Intonation 
Usually used for showing something surprised or wonderful. 

b. Falling Intonation

It is usually used for asking question by using wh – question.  
E. Media

As foreign language which is not used everyday in the society, English is regarded difficult to learn. To less the difficulty of understanding, the teacher must know. The approach, strategy, method of teaching that can be used to make the student interest the lesson.

1. The Definition of Media

      Media is one of the components of teaching. By using media that relate to the subject that is given by the teacher. The students are not bored with the situation in the classroom or outside the class.

      To make the teacher understanding of media, here are explanations or definition of media.

a. Media is any extensions of man which allow him affect other people who are not in face to face with him. Thus, include letters, television, film and telephone and even the roads and railways as there are extensions by which man can communicate with another. It is also carrying the messages to the student.

b. Media is human, material or activity which build condition that makes students are able to get knowledge, skill or attitude (Gelach and Ely) 1971.

c. Media is all of types and copies which is used to send message or information.

d. Media is kind of type which is used to send idea so it can be received by the idea receiver.
 
2. Kind of Media

The important of media can not be separated on teaching process much kind of media in teaching now. Generally there are kinds of media. They are visual media, audio media, and audio visual media.
To make understand what visual media, audio media, and audio visual media, the writer would explain it.

a) Visual media

Visual media is also called by printing media. Visual media is all kind media that can be seen or touch by the student. The main component for this media is verbal material text and visual material. Prof. Dr. Azhar Arsyad said that “These two main components of technology are LKS student verbal and improved visual material related to visual perception, reader, information processing and learning theory. The examples of visual media are: picture, photos, real things, miniature charts, graphs etc.

The characteristics of this media are:
a. Text is read in visual manner, in other hand visual is exceeded based on the room.

b. Texts and visual show one communication and receptive.

d. In developing this media depend on the language principle and visual perception.

e. It is oriented to the student.

f. The information can be rearranged by the user.

b). Audio Media
                           Audio media is also called by listen media, usually it is used to listen and understanding the passage. The Characteristic for this media is that they show one way communication for example; radio, tape, and recorder.

c). Audio Visual Media

Audio visual media is the function of two kinds of media; they are audio media and visual media. The audio visual media need mechanic electronic to texts and visual show the massage of audio visual massage.

         According to Azhar, learning through audio visual has characteristic using hardware during teaching and learning process. The example for this media is television, VCD/DVD (disc), and film. Vocabulary disc is also kind of audio visual media. Becaus disc is can show the color full and make students interest to learn.
          There are some characteristics of audiovisual media: 

a. Learning.

b. Show dynamic. 

c. Can be implemented by using ways which are stated before.

d. Able to be physical represent of real or abstract ideas.

e. It was improved based on behaviorism psychology and cognitive principle.

f. Teacher oriented through the low student altercative involve level.

The three media the writer shown above is not enough According to Azhar, there is one kind of media more. It is called by media that is based on computer technology. The materials of information are saved in the digital form. It is also used the screen to show the materials that are given to the student.
