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CHAPTER IV

DATA PERSENTATION AND DISCUSSION

In this chapter focuses on presenting as the basic of the result of the data analysis three main topics with be discussed of the teaching and learning process, data presentation, data analysis and interpretation.


A. Teaching and Learning Process
1. Pre-Treatment

Before the researcher give treatment by using video disc as media to teaching and learning, the researcher gives pre-test. On the result of pre-test, the researcher found that fourth year students’ vocabulary achievement at SDI Sunan Giri Ngunut Tulungagung were different was poor. The reason was those because the teacher never tries to teaching vocabulary with Disc. The teachers in SDI teach the students just by book without color, and it make difficult to memorize the student about vocabulary like animals, food and beverage. 

2. Treatment

The treatment in this research, the researcher was taught by using Video Disc (vocabulary Disc) as a media of teaching. The material (animals, food and beverage) in the vocabulary Disc used to teach vocabulary. It is a media to help the students improve their vocabulary mastery. The students listen when Video Disc was play, and after that the students repeat like material in the Disc with instruction for teacher. It is make the students were enthusiastic, enjoy and interested to learn English. When teaching and learning process by using Video Disc (Vocabulary Disc) is done, the students were very happy and got new spirit to learn English.

3. Post Treatment

After doing treatment, the researcher gave posttest to all students. Posttest is used to know the students vocabulary mastery after taught by using Video Disc (Vocabulary Disc). The researcher wanted to know how far the students understand and remember about some vocabulary that given when treatment process is done. Apparently, the result of the test showed that the students’ vocabulary mastery improved significantly.
B. Data Presentation

As it has been mentioned previously, the teacher wanted know whether there is different result between the fourth year students who were taught before using Video Disc (Vocabulary Disc) as media of teaching vocabulary and who were taught after using Video Disc (Vocabulary Disc) as media of teaching vocabulary

In this research, the researcher show the test result of score criteria, mean of result test, and percentage of the test from students. To know the students get good test result or not, the writer gives criteria as follow:

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Base on the data in table 4.5, the result of post-test shows percentage and criteria score base on the table 4.1, there are none get bad/low, 20% students get less, 6.67% students get enough/fair, 13.33% students get good, 60% students get very good.

The result of pre-test and post-test in the percentage and criteria had different. After using Video Disc (Vocabulary Disc) as media to teaching and learning, on the table 4.3 and 4.5, A grade had increase (43.33% to be 60%), B and C grade had decrease (20% to be 13.33% and 16.67% to be 6.67%). Although D grade/less criteria had increase (13.33% to be 20%) but, in the E grade in the pre-test there are two students or 6.67% get bad/low and in the post-test none get bad/low. So, A, B, C and D grade of percentage and criteria score had increase and in the E grade in post-test none get it. It shows that after using Video Disc (Vocabulary Disc) as media to teach vocabulary had increase than before using Video Disc.

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E. Interpretation
From the data analysis, the objective of this study was to know if there was an effect of using Video Disc (vocabulary Disc) as media in teaching vocabulary to the vocabulary mastery achieved by the fourth graders of SDI Sunan Giri Ngunut in the academic year of 2009/2010. 

The used of Video Disc (Vocabulary Disc) will significant if 
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  (4.4 > 2.042), so Ho is rejected or Ha is accepted.
In the pre-test, the overage score 2170 (

= 72.33), while in the post-test the average score was 2351 (
[image: image47.wmf]X

=78.37). Although it shows difference between the two means, the result shows that the post-test was better than the  pre-test.

To check the significant effect of the treatment, the writer analyzed by using t-test formula. The result of the t-test was 4.36. The writer consulted the critical value on the t-table using the 5 %( 0, 05) alpha level of significance and the 30 degree of freedom which was 2,042 .Since the obtained t-value was higher than the critical value on the table (4.4 > 2.042), the difference was statistically significant. The result is rejecting the null hypothesis. It means that there were any significant different between score of pre-test and post-test. It can be concluded that the students get good achievement in mastering vocabulary after taught by using Video Disc (vocabulary Disc). The students’ vocabulary mastery improve significantly, so teaching vocabulary by using Video Disc (vocabulary Disc)  is effective to improve students’ mastery on vocabulary.
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
