A. Background of the Study

“In 1999, the Office of Educational research and improvement of the US Department of Education charged the RAND Reading Study Group (RRSG) with developing a research agenda to address the most pressing issues in literacy. The decision to focus this research agenda proposal on reading comprehension particular was motivated by number of factors: 

All high graduates are facing an increased need for a high degree of literacy, including the capacity to comprehend complex texts, but comprehension outcomes are not improving.

Student in the USA are performing increasingly poorly in comparison with students in other countries as they enter the later years of schooling when discipline-specific content and subject-matter learning are central to the curriculum.   

Unacceptable gaps in reading performance persist between children in different demographic group despite the effort over recent decades to close those gaps; the growing diversity of the US population will likely widen those gaps even further.

Little direct attention has been devoted to helping teachers develop the skills they need to promote reading comprehension, ensure content learning through reading and deal with the differences in comprehension skills that their student display. 

Policies and programs (e.g. High-states testing, subject-related teacher credentialing, literacy interventions) intended to improve reading comprehension are regularly adopted but their effect are uncertain because the program are neither based on empirical evidence nor adequately evaluated”.

If USA has done protection like that, it is different with Indonesia. Reading and writing had poor attention. Many learners still don’t care about that. They usually more enjoy with the instant skill i.e. speaking or listening. Reading and writing become degradation of the interest although those are part of modal to fight literacy.

In Indonesia, English is taught as compulsory subject in Elementary School, Junior High School, Senior High School, and University. It seems that English has been considered important in all level of school. According to Murdibjono, the function of English lesson in Junior High School is a total student’s development in science, technology and culture. If they have master English, it is hoped that they can grow and develop so they became citizen who clever, able and they have good personality. 

Still in Indonesia, many people are unable to speak English. It can be caused by the mistake in choosing suitable approach or teaching method that makes the student feel bored. The other reason is the significant difference in structure as make meaningful utterance.

C. Purpose of the Study

D. Significance of the Study

E. Scope and Limitation of Study

F. Hypothesis of the Study
The hypothesis is a powerful tool in scientific inquiry it enables us to related theory to observation and observation to theory. The use of hypothesis has united experience and reason to produce a powerful tool or seeking truth. 

In empirical investigations where statistical test are to be performed the research hypothesis must be translated into another type of hypothesis know as a null hypothesis (symbolized as Ho). It is called null because it states that there is “no difference” or “no effect” or that there is “no relationship”. A null hypothesis is used because it enables researcher to compare the finding with chance expectation through statistical test. 

The other hypothesis is alternative hypothesis (symbolized H1), which states: anxiety scores of the two populations are not equal. The alternative hypothesis (Hi) stated above is said to be non-directional because it does not state which group average score will larger. 

The hypothesis in this study is:

Ho: There is not any correlation between mastery of reading and writing

H1: There is correlation between mastery of reading and writing

The writer assumes that there is correlation between reading and writing. Thus, the writer is going to use a research hypothesis (H1) in this research for testing about the correlation between mastery of reading and writing.

G. Definition of the Key Terms

1. Correlation

According Jack C. Richard the word “Correlation means a measure of the strength of the relationship between two sets of data”. 

Grame Keith Porte state “Correlation is the correlation between two variables represents the degree to which variables are related”. 
 

2. Mastery 
Mastery is complete knowledge or great skill of all the words know to a person or used in particular book subject etc. 

3. Literate/literacy

Styles and genres of discourse –whether written or spoken- that reflects a tradition of study and learning: essays, sermons, research articles, legal briefs, memoirs and so forth.

4. Reading
