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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

This chapter presents background of the study, formulation of the research problem, purpose of this study, significant of this study, scope and limitation of the study, hypothesis of the study, definition of the key terms and organization of the study.
A .Background of the study.

All of people in the world need communication with others. Communication of course need medium that construct possibility for everyone to exchange information. The key of communication is language.  As Homby states that “Language is a system of sound, words, patterns used by human to communicated thoughts and feeling”
. By using language, every people communicate with other people, they can express ideas, thoughts, opinions and whatever exist on their minds. On the other hand, necessity of life is determined mostly by capability of the people in language acquisition.

Language is divided into first language and second language. First language is language that is learned by someone from their mother or family since  they childhood. It is also called as a mother tongue. Second language or foreign language is a language that is learned by someone from their school or environment, and foreign language that comes from out side or another country. 

 We noted above that globalization changes the conditions under which language learning takes place. So, people have always learned languages for economic reasons, but in post-industrial economy it has argued that the linguistic skills of workers at all levels take on new importance.
 In fact, language that was learned by many people in the world is English, it required an effect of imagination to  realize that this is a relatively recent thing. In Indonesia, English as the foreign language that is taught in school from elementary to university level. Even, English is taught in kindergarten. The goal of teaching and learning English is the students’ ability to comprehend and to produce the language in its written and spoken form. Unfortunately, the result is still far from the expectation. We can see that many senior high school graduates are rarely able to communicate and use their English well. Most of the people in Indonesia think that someone who can speak well and fluently by using English is the master of English. Even though, actually many foreign language learner do not master all skill, sometimes they are only good at some skills, for example they are good at speaking but not at reading, or vice versa. It means that the learners have different ability in acquiring foreign language skill. 

Reading, along with listening is sometimes viewed as a passive skill and also reading is not something that every individual learns to do
. Even, actually reading is one of the language skill that play an important role in foreign language acquisition. So, in reading the learner must read carefully and give appreciation about what they read, because the learner have the purpose in this process to get meaning and information from the reading task. Reading does not occur in vacuum. It is done for a purpose, to achieve some ends. During reading, the reader processes the text with regard to the purpose.
 It means that reading is a result of the interaction between the perception of graphic symbol that represent language and the reader language skill, cognitive skill, and the knowledge of the world. In this process the reader tries to create the meanings intended by writer.

In reading, the learners always face some difficulties, because they must have the important information from the reading task, for example, when they read an advertisement or an article of special interest in a specific journal, they have to find the main information about that. Competent reading will reject, if the reader get the irrelevant information and do not find what exactly they want to know.

In teaching and learning process, many of the teachers have big problem when they must teach reading material, such as in the way of teaching, suitable material and make a good situation in order to help the students comprehend the lesson. Many junior high school students sometimes are unable to get complete understanding of the texts. This might be caused by the fact that many of those students do not know the essential information needed to understand a word, including how a word combines with other words. Therefore those students need strategies in order to overcome the problems. Considering the importance of comprehension strategies this study was intended to know the effective teaching of reading comprehension strategies to students of grade VIII . Based on the statement above we get the picture of the students’ condition in reading class. 
Another factor that  influence them is most of the students are lazy to read, exactly to read book, novel, short story, etc. that was written in English. Success in teaching depends on many factors, one of them is teaching method. In fact, it is probably true to say that more time is spent teaching reading than any other skill,
 because the students have to read to understand the total meaning of passage. This kind of reading is often done in academic and other settings where complete comprehension is necessary.

In this thesis the researcher tries to know about the effectiveness of teaching by using CIRC (cooperative integrated reading and composition) technique. Actually this technique is one of practical of Cooperative Learning. In Cooperative learning methods, students work together in four-member teams to master material initially presented by the teacher.
 All Cooperative Learning methods share the idea that the students work together to learn and are responsible for their teammates’ learning as well as their own. By using this technique the researcher believe that all of the students in the class will be more active in teaching and learning process and also it can increase their motivation. Hopefully the students can solve the problem that is faced in reading class. When they have high motivation and teammates’ who help them in comprehending the text, they can improve their reading achievements. That is why; the researcher believes that CIRC (cooperative integrated reading and composition) technique can be applied in reading class. 
B Formulation of research problem

Based on the background of the study, the main purpose of this study is to find the effectiveness of CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and composition) technique in order to help the student to improve their ability to comprehending reading passage. The research problems are formulated as follow: 

1. How is the students’ achievement in reading comprehension before using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique?

2. How is the students’ achievement in reading comprehension after using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique?

3. Is/ are there any significant effect before and after using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique toward reading comprehension?
C. Purpose of the study

1. To know the students’ achievement in reading comprehension before using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique.

2. To know the students’ achievement in reading comprehension after using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique.

3. To know whether the use of CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique gives significant effect toward the students’ achievement in reading comprehension or not.
D. Significant of the study.

The result of this study will be expected to give worthy contribution for:
1. The student to be able to solve their problem in comprehending reading narrative text and to motivate the student to learn.

2. The teacher, the result of this research will help the teacher to choose the appropriate technique that is used in teaching reading in order to improve the students’ reading comprehension.

3. The other researcher, the result of this research can be used as reference and can increase the other researcher.

E. Scope and limitation of the study.

This study will be aimed to know significant effect toward the students’ achievement in reading comprehension. When we talk about reading, we will talk about the process to get meaning and information from the reading task. There are many kinds of texts that usually is taught in junior high school level. They are descriptive text, narrative text, recount text, procedure text, etc. Because of the limitation of time and the ability of the researcher, so the researcher makes limitation on narrative text. Base on the researcher observation about the reading material, narrative text is chosen by the researcher because it is more interesting text to learn. Narrative is so highly valued as a type of story, looks at the organization of different story texts in stages and offers help towards teaching students how to read and write such texts.
 Many of information that we will get from the narrative text, such as about the character, setting, problem, the way to solve the problem, etc. It will give many contributions from the students to learn about how to identify and to comprehend the text.   
F. Hypothesis of the study.

There are two kinds of hypothesis; they are null hypothesis (Ho) and alternative hypothesis (Ha).

  Ho= state that there is no significant effect of the students’ achievement in comprehending reading narrative after being taught by using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique.

Ha = state that there is significant effect of the students’ achievement in comprehending reading narrative after being taught by using CIRC   (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique.
G. Definition of the key term.

To create mutual understanding the term used in the title of this study need be define as follows:
1. Reading comprehension as the process of simultaneously extracting and constructing meaning through interaction and involvement with written language. It consists of three elements: the reader, the text and the activity or purpose of the reading. So, when we want to know the students’ ability in comprehending reading text, we have to look at the elements of reading comprehension it self.

2. CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique is comprehensive program for teaching and writing in upper elementary and middle grades. (Madded, Slavin, and Stevens, 1986). Students work in pair within their teams on a series of cognitively engaging activities, including reading to one another, making predictions about how narrative text will be resolved, summarizing, stories to one another, writing responses to stories, and predicting spelling, decoding and vocabulary.
H. Organization of the study

The organizations of the study are:
Chapter I present background of the study, formulation of the research problem, purpose of the study, significance of the study, scope and limitation of the study, hypothesis of the study, definition of the key terms and organization of the study.

Chapter V presents the conclusion and the suggestion based on the research findings.

 CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

In this chapter  writer will be discuss cooperative learning, definition of teaching, definition of reading comprehension, the purpose of reading, the importance of reading, The theories of teaching reading, how to get an effective way to read.

A. Cooperative Learning

There are some definitions of cooperative learning, such as

Cohen (1994:3) states that Cooperative learning will be defined as students working together in a group small enough that everyone participate on a collective task that has been clearly assign. Moreover, students are expected to carry out their task without direct and immediate supervision of the teacher.
 Slavin states that Cooperative learning method share the idea that students work together to learn and are responsible for their teammates learning as well as their own. Then Artzt and Newman (1990: 448) states that Cooperative learning is an approach that involves a small group of learners working together as a team to solve a problem, complete a task, or accomplish a common goal.

In the other hand Johnson states that Cooperanon means working together to accomplish shared goals. Within cooperative activities individuals seek outcomes that are beneficial to all other group members. Cooperative learning is the instructional use of small groups that allows students to work together to maximize their own and each other as learning.
  

Based on previous definition of Cooperative learning above, we can say that Cooperative learning as an idea that was used to make the students working together in group of learning in this case small group and of course they have responsibility in their learning activities. So, all members of each group will get their understanding well and increase their achievement. 

The purpose of the technique is:

1) To increase achievement through group collaboration that enables students to learn from each other.

2) To provide an alternative to the competitive structure of most classrooms today that discourages the poorer students.

3) To improve human relations in the classroom by promoting interdependent activities that teaches collaborative skill.

From the purpose of this technique we can say that this technique gives students much control within the group structure. They become both teachers and learners as they practice communication and group-process skill, as well as leadership skills. Each student is expected to utilize these skills to promote group success.
 Although the students work together but in Student Team Learning the student’s task are not to do something as a team but to learn something as a team. 

There are some research on cooperative learning method and the research indicates that if students are rewarded for doing better than they have in the past, they will be more motivated to achieve than if they are rewarded for doing better than others, because rewards for improvement make success neither to difficult nor too easy for students to achieve. Five principal Student Team Learning methods have been developed and extensively researched. There are general cooperative learning method adaptable to most subjects and grade levels, they are 

1) Student Teams-Achievement Divisions (STAD).

2) Teams Game Tournament (TGT).

3) Jigsaw II.

The remaining two are comprehensive curricula designed for use in particular subjects at particular grade levels, they are:

1) Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC), for reading and writing instruction in grade 2-8.

2) Team Accelerated Instruction (TAI), for mathematics in grade 3-6.

All five methods incorporate team rewards, individual accountability, and equal opportunities for success, but in different ways.
 In this case the researcher chooses Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC) and it will be explained more in this chapter.

       A.1 Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC).

Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC) is a comprehensive program for teaching reading and writing in upper elementary and middle grades. In CIRC, teachers use novels or basal reader. Students are assigned to teams composed of pairs of students from two or more different reading levels. Students work in pairs within their team on a series of cognitively engaging activities, including reading to one another, making predictions about how narrative stories will be resolved, summarizing stories to one another, writing responses to stories, and practicing spelling, decoding and vocabulary. Students also work in their teams to master main idea and other comprehension skills.

Use of reading groups create a problem, when the teacher is working in one reading group, the other students in the class must be occupied with activities they can complete with minimal teacher direction. Research of this problem indicate that they are poor quality, are rarely taken seriously by teachers or students, and are poorly integrated with other reading activities and then students time on-task during follow-up periods is typically low. Yet it has been found that is a class with three reading groups, two-thirds or more of the reading period is spent on follow-up activities. Because of this reason, one major focus of CIRC activities prescribed for basal stories is on making more affective use of follow-up time. During follow-up, students work in pairs to identify five critical features of narrative story, characters, setting, problems, attempted solutions, final solution. Instruction in story structure has been found to increase reading comprehension of low-achieving students.
 
B. Definition of teaching

The word teaching is common for us but when we want to explain about this word, we are still doubt. So we have to look at the following definition of teaching. Teaching is guiding and facilitating learning, enabling the learner to learn, setting the conditions for learning.

Teaching is complex process that can be conceptualized in many different ways, using alternative, metaphor, and analogies.
 Then, teaching is a way how to prepare learning experience to the students.

Teaching is a complex process. According to Kimble and Garmazy as quoted in Brown, teaching is “showing and helping someone to learn or to do something. Giving instruction, guiding in the study of something, providing with knowledge, causing to know or to do understand.”
 Teaching is guiding and facilitating the students to learn and setting the condition of learning. Teachers should prepare themselves better in order to tech successfully.

From the explanation above, we can find the words such as, guiding, helping and also facilitating that related with teaching. So in general, it can be said that teaching is a kind of process how to make the students knowledge and attitude improved.

C. Definition of reading comprehension

Talking about reading comprehension, it is important to know the importance of it. It is very useful for everyone who really wants to enlarge his or her experience and knowledge. So, we define reading comprehension as the process of simultaneously extracting and constructing meaning through interaction and involvement with written language. We use extracting and constructing to emphasize both the importance and the insufficiency of the text as a determinant of reading comprehension. Comprehension entails three elements:

1. The reader who is doing the comprehending

To comprehend, a reader must have a wide range of capacities and abilities. These include cognitive capacities, motivation, and linguistic capacities and the knowledge base called on any act of reading comprehension depend on the texts in use and the specific activity in which one is engaged.

2. The text that is to be comprehended

The features of text have a large effect on comprehension. Comprehension does not occur by simply extracting meaning from text. Text can be difficult or easy, depending on factors inherent in the text, on the relationship between the text and the knowledge and abilities of the reader, and the activities in which the reader is engaged. The challenge of teaching reading comprehension is heightened in the current educational era because all students are expected to read more text and more complex texts.

One place to start in understanding variability in texts is to look at all the categories of texts and dimensions on which they vary. These categories and dimensions include the following:

· Discourse genre, such as narration, description, exposition, and persuasion.

· Discourse structure, including rhetorical composition and coherence.

· Media forms, such as textbooks, multimedia, advertisements, hypertext, and the internet.

· Sentence difficulty, including vocabulary, syntax, and the propositional text base (the explicit meaning of the text’s content drawn from propositions in the text, i.e., statements or idea units, but without more suitable details about verb tense and deictic references [here, there, now, then, this, that]).

· Content, including different types of mental models, cultures, and socioeconomic strata; age-appropriate selection of subject matter; and the practices that are prominent in the culture.

· Text with varying degree of engagement for particular classes of readers.

Different texts are suitable for different activities. For many teachers “the text” is the presentation part of the lesson. It introduces new language, and provides the basis for later language work and discussion. An approach to text is, however, very narrow. Texts are of many different kinds – Menus, instructions, signs, information, stories, advertisements, hand-written book, letters, telexes, reports. The list is almost endless. Each of these types of text is different from the others in purpose, and also different in structure in language. If the students are really going to use their English outside the classroom they will need to be able to handle these different types of texts, not only those specially prepared for language teaching textbooks. The teacher who uses texts in class only to present the language for intensive study is not teaching students to use the language.
 

3. The activities in which comprehension is a part.

Reading does not occur in a vacuum. It is done for a purpose, to achieve some end. Activity refers to this dimension of reading. A reading activity involves one or more purposes, some operations to process the text at hand, and the consequences of performing the activity. The purpose is influenced by a cluster of motivational variables, including interest and prior knowledge.
 So, the activity of reading itself was influenced by some factor such as the explanation above. 

D. The purpose of reading

Take a few minutes to reflect on all of the reading that you have done in the last twenty-four hours. When we note how many information that we got from our reading, it will make us know that actually we have different purpose of reading in our mind. Because of this, so sometimes we feel bore, enjoy and pleasure in reading. River and Temperly (1978: 187) suggest that there are seven main purpose of reading 

1. To obtain information for some purpose or because we are curious about some topic;

2. To obtain instructions on how to perform some task for our work or daily life (e.g., knowing how an appliance works);

3. To act in a play, play a game, do puzzle;

4. To keep in touch with friends by correspondence or to understand business letters;

5.  To know when or where something will take place or what is available;

6. To know what is happening or has happened (as reported in a newspapers, magazines, reports);

7. For enjoyment or excitement.

In the other hand there are some the goal of reading that we have to know, Donald L. Bouchard states the goal of reading as follow:

a. Readers are able to discriminate among events as they have been presented. They recognize the order of presentation in the stated sequence.

b. The readers identify the main idea of a paragraph.

c. They must have knowledge of prescribed or denotative meaning.

d. They understand form of figurative language.

In reading the reader has ability to use information; it means to get suitable meaning in reading which the same with the context is. Each word in reading has a meaning base on context following. The student may not read word by word. Its goal is to develop reading skill quickly and they read with real purpose. If the sentence is intensification, the students have to understand what the sentence means in order to get the same meaning with the context. 

From seven purpose and four goals of reading above, we get our conclusion that the purpose of reading is more closely related to the individual needs of the reader and to the personal expectations that she or he with respect to the given text similarly, the same text may be processes differently by different readers, depending on their knowledge of the target language.
  

E. The importance of reading

Reading includes discovering meaning in print and script, within a social context, through bottom-up and top-down processing and the use of strategies and skill. As the following list of things we read shows, we read a great variety of things. We read some of these alone- for example, a newspaper over morning coffee or tea. We also read things and talk about them with others, For example, we might read the movie listing in the newspaper to a friend to choose a film to see, or might read a menu item at restaurant to the waiter to ask if he or she recommends it. We read some things while setting others while walking, others while driving. The point is, reading is not done in vacuum. It is done within social context.

Base on the explanation above, reading can not separate from our life. Every time we get information, knowledge and even motivation from our reading. So, reading is the most important things for us, exactly the students who have responsibility to improve their knowledge. Although it is not easy to increase their motivation to read, but the teacher who tried to make their behavior seem natural will be one way to improve their reading ability.
F. The theory of teaching reading

There are many reasons why getting students to read English texts is an important part of the teacher’s job. Reading is useful for other purpose too: any exposure to English (provided students understand it more or less) is a good thing for language students. At the very least, some of the language sticks in their mind is a part of the process of language acquisition, and if the reading text especially interesting and engaging, acquisition is likely to be even more successful.

Reading texts also provide opportunities to study language, vocabulary, grammar, punctuation, and the way we construct sentences, paragraph and texts. Lastly, good reading texts can introduce interesting topic to stimulate discussion, excite imaginative responses and be the springboard for well-rounded, fascinating lessons.

When the students read the text, they need to be able to scan and skim. Their ability to scan or skim depends on what kind of text they are reading and what they want to get out of it. Such as, if they were casting their eyes over its surface-to get a general idea of what it is about they have to skim it. They may scan a computer manual to find the one piece of information they need to use their machine, and they may skim a newspaper article to get a general idea of what’s been happening. But we would expect them to be less utilitarian with a literary work where reading for pleasure will be slower, closer kind of activity.

Unlike skimming and scanning, activities that aim at having students read for through comprehension require students to read meticulously. The goal is for the students to understand the total meaning of a reading selection, and there are a number of techniques teacher can use to get students to interact with the reading material. Here some of these techniques.

· Students study the title and skim to capture the main idea.

· Students read two paragraphs and predict what will follow.

· Students do several different scanning tasks, such as underlining past tense verbs in red and adverbs indicating sequence (e.g., first, second, next, etc.) in blue, circling words they do not recognize and putting stars next to words that seem important. After each task, they briefly discuss what they underlined, circled, or stared.

· After students have a sense of what the reading material is about, they read silently while answering true-false or multiple-choice questions.

· Students meet in groups, consider the text, write down questions, and give them to another group to answer.

· Students draw a picture of the main characters in a story of draw pictures that illustrate the story line.

· Students work in groups; reconstruct material previously cut into pieces.

· Students read a story with the conclusion missing, and then write their own endings.

· Students give the reading material a new title.

· Students put a set of pictures or photos in order to show the story line or content.

· Students meet in groups to summarize an article and to separate main idea from supporting ideas and examples.

· Students listen to the teacher discuss how the piece of writing is organized.

This list illustrates some of the activities teachers use in reading classes, and there are, of course, other ways to teach reading, as well as ways to creatively combine a number of reading activities into a single lesson. 

G.How to get an effective way in teaching reading

From the previous explanation, it is clear that reading has ultimately objectives wanted to attain such getting some information’s given, getting main points presented in the text and finding out the topic served. It is impossible to achieve in ultimately goals without having ability to comprehend the reading material.

Reading is classified into two groups. The first group is extensive reading which involving survey reading, skimming and superficial reading. Secondly, intensive reading that is involving close reading, critical reading, reading for ideas foreign language reading and literary reading.
 

On the other word, Jeremy Harmer just divides reading skill into two groups. Skill in reading is meant student needs to be able to do a number of things in reading on text. Firstly, they need to be able to scan the text for particular bits of information they are searching for. By having this skill they do not have to read every word or line, on the contrary. By this approach, reading for getting information offered can be found faster. This skill is called scanning.

Secondly, students have to be able to skim a text as we call it skimming. Skimming is the process in reading to get general idea of what it is about by casting their eyes over the text surface. They don not have to try to gather all details at this stage. It may cause bogged down and may not be able to get general idea, because they are concentrating too hard specifics.
     

One of the most comprehensive typologies of reading strategies is that developed by teacher in the ELTU at Chinese University. They note that by choosing the best strategies for different texts and purposes, it is possible for second language readers to significantly increase both their reading speed and their comprehension. Their typology as follow:

Strategy





Comment

1) Having a purpose
it is important for students to have a clear purpose and to keep in mind what they want to gain from the text.

2) Previewing
Conducting a quick survey of the text to identify the topic, the main idea, and the organization of the text.

3) Skimming
Looking quickly through the text to get a general idea of what it is about.

4) Scanning
Looking quickly through a text in order to locate specific information.

5) Clustering
Reading clusters of words as unit.

6) Avoiding bad habit
Avoiding habits such as reading word-by word.

7) Predicting
Anticipating what is to come.

8) Reading actively
asking questions and then reading for answer.

9) Inferring
Identifying ideas that are not explicitly stated.

10) Identifying genres 
Identifying overall organizational pattern of a text.

11) Identifying paragraph structure
identifying the organizational structure of a paragraph, for example, whether it follows an introductive or deductive pattern.

12) Identifying sentence structure
Identifying the subject and main verb in complex sentences.

13) Noticing Cohesive devices
Assigning correct referents to performs, and identifying the function of conjunctions.

14) Inferring unknown vocabulary
Using context as well as parts of words (e.g., prefixes, suffixes, and stems) to work out the meaning of unknown words.

15) Identifying figurative language
Understanding the use of figurative language and metaphors.

16) Using background knowledge
using what one already knows to understand new ideas.

17) Identifying style & its purpose
Understanding the writer’s purpose in using different stylistic devices, such as a series of short or long sentences.

18) Evaluating
Reading critically and assessing the truth value of textual information.

19) Integrating information
tracking ideas that are developed across the text through techniques such as highlighting and note taking.

20) Reviewing
Looking back over a text and summarizing it.

21) Reading to present
Understanding the text fully and then presenting it to others.

While there are many helpful ways of approaching language teaching, it is mistake to believe that ‘a method’ exists which can guarantee success. Every teacher knows that what works one day with one class, does not necessarily work with different class, or even on a different day with the same class. A text which is appropriate to one situation is often not suitable for another. One statement which is generally true can, however, is made – if the teacher always does the same things in the same way, the student will be bored.
 So, the teacher has to choose what the appropriate way is when they want to teach their student. 

CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
In this chapter the researcher describe the research methodology, it consist of research design, setting and subject of the study, population, variable and data source, sample and sampling, data and instrument of collection, technique of data analysis.
A. Research design

To understand the meaning of research is truly necessary, because it is impossible to come to the points of research without it. Research is careful study on investigation, especially in order to discover new facts or information such as scientific historical research.
 It means that a study is done carefully and accurately on investigation of an event, problem, and phenomenon about scientific to find out new information. In conducting this research, of course, the researcher must follow some research procedures. It means that a research needs to plan some step he or she will take. Consequently, the design of the research should be suitable for the research condition. For these reason, a researcher has to follow the research design, if he or she want their research will be successful.
Research method refers to the general strategy followed in gathering and analyzing the data necessary for the answering the question. In this study the research design used experimental with quantitative approach. This research is intended to investigate the effectiveness of using CIRC technique on the students’ reading ability at eight grade of MTsN TUNGGANGRI.

Kerlinger in foundations of Behaviour Research (315) says:

“ Experimental is a scientific investigation in which an investigator manipulates and controls one or more independent variables and observes the dependent variable variables for variation concomitant to the manipulation of the independent variables”.

Quantitative is research that used statistical technique to understand and explain phenomena.

According to the explanation above, experimental design refer to the conceptual framework within which the experiment is conducted. An experimental design serves two functions:

1. It establishes the condition for the comparisons by the hypothesis of the experiment.

2. It enables the experimenter through statistical analysis of the data to make a meaningful interpretation of the result of the study.
The procedures of experimental in this study consist of pre-test, treatment and post-test. The pre-test and post-test are given to take the score of the students achievement before and after being taught by using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique. Then both score were computed by using T-test to find out if there is significant influence of teaching reading by using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique.

In this study an experimental study design used to know whether there is significance differences of the students’ score between before they were taught by using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique and after they were taught by using CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique in teaching reading on the students’ reading comprehension of eight grade of MTsN TUNGGANGRI.
B. Setting and Subject of the Study.

It is necessary to determine where the research must be held in order to do the research easily. The area used in the research should have a good quality, because it would be used as a place to get valid data. This research was conducted at MTs Negeri TUNGGANGRI in the academic year 2009-2010. The reason of the researcher made the research in this school because; first this school never used CIRC (Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition) technique. Next, some of the students had difficulties in comprehending narrative text. Third, the researcher had an experience of that school for teaching practice in seventh semester this year. So, the researcher knew more about the real condition of the school and especially of the class.
C. Population, Sample and Sampling.

1. Population

Population is all subject of the study. In Encyclopedia of Educational Evaluation, written:”A population is a set (or collection) of all elements processing one or more attributes of interest”.
 According to Kerlinger, “A population is defined as all members of any well defined class of people events or objects”.
 According to the explanation above a population is the whole of subject used by the researcher.  The population of this research is all students in the eighth grade of MTsN TUNGGANGRI, Kalidawir, Tulungagung in academic year 2009-2010.

2. Sample

Selected of a sample is a very important step in conducting a research study. According Arykunto, a sample is a part of population of representative of it. On the other hand Gay L.R. says that “Sample is one that is representative of the population from which it was selected”.
 It means that a good sample must be representative of the entire as possible, so that the generalization of the sample as true as the population. According to the explanation above the sample of this study is Eighth-C class of MTsN TUNGGANGRI, Kalidawir, Tulungagung in academic year 2009-2010.

3. Sampling 

“Sampling is the process of selecting a number of individuals for a study in such a way that the individuals represent the large group from which they were selected”.
. The purpose of the sampling is to get the information about a population. The sampling is a technique to take a sample was chosen as a technique of choosing sample. Arikunto says that “Purposive sampling is the process of selecting sample by taking the subject that is not based on the level or area but it is taken based on the specific purpose”.
  In this research, the researcher applied purposive sampling. This technique was used because of some reasons, such as the limitation of time, energy and budget, so the researcher could not take big sample and far from the purpose. Purposive sampling basically involves selecting a sample which was believed to be representative of given population in the other word the researcher used expert judgment to select a representative sample.

D. Variable and data sources.
Variable is research object or something that becomes view point of research.
 Base on the title of the thesis, it has two variables; they have independent variable and dependent variable. 

1) Independent variable (x)

Independent variable is the variable which influence dependent variable, in the other words independent variable is causes variable. According to Donald Ary independent variable is an antecedent to the dependent variable.
 Independent variable is variable selected by the researcher to their effect on or influence with dependent variable. Independent variable in this research is the uses of CIRC technique.   

2) Dependent variable (y)

Dependent variable is the variable which is influenced by independent variable. In the other word dependent variable is effect variable. According to Donald Ary dependent variable is the consequence of or dependent variable upon antecedent variable.
 Dependent variable in this research is the students’ achievement in reading.

E. The data collecting method and instrument

When we talk about the kinds of methods and instrument of the data, actually it is quite same when we talk about doing evaluation. It has the purpose to get the data and then it can be measured by the researcher.  The data collecting method and the instrument were needed to obtain the data in the research. The aim of the data collecting in conducting scientific research was to get material that needed by the research. The material must relate to each other and to solve the problem. There was some method of data collections used in this study. They were administering test and doing observation.

Instrument had important function in this research, using an instrument was one of significant step in conducting this research. Therefore, the researcher must choose some instruments in the process of collecting data. There was some instrument be used to collect the data such as: Questioners, Test, Interview, Documentation, etc. 

E.1 Test

Arikunto states that “Test is a series of question, exercise or other means which are used to measure the skill, knowledge, intelligent, ability or talent that is have by individual or group”.
 Thus, a test is a method to gain the data by giving some question to the respondent.

In this research the writer used achievement test, “achievement test is test that is used to measure someone achievement after learn something”.
  This test used to measure the students achievement in reading comprehension before and after they taught by using CIRC Technique in MTsN Tunggangri.

There are two kinds of test. They are pre-test and post-test. The pre-test was given before the students were taught by using CIRC technique and post-test was given after the students were taught by using CIRC Technique.

The researcher used the test that contains six items. The form of achievement test in this study was made in one form. That was answering the questions with the correct answer.
Reliability is a measure of the degree to which a test gives consistent result. A test is said to be reliable if it gives the same results when it is given on the different occasions or when it is used by different people.
 Validity is the degree to which a test measure what it is supposed to measure, or can be used successfully for the purpose for which it is intended. A number of different statistical procedures can be applied to a test to estimate its validity. Such procedures generally seek to determine what the test measure, and how well it does so.
 

In this thesis the researcher does not show the validity and reliability of the test that was used to measure the significant effect of the treatment, because the researcher took the test from the exercise’s tests book that often used in MTsN Tunggangri, exactly in @.Bimbel MTsn Tunggangri IX.Bahasa Inggris.09/10, so the researcher assume that the test is valid and reliable to get the score of the students who was given the treatment.
F. Technique of Data Analysis
Arikunto state that quantitative data is a technique to analysis and count the data.
 It means that the technique of quantitative data analysis is the process of data is shape by number. The researcher in this research used the formula of t-test to analyze the data because to know the result of the students’ test, which were conducted before and after using CIRC technique.

To analyze the data, researcher used the procedure as follow :

1. Reading

In reading, the students were asked to read a short story (narrative story). Then, the students were asked to answer the question based on the story that had been read. In this research, the researcher only used one class.
2. Interpretation

In doing interpretation, the researcher considered scoring guided for reading comprehension as follow:

3. Scoring

In this stage, the writer examined testes’ answer by identifying the correct answer based on the answer key. Answer key is applied based on the students answer is only considered correct or wrong.
 Every tests and questioners get the same scoring.
 After we find out the score of each item, we have to find the total score. The formula to find out total score as follow:

4. Tabulating

Tabulating is classifying the score categories into tables using numbers. It was hoped the data can be simple in writing and understanding.
5. Analyzing

 In the last step, the researcher used t-test using statistical program to ensure the effectiveness and to get stronger conclusion. The t-test was taken from the students test result which was conducted before and after being taught using CIRC technique.

From that count, we can know:

1. If  to same or higher than “tt” that is stated on the table, so the null hypothesis that is stated that there is no significant different score between student’s ability in comprehending reading passage that is taught using jigsaw technique and without jigsaw technique is refused. It means that from those two Means we can see there is significant difference.

2. If to lower than “tt”, so the null hypothesis that is stated that there is no significant different score between student’s ability in comprehending reading passage that is taught using jigsaw technique and without jigsaw technique is accepted. It means that from those two Means there is no significant difference.
 

CHAPTER IV

RESEARCH FINDING AND DISCUSSION

This chapter focuses on presenting the data found on the research. Four main topics are discussed, they are Teaching Learning Process, Data presentation, Data analysis, and Interpretation.

A. Teaching and Learning Process

1. Pre-Treatment

During conducting this researcher, the researcher observed the situation, condition; student’s reading comprehension in teaching and learning process. On the observation and from the result of pre-test, the researcher found that eighth year students’ reading achievement at MTsN Tunggangri, Kalidawir, Tulungagung were different was quite poor. The reason was because the teacher never tried to teach reading comprehension by using CIRC technique. The teachers in MTsN Tunggangri taught the students just by giving some reading text and then the teacher gave them chance to read by their selves, if there were some difficult problem to comprehend the text, they could ask to the teacher. The writer assumed that this technique was not effective way to make their student got comprehension for the text, even it would make them poor motivation to read more by their selves. This was because of the effect of the teacher’s helping when they got problem in comprehending the text. CIRC technique could be effective way to make them get comprehension without the teacher’s helping. They would work with their friends to comprehend the text and it could make them had more independently to share about their idea with others, in this case was the member of their work group. 

2. Treatment

In the first time, the researcher gave pre-test to the students. In pre-test, the students were asked to do the test of reading. Pre-test given before treatment (teach by using CIRC technique), and post-test given after treatment (teach by using CIRC technique). The treatment was taught using CIRC technique.

The researcher starts the activity by divide the students into eleven groups, each group consist of four students from the different character, level of reading and sex. Then the researcher gave a reading text for each group and they had to work or made some discussion with their friends to get their comprehension. Students made and explained predictions about how problems will be resolved and summarize main elements of stories to one another within one group.

By giving limitation of time, the students could not just enjoy the time and made a fun with their friends but they had to help their friend in their group to get truly understand about the text. The teacher as a guide in the class, and to check the students comprehension, the teacher could make a quiz, gave some oral questions was like a competitions between one group with another group. It would help them to be active not only in reading but also speaking. Although this technique not for speaking but focus on combination reading and  writing, if the teacher want to measure the students achievement in writing the teacher could ask the students to make a summary of the story. The summary that was submitted to the teacher was given some note to be revised and had to submit again in the last meeting of the week. The researcher assumed that it could improve the students’ writing ability too. Many ways to check the students’ comprehension, exactly in this research the researcher used individual test to check the students reading comprehension.

3. Post Treatment.

After doing treatment, the researcher gave posttest to all students. Posttest was used to know the students reading comprehension after taught by using CIRC technique. The researcher wanted to know how far the students understand and when the treatment process was done. Apparently, the result of the test showed that the students’ reading comprehension improved significantly.
B.  Data Presentation

As mentioned previously, the researcher wants to know whether there is different result between the students before and after taught by using CIRC technique. The result of test will be presented as follows:

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The numbers of the test given were six questions for 44 students. The posttest was done after treatment process (teaching vocabulary by using CIRC technique). It was done to know the final score and to know the students’ difference competence before and after they got treatment.

The calculation of the scores of pre-test and post-test were 3197 and 3290.if we compared the two means it was clear that the post-test was higher than that of pre test. The difference between the two means was 93 (Y– X). It indicated that treatment was effective. To make the analysis more valid and reliable the researcher analyzed it by using t- test formula.
C.  Data analysis 

The analysis was made about the students’ score of test. As stated in the previous chapter that the instrument used in this study is reading test. Those tests were given to the experimental group before and after treatment of CIRC technique. 

The analysis was made to find out whether or not the difference of the scores of student’s before they taught using CIRC technique and after they taught using CIRC technique. Then, to find out the effectiveness of CIRC technique in building up the students’ reading comprehension and also to show whether CIRC technique could give the positive effect in increasing the students’ reading comprehension or not.

The result of data analysis was from the students’ score before using CIRC technique and after using CIRC technique.
The result of the test will be presented as follow:

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D. Interpretation

The objective of this study was to know if there was an effect of using CIRC technique in teaching reading comprehension achievement by eighth grade in the academic year of 2009/2010.

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 (2.282 > 2.021), so Ho is rejected or Ha is accepted.

To check whether there is significant effect of the treatment, the researcher analyzed by using t-test formula. The result of the t-test was 2.282. The researcher consulted the critical value on the t-table using the 5 %( 0.05) alpha level of significance and the 43 degree of freedom which was 2.021 .since the obtained t-value was higher than the critical value on the table (2.282 > 2.021),the difference was statistically significant. The result was we rejected the null hypothesis. It means that there were any significant different between score of pretest and posttest. It could be concluded that the students got good achievement in reading comprehension after taught by using CIRC technique. The students’ reading comprehension improved significantly, so teaching reading by using CIRC technique is effective to improve students’ reading comprehension

CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

Based on the result of the data analysis and discussion, the conclusion and the suggestion are presented below:

A. Conclusion

1. The implementation of Cooperative learning (CIRC technique) in MTsN Tunggangri, Kalidawir is very useful to increase the students reading comprehension. It  is because of the implementation of CIRC technique make the students have more responsibility to increase they reading comprehension and also make them feel more independently to share about their idea, to solve the problems in comprehending the text with their friends without have to ask for the teacher. CIRC technique is a comprehensive program for teaching reading and writing, so in this technique not only reading skill that the students have to show but also writing. After the students read the text and solve the problem in reading, they have to make summary about the text and the teacher give some questions to the students to know their comprehension. CIRC technique that combine two skill and the situation to work in group can make the reading that usually is saw as a difficult and lazy things to do can be a pleasing and more interesting things. Before they got the treatment of CIRC technique, the students were given pretest to know the basic competence and to know their earlier knowledge before they got treatment. Then, the total score of pretest was 3197, some of the students had difficult problem in reading the text. 
2. After the treatment, the researcher gave posttest to all students. Posttest was used to know the students’ achievement after they were taught using CIRC technique. The total score of posttest was 3290; it means that the score of posttest was higher than pretest.
3.  Having analyzed the data, the researcher found out that there were significant effect between the students before using CIRC technique and the students after using CIRC technique. The result of computation the data showed that tcount > ttable = 2.282 > 2.021. So, that Ho is rejected (Ha is accepted).It meant that teaching reading by using CIRC technique had significant effect. CIRC technique was used as a technique in teaching learning reading, because it used to increase the students motivation to share about their idea, make them more independent and responsible to help their teammates in comprehending the text. Besides, the student could understand the material or topic easily given in the classroom especially for improving reading ability. 
B. Suggestion.

The finding of this research, the researcher show that there was significant effect between the students before were taught using CIRC technique and after were taught using CIRC technique for increasing students reading comprehension. So, the researcher tries to give some suggestions as follow:

1. For the Head Master

In teaching reading, it is true that need some method in the class. One of them, the Head Master must have responsibility to raise the teaching reading method. 

The facility and media designed for the English teaching were still insufficient; this school should try to prepare the more facility and media. The Head Master in this school, should try to provide better and more sufficient media such as many kinds of literature to increase the students motivation to read. Because of reading is one of ways that can improve and develop the students’ knowledge. As we remember that people usually say that “Reading is the window to see the world”, from the statement above the researcher believe that reading is the most important skill for the students in all of levels in educations. 
2. For the teacher 

After knowing the result of the study, the English teacher were expected to use CIRC technique of teaching reading to develop the students in expand their skill and to improve your motivation in learning. 

3. for the next researcher 



The study is only directed to get data of teaching reading comprehension in MTsN Tunggangri, Kalidawir, Tulungagung. There are still many things to the teaching of English that the researcher can not do because of the limited time and ability of the researcher. So the researcher suggest, hopes, and pleases for further researcher to make some studies related to the teaching English in this school.    
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
