The Design of English Language Teaching Learning at SDN 2 Karangrejo Kampak Trenggalek

English teaching learning at SDN 2 Karangrejo began taught to the fourth, fifth and sixth class on November 1997 so they all as the beginner learners.
The English teacher at SDN 2 Karangrejo is Mr. Muhsin, S.Pd, teaches English to the first up to sixth class, he was graduated from STKIP Trenggalek in PKn Program, he has been teaching there since 2005. He is English subject teacher, he said :

“Actually, I am not an English teacher in this school, but the headmaster before, ask to me to teach English, because from other teachers, their ability in teaching English is so minim and he thinks if I have abelity to teach it, then I receive to teach it and also I want to study English well.”
The English teacher always try to teach it as good as possible by uses several methods, does not make lesson plan during teaching learning, he just prepares and takes the plan depends on the condition. The sources that he uses is “Grow with English” that will be developed in the process of teaching, the teacher uses two kinds of languages, English is used in the first activities or sometimes.

Then, it can be concluded that the design of English language teaching learning at SDN 2 Karangrejo is less maximal. The teacher does not make lesson plan during teaching learning times. He just prepares and takes the plan depends on the condition. The sources that he uses is just work book and he does not apply  specific method. 
C.
English Teaching and Learning in the Classroom of SDN 2 Karangrejo Kampak
To know teaching and learning in the classroom the writer uses observation method to collecting the data, here in the following the description of teaching and learning English in the first up to fifth class.

1. Pre Activity 
In the first the teacher enters to the classroom and greeting to his students to begin the lesson in the day, and he review a little about the last lesson. 

Based on the observation fourth class on Monday, July 5th 2010, the classroom condition actually is good enough there are some display pictures and many students creator installed on the wall such as poem, poster, etc. But there is no something that relate with English. At that time, when the process of English begun, the writer found that the teacher open the class mixing sometime by using Indonesian language and the opposite, there is no fun and nice condition that make the learner happy to start the lesson material.

2. Whiles Activity
After beginning the lesson, the teacher directly orders to students to open their work book and do the exercise with the teacher guide. After the students have done the exercise the teacher asks to the students one by one to come forward in front of the classroom to write the exercise on the blackboard. But the writer found that the other students who do not get turn make noise and more chatting with the lesson. According to Mr. Muhsin, S.Pd the teacher, every teaching English its condition is always like that, the boys are always make a noise. He also gives advice to them but always back and back again. For the teaching English he does not uses lesson plan, he always use guide according to the “Grow with English,” work book, he just prepares and takes the plan depends on the condition. The teacher only using work book, his guide book such as key answer from that work book and dictionary for their teaching process.

The researcher also found that many of students do not bring dictionary only several students who bring the dictionary and other sometimes borrow from their friends. When the writer observer the teaching and learning process for English teaching when the times are would enough, the teacher gives exercise such as asking and answer what the meaning of words translate into Indonesian and opposite. 
3.
Post Activity
In the last, teacher gives the opportunity to students to ask their problems but there are not students who raise their hand to ask to the teacher about the lesson that day. They all say already understand about the lesson, they are very happy if the English time finish. And finally the teacher closes the lesson with the greeting.

After having observation the teaching and learning process to the teacher in the class, the writer found many problems faced by the teacher and the students. The problems are come from their selves, because their willingness to study English is low. They think if English is not their daily language, then they have no able to study hard.

Data Presentation 
1. The Teacher’s Problems in English Language Teaching to the Students of SDN 2 Karangrejo. 

Based on interview and observation with the teacher at SDN 2 Karangrejo about the problems are faced by him, the writer can conclude that :

a.
The teacher does not use Media

In English teaching learning process, the using of media is important to support the students understanding the topic, especially the children as the beginner learners. The teacher just uses LKS, based interview with him, Mr. Muhsin said. 

“In the teaching learning process, I never use media, in fact in English subject the media is show important to sport the students in learning English but from the school, there is no media that is support.”

Based on interview with him, the writer found that media is the problem of teaching and the facility of this class is still low enough. There is no enough media for support the material. The teacher should use media although the simple media. It can make study English more easy and interest.
b.   The teacher does not use specific method 

The use for certain method has an important role in teaching learning process, the teacher has said tried do give variation technique but most of them still confused to understand.

Mr. Muhsin Said :

“Actually I have combined the methods, but the student sometimes confused.”
Based on interview above the writer found that another problem of teacher is method to teach. The teacher uses several method, he does not use specific method only repeat and imitation.

3. The Solution For the Problems 

a.
Teacher Solution 

1.
Solution to the teacher problems 

a.
The teacher doesn’t use media 

One of the factor which influence in English teaching learning process is using the media. In teaching for young learner is more effective if the teacher use the media to support in teaching learning activity, because the children like with everything which is visual. Based on interview with an English teacher, Mr. Muhsin Said :

 “In the teaching learning process, I never use media, in fact in English subject the media is show important to sport the students in learning English but from the school, there is no media that is support.” 

The using for teaching or media can be fact, picture, puppets and miniature can make course the material more interesting and humor. 

The teacher can prepare the instrument for teaching which taken from self collection, as like picture, photo, and fact thing as pen, watch, and bag or picture in the flash cards.

b. The teacher doesn’t use specific method 

Actually the use for certain method has an important role in teaching learning process. To make the students do not confuse, the teacher before should explain the method which used, as like listen and repeat, listen and do, question and answer, substitution, draw and color, listen and identify, se differences, in – pairs, group discussion, cooperative learning, question and inquiry, concept mapping, brainstorming, outdoor activity.
By its, the students can not be borried, because the method is full of variation.

Solution to the students 
a.
The teacher does not use media
As we know in the text above, that media is so important in teaching learning process. Using the media, the student should understanding before, what the mean in the using it. As like the teacher bring the puppets or flash card, the student must understanding before, what the teacher’s mean.

In psychology, the students can be given by the teacher, as like answer the teacher’s question, study English at home, ask to the teacher about their problems, memorize the English vocabulary, difficult if the teacher explains with many methods.

Students problem in sociology
In sociology, teaching and learning can be gotten from the teacher and students, as like the teacher use media and use many methods, the parent ask to study at home, do the homework by together and look for a helping to do work.

An analysis on the teachers problems 

a.
The teacher doesn’t use media 

Media is one of the factor which influence in teaching learning process. It can be gotten from the school or the teacher self. The school doesn’t prepare the media, visual or non visual media, and from the teacher self he doesn’t creative, then in teaching use imitation by the book only.   

b. The teacher doesn’t use specific method

Method is one of the technique in teaching. In teaching, the teacher should has the method. But here, the researcher got many problems from the teacher, he doesn’t use specific method. It gotten from the teacher self, that he is not graduated from English education program, then the education in English so minim and less in English ability.

Linguistic Problem (Questionnaire and interview at Juni, 26, 2010 ).

Vocabulary
a.
Understanding English Material (Questionnaire no. 1)

The ability of students SDN 2 Karangrejo in understanding material is deferent on each other. The first year (41,2%) the second year (89,5%), the third year (96%), the fourth year (91,7%) and the fifth year (80,9%) have serious problem. Based on interview with them, the problem caused by they don’t know the meaning and the structure of English are difference with their native language and they have low attention.

b.
Translate English to Indonesia (Questionnaire no. 2)
The students have serious problem, based on interview with them. The first year (35,3%) the second year (78,9%), the third year (72%), the fourth year (83,3%) and the fifth year (51,8%). It caused by English language structure or grammatical is different with Indonesian language and they don’t have dictionary. 
c.
Arranging of Partly Sentence

The table above shows that they have serious problem in arranging of partly sentence The first year (41,2%) the second year (52,6%), the third year (24%), the fourth year (79,2%) and the fifth year (33,3%) based on interview with 3 students, it caused by they have low attention to English and they must be found the meaning before than understand with grammatical of English language.
d.
When they write English words by dictation (Quest. no. 4)

Most of them have serious problem in the writing English words by dictation. The first year (52,9%) the second year (38,8%), the third year (56%), the fourth year (66,7%) and the fifth year (57,1%). It caused by word pronunciation. English is not their native language, so they still confuse if they write the English word by dictation. 

e.
Answer the teacher’s Question based on the text.

Most of them have serious problem in the answer the teacher’s question based on the text. The first year (41,2%) the second year (68,4%), the third year (68%), the fourth year (66,7%) and the fifth year (38,1%) It caused by they lost understand about the command. 
f.
Memorize the English Vocabulary.
There are many students do not memorize the English vocabulary. The first year (58,8%) the second year (84,2%), the third year (64%), the fourth year (70,8%) and the fifth year (61,9%). Its caused by they still confuse with word and they feel the vocabulary is difficult to memorize so they do not want to memorize.

Pronunciation

a.
Pronounce the English Words (Quest. No. 7)

Most of them also have serious problem in the pronounce the English language are different with words, English is not their native language for them, the first year (35,3%) the second year (68,4%), the third year (84%), the fourth year (75%) and the fifth year (76,2%).
b.
Imitate/repeat English Pronunciation (Questionnaire no. 8)

There are many students are feel difficult to repeat English pronunciation because it is different with Indonesia.
c.
The Teacher Corrects the students Pronunciation (Quest. no. 9)
The teacher states that he always makes to correct if students are false to pronoun. They will more understand with something that caused false, they will always remember how to say the good pronunciation. 

d.
Distinguish of one each other Pronunciation (Quest. no. 10).

Based on interview with them, they feel confuse to distinguish of one each other pronunciation, nothing hear before and commonly, the English written words are similar but different on alphabet pronunciation.

Psychology (questionnaire and interview)
a.
Answer the teacher’s question (Questionnaire no. 1)

Most of them answer the teacher Question Based on interviews with them, they good answering but they try to answer it. 
b.
Study English at home

Only three students are do not study English at home. Based on interview with them they are lazy to study English because it is very difficult to be understood.
c.
Ask to the teacher about their problems (Questionnaire no. 3)

Most of them always ask to the teacher about their problem, they say that it is opportunity to them so they will understand the material, because only a few people understand about English.
d.
Memorize the English Vocabulary 

Only a few student do not memorize the English vocabulary. It is caused by they still confuse with word and they feel the vocabulary is difficult to memorize so they do not want to memorize.

Difficult if the teacher explains with many methods (Questionnaire no. 5)

Difficult to receive the lesson if the teacher explains with many methods, they feel confused.

Sociology
a.
The teacher use media (Questionnaire no. 6)

All of students said that the teacher never use media in teaching learning process.

b.
The teacher use many methods (Questionnaire no. 7)

Most of them said that the teacher use many methods. It is caused to make the students will not boring but the students are confused.
c.
The Parent ask to study at home (questionnaire no. 8)

Only a few that their parents ask to them to study at home. In the writers observation their parents consider that English language is not the most important subject.
d.
Do the home work together (questionnaire 9)

Most of them do not d the home work together. They prefer do by their selves than together. The first year (52,9%) the second year (36,8%), the third year (56%), the fourth year (16,7%) and the fifth year (71,5%). It caused by the distance of their home is far.

e. Look for a helping to do home work (questionnaire no. 10)

There are many students state that they look for a helping to do the homework. It caused that they feel very difficult in learning English.
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
