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CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

A.
English Teaching in Elementary School.
1. Theory of Teaching and Learning English

a.
Definition of Teaching

Teaching is showing or helping someone to learn how to do something, giving instruction, guiding in the study of something, providing with knowledge, causing to know or understand. Teaching is guiding and facilitating learning, enabling the learner to learn, setting the conditions for learning.
  
Teaching is complex process that can be conceptualized in many different ways, using alternative, metaphor, and analogies.

Sujana states, teaching is to lead in student learning process, teaching is to regulate and organize the society in students environment, so that can forward and growth the student in their learning process.

Teaching means giving information which is the science and the skill to students which planed by systematically to match with the materials which curtained teaching is the creation a system of society which enable in teaching learning process.
  

Teaching is the process of guiding pupil learning. In preparing any teaching procedure therefore the primary concern is : what are the steps of the learning procedure to be guided. These steps of the teaching formula and the teacher’s must do what seems expedient to make learning satisfactory.

From the explanation above, we can find the word guiding, helping and also facilitating, in general it can be said that teaching is a kind of process how to make the students knowledge and attitudes improved. 

b.
Definition of Learning

According to Mouris, a learning is a systematic integrated outlook in regard to the nature of the process whereby people relate to their environments in such a way as to enhance their ability to use both themselves and their environments more effectively.

Learning is a process which signed by variation in self individual. The variation is as the result of learning process and can shown in many forms, as like change in knowledge, understanding attitude and behavior, skill, capability, and their potential also. Change the other aspect in individual which learning.
 
According to Cronbach, learning is shown by a change in behavior as a result of experience. Harold spears give definition, learning is to observe, to read, to imitate, to try something themselves, to listen, to follow direction.

Geoch said learning is a change in performance a result of practice.
 From definition above, we can conclude if a learning is change attitude or behavior, with, the junction of activity. For example by reading, listening, looking, following and other. Then, teaching and learning is has a fixed connection. We separate these process if for particular focus, study or descriptive action.     

2.
English Teaching and learning at Elementary School

Before we are going to know anything in teaching and learning process, it will be better if we knew how good teacher and learners before.

a.
Qualities of Teacher 
1. Able to make classes interesting
2.  Able to use the full range of their personality

3. Have the desire to emphasize with students

4. Treat them all equally however tempting is to do otherwise

5. Know all students’ names

Beside that, as general the teacher should have five factor minimally, they are :

a.
Good English skill and improved continually 

b.
Creative and have ability to give interesting class 

c.
Good quality of teacher 

d.
Professional 

e.
Open the mind to ask, study and try the new method as same as with her/his students’.

b. Good Learners Characteristic

1.
A willingness to listen 

Good learners listen to what’s going on not just in the sense of paying attention but also terms of really listening to the English that is being used.
2.
A willingness to ask Questions

Good teachers frequently invite students to ask if they don’t understand something. Good learner does this, judging when it is appropriate to do so and when it’s not.

3. A willingness to think about how to learn

Good learners bring their own study skill when they come to a lesson. They think about the best way to write in their own wordbooks, the way to read slowly, the best method of drafting a piece of writing.

4. A willingness to accept correction

Good learners are preparing to be corrected if it helps them.

c. Method and Technique

A teacher must be considered many things such as appropriate teaching method. Material for students the teacher choose one of the method of English language teaching that is suitable with students characteristics as young learner and interesting for students. 

d. Media

Media is pronoun from “Medias”, it’s means medium. Whatever a combination of things or systems of things used to deliver for communications or other instructional stimuli to the learner. A media, broadly conserved is any person, material or event that established condition with enable the learner to acquire knowledge, skill and attitudes.
 

e. Evaluation

Evaluation is a process through which a value judgment or decision is made from a variety of observations and from the background and training of the evaluator.

Teaching and learning process is a kind of process in education that involves interactions from some components. They are the instructional objective the material, methods, media and evaluation as instruments to measure whether or not the process have a significant meaning, not only the interaction but also includes the educational aspect. The teacher’s also have duty to transmit the values and skill so that they may improve their behavior and motivation in studying the materials.

Here, I will explain that teacher’s activities in the process teaching and learning :

The teacher occupies an important position in every learning teaching condition. Not only do they need to understand all the factors with which they must deal, but he needs to know the ways in which these different factors can and should be handed to bring about the desired result.

Teacher’s activity as the term implies, includes everything the teacher does. For our purpose now, we may enumerate these as :

a.
Selecting unit and daily objectives

b.
Selecting appropriate subjects matter and materials of instruction suited to the attainment of the objectives

c.
Selecting pupil activities essential and desire able in the attainment of the objectives

d.
Planning the organization of the classroom activities (motivation)

e.
Securing the desired pupil activities

f.
Directing the pupil activities

g.
Evaluating the pupil activities

h.
Evaluating the outcomes of pupil activity to determine the approximation of the desired outcomes (objectives).
 
B.
The Teacher’s Problems of English Teaching at Elementary School
The teacher has important role in the teaching and learning process. More over to teach English as a foreign language, teacher must prepare well.
There are many problems in the English teaching that forced by the teacher, they are :

1.
There’s no balanced between the teacher competences with demand teaching English at elementary school.

2.
The teachers is not optimal in using sources of the material, they are just teaches as like at the source of book, they aren’t creative by himself so its will causes boring.

C.
Student’s Problems in English Learning at Elementary School.
English as foreign language has no connection with native language (local and national language). English is used in certain purpose only in Indonesia. Beside the Indonesian culture it different with English. Learners must force their selves to replace their native language with foreign language and use English as habits. The most important in language and use English habits, the most important in language learning is the learner must practically regularly and continuously, the learner especially beginner as elementary students difficult to imitate it. 

Since children (up to the age of about eleven) are still in an intellectual stage of what Piaget  (1972) called “concrete operations,” we need to remember their limitations. Rules, explanation and other even slightly abstract talk about language must be approached with extreme caution. Children are centered on the here and now, on the functional purposes of language.
 
A main caused of learning problems is an external factor, they are in learning strategies which false, a learning process which is not develop the motivation of learning to the children, and giving test to reinforcement which is not relevant.
 In general, there are three factors which influence of learning :
a.
Internal factors : physiologies and psychology aspects.

b.
External factors : Social and non social factors.

c.
Approach to learning, it means the students in a studying to cover strategy and method which used by students in learning materias.
 

According to Richard’s (1971) in Keith Johson book’s definition of error types in foreign language learning :

a. Over generalization : Includes where the learner creates a deviant structure on the basis of his experience of other structures in the target language.

b. Ignorance of rule restrictions : Failure to observe the restrictions of exiting structures.

c. Incomplete application of rules : occurrence of structures whose deficiency represents the degree of development of the rule required to produce acceptable utterances.

d. False concepts hypothesized : faulty comprehension of distinctions in the target language.
  

Usually errors types for Elementary students are in the three and four point, thus point taught about difficulty on pronunciation (produce utterances) and faulty comprehension that is caused by lack of vocabulary in point one and two taught about grammatical so in elementary grammar role is English learning mean learning.

Student’s problems in English learning mean learning problems in achieving the English goals, and mastering of the English material. The English material for children is simple. The students get introduction about basic English. The goal of English language teaching students can understand and imitation what students have listened from teacher and students can master of vocabularies. Understand on express what students have listened from teacher’s means students are able to understanding and express the material. Understand material means students recognize, distinguish and listened to sound. They can answer some question after explanation. Beside it, they know the words and their meaning. In achieving the goal, students find difficulties, so they can’t achieve goals.

As a conclusion the student’s problems in English learning includes :  

1. Mastery Vocabulary (Understanding the Material)

Students can’t recognize, distinguish sounds listened or heard so they don’t understand what sounds, they can give meaning words, also they can’t answer the question which given and they can’t understand the teacher’s command. 

2. Pronunciation

Students can’t pronunciation sound word, they can’t show noun fro English words and they can’t mention English word.

There are factors influencing the student’s problems in English learning as a foreign language has structure and culture which are different with a native language. English has difference in all linguistics factors : phonology,  morphology, syntax and semantics. So students meet difficulties in learning English.

Some factors which influence foreign language achievement are :

a.
Linguistic Problems
In includes vocabulary, pronunciation, grammar and four language skills (listening, reading, speaking and writing). In this thesis, the researcher just explain two aspects, they are :

1.
Vocabulary

Vocabulary is a core component of language proficiency and provide much of the basis for how well learners speak. Listen road and write without an extensive vocabulary. Learners often achieve les that their potential and may be discouraged from making use of  language learning an opportunities around them such as listening to the radio and native speakers, using the language and different context reading or watching television. So by many vocabularies we will be easy to learn language.   

2.
Pronunciation

Many foreign language students often have pronunciation as one a their must important goals. They want to able to read for information and pleasure for their career, well so it will not cause misunderstanding to the transfer information and for study purpose in pronunciation given in order the students can practice pronunciation of speaking understand sentence on story and then they can answer the question given on re-tell story. Learner must also acquire the knowledge of how native speaker uses the language in the context of structured interpersonal exchange, which many factor interact. The most learn a foreign language in order to be able to speak the language. They can communicate by the language speaking can be practiced students in the program foreign conversation.

In conclusion the question good pronunciation also provide good model for speaking and provide opportunities to stimulate discussion and to study language. 


b.
Non Linguistic Problems
The difficulties in learning English can be gotten from student’s selves or others. They are psychological, physiologies and sociological factor.

1.
Psychological Factor

It includes intelligence, motivation, interest, attitude and others.

a).
The low brain

The low brain happened if there factors are bad. For example they don’t get education the early year example they don’t get education in the early year so when children need be person chose low intelligence. Their mind kinds are an easy problem, but not default one. 

b).
Low Motivation

A motive is a set predisposes the individual of certain activities and for seeking certain goals.
 Motivation is a way of explaining how people aroused by on event, how key direct, their behavior for given lengths of time. For example : the children will not get class activity if their parent do not support them. They will be quickly and lazy to learn and the class activity is boring. The teaching process will be success if students have motivation in the learning. Because of it, the teacher need grow the student’s motivation.   

c).

2.
Sociological Factor

Sociological include parent, society and other environments.

a.
Parent (family) environment


Family environment is important one, because they are always beside us.

b.
Society environment


Society environment is place where the learner live, society consists of person whose are different; 


Back ground attitude, education, ages, other tongue, or local language and culture and economic, in the different with society living in city or town, the different with society living student’s difficulties in learning language. As a conclusion parent and society environment are important factors which influence English learning for children. Because the children get interest and motivation from their parent and society without all of those, children will not reach the goal learning. It means students get learning difficulties.

D.
The Solution of the Problems
The one of solution the problem in learning is motivation. The concept of motivation is closely tied to the principle that behaviors that have been reinforced in the past are more likely to be repeated than behaviors that have not been reinforced or have been punished. In fact, Skinner argues that there is no need for sprat theories of learning and motivation because motivation is simply a product of reinforcement history.

Students who have been reinforced for studying (for example by receiving good grades or the approval of teachers and parent) will be motivated to study, but students who have not been reinforced for studying (because they studied but did not good grades of because their teacher, parents did not praise their studying) will be unmotivated finally, students who have been punished for studying (for example, by being make fun with friends) might be motivated to avoid studying in preference to using the concept of motivation, behavioral theorist would describe these situation in term of the degree to witch the students have learned to study or not to situation to attend desired outcomes.

In this theory, motivation is a consequence of reinforcement. However, the reinforcement value of a reinforce depend on many factors and the trength of motivation may be different in different student.

It is often difficult to determine student’s motivation for their behavior because many different motivations can influence their behavior.

Further Hamzah divides motivation in two main types, they are :

1.
Extrinsic Motivation  

Extrinsic motivation is the result factor outside the classroom. There are two main types of goal :

a.
Integrative Motivation

The student is attracted by the culture of target language community.

b.
Instrumental Motivation


The student believes that mastery of the target language will be instrumental in getting a better job or position.

2.
Intrinsic Motivation

Intrinsic motivation is the result factor (sources of failure) takes place in the classroom.

One factor we can affect in the classroom is the classroom is the student’s level of concern about achieving of the learning. How much the students care to the lesson. Whether he learns dependent to the teacher or not. In the past we believe that stress or concern was undesirable. And if student does not like the subject, it will be difficult for him to learn, therefore feeling tone is very important to be created by the teacher in the classroom, so the students will be respect and enjoy the teacher and the lesson.
  

Intrinsic and Extrinsic motivation exists as opposite ends of continuum which represent the relationship of the learning to reach the goal. Completely, motivation exists when satisfaction from the activity of the student examination, he is operating from more motivation. Therefore, students of English will response positively to teaching where he thinks and feels that activity is useful for his future life.

Sometimes one type of motivation clearly determines behavior, at other time several motivation are influential. Because of the complexity of human motivation, behavior theories have limited utility in explaining motivation. 
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
