To find out whether the null hypothesis is accepted or rejected, the researcher consulted it to the table of “r” Pearsons Product Moment. First, the researcher determined the degree of freedom (df) by using the following df formula:

df = N – nr

Explanation:

df = degree of freedom

N = number of cases 

nr = number of variables

Then, we can count the df score, as follow: df = 30 – 2 = 28
Now, we got the degree of freedom (df) 28 from a samples of 30. Consulting the “r” table at the df of 28, it can be seen that rt at the significant level 5 % is 0,361 and rt at the significant level of 1 % 0,436. Therefore, it can be said that [image: image29.png]


 that was 0,446 is higher than both rt in the level of 5 % and 1%

This means that Ho states that there is no any correlation between the student’s motivation in learning English and their English achievement is rejected. And Ha which states that there is any correlation between the student’s motivation in learning English and their English achievement is accepted.
E. Interpretation 

The finding of this study indicates student’s motivation in learning English has good effect on their English achievement at school.

Based on the result of analysis on the answer of the questionnaire, it is known that some students have high motivation and some others have low motivation in learning English.

 The result of analysis on the student’s English test, moreover is known that some students have high achievement in English and some others have low achievement in English
The finding showed that the student’s motivation in learning English has significant correlation whit their English achievement, it can be seen from the result of computation of significant test is 0,446; it is higher that the significant level of “r” product moment at 0, 5 level of significant. From the finding above the writer interprets that there is a significant correlation between student’s motivation in learning English and their English achievement.
