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CHAPTER V
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
The finding of the study lead to the conclusion and suggestion concern the correlation between student’s motivation in learning English and their English achievement. 

A. Conclusion 

Based on the analysis interpretation of obtained data, the conclusions of the study are directed to the both theoretical and empirical conclusion. 

a. Theoretical Conclusion 
In general student’s feeling of joy, pleasure, satisfaction in English and in engaging the activities related to English is very important foe the student because it will determine their level of attention and intensity of effort in learning attention to learn English. 

b. Empirical Conclusion 
1) The student’s motivation in learning is in the level of motivated enough with the highest score is 98, the lowest score is go and the mean score is 78. It means that most of the sixth year students of SDN III Kedungwaru have quiet motivated in learning English. 

2) Meanwhile, the student’s achievement in learning English is in the level of very good with the highest score is 100, the lowest score is 60 and the mean is 73 it means that most of the sixth year students of SDN III Kedungwaru have very good ability in learning English. 
3) The product moment correlation result between both of those variable is 0,466. That result indicates the significant correlation between student’s motivation in learning English and their English achievement. It means that there is positive correlation between student’s motivation on learning English and their English achievement. 
B. Suggestions 

From this research, the researcher recommend some suggestion to improve student’s motivation in learning English. 

1. For English Teacher 

a. During teaching learning process the teachers should keep the student’s motivation by presenting motivating materials. 

b. The teachers are hoped to be creative. They have to create a good atmosphere in the class by giving appropriate method in teaching learning process which rise the student’s motivation in English lesson. 
2. For librarian and Headmaster 
The librarian and headmaster are expected to provide more English books and other English printed materials that can arose the student’s motivation in learning English and them study easily.
3. For Students 
To the students, the researcher hopes that students will keep their motivation in learning English. Because it has been proven that English can make them ability to speak foreign language. Learning, moreover, can also increase their knowledge about second language. It is English. 

4. For further researcher 

It is expected that other researcher will conduct the same study on wider area. So it will be more advantageous and benefit to the development of English education. 
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
