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CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHOD

Research is a careful study or investigation, especially in order to discover new facts or information, such as scientific, historical research.
 It means that a study is done carefully and accuracy on investigation of an event, problem or phenomenon about scientific to find out a new information.

According to Richard, research is the study of an event, problem or phenomenon using systematic and objective methods, in order to understand it better and to develop principles and theories about it.
 On the other hand, LR Gay says that research is the formal systematic application of the scientific method to the study of problems.
 It means that a research needs a scientific method that is available to use, such as experimental research, descriptive research, correlation research etc.

Talking about research, the writer also explains about methodology. Methodology is important factor in a research because it can influence the result of our research. According to Kasbolah, method is an overall play for the orderly presentation of a language material.
 It means that method is defined as the way in research, which is used to reach the purpose of research by certain techniques.

This chapter includes the major component of the research methodology, they are research design, setting and subject of research, variables of the study, data and source of data, instruments of research, and data analysis technique.
A. Research Design

Research design is a strategy to arrange the setting of the research in order to get valid data. Selecting and formulating a problem is one of the most important aspects of doing research in any field. There is no way to do research until a problem is recognized, thought and formulated in a useful way.
 In short, research design is a way to investigate and to know on the reality of the object.
The design of this research was descriptive with qualitative approach. Asrof states that descriptive research is a research which is conducted to describe and interpret exciting condition or relation, growing opinion exiting effect and growing tendency.
 So, descriptive research is designed to give information and clear illustration about social situation with the aim to describe condition of the variable. Qualitative approach is the approach of research to express symptom universally and suitable for acceptable context through data collected from natural background as direct source of instrument research itself.
 The point of descriptive with qualitative approach was to accumulate the basic data descriptively and qualitatively. Here, qualitative approach was used to describe the teacher’s preparations in teaching speaking, the way to teach speaking using a series picture, and the teacher’s way evaluate the speaking activity.
The writer used descriptive with qualitative approach because she presented qualitative data. They were not presented in number, but they consisted of a descriptive explanations about information on teaching speaking using a series picture about daily activities in SMP N I Kunjang Kediri. 

B. Setting and Subject of Research
The writer had to decide where the research would be held. This research was conducted at SMP N I Kunjang Kediri. It is located in Kapas village, Kunjang sub district. It is near with field and market.
The proper subject would help the researcher to do her research, because this research purpose was wanted to know the creativities of the English teacher in teaching learning process by using a series picture as media. In this study, the writer took the teacher and the VII-A year students of SMP N I Kunjang Kediri as the subjects of the study because it is favorite class so all of the students can be active and alive during following teaching and learning process. The time of research was done at May until June 2010.
C. Variables of the Study
The writer had to determine the variable of the research because it was necessary to identify the variable. According to Gay, variable is concept that can assume anyone of range of values.

In this study there was only one variable in that was teaching speaking using a series picture about daily activities.
D. Data and Source of Data
1. Data
Data were important factors in a research. They were needed by the researcher to solve problems in her investigation. It is some information or facts to be analyzed by the researcher.
 It means that data is all information needed by a researcher to find the answers of the research problems.
All the data above were qualitative ones. They were takes from primary data source. In this research, the needed data were about the teacher’s preparations in teaching speaking, the way to teach speaking using a series picture, and the teacher’s way evaluate the speaking activity.
To complete the data the researcher presented some information about the history of school, vision and mission of school, the profile of school, the facilities of infrastructures, the name of teachers, the name of administration staffs, and the name of students at SMP N I Kunjang Kediri. The researcher used some instrument to collect the required data, those were interview, observation, and documentation.   
2. Source of data

Source of data are subject who give the data or information of the data getting from. Data source can be classified into three sources, they are person, place, and paper.
 In this study, persons were the English teacher and the second year students of SMP N I Kunjang Kediri, meanwhile papers were taken from the school’s files and the teacher’s documents.
E. Data Collecting Methods and Instruments
In this study, the researcher used some instruments to collect the required data, those were interview, observation, and documentation.
1. Interview

Interview is a dialogue the research between the respondent directly to get information about the object. The interview was used to collect data about the strategy given by the teacher in the teaching of English by using a series picture. In this research, the researcher interviewed the teacher to get more information about teaching learning process in SMP N I Kunjang Kediri.

Here, the researcher did this method to the English teacher with the purpose to know their opinion about the teacher’s preparations in teaching speaking.

2. Documentation

According to Arikunto, documentation is seeking data which related to the variable in the form of note, transcript, book, newspaper, magazine, inscription, field note, agenda etc.
 in other words, documentation is a process of recording data which is gotten from kept files.
Here, the researcher did this method to know the teacher’s of SMP N I Kunjang Kediri, the administration staffs of SMP N I Kunjang Kediri, and the students of SMP N I Kunjang Kediri.  

F. Data Analysis Technique
The data that have been collected were analyzed using non-statistical method, because this research was done based on the qualitative research. The analyzing of the data, therefore, was using words or sentences. Those data were used to describe some aspects, they are the teacher’s preparations in teaching speaking, the way to teach speaking using a series picture, and the teacher’s way evaluate the speaking activity.
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
