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CHAPTER I

A. Background of The Research Problem

Language is one of the greatest subjects, not in a moment and not in a long textbook and certainly in short one. The study of language intersects with every aspects of the study of human being thought, feeling, behavior and development.
 Some linguist defined what is actually meant by language. Sapir as quoted by Susanto states,” language is purely human and non instinctive method of communicating ideas, emotions, and desires by means of system of voluntary produced symbols.

Furthermore, as Hornby states that language is a system of sounds and words used by humans to express their thoughts and feelings.
 Meanwhile, Susanto defined language as a signaling system which operates with symbolic vocal sounds, and which is used by a group of people for the purpose of communication.
 

Language as means of communication is one of human being’s characteristic. I it is required because human being is social creatures. To convey one’s idea, thought, feeling, expectation, to understand as well as to be understood, one needs a means communication either verbal or non verbal device. It seems to be that language is instrument to address and to understand idea, reason feeling, thought either in orally or written.  

Communication is used in processing of sending and receiving information signals or messages by talking, gesturing and writing. There are two ways of communication, oral (direct communication) and written (indirect communication). And every country in the world has language for communication but to make easier to communicate among other countries, we need an international language for example English. It means teacher only bring book, come to the class, giving explanation, then students just listen to the teacher’s voice although it is in English. Anderson and Lynch as quoted by Marianne states:

“Show that learners who have had sufficient and focused task-based experience as listeners are better able at some later time to perform a similar oral communication task than are other learners who had only been given prior speaking practice (i.e., giving learners practice only in listening was more effective than giving practice only in speaking).

Watson and Smeltzer suggest that internal factors to the learner, such as attentiveness, motivation, interest in and knowledge of the topic can have a marked hearing on listening success. It can be said that listening is not easy for student to learn it because listening is very complex study.
In every day life listening takes the biggest part among other language skill. People listen first before they response to it either spoken or written, for instance listen for getting and understand information, news announcement, report and etc. 

Human life is very influenced by science and technological development. Its existence can change the mind of human being, the way of job and the way of living, and also education very influenced by technology, for example using language laboratory. Language laboratory has important roles for teacher and student that is helping the teaching and learning process especially in foreign language learning. According to the Nasution’s statement that “The function of technological instrument are helping and solving the education problem, for example to overcome the less of teacher and helps the student on mastering of knowledge and helps the student more effective and efficient in study.

Students need real situation in listening, because listen to an Indonesian who speak English and listen to native speaker is very different. Language laboratory considered as one of media in teaching listening because language laboratory can make listening more alive, then the students can hear the recorded materials. They can communicate with the teacher directly and listen to the original sounds from the native speaker.

Language laboratory is a room designed for learning foreign languages and equipped with tape recorders, videocassette recorders, or computer connected to monitoring devices enabling the instructor to listen and speak to the student individually or as a group.

Every school must have a language laboratory. Using language laboratory is very important to teach English skill, they are: speaking, reading, writing, and listening. There are many advantages of using language laboratory for teacher and student. The teacher will be easy introducing the material whether it is the dialog of native speaker or new grammatical, and the other hand to make the students more easy to study, and the students will get experience in efforting to understand teaching process especially teaching listening. 

MA plus Raden Paku is an education unit or institute which teaches the student to learn about science (in formal education) and theology of Islam (in non formal education).
