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CHAPTER IV
THE RESEARCH FINDING

A. Description of The Location of Research
1. The Geographical Location and the Brief History of MA Plus Raden Paku Trenggalek
MA plus Raden Paku Trengggalek has strategic location. It is located in Sumbergedong, Surondakan sub district, Trenggalek district or at Mangun Sarkoro Street no 17B, Surondakan village, Trenggalek district. MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek has the school yard 4.190 m2. The south border is Santa Maria church, the east border is wet rice field, and it is located 100 meter north side of samsat office of Trenggalek and bus station of Trenggalek.
MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek is Islamic education foundation of Raden Paku Trenggalek. It was built on July 15th 1998. The first institutions built in Islamic Boarding School of Raden Paku Trenggalek were MTS plus Raden Paku Trenggalek, STIT Sunan Giri Trenggalek and on December 26th 2001 MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek was built in Trenggalek. Mr. H Zainuddin SA.g is a head master of MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek who lead from 2009 up to now.

B. Presentation of  Data Finding
To know the materials used by the teacher in teaching listening using language laboratory, the media used by the teacher in teaching listening, the process of teaching listening by using language laboratory, and the problems and solution taken to solve the problem, the writer collected the data by conducting observation and interview with the English teacher and the students.
1. 
The Materials Used by the Teacher in Teaching Listening Using Language Laboratory at MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek
The material used in language laboratory is various. This material can support the teaching listening process in language laboratory. The listening material used by the teacher in MA plus Raden Paku are: Genre of reports text, the purpose of this material describe about whales as /the mammals and the characteristics of whales. Analytical exposition, the purpose of this material to persuade the readers those cars should be banned in the city with many reasons. Narrative text, the purpose of this material to entertaint or amuse the readers with the love story or romantic story under title “The CD Boy”. Hortatory exposition, this material tells about the conversation between mother and her daughter, is one of the conversation that could persuade the readers with the title “Tap Water Should be Free of Charge”. There are many reasons why tap water should be free of charge in the text. Spoof text. The text “Marry” has the social function to entertaint the readers with its twist (The funny last part of the text), and the last materials is English song. One example of English song under title “Right Here Waiting” by Richard Marx. Right here waiting is the slowly romantic song. The teacher give it to the students as the listening material only to refresh their mind and to find V-I.

The Media Used By The Teacher in Teaching Listening Using Language Laboratory at MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek
To accelerate their teaching English, teachers at MA plus Raden Paku use some media especially in teaching listening. The media used is various. In teaching listening, they used tape recorder and VCD for their student to train their listening ability. Students were asked to listen the conversation or variation of voice in the tape recorder or VCD and then they have to describe or retell it using their own word. So, by this way students are trained to explore their listening ability.

From the description above, it is seen that the teacher at MA plus Raden Paku use some types of media those are audio media, visual media and audio visual media. 
a. Tape recorder
The teacher used tape recorder in teaching listening. She turned on the cassette, which consists of conversation or short story. The students were asked to listen to the cassette and then retell about what they had listened in their own words and also answer the questions correlated with the cassette. 
Based on interview with Mrs.Atik as the teacher of English lesson, sometimes she did not just give the material consisted of conversation or short story but she played the cassette about English song. After she played the cassette she gave question about it. If the student did not understand about it, she explained and then asks the students to sing together.
b. VCD
The teacher used VCD in teaching listening. The teacher turned on the VCD, which consists of the dialog. After watching the VCD, the teacher read the questions orally about the dialog and the students should answer the question orally and spontaneously. The teacher took the questions from the guidebook or she also could make her own questions about the dialog. For example, the dialog was about profession, science, and so on.
Sometime after giving the material, Mrs.Atik played the English movie for refresh student’s mind because the student will be bored if they just hear and receive the material.

The Process of Teaching Listening By Using Language Laboratory at MA plus Raden Paku 
In teaching process, MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek has shared lesson schedule. The lesson schedule as arranged every semester according to education calendar. The lesson is start on 06.40 am and will be finished at 13.30. In the teaching learning process, every hour is given 40 minutes, and every lesson is given average two ours per week. In the teaching listening process, the teacher started the lesson with greeting and than the teacher played the cassette or VCD; the teacher played the cassette several times. Before the teacher played the cassette or VCD the teacher gave some warm up activities to prepare the student for the passages of material, for examples the teacher gave the key vocabulary and introducing the topic. Sometimes the teacher gave homework to the student to listen the radio or watching English television program, and asked the students to make summaries from it. But, the teachers use tape recorder more frequently than VCD because in national examination tape recorder is used.
He played the cassette or VCD while he asked the students to pretend to be the characters. Then, after the cassette or VCD was stopped, they were asked to act as they had been in the story. After that the teacher continued asking about the words and expression. When the student could not answer his questions, he played the cassette again and again, then explained the words and expression one by one.

The teaching and learning process was conducted in the relaxed situation. The student paid attention to the teacher’s explanation, but rarely raised questions. The teacher actively asked question to the students. In the class, the teacher was active and become the central role. The tape recorder also played an important role since it gave the model of native speaker’s pronunciation and intonation. However, they were not asked to repeat the models in the cassette like the audio lingual method. They were only supposed to comprehend the material. The teacher explained all the expressions and asked question about the materials. Some expressions were emphasized and the teacher gave some other examples of the expression found in the cassette to make his student understood more.

a. Evaluation
In teaching listening process, evaluation is also needed to know how far the purposes or the competency hoped can be reached. The evaluation in teaching listening process especially can be done by evaluating the result of teaching. It can be used to analyze the student’s weakness and problem faced by the teacher in helping the students. Choosing the right method is necessary to apply to get the good evaluation
To know the result of their teaching, teachers at MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek always evaluate their students when all of the materials were given to the students and sometimes they evaluate their students when the lesson is going on. It is meant to know how far the students understand the materials given by teachers.

b. The student’s and teacher’s response in listening class by using language laboratory
In the process of teaching listening the students and teachers response was very good. They were identifying in the classroom activities and process of listening. The researcher interviewed five of the second years students at MA plus Raden Paku to know their response in listening class by using language laboratory.
According to Yustina, one of the second years students from science class at MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek, she is very interested and enthusiastic to join listening class in language laboratory because it is easier for her to study. beside, she can improve her English ability.
According to Andre, one of the second years students from science class, he can get clearer in understanding of the material in teaching listening. He was ready to listen the text or dialog in in the process listening step by step. 
According to Septi who is the student of science class, teaching listening by using language laboratory can make her more interactive with the teacher in the language laboratory activities. They can discuss with their partners in small group to do problem solving in the listening. 
According to Rizky who is the student of social class, she get motivation to study hard or to know new vocabularies because if she has many vocabularies she can easily listen and understand the material in listening activities.
According to Wahyu the students from social class, he become more active to study because if he find the difficulties when he listening the material, he can ask directly to the teacher by using equipment in language laboratory (CALL).

Based on the explanation above the researcher can conclude that the second of years students at MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek are very interested, enthusiastic, get more understanding of the the material, interactive, get motivation, and more active  to join this class; it can be seen from the total value of national examination.

The Problems Faced By The Teacher in Teaching Listening By using Language Laboratory at MA plus Raden Paku
The problems faced by the teacher in teaching listening are:
The difficulties experienced by many students and teachers in teaching listening are that it was difficult for them to interpret what they had listened. Usually if there is two or three speakers make conversation in the cassette, the students were confused with their voice. It is difficult for them to differentiate them. They are also confused with the contents of material as grammar and vocabularies, it make the students difficult to understand it. Sometimes the students are bored and do not have spirit or interest to study because the teacher often uses tape recorder  than VCD to teach their students.
Sometimes some of equipment in language laboratory was broken. So the students can not use it together. The servants of school never check the equipments in the language laboratory. They will check it if the teacher ask him to repair the equipment in language laboratory.
The solutions taken to solve the problems are:
In overcoming the difficulties in interpreting meaning in listening, the teacher trained student’s sensitivity of hearing about the English information. In this case the teacher tried to communicate or teach the students by using English intensively. Teacher also encouraged the students to communicate by using English with their friends. . To overcome the problem in language laboratory, the teacher should be responsible in managing the class and also ask the servant of school to service the equipment.

C. Analysis and Discussion
Language Laboratory has a great effect on foreign language teaching, especially teaching listening. As in the MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek, English teacher feels a significant change. Especially in listening material that is taught is more easily understood by students. Listening material needs the media or language laboratory in learning and teaching processes. This lesson will not run smoothly without the support of the VCD or tape recorder. Here students listen to native speakers in the cassette or VCD. In listening, students are expected to receive all the information in foreign languages especially from native speakers. In language laboratory students hear, see, observe, and understand how native speakers use a foreign language in a variety of different situations. It is expected that students are able to imitate the model of noise by native speakers. Students can directly take the original reference and not a second reference which tend to differ in many respects
Based on the data gotten from interview and observation, in teaching listening to the second years students of MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek by using language laboratory the researcher can discuss the finding of research they are:
1. At MA plus Raden Paku, the teacher using authentic materials to teach listening in language laboratory as report text, analytical exposition, narrative text, hortatory exposition, spoof text, and sometime English song and English movie. It means here the students listened the native speaker from tape recorder or VCD and sometime the teacher give homework to their students to listen the radio or watching English television program. The authentic material is very important to develop listening ability of the student. It is also make students easy to listen and speak English. From the explanation above, the writer analyzes that the authentic materials given by the teacher has been suitable with Rina Sari’s  and David Nunan’s theories as discussed in chapter two. Sari stated:


Authentic materials and situation prepare students for the types of listening they will need to do when using the language outside the classroom. The materials are radio and television programs, public address announcement, speeches and lectures, and Telephone customer service recordings.
 


Student will be given practice in listening to extract from radio and television, public broadcasting announcements, conversation and discussion, telephone conversations, answering machine messages, Voice mail, and other types of authentic data. This authentic material helps bring to content to life, and ultimately makes learning and using language more meaningful and ultimately.

2. In teaching listening at MA plus Raden Paku Trenggalek the teacher also used some media, they are: Tape recorder and VCD. There are three techniques in teaching listening process, they are: Pre listening, while listening, and post listening. In pre listening activity the teacher give the greeting, the key vocabulary and introducing the topic. In which the teacher does some warm up activities to prepare the students for the passages of materials. It can make the students easily listen the listening materials. In while listening, the teacher played the cassette or VCD, and asked the students to listen the story, asking the student’s comprehension, and answer the questions. And in post listening activity can be used to check comprehension, and to evaluate listening skill. From the explanation above, the writer analyzes that the techniques in teaching listening process has been suitable with Richard and Renandya’s theory as discussed in chapter two. Rihard and Renandya subdivided the techniques of teaching listening into pre-listening, whilst-listening, and post-listening. 
 
3. Tape recorder was effective to be used in teaching listening, it can help the teacher to explain the lesson clearly to the students because the voice in the cassette was from the native speaker that had good intonation and pronunciation. VCD could support in teaching listening process. It was an interesting media. By using this media, the students didn’t only hear the voice of English, but also watched the people who were speaking. Therefore, the students wouldn’t fell bored in following the lesson. Many of media can be used in language laboratory such as auditive media, visual media, and audiovisual media. From the explanation above, the writer analyzes that the media given by the teacher has been suitable with Djamarah SB and Zain’s theory as discussed in chapter two. Djamarah and Zain classify media as auditif media, visual media, and audiovisual media.
 
4. The problems faced by the teacher in teaching listening are: It was difficult for them to interpret what they had listened. Speaker factor, they confused to listen the speaker’s conversation,  in listener factor, sometime the students do not interest and do not response the material in listening, the content of material such as grammar and vocabularies, and the support, sometime the students lose their spirit to study listening in language laboratory. From the explanation above, the writer analyzes that the difficulties of listening faced by the teacher in teaching listening has been suitable with David Nunan’s  theory as discussed in chapter two. Brown and Yule as quoted by Nunan states,” There are four main factors affecting the difficulty in listening: Speaker’s factors, listener factors, content, and support.

After the researcher did observation and interview with the second years students and the English teacher, the researcher can conclude that it is true that teaching listening using language laboratory is very important for teaching and learning foreign language. Based on the researcher’s observation and interview with the students, when they were taught listening by using language laboratory, they felt fun, relax, easy to understand the lesson and enjoy in learning English especially in listening. Whereas, based on the interview with the English teacher, she said that the students always gave good respond when they are taught using language laboratory. She also said that the media used in language laboratory is very good and suitable if it is used in teaching listening. 
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
