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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

This chapter describes background of the study, the statement of problems, the purposes of the study, the scope and limitation of the study, the definition of key terms and the organization of the study.

A. Background of the Research 

We are as human being needs language for communicating with others.  “A language is a signaling system which operate with symbolic vocal sound, and which is used by a group of people for the purpose of communication” (Susanto, 2007:2). Without language, we can’t be able to communicate. By communication, we can make relationship and interact with others. Language is also a media to share our ideas, opinion, feeling and mind. 
“Human communication fulfills many different goals at the personal and social levels. We communicate information, ideas, beliefs, emotion, and attitudes to one another in our daily interaction”  (Celce and Olshtain, 2000:3)
In communication, we must be able to understand what people say and we need to catch the messages of our partners. Sometime it is hard to draw the line between text and context. So that, we have to improve our knowledge to avoid misunderstanding between “writer and reader” and “speaker and listener”.  There are so many languages used in the world. One of them is English, the most famous language in the world. English used in many countries and becomes international language.

Nowadays, so many books that is written on English form. As readers we must be able to catch the messages that shown up by the writer. Because of that, we need discourse to interpret the writer’s messages. “ Discourse and especially a text, is a sequence of connected sentences or utterances (the form) by which a sender communicates a message to a receiver (the function)” (Renkema, 1993:38). Discourse analysis has advantages for the students of English department program. Celce and Olshlain (2000:3) explain more about that:
Discourse analysis is useful for drawing attention to the language skills (i.e., listening, reading, speaking, writing), which put users’ knowledge of phonological, grammatical, and lexical resources into action whenever language users achieve successful communication.
Students who study at English department program must master on four skills (reading, speaking, writing, and listening). Reading has many advantages for language acquisition. It can enrich the students’ vocabularies knowledge, spelling, and writing. Harmer (2007:99) in his book says that:
Reading texts also provide good models for English writing. At different times we can encourage students to focus on vocabulary, grammar or punctuation. We can also use reading material to demonstrate the way we construct sentences, paragraph, and whole texts.
In teaching reading or reading process, we are not only read (reading aloud, and silent reading) but also need to know what are the writer’s messages and how the texts or sentences are build up. In order to know that we need to make analysis. “Analysis is helpful, but the learner is, or should be, more concern with sentences – building. For this he needs to know the patterns of English sentences and to be told which words enter into which patterns” (Huston and Francis, 2000:4).
“McCarthy explains that written discourse is the most typically created at one time and place and read at another time and place, and there in usually time for reflection and revision” (Maslihah, 2009:4)
Discourse analysis has its own field of study. “Essentially a discourse analysis involve asking questions about how language at given time and place, is used to construe the aspects of the situation network simultaneously give meaning to that language” (Gee, 1999:92).

To avoid misunderstanding between writer and reader we need cohesion because the writers use grammatical devices to create such connections. “Speakers and writers have to do more than connect clauses within sentences. They must also connect sentences across whole texts. The grammatical devices we used to create such connections are cohesive devices” (Gee 1999:140).

In the other statement Gee (2000:161) explains more about written discourse:

Speakers and writers use all of the above grammatical devices, and many others, to shape their text “as if” they (the speakers and writers and the texs) had certain “goals” and “purpose”. As listeners and receiver we “recover” these goals and purposes by paying attention to the uses to which grammatical devices are put.

Process of writing discourse is focus on relationship among the sentences each other to get existence connections and meaning in a text.  So that, the readers must be understood that to avoid misunderstanding between them.
Murcia and Olshtain (2000:7) say that:

A number of research areas within discourse analysis ………………… …………… five such areas: cohesion, coherence, information structures and conversation analysis (with focus on turn - taking), and critical discourse analysis.

In this analysis, the writer focuses on cohesion. “Cohesion is an overt feature of the text, providing surface evidence for the text’s unity and connectedness” (Murcia and Olshtain, 2000:126). “Cohesion is the connection which results when the interpretation of a textual element is dependent on another element in the text” (Renkema, 1993:35). “Cohesion will be used to indicate those devices by means of which texture is evidence in a suprasentential stretch of language” (Edmondson, 1981:5) 
Cohesive devices in English divided into grammatical and lexical. “Halliday and Hasan: who were among the first to describe the grammatical and lexical relationships that hold across sentences or clause boundaries” (Murcia and Oslhatain, 2000:53). Grammatical is deal with the structural of the text. While lexical is deal with connections based on the words used. 
Murcia and Oslhatain, (2000:7) “Halliday and Hasan said, there are four types of grammatical ties (reference, ellipsis, substitution, and conjunction)”. There are two types of lexical cohesion, reiteration (repetition, synonymy, hyponymy, metonymy, and antonymy) and collocation.
Written discourse has many kinds of genre that used by the writer (i,e., narrative, descriptive, exposition) and so on. In this thesis, the writer will analyze descriptive text.
In this study, the writer will analyze on descriptive text. Descriptive text is a text which has social function to describe a particular person, place or thing. Its generic structure is identification and description. It usually uses simple present tense.
Reading is one of the major aspects of language. Reading can enrich our knowledge, experiences, thought and our insight. It also has positive effect on students’ writing. Mastery on types of cohesive devices can help us decode the writer’s message by recognizing the writing signs, produce good paragraph.  Especially for English department because they learn about foreign language (English). It will be give benefits for them.
Based on the statement above, the writer interests to analyze cohesive devices used in descriptive texts.
B. Research Problems
Based on the background above, the writer will analyze cohesive devices used in descriptive text. To conduct the analysis, the writer formulates this following problems formulation:

1. What are the types of cohesive devices used in descriptive texts?
2. What type of cohesive device is most widely used in descriptive texts?
C. Objectives of the research
Based on the statement of the problem statements above, the purposes of this study are:

1. To find out the types of cohesive devices used in descriptive texts.

2. To find out the type of cohesive devices is most widely used in descriptive texts.
D. Significance of the Research
1. Theoretically.

Theoretically the result of this study will answer the research problem concerning in cohesive devices. It divided into two types; they are grammatical cohesion (reference, ellipsis, substitution, and conjunction) and lexical cohesion (reiteration and collocation).

2. Practically.
a. The result of this study is expected to all member of English Department. I hope this study can support teaching learning process especially in teaching reading and writing.
b. The result of this study is expected to enrich the information for the people who concern to discourse analysis especially in cohesion and also it will help the next researchers, including the students of the State Islamic College of Tulungagung, when they are going to do the research in this area.
E. Scope and Limitation of the Research
To avoid enlarge discussion; the writer limits her study, in order to get clear on her topic. The problems stated above are quite broad in scope. So that the study was limited to the factors follow:
1.   The numbers of descriptive texts are taken from English Senior High School books. She chose first grade because based on the syllabus for Senior high School, descriptive text only discussed in this grade. The books were selected were Developing English Competencies 1, Interlanguage1, Look Ahead 1, The Bridge English competence 1, and Progress X.
2. The study was focused on what are Cohesive Devices and the frequency of occurrence of Cohesive Devices in descriptive texts English Senior High School books.
F. Definitions of Key Terms

To avoid misunderstanding the writer will give key terms as below:

1. Discourse

Discourse is the process of meaning-creation and interaction, whether in writing or in speech (McCharty, 2001:96)
2. Cohesion
Cohesion is an overt feature of the text, providing surface evidence for the text’s unity and connectedness (Marianne, 2000:126)
3. Cohesive Device
Cohesive devices is cohesion elements used to create link between utterance and sentence in written discourse.
4.  Grammatical Cohesion
“Grammatical cohesion deals with grammatical and semantic connections. Haliday and Hasan (1976: 274) state that grammaticalcohesion can be divided into reference, substitution, ellipsis and, conjunction” (Indrawati, L, 2007:10)
5. Lexical cohesion

Lexical cohesion is deal with connections based on the word use (Renkema, 1983:39). It divided into two types are reiteration and collocation.
6. Descriptive text

“A descriptive text is a text which has purpose to represent, in a words, particular person, place or things” (Zumakhsin and Mufarichah, 2007:76)
7. English Senior High School Book
English senior high school book is English book that is used in senior high school.
G. Organization of Study
