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CHAPTER II
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

This chapter discusses some theories related to the topic, which involve Language, Pragmatics, Context, Language and Politeness, Javanese language, Javanese Speech Levels, Javanese Expressions, Ways of Performing Expressions, Social Classes, and Previous Study. The writer also includes previous study to describe what have been discussed by other researchers dealing with the title of this thesis.
A. Language

Language is not simply means of communicating information about the weather or any other subject. It is also a very important means of establishing and maintaining relationship with other people. “There are two aspects of language behavior are very important from a social point of view: first, the function of language in establishing social relationship; and second, the role- played by language in conveying information about the speaker”, (Sumarsana and Partana, 2004: 366).
According to Wardaugh (in Nursamsu, 2002: 8), “Language is defined as something the member of a particular society speaks, when people communicate among others in speech”. It can be called the system of communication that they employ in speech is called a code. In most cases that code will be called a language.
Language is also as a social phenomenon that is closely tied up with the social structure, social classes, and value systems in society, and interrelationship between language and society is co- variation of linguistics and social phenomena. As stated by Martinick (2001: 562), “Language is a social phenomenon which is part of the natural history of human beings; a sphere of human action, wherein people respond by thought or action to the sounds or marks which they observe to have been so produced”. It means that language always used by people in society as natural.
Sapir (in Susanto, 2007: 2), states that language is as purely human and non instinctive method of communicating ideas, emotions, and desire by means of system of voluntary produced symbols. Martinick (2001: 562), mentions that “Language is something which assigns meanings to certain strings of types of sounds or of marks”. So, language could be a function, or set of ordered pairs of strings and meaning. It can be studied from the aspects of structure, sounds, and meaning.
Language is merely human, that is why it is used by human being as a tool of communication in the society. Buhler (in Renkema, 1993: 7), remarks that language is a tool which people use in order to communicate with another. Lenkeit (2003: 76), also states that “Language is a symbolic system consisting of sounds that are used to communicate thoughts and emotions”. Based on these statements, it is true that people interact each other to fulfill their necessities of life and that language has many interrelationships with aspect of human life, because it concerns with ideas, emotions, desires and culture use language.
To make the understanding of aspects of language easy, the experts appears the science studying about language called linguistics. As stated by Langacker (in Pateda, 1994: 2), Linguistics is the study may be defined as the scientific study of language. Djajasudarma (2009: 11), defines “Linguistics is the field concerned with the nature of language and communication”. In other word, linguistics is the study of language, is proposed to know deeply about language and it always seeks for the general principles like other science, which supports the concept and data.
B. Pragmatics

It is very important for learners when the learners communicate with others, the language use made or uttered is considered urgent to be paid attention. It is used to catch idea, wish or message sent. When people utter something, it is focused on what people are doing with words in particular situation; it is focused on the intention, purposes, beliefs, and desires that speaker has in speaking or uttering word(s). 
“Pragmatics is the study of the relationships between linguistics forms and the users of those forms”, (Leech, 1981: 319).  It is concerned with the study of meaning meant by a speaker (or a writer) and interpreted by a listener (or a reader). It is focused on what people meant by their utterances than what the words or phrases in those utterances might mean by themselves. It can be named as the study of speaker’s meaning. Renkema (1993: 21), also states that “Pragmatics investigates the relationship between form and function in verbal communication”. 
Furthermore, Fromkin, et, al. (1990: 186), define “Pragmatics as the general study how context influences the way we interpreted sentences”. It means that pragmatics mostly seeks for the context. Further, he/ she says that the truth-value of a sentence, and knowledge about the world could influence context. Here, knowledge of the world is a part of context, so pragmatics includes how language users apply knowledge of the world to interpret utterances.
Levinson (1983: 9), also defines pragmatics as the study of how language is used to conduct communication. It concerns itself with how people use language within a context and why they use language in particular ways. Aminuddin (1988: 39), remarks that pragmatics is the study of relationship between a sign and user or an interpreter, can only be understood by a correlating a sign, a language, with society of user and social cultural context which language has.
Based on the definitions and statement above, it is quite necessary to understand the language use. The speakers have intention in what he/ she say. It can be understood by perceiving the relationship between the form and the user or speaker that form. Furthermore, the role of context determines the meaning intended by the speakers. It is realized that using language successfully is a very complex enterprise, because language also constitutes social factor. Language exists because of the existence of society.
To get the meaning of utterance of expressions, readers or hearers have to be able to process sentences that reflect complexly structural properties of human language such as structural ambiguity.
C. Context 
“Context is the environment or the circumstance in which language is used”, (Jaszczolt, 1999: 289). To know and interpret the meaning of what the speaker said, at least it is necessary to understand who the speakers and the hearers are, and the time and place of the production of the utterance. As stated by Aminuddin (1998: 37), that “Language in use has bidirectional characteristics”. It means that, the meaning can be determined by interrelating itself, a user in social and situational context can determine the meaning. 
According to Robinson (1981: 98), “Context is roles to limit the range of possible interpretations and to support the intended interpretation”. In this case, context will help to interpret what the speakers intended idea to convey.
D. Language and Politeness

In Javanese, it is nearly impossible to say anything without indicating the social relationship between the speakers and the listeners in term of status and familiarity. “Status is determined by many thing likes wealth, descent, education, occupation, age, kinship, and nationality, among others, but the important point is that the choice of linguistic forms as well as speech style is in every case partly determined by the relative status of the converses”, (Boeree, 2006: 150). In other words, every language has etiquette that reflects its cultural background.
Basically, what is involved is that the Javanese pattern their speech behavior in terms of the same alus to kasar axis around which they organize their social behavior generally. A number of words are made to carry in addition to their normal linguistic meaning what might be called a status meaning; i.e., when these are used in actual conversation they convey not only their fixed denotative meaning, like walk, eat, body, you, but also connotative meaning, likes the word “house” have three forms omah, griyo, and dalem, concerning the status of the speakers and the listeners.
This letter sort of ranking being characteristic of any stratified society, when they want to say, “Are you going to eat rice and cassava now?”

The chart above shows the speech range in status terms for the Non- priyayi but urbanized and educated group, which will include the better-educated abangans, most urban santri, and some of lower priyayis. They commonly use krama inggil (3a), krama biasa or just krama (3), krama madya or just madya (2), ngoko madya or just madya (1a), and ngoko biasa or just ngoko (1).
E. Javanese Language

Javanese is one of local languages, which is used by people in their daily conversation. According to Uhlenback (in Chaer and Agustina, 2004: 40), “An expert Javanese language, divides Javanese language into Ngoko (intimate level), madya (polite level), and krama (very polite level) with several classification. There are mudha krama, kramantara, and wreda krama, madyangoko, madyantara, and madya krama; ngoko sopan and ngoko andhap”. On the other hand, Geertz (in Chaer and Agustina, 2004: 40), “Divides Javanese language into ngoko (ngoko madya, ngoko biasa, and ngoko sae) and krama (krama biasa, krama madya, and krama inggil) by certain using of each other”.

Then there are two things, which are very important to be remembered when one will determine speech levels that will be used. The first is the levels of formality of relationship between the speakers and the hearers/ participants and the second is the social status of the second person/ participant.
Meanwhile, Javanese language has little bit different classification of Javanese language styles. Based on Partini (2010: 2-3), the concept of Javanese language dividing systematically can be classified into:
1. Basa Ngoko is the lowest level of Javanese styles.
a. Ngoko Lugu is used by parents to their children; teachers to students, etc.
b. Ngoko Andhap is used by close friends.
1) Antya Basa is ngoko mixed with krama inggil. For example: kowe becomes panjenengan, sliramu.
2) Basa Antya is ngoko mixed with krama and krama inggil. For example: kowe becomes panjenengan, sliramu, adimas, kangmas, etc.
2. Basa Madya 
a. Madya Ngoko is madya mixed with ngoko. For example: aku becomes kula, kowe becomes dika. Usually, it is used by village people
b. Madya Krama is madya mixed with krama. For example: kowe becomes sampeyan, samang. It is used by village people to other village people.
c. Madyantara is from madya- krama mixed with krama inggil. It is used by little priyayi to their grandfather or grandmother.
3. Basa Krama
a. Wredha Krama is the same with kramantara. 
b. Mudha Krama is a very soft and calm in Javanese speech levels. It is used by all of people.
c. Kramantara is just krama not mixed with krama inggil.
d. Krama Inggil is the word of krama mixed with krama inggil. For example: kulo becomes kawulo.
e. Krama Desa is krama mixed with krama desa. For example: di- becomes dipun, ake becomes aken, etc.
4. Basa Kedhaton

a. Bagongan is used by all of people in the palace. For example: aku becomes manira, kowe becomes pakenira, etc.
Setiyanto (2010: 29- 51), classifies Javanese language into: Basa Ngoko (Ngoko Lugu, Ngoko Andhap (Antya Basa, Basa Antya),and Madya Ngoko), Krama Madya (Madya Krama, Madyantara, Mudha Krama, Kramantara, Wredha Krama), Krama (Krama Inggil, Bahasa Priyayi, Krama Desa, Bahasa Lokasi), and Basa Bagongan.
Pateda (1987: 60), gives explanation that principally the speech level of Javanese language is divided into five kinds of speech level: Ngoko, Krama, Madya, Krama Inggil, Krama Andhap
Purbatjaraka (in Nursamsu, 2002: 28), explains that “Principally the speech level of Javanese language is divided into four kinds of speech levels: 1) Ngoko, 2) Krama, 3) Ngoko- Krama, 4) Krama Ngoko”. It is assumed that the concept of krama includes madya and krama inggil; and the term ngoko- krama is more concentrated on ngoko that is entered krama as if the term krama- ngoko that is more concentrated on krama that is entered ngoko.
F. Javanese Speech Levels

Speech level is the code system in certain community. Speech level, globally, can be classified into polite forms and general forms. The factors that confirm two kinds of speech levels form are differences in one society and others. People will be respected or unrespectable in certain society because of political appearance, social status, economic level, relationship, sex, and many others.
According to Sudaryanto (in Nursamsu, 2002: 30), “Javanese speech level is a system that indicate the degrees of formality and respect shown by speaking toward the speaker partner, the greater degree of respect and formality is shown in utterance and greater politeness is shown by the speakers”.
The dominant factor that related to the certain speech level is the relationship between speakers and participants. When the speakers communicate to honorific people, definitely, they will express the more polite Javanese. While the speakers communicate to low honorific people, they will use low polite language.
According to Poedjosoedarmo (in Rahardi, 2001: 58), Javanese can be classified into Krama (Muda Krama, Kramantara, and Wreda Krama), Madya (Madya Krama, Madyantara, and Ngoko), Ngoko (Basa Antya, Antya Basa, and Ngoko Lugu). Ngoko, Madya and Krama are not the same as the diction or vocabulary of Ngoko, Madya, and Krama. Indeed, the diction of Ngoko, Madya, and Krama are only the variations, while every diction or word consists of the same of polite synonym.
1. Ngoko

Ngoko is the lowest level of Javanese language styles. It is the most commonly used one. It is also the basic style of the Javanese language. It expresses the most natural conditions that people face every time. They apply ngoko when they are thinking or angry. It is nearly impossible to find anyone who uses madya style, or even krama, in those kinds of conditions.
“Ngoko speech levels indicate that there is no distance between speaker (first speaker) and participant (second person). It means that the relationship between speaker (first person) and participant (second person) are not limited by the feeling of unwilling or pakewuh”, (Rahardi, 2001: 59). So, ngoko speech level will always indicate close relationship each other and ngoko is commonly used by close friend; employer to laborer; teacher to student; and many others. Those correlations, who have certain feeling of willing each other, they will use polite ngoko. It is called antya basa or basa antya.
Javanese people often use the term “Apike ora usah basa, karaben gayeng, enake ngoko- ngokoan bae”. The meaning of the sentence is that’s good to use ngoko instead of krama to have a nice chat. It indicates that krama will reduce the intimacy between them, whereas, they have a good relationship. Beside, an unwritten arbitrary that exists among Javanese says that the people of a higher status posses an absolute right to speak ngoko to whom of the lower status. So, it will be fine for an employer to speak ngoko to his or her employee; an older person will also speak ngoko to someone younger than he/ she will; parents usually use it to utter something to their children.
Some of Javanese people such as priyayi, officers, and others of high status use ngoko alus or ngoko with high honorifics considering that they have to respect each other although they are close each other. However, it is still able to show and intimacy although it is in a more polite term.
Ngoko words are actually the basic of lexical words in Javanese language. It consists of rude words like the chart below:

The vocabularies of ngoko are actually the bases of other styles’ vocabulary. “Ngoko is the roots of vocabularies. Ngoko has a great number of vocabularies. They are improved as long as people use it. Considering the use and the effects, they are divided into rude word and common words”, (Rahardi, 2001:61- 62). The rude words are usually used to express bad feeling such as anger and disappointment. It often hurts the addressee’s feeling. Meanwhile, the common words express a better sense of meaning.
2. Madya

Madya Speech Levels is the middle level of Javanese language, between Krama and Ngoko. Podjosoedarmo (in Rahardi, 2001: 61), says that “Madya speech level is derived from Krama speech level, but this level is go through decease level (collocation) and rural usage in the growth process”.
The rural people are commonly used madya to communicate with people who have certain authority and also laborer in the office. “Madya style is used when an addresser considers that he/ she does not have to respect the addressee”, (Rahardi, 2001: 61). The addressee is probably an older person, the addresser keep using this style with certain considerations. It is probably because he/ she has a higher status than the addressee does. He/ she also may use it because he cannot use krama style well. So, it is safer to use madya.

The vocabulary of language indicates what important to its speakers is. It also indicates how certain aspects of culture or society are valued. It talks learners what makes speakers uncomfortable and what they feel about the rightful role and behavior of different members of society.
3. Krama

“Krama speech level is the most polite Javanese level that is used by speakers and participants. In other words, this speech level indicates that the relationship between speaker (first person) and participant (second person) are limited by the feeling of unwilling or pakewuh”, (Rahardi, 2001: 60). It happens in society because of the relation between speakers and participants are not connected closely or have different social classes. It is probably, the speakers have high class in society, as society, authority, teachers and many others.

“Krama indicates politeness and respect”, (Partini, 2010: 66). It is usually used when a speaker thinks that the addressee is one he/ she should respect, or he/ she tries to make a good impression to addressee. The consideration of the speaker’s thought is various. The addressee might be someone from high class. He/ she might be also a public figure, a senior, a wise person, or an older one. He/ she is also probably a person whom the speakers do not know before. Anyhow, krama is commonly used by children to speak to their parents. It is also used by students to speak to their teachers, and by the employees to the employers.
4. Krama Inggil

“Krama inggil or krama alus speech level is higher than krama andhap. It is used to address other person to show a great respect”, (Setiyanto, 2010: 45). In short, krama andhap is used for addressors with low honorifics and krama inggil is used for the addressees with high honorifics. Both of them have different vocabularies.

The usage of krama inggil is an obligatory for respectful reference in any speech style. The words of krama can be differentiated into words, which is spontaneously pay homage to the participants and the speakers make himself lower than the participants do.
G. Javanese Expressions

“Needed in every activity to make easy interlocutor to understand the main idea of language, which is performed by speaker”, (Dunlop, 1984: 78). In expressing everything, language has the role to represent the mean of speakers to the interlocutors. In other wise, Javanese has certain meaning “deep meaning”, which contains the honorific or politeness in performing that language. In society, Javanese has important role to communicate each other.
In expressing something, like joke, teasing allusion, and anger is influenced by personality. According to Warpen (in Kartono, 2005: 12):
Personality is the entire mental organization of a human being at any stage of his development. It embraces every phase of human character, intellect, temperament, skill, morality, and every attitude that has been built up in the course of one’s life.
So that, the personality has role within the individual psychological system that determines his characteristics of behaviour and thought.

1. Joke

According to Kartono (2005: 141-142), “One of the characteristics of good personality is having sense of humor, which can be expressed through joke. Joke aims at making someone laugh at something like or dislike”. Therefore, joke does not only mean enjoying something or someone funny, but it is also used to understand contradiction about everything, other people and us.
“Joke contains many elements that can help us to get knowledge. Joke also defines contrast diction in life and limitation of human characteristic”, (Kartono, 2005: 142). Joke also consists of sense power, live together and sympathy to other people. Joke is characteristically soft.
None of less learners do realize the critical importance of individual being able to properly express their feeling when communicating with follow interlocutor. Therefore, a list of code phrase replacements has been compiled, so proper exchange of ideas and information can continue in an effective manner without risk of offending our more sensitive co- workers.
2. Teasing Allusion
“Teasing allusion/ satire is making fun of thing without disclosing criminal or secret act. Satire contains of strong egoism”, (Kartono, 2005: 49).  Satire is opposite of joke, because joke contains of altruism (have a great interest) to peer. On the other hands, satires have a high degree of emotion and have no familiar relation to their family. So, they are not believed as a good friend. The characteristics of teasing allusion are strong but negative, pessimistic, and depressive. They should make your heart is broken, suspicious, jealous, and so on.
3. Anger

“Anger is identical with emotion. It covers not only how organism act but also how they feel. It includes a great variety pattern of behavior and of feeling”, (Dunlop, 1984: 80). Noise has been the subject of considerable stress for a number of years. The early research concentrates on psychological effects, especially on the effect an auditory apparatus itself, and then on the annoyance felt by people exposed to continuous or impulse noise. In order to assess the cost of adaption to stressful condition, one can investigate the effect of noise after the noise has ceased.
Moreover, anger is natural as the one of important source of life. As stated by Pateda (1987: 89), “Anger is humanism and natural. Sometimes, anger not always with hard words and not restrained”. Anger should be transferred into positive activities. It can positively depend on the way to do it. If the speakers are not expressing their anger as best as possible, it is the most possible that many people will mean speakers as the bad people. If the speakers success in arranging their anger, the speakers will be more adult and easy to associate with other people.
H. Ways of Performing Expressions
Expression in general can be performed in a variety of ways. They depend on the speakers intends. For the expressions of Javanese to be successful in communicating, the hearers must recognize or identify the speaker’s expressions of Javanese intend. The hearers must identify what the speakers are attempting to do. The content of Javanese expressions (what is said?) is not always determined by what is meant by the sentence being uttered. Furthermore, what is said does not determine the Javanese expressions being performed. As it is seen, the process of identifying communicative intention or what the speaker intends to do can be these ways.
First, the performance of direct Javanese expression, (Akmajian, 1991: 272). It is an expression, which is not performed by means of performing any other expression.
Second, the performance of indirect Javanese expression. It happens if a speaker performing another Javanese expression, (Akmajian, 1991: 272). In these Javanese expressions, the syntactic form of an utterance does not reflect any indirect expression is to respond to the direct expression. If the respond seems inappropriate, the utterance is probably being used to perform an indirectly expression. For example, suppose you are sitting on the chair, you are busy to do some homework, then say “can you turn off the television?” it is uttered to your younger sister who watches television. Then she says “yes” but rather than turning off the television. Her response it is inappropriate since she responds to the direct Javanese expression (asking a question) rather than to the indirect one (making a request). As a matter of fact, the speakers’ intention is a request that the speaker ask her to turn off the television, not just an interrogative form by saying “yes” or “no”.
Third, the performance of literal expression. The expression is literal if a speaker means what he/ she says, (Akmajian, 1991: 272). For instance, if I eat eight donuts and then announce “I feel just awful”. In this utterance, I mean exactly what I say. Thus, this utterance constitutes a literal speech act.
Fourth, performance of non- literal expression. It is called an expression is non- literal if speaker means what he says, (Akmajian, 1991: 272). For example, imagine a student in a physics class who does not know a photo of a fireplug. As he begins the midterm exam, he turns to his friend and says “I love taking physic tests”. He does not mean what he says. Other example, one might utter, “I love the sound of your voice” to tell someone non- literally that she cannot stand the sound of his voice and thereby indirectly to ask him to stop singing. These utterances then will constitute a non- literal Javanese expression.
I. Social Classes

Social classes have close relation to social stratification. According to Sumarsono and Partana (2004: 43), social stratification refers to the fact that any society will consist of levels that relate to each other in terms of sup ordination and subordination, be it power, privilege, and prestige. “Social classes are social strata without thinking out much about the factors as money, social background, education, leadership and many others”, (Soekanto, 1986: 211). Those classes are formatted in society because it is used to adapt society with the real needed.
According to Mark (in Sunarto, 2004: 95), “A social class is a group of people who share a similar relationship to the economic system of society”. People of a class tend to develop similar ideas about society, similar pattern of interaction, and similar lifestyle, because of similar economic relationship.
Ogburn and Nimkoff (in Sunarto, 2004: 97-98), describe that there are four classes in society, low- brow, lower middle- brow, upper middle-brow, and high brow. They have some special in dress, meal, home equipment, and so on. Some social classes above in their essential nature can be characterized as psychologically or subjectively based grouping defined the allegiance of their member. Besides that, Ahmadi (2002: 102), states that formal characteristic of social classes, many other details can be briefly reviewed with reference to the nature of specific classes, upper, middle, and lower respectively, namely:

1. The Upper Class
It consists principally of big business owners, executives and professional persons such as physicians and lawyers, but small majorities of its members include small business owners and managers in their specifications.
2. The Middle Class

The most distinctively component strata are small business owners, managers, and store and factory managers, but majorities of its affiliates recognize salesman and office worker. Fairly large minorities will include physicians, lawyers, and farmers, but only comparatively small number of its members admits other occupational groups.
3. The Lower Class

Its occupational component, as specified by a majority of its members, is laborers and servants. It is drawn mainly from among unskilled urban manual workers and from farm tenants and laborers.
It means that the upper class, the middle class, and the lower class have different skills, jobs, and so on. 
Being focused on the relationship between royalty and language, it can be taken an example the speech community of Javanese language. According to koentjoroningrat (in Chaer, 1995: 51), Javanese community is divided into four degrees, they are wong cilik, wong saudagar, priyayi, and ndara. But Geertz (1960: 250- 252) has divided Javanese society into non- priyayi, urbanized (urban santri), somewhat educated persons (educated abangan); peasant and educated townspeople; and priyayi. In fact, the Javanese cannot be parted from the society that has its own norms. Life in the society should be characterized by rukun (harmonious unity).
J. Previous Study

The title of this research, “Javanese Expressions of Joke, Teasing Allusion, and Anger Used by Priyayi (white-collar) and Non- Priyayi (blue-collar) in Dukuh Village, has not discussed yet. So that, the writer looks for the similar sources have been conducted with the certain study to support the writer ideas.
Rahardi (2001) in his book “Sosiolinguistik, Kode, dan Alih Kode” has described about the code that is used by speech community bilingual and diglosia in Jogjakarta on buying and selling activities. It consists of Javanese language and non- Javanese language; speech level, it consists of Ngoko, Madya, and Krama; dialect and code, it consists of restricted code used in non- formal situation and elaborated code used in formal situation.
Geertz (1960) in “The Religion of Java” has described about social classes, like priyayi, abangan, santri, and peasant; the phenomenon of Javanese tradition, like slametan, nyadran, and others; traditional art, like puppet show, dance, ludruk, and many others.
Based on discussion of contents these books, the writer chooses the certain explanation related to this research, namely the usage of Javanese language among social classes and linguistics etiquette. The Javanese social classes consist of non- priyayi, urbanized, somewhat educated people, peasant, uneducated people, and priyayi. They will always use Javanese speech level to communicate their aims by using certain words or language choices.
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
