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CHAPTER VI
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

This chapter presents the conclusion of this research and suggestion for further research.
A. CONCLUSION 

This study attempted to investigate teacher talk used for giving explanation and feedback at the second semester of English Education Program of STAIN Tulungagung. For that reason, then three questions of exploration are initiated. All steps of investigation were centered on the three questions of exploration. After the data were analyzed and interpreted, findings in several aspects were finally led to.
First of all, it was known that the teacher explained some concepts of a grammar by presenting the example first, and then she went to the pattern of the concept. Before the teacher went to the exercise, she also checked students understanding and gave students chance to ask questions related to the material they didn’t understand. It was also known that the teacher seemed directly gave informative feedback to her students when they did a task. The teacher gave the correct answer to her students and also explained the why they should choose the answer. 

Secondly, it was found that the teacher used deductive approach in giving explanation to her students. It was found that the teacher gave explanation to her students. And then for checking students’ understanding, she asked the students to try to do exercise. It was also found that, the teacher gave correction to the student’s answer by giving informative feedback. She also gave praises to her students using encouragement words such as that’s great, that’s beautiful etc. to respond the correct answer from her students.

The last conclusion was the students liked to listen to the teacher explanation, they believed that learning from teacher explanation is one of the most effective learning strategies. However some students show their strong desire for participation in the interactional classroom activities. Most of the students agreed on the idea that the teacher should let them find their mistakes. However, they also expected the positive feedback from teachers to encourage them.
B. SUGGESTION 

These suggestions are presented for the teacher at the second semester of English Education Program of STAIN Tulungagung and for the further researcher.

1. Suggestion for the teacher
The researcher found that the teacher’s explanation and teacher’s feedback were good based on the theory and students’ opinion. The teacher had tried to involve the students in explanation, for example by asking them to try to do exercise.  However, it is advisable for the teacher to give more attention to students desire to be more active in classroom activities. It is better if the teacher give students more opportunities to be active in the teaching and learning process, for example, by asking them presenting some materials which are discussed.
2. Suggestion for further researcher
This research has limitations:  first limitation comes from the subject of this research. This research just involved an English teacher and students of E class at the second semester of English Education Program of STAIN Tulungagung. In addition, this research just covered two aspect of teacher talk, so this research does not provide all features of teacher talk.
So it is very advisable for the further researcher to conducting a research in a larger scale. It is also need to do a further research which concern with the other aspects of teacher talk besides the ones involved in this research. The results of this research can be a basic result to develop the other new researches.
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
