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CHAPTER 1

A. Background of The Study

Writing is the means by which your world view, your choice of what to focus on and give urgent emphasize to, becomes a shared experience. Writing can also give both emotional and aesthetic pleasure; this we might call the recreational as well as the re-creational aspects of writing.” There are many ways to share the feeling by writing as re-creation and recreation in to writing product.  People try to explore ideas and experiences in good arrangements and make it interesting to be read. That is why we call it writing product.  Writing products can be found anywhere, for example, when we go to the book store, we can find books and other writing products; such as, magazine, tabloid, story book, biography, and etc. 
Writing is very important activity for everybody, especially for students. Writing is the primary basis upon which students work, learn, and intellect will be judged, in college, in the workplace, and in the community. Writing is both an essential part of the learning process and one of the most important ways that historians communicate their ideas and conclusions to one another. F. Definition of Key Terms
