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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION 

This chapter presents eight topics related to this study. This includes background of the research, formulation of the research problems, objectives of the research, significance of the research, research hypothesis, scope and limitation of the research, definitions of key terms, and the organization of the research. 
A. Background of the Research
We know that language is near with human life. Language is “signaling system which operates with symbolic vocal sound and which is used by a group of people for the purpose of communication” (anonym, 2007:2).

Language has many functions for human such as for communication, giving information, teaching and learning process, etc. For language itself there are two kinds of language describing its functions. They are spoken language and written language. Spoken language is a form of human communication in which words derived from a large vocabulary (usually at least 10,000) together with a diverse variety of names are uttered through or with the mouth. All words are from a limited set of vowels and consonants. The spoken words they make are stringed into syntactically organized sentences and phrases. The vocabulary and syntax together with the speech sounds it uses define its identity as a particular natural language. 

Written language is the representation of a language by means of a writing system. Wikipedia explains that:

Written language is an invention in that it must be teach to children, who will instinctively learn or create spoken or gesture languages. A written language exists only as a complement to a specific spoken or gesture language, and no natural language is pure written. (http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Spoken_language). 
Written is the result of employing strategy to manage the composing process, which is one of gradually developing a text. Written products are often the result of thinking, drafting, and revising procedure that require specialized skill, skills that not every speaker develops naturally (Mafdhuha, 2010:1). To make students or someone know more about written language, they should learn how to make writing. How to learn writing may be getting at schools, courses, or other places. Everyone shall know that writing needs to function and succeed, and are explain in a straightforward, helpful way; treating everyday tasks with as much respect as the more academic skills (Scheraga, 1998: v). 


Based on the writer’s experiences, many students often get difficulties in both speaking and writing. In speaking, they may shy to speak because they fear of false. Then in writing they have no idea what will they write and they fear of false in grammar or they don’t know how to write, or they have no enough time to write. The students may feel bored because they lazy to think and write much sentences when their teacher give them assignment. Then the last way, they use internet to do their homework. It is so effective for their time and energy. The teacher often confuses how to make their students creative in writing and do not copy make a copy from others writing. 

This thesis tries to answer those problems by doing and experimental research using think pair share strategy. “Think-Pair-Share is a cooperative learning strategy that can promote and support higher level thinking. The teacher asks to the students to think about the specification of the topic, pair with another student to discuss their own thinking, and then share their ideas with the group” 

(http://www.eworkshop.on.ca/edu/pdf/Mod08_think_pair_share.pdf).This strategy needs the active involvement of both teacher and students. In other words, the successfulness of using this strategy depends on the user. 
The experiment research is done in SMAN 1 Durenan. A researcher before do her experiment should know how the condition of the sample. With a purpose of research to know the effectiveness of this strategy in a lesson, the researcher should do the experiment to the sample that had not even been taught using this strategy. SMA N I Durenan is one of schools that have never been taught their students by this strategy, especially XI IPS I class.

E. Research Hypothesis

F. Scope and Limitation of the Research 
The scope of the study is teaching writing in English lesson by using TPS strategy at XI IPS 1 SMA N 1 Durenan in academic year 2010-2011. Because of the writer’s limited time, energy and fund, the study is limited to:

This study focused on given TPS strategy in writing skill in narrative text (on English lesson) in class XI IPS I of SMAN I Durenan academic year 2010-2011.

This study focused on the students’ ability in writing skill in narrative text before using TPS in class XI IPS I of SMA N I Durenan academic year 2010-2011.

This study focused on the students’ ability in writing skill in narrative text after using TPS in class XI IPS I of SMA N I Durenan academic year 2010-2011.

4. 
This study focused on the significance differences scores between the students who are taught before and after using Think Pair Share in class XI IPSI of SMA N I Durenan academic year 2010-2011. 

G. Definitions of Key Terms
To avoid misinterpretation and misunderstanding of the title of the research, the several terms are defined as follow:
1. Conceptual Definition
a. Effectiveness

The effectiveness is the producing the result that wants the doer (Mafdhuha, 2010:5). In other, effectiveness means producing some effect from the strategy is done tested. The result can be significant or not significant.
b. Think-Pair-Share Writing Strategy
Think pair share is a cooperative discussion strategy developed by Frank Lyman in his colleagues in Maryland. They get it name from the tree stages of student’s action, with emphasis on what students are to be doing at each of those stages. (1) Think, the teacher asks the students’ thinking with a question or prompt or observation. The students should take a few moments probably not minutes just to think about the question or topics. (2) Pair, using designated partners nearby neighbours or a desk mate, student’s pair up to talk about the answer each came up with. They compare their mental or written notes and identify the answers they think are best, most convincing, or most unique. (3) Share, after students talk in pair for a few moments (again, usually not minutes), the teacher calls for pairs or individually to present their thinking with the rest of the class (Fahlefi, 2010: 05: the thesis is not published).

c. Writing Skill

Writing skills are “specific abilities which help writers put their thought into words in a meaningful form and to mentally interact with the message”

(http://www.sil.org/lingualinks/literacy/referencematerials/glossaryofliteracyterms/whatarewritingskills.htm). Writing skill is the first step should build by the teachers, because it helps them to recognize writing as part of classroom practice so they can work on writing tasks as much enthusiasm as they do other activity.
