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CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGESTION 
This chapter presents the conclusion of all discussions and gives suggestion closely related to the findings. 
A. Conclusion 

Based on the research and explanation in the chapter before, writer gets the conclusions:
1. Students’ ability in writing narrative text before taught by using Think Pair Share is there are 27 students who get enough criteria. It means that more 50% students of the total students have enough ability in writing narrative text.
2. Students’ ability in writing narrative text after taught by using TPS is there are 15 students have enough criteria, 11 students have good criteria, 5 students have very good criteria and 1 student has excellent criteria. It means that there is decreasing in the total students who have scores enough and there is increasing in the total students who have good, very good, and excellent criteria.
3. The significant difference scores between the students who are taught before and after using Think Pair Share are 0,000. It means that “there are no significant difference scores of the students before and after taught using Think Pair Share strategy (TPS) in improving writing narrative text of students XI IPS I SMA N I Durenan 2011”.
B. Suggestions
1. For English teacher, she / he should make a decision in the method and media of the matter that will you do with your students. Although this strategy has not give influences in writing, the teacher can try this strategy in their class or another said this strategy can use in the class in teaching and learning process.
2. For students, the writer suggests them not to spend their time useless, and manage time to study well. All of knowledge that they get from their teacher, can improve their ability. 

3. For writer, it can increase your study, this method referable in learning writing or other skill in English either or in the understanding of this strategy and looking for other study about this strategy, to develop her experiment and further deeper research in this strategy. 
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
