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means that the gathered of the data are from words, pictures, and not numbers form, if it has numbers, it just as supporting the data (Danim, 2002:51). The using of descriptive qualitative begins from the analysis of the data that collected from the research process, then move to the conclusion forming of category or the certain general characteristics (Bungin, 2001:290).
B. The Source of Data

Data (in research) is information, evidence or facts gathered through experiments or studies which can be analyzed in order to better understanding of a phenomenon or to support a theory (Richards, 1992:96). The writer needs the data to complete the research problems, and in this study the data is about imperative sentence in English and Javanese language.

The primary data sources of the study are taken from films which concern with the research problems. Primary data is the data gathered from primary data source or the first source in the fields (Bungin, 2001:128). The primary data are limited from film “Honey Dance” and ludruk “Pangeran Diponegoro”. 

The writer selects the film “Honey Dance” because the conversations script of this film is easy to understood and using simple sentence. The film contains many kinds of imperative sentences that looked for by the writer.  Whereas in ludruk “Pangeran Diponegoro”, the writer interests to selects this ludruk because the sentences are using simple sentence that easy to understand.  It has the story of Pangeran Diponegoro’s fighting in the past. So, the writer not only wants to analyze the conversations but also to knows the history of the fighting one of the Indonesian heroes in the past.

C. Method of Collecting Data

Method of collecting data is the strategic way in the study, because the main goal of the study is to get the data. The method of collecting data used in this study is document. Guba and Lincoln in Moleong (2004:161) said that document is each of written sources or films. According to Arikunto (2002:206) “the conducting of the documentation method, the researcher investigates written material such as from books, magazine, document, diary, note, and so forth clearly which intends to analyze”.

Based on the method of collecting data above, the data took from some related documents; they are film “Honey Dance” for English and ludruk “Pangeran Diponegoro” for Javanese.
D. Data Analysis Method

The next step which be done by the writer is analyzing the data.  Data analysis means the firstly to organize the data. Patton says in Moleong (2004:103), data analysis is the process of managing the data, organizing it into a good pattern, category and basic unit. Data analysis is the process of systematically searching and arranging the documentation materials (film and ludruk) in order to be easier to understand and enable to present the findings to others.

 To analyze the data, the writer uses a technique and some procedures. The technique of data analysis in this study is contrastive analysis. The analysis technique of contrastive study according to Tarigan (1992:4) is the comparison of the linguistics systems of two languages, for example in the systems of sound or grammatical systems. By using contrastive analysis, the writer is comparing the imperative sentences in English and Javanese language to identify the similarities and differences between these two languages.  
According to Miles and Huberman in Sugiyono (2009:246) there are some procedures of data analysis. They are: data reduction, data display, and conclusion drawing. 
a. Data Reduction

Data reduction is the process of summarizing the data, selecting the basic data, and focusing on the important thing of the data which derived from the film and ludruk, so the data reduced can give description deeply to the research findings.
In this study, data reduction is done by looks for a film “Honey Dance” from internet and a ludruk “Pangeran Diponegoro” from cassette, watches that film and ludruk while pay attention to the conversations that happen in that film and ludruk, and watches that film and ludruk once again to write the conversations.

b. Data Display

Data Display is the process showing data in the form of words, sentence, narrative, and table in order that the data collected is mastered by the writer as the basic to take appropriate conclusion. The data display is done by reading and classifying the conversations script into the functions and markers of imperative sentences, and analyzing the result of the classifications and compares them based on their characteristics to find out the similarities and differences.
c. Conclusion Drawing

The last step of data analysis is conclusion drawing. Making conclusion is the process of drawing the content of data collected in the form of a good statement and having clear data. The conclusion drawing is done by making some conclusions and suggestions based on the research findings and discussions that found in the film and ludruk.

It is all of the data analysis process that done by the writer to find out the similarities and differences of imperative sentences based on their functions and markers in a film “Honey Dance” and ludruk “Pangeran Diponegoro”.
