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2. Javanese, there is imperative sentence as invitation that has the meaning ajakan. English, there is no imperative as invitation.

3. To show an advice, English has the clear characteristic to indicate the imperative, Javanese not always has the clear characteristic to indicate the imperative, so we must understood about what the mean of the sentence first. 
4. To express a suggestion, English using let’s as their characteristic that has same meaning with ayo in Javanese. But, ayo in Javanese belongs to imperative sentence as invitation. So there is no suggestion in Javanese.

5. In English, there is no imperative as expectation and allusion.
The similarities of English and Javanese imperative sentence based on the markers are:  

1. To show a request, both of them using marker please. For example: English (Please follow me) Javanese (coba gagasen).
2. To show an advice, both of them using marker should that has same meaning in both of them. For example: English (You should take the class.) Javanese (Yen mlaku kowe kudu ngati-ati.)

3. To show a prohibition, both of them using marker don’t that has same meaning in both of them. For example: English (Don’t even teach anymore!) Javanese (Kowe aja turu sore-sore.)
The differences of English and Javanese of imperative sentence based on the markers are:

1. English, there is no marker in command. Whereas in Javanese, there is markers to indicate a command, they are suffixes {-a},{-ana}, {-en} and {-na}.

2. Javanese, the marker used to show invitation is ayo and mangga. English, there is no marker found.

3. English has the marker let’s to show a suggestion, but no marker in Javanese.

4. Javanese has the marker to show an expectation and allusion, but no marker in English. 

B. Suggestions
The result of this analysis provides some useful suggestion as presented below:

1. The teacher

The teacher should invite the students to be more active in teaching learning. For example, the teacher asks the student to compare the material in English and Javanese language that have similarities and differences. It is also better for the teacher to know not only one language but also more language.

2. The students

The students should provide a further research about the similarities and differences between English and Javanese language in other sentence in order to get easier to study English.

3. The next researcher

The writer thinks this research is far from perfection. So, the writer hopes for the next researcher can give feedback to the writer as soon as the perfection of this research.
