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CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
     This chapter efforts to review some related literature to this study. It contains of the different discussion of 1) The definition of reading, 2) Bilingual fable (with picture), 3) Young learners, and 4) Previous research.

A. The Definition of Reading

“Reading is the activity that looks at written words, symbols, text on a page and understands them”, (Sinclair, 1994:797).
According to Rao (2009:1) reading is a significant part of educational process. Reading is the receptive skill in the written mode. It can develop independently of listening and speaking skills, but often develops along with them, especially in societies with a highly developed literary tradition.
While Lucantoni (2005:29) says, “There must also be an interaction between the text and the receiver”. Reading is a form of communication between reader and the writer. In the reading process, reader has to understand and catch the point idea of the text. At the same time, the writer tries to give understanding through the words. The reader has to understand each of the sentences and what they are saying. Reading is related to the cognitive process. In this process, the readers must be active to use their mind to understand what they are reading. They also try to solve the problem by their intelligence. Besides, reading is an active skill. In the reading process, a reader must be able in guessing, predicting, checking, and asking one self some questions related to the text.
There are various ideas given by language experts in defining reading. Although they have differences in their ideas, the differences are still quite acceptable and logical for each of them gives a strong reason towards reading. 
Reading is one of the important aspects on language skill and it has concept. In Qodari Yuni Astuti’s thesis (2007), Lado (1964:132) defines that reading consists of grasping meaning in the language through its written representation. The concepts seem to emphasize on two essential elements, the language itself and the graphic symbolization need to present it.
1. Reasons for Reading
According to Grellet (1981), there are two main reasons for reading:

a. Reading for pleasure.
b. Reading for information (in order to find out something or to do something for the information you get).
2. Skills for Reading
According to the NRP (National Reading Panel) in Rao (2009: 3-4), the ability to read requires proficiency in a number of language domains.
Phonemic Awareness; It is the ability to distinguish and manipulate the individual sounds of language. The broader term, phonological awareness, also includes rhymes, syllables, and onsets and rimes.
Phonic; It is a method that stresses the acquisition of letter-sound correspondences and their use in reading and spelling. This helps beginning readers understand how letters are linked to sounds (phonemes), patterns of letter-sound correspondences and spelling English, and how to apply this knowledge when they read. 
Fluency; It is the ability to read orally with speed, accuracy, and vocal expression. The ability to read fluently is one of several critical factors necessary for reading comprehension. If a reader is not fluent, it may be difficult to remember what has been read and to relate the ideas expressed in the text to his or her background knowledge. This accuracy and automaticity of reading serves as a bridge between decoding and comprehension. 


Vocabulary; It is a critical aspect of reading comprehension is vocabulary development. When a reader encounters an unfamiliar word in print and decodes it to derive its spoken pronunciation, the reader understands the word if it is in the reader’s spoken vocabulary. Otherwise, the reader must derive the meaning of the word using another strategy, such as context.
Reading comprehension; The NRP describes comprehension as a complex cognitive process in which a reader intentionally and interactively engages with the text. Reading comprehension is heavily dependent on skilled word recognition and decoding, oral reading fluency, a well-developed vocabulary and active engagement with the text. 

B. Bilingual Fable (with picture)
“Bilingual is expressed or written in two languages”(Oxford, 1995:106).
“Fable is short story that is intended to teach a moral lesson and is not based on fact and often have animal as character”, (Oxford, 1995:413).
Bilingual fable (with picture) in this study is simple animal story intended to teach moral lesson and is not base on fact with two languages (with picture).

Bilingual fable is a kind of teaching media. The use of teaching media is influenced by so many factors in the teaching learning process itself. These factors can be the teacher, the material of the lessons, the conditions of the students, the objectives going to be reached, the time of the teaching learning process and the teaching media itself.

Today children enjoy studying fables for the same reason children of ancient times enjoyed them-they are entertaining and thought-provoking. This ancient folklore is an important part of our literary heritage; children need to understand the background and meaning of such expressions as “crying wolf”, “sour grapes”, or “dog in manger”. As they listen and verbalize the moral of various fables, they also gain proficiency in identifying the main point of a short story, a skill that is critical in comprehending literature. And, as secondary out-came, children just might achieve the original goal of fable-wisdom about the ways of human beings, told through stories about animal (Garrity, 1991:1)

Fables are interesting for students because fables are unique, the unique of fable are fables have remained popular with  young old alike down through the centuries because they contain wisdom and are entertaining, fables have unique characteristic that set them apart from other form of literature (Garrity, 1991:4).
C. Young Learner
“Young learner mean children from first years of formal schooling (five or six years old) to eleven or twelve years old of age” (Philip, 1993:3).Young learners are children which in 5 to 12 years old. In this age, children usually said that they are in golden age. It means that in this age they can learn about anything easier than adult.

Philips (1993:5), some stimulation to make English class enjoyable and built student motivation is:
The activities should be simple enough for the students to understand what is expected of them.

The task should be within their abilities: it needs to be achievable but in the same time sufficiently stimulating for them to feel satisfied with their work.

The activities should be largely orally based-indeed, with very young children listening activities will take up larger proportion of class time.

Written activities should be used sparingly with younger children. Children of six or seven years old are often not yet proficient in the mechanics of writing in their own language.

Young children learn differently from adult in the following ways:

They respond to meaning even if they do not understand individual words.

They often learn indirectly rather than directly, they take in information from all sides, learning from everything around them rather than only focus on the precise topic they are being taught.

Their understanding comes not just from explanation, but also from what they see and hear and, crucially, have a chance to touch and interact with other.

They generally display an enthusiasm for learning and curiosity about the world around them.

They have a need for individual attention and approval from the teacher.

They are keen to talk about themselves, and respond well to learn that uses themselves and their own lives as main topics in the classroom.

They have limited attention span, unless activities are extremely engaging they can easily get bored, losing interest after ten minutes. 

Because the young learners have complicated characteristics, teacher should make an interesting class. One way to make the students interested during the lesson is use media such as bilingual fable (with picture) in order to make them enjoy and avoid their boredom. And also they can improve their English achievement as well. 

D. Previous Research

In the previous study, the researcher found out another researcher that in line with using material. It  is a thesis entitled “Using bilingual folktale story book as supplementary reading material at elementary school” Written by Ngadiono (2009:6). In his study, he stated a research problem that are (1) what are the educational or pedagogical aspects of using bilingual folktale story books as a supplementary reading material at elementary school?, (2) how can those educational items be materialized in teaching using bilingual folktale story books as a supplementary reading material at elementary school?, and (3) what are the problems in suing bilingual folktale story books as a supplementary reading material at elementary school?. In this thesis the writer used descriptive qualitative method. He found that student were interest and stimulated in learning reading using bilingual folktale. The result of the assessment showed that through bilingual folktale, student achievement of reading material was interested.
Based on the previous studies, the writer is sure that there is no study discusses about bilingual fable as supplementary to improve reading ability and include student problem of studying them and the problem solving. But there is similar between these study and those there previously mentioned it is on the research methodology and on some of the theory. The writer believe that supplementary material is important for learning since student get additional knowledge and the teacher can be creative in selecting material and applying them.
From that research which done by other researcher above, the writer  will apply the other media that is bilingual fable (with picture) to improve the student’s reading ability at SDN 2 Srikaton Ngantru - Tulungagung, so they can increase the studying and the understanding about the story and finally make their achievement better than before.
