
CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTION
A. Background of the Research
English is the first foreign language in our country, which is taught from Elementary level to University level. English is also intensively used in international communication, in written as well as in spoken communication. Four major skills in communicating through language are often broadly defined as listening, speaking, reading and writing. (Heaton, 1974).

As an International language, English has a very important role especially in developing countries, this means that English is the important tool to develop relationship for one country to another and to absorb science, technology and culture. Nowadays, we come to globalization era in which English is useful to transfer science and technology in the world. In fact, textbook and other publications on science and technology are mostly written in English. 
There are some element or schools that are still in doubt the teaching of English for young learners because they are not ready to have this program due to various practical reasons, for example the problem of instructional material, the problem of teaching techniques, and the problem of instructional media.
There are four kinds of English skills, such as reading, writing, listening and speaking. In teaching learning English, pronunciation, grammar, and vocabulary are some components to help the students in mastering English skills. Here, vocabulary is one of the foundations for the students as the young learners in starting foreign language, even it should be developed with other language components. The researcher gives media that can use to teach the vocabulary to make the teaching learning process interesting.
This study is carried out in SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung. In this case the writer uses story book to teach the vocabulary as well as to increase the student’s motivation in learning English. By using story book, the writer hopes that the story will help the students to learn vocabulary items in a more interesting way. Young learners love storybooks in their own language and with teacher guidance they can use the reading, picture interpretation and creative skills they already use in their first language along with their cross curricular knowledge and have a very positive learning experience. Storybooks are obviously not the same as storytelling where teachers don't necessary use an actual book. This puts more pressure on the teacher and provides less visual support for the learners.
In addition the writer wants to know whether teaching vocabulary using a story book can help the students to build up their vocabulary or not. Based on those reasons, this study is focused on the effect of teaching vocabularies using story book to young learners in SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung.
B.  Research Problem


Based on the background of study, the problems of this study are formulated as follows:
1. How is the student’s vocabulary achievement taught without using story books?

2.  How is the student’s vocabulary achievement taught by using story books?

3. Are there any significant different scores taught without and with using story books?

C.  Objective of the Research 

The objectives of the research are:

1. To know the student’s vocabulary achievement taught without using story book
2.  To know the student’s vocabulary achievement with using story book
3. To know whether there are any significant different scores without and with using story book
D.  Research Hypothesis

Hypothesis is not the final answer the researcher must do the research first empirically. The hypothesis in this research is:

· Ha:  There is significant different score of the students who are taught with and without story book

· Ho:  There is no significant different score of the students who are taught with and without story book

The alternative hypothesis of this research is that teaching vocabulary using story book gives better result to the vocabulary achievement of English young learners in SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung.
E.  Significance of the Research

The result of the study is hopefully contributed to:

a. Theoretical

Story book can give motivation to the students in improving vocabulary
b. Practical 

· Researcher or writer

For the researcher herself, to know the effectiveness of using story book in improving vocabulary and it can be used to improve her experience in teaching English by using story book

· Teacher

To know the student’s ability in vocabulary and it will give chance to the teacher to choose the better methods of teaching vocabulary
· Students

For the students, they can study vocabulary by fun and the result of the study can be able to motivate them in study

· Reader

For the reader, they know the effectiveness media in teaching vocabulary

· For another researcher 

Hopefully, this study will contribute as a good reference for other research, especially on the same topic as this writer does. 
F.  Scope and Limitation of the Research

Based on the background of the study, this study has scope and limitation. The scope of this study is using a story book about fable as an instructional media in teaching vocabulary. There are four story books is used in teaching vocabulary. The writer uses fun stories to make the students more interesting. 

This study is limited to the English young learners especially for fourth level in SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung. The vocabulary items are only related to the story for children which contains simple story.
G.  Definition of Key Terms


To avoid misunderstanding about the terms in this study, the key terms of this study are defined as follows: 
1. Teaching is the role of teacher gives lesson, knowledge and skill to students (Oxford Learners Pocket Dictionary). Related to this study, the meaning of the teaching is to transfer knowledge to the students using English fun as material source to the English young learners
2. Vocabulary is defined as list of words with their meaning, in a book for learning a foreign and language (Oxford Learners Pocket Dictionary). The operational definition of the vocabulary in this study means the total number of the word in the story book that is taught by the teacher
3. English young learner is young learners who are studying English. They are the children in elementary school that get English subject as lesson in their school (Suharsimi:1998:14)
4. Story book is a book containing a collection of stories, usually for children. (The American Heritage:2009)
CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE


In this chapter, the writer of this thesis presents review of related literature. It concerns with theoretical framework underlying this about that is presented in detail. This chapter consists of the explanation about:
A.  Young Learners

Before we teach foreign language for young learners we should know about the characteristic of the young learners. They can be divided into two main groups. There are five to seven years old and eight to ten years old. (Scott: 1998)
a. The characteristics of the five to seven years old

· They can talk about what they are doing
· They can tell you about what they have done or heard
· They can plan activities
· They can argue for something and tell why they think what they think

· They can use logical reasoning
· They can use their vivid imagination
· They can use a wide range of intonation pattern in their mother tongue

· They can understand direct human interaction
· They know that the word is governed by rule
· They understand situation more quickly than they understand the language used
· They use language skills long before they are aware of them
· Their own understanding comes through hands and eyes and ears.
· They are very logical, what you say first happens first
· They have a very short attention and concentration span
· Young children sometimes have difficulty in knowing what is fact and what is fictions
· Young children are often happy playing and working alone but in the company of others
· The adult word and the child’s word are not the same
· They will seldom admit that they done know something either
· Young children cannot decide for themselves what to learn
· Young children love to play and learn best when they are enjoying them selves
· Young children are enthusiastic and positive about learning 

b. The characteristics of the eight to ten years old

· Their basic concepts are formed. They have very decided views of world

· They can tell the difference between fact and fiction

· They ask questions all the time
· They rely on the spoken word ask well as the physical world to convey and understand meaning 
· They are able to make some decision about their own learning
· They have definite views about what they like and do not like doing
· They have a developed sense of fairness about what happens
· They are able to work with others and learn from other 
Eight to ten years old has language with the entire basic element in place. They are component users of their mother tongue, in this connection, they are aware of the main rules of syntax in their own language. By the age of ten they can:
a. Understand abstracts
b. Understand symbols
c. Generalize and systematic

This refers to the children’s general language development. When it comes to learning foreign language, there is still a lot we do not know. There are many similarities between teaching one’s another tongue and learning a foreign language. The differences in age and the time are available. So nobody has found a universal pattern of language teaching which everyone agrees with much seems to depend the social and emotional factors in the child’s background.
Emotional or psychological factor here, we consider intellectual processing which is involved in determinations of grammatical structures and rules, memory, which is essential for learning to accrue and motor skill which involve the use of the articulators of speech (tongue, lips, vocal card etc).
B.  Teaching English for the Young Learners
The teacher has to prepare some aspects related to proper teaching learning English. There are four considerations to establish English in teaching young learners. They are instructional media, instructional material, teaching technique and the characteristic of a good teacher of young learner.
1. Instructional Media

Media is extension of man which allows him effect other people who are not in face to face with him, thus, communication media includes letters, television, film, radio and telephone (Munadi : 2008). In a continued, media is carries of the message from the teacher to the students (Suyanto:2007).
The functions of media are:

· Help to make the language teaching easily, beside that to make the material perfect
· Reducing of the mother tongue use

· To secure the student motivation

· Explain the new concept so student can understand without trouble and wrong perception

· Similarity the perception, even less the new concept have more than one meaning

· To increase the quality of English learning

· Make the teaching learning process interest and interactive

In general, media is divided into three kinds that are visual media, audio media and audiovisual media.

a) Visual media is also called by printing media. Visual media is all kinds of media that can be seen or touch by the students. For examples: picture, photos. The characteristic of this media is: (Arsyad : 1997)

· Text is read in visual manner, in other hand visual is exceeded based on the room. 

· Texts and visual show one way communication and receptive

· In developing this media depend on the language principle and visual perception

· It is oriented to the students

· The information can be rearranged by the user
b) Audio media is also called by listening media, usually it is used to listen and understand the passage. The characteristic for this media is that they show one way communication. For examples: radio and cassette recorder (Kasihin : 2007)
c) Audio visual media is the function of two kinds of medias. They are audio media and visual media. The audio visual media need mechanic electronic to show the message of audio visual message. For examples: TV and video. (Munadi:2008)
2. Instructional Material

As a teacher, to teach effectively, she / he should be able to use the display materials. So, it is essential to prepare a material that is suitable for 

a. The characteristics of the young learners material 
· The grammar is very simple

· The kinds and completeness of vocabulary must be given because there is no exposure in the class

· The vocabulary for about some word

· The material is followed by the picture
· Students never hears English in their environment so they need practice of conversation frequently

· Students never practice about English, so the material must be understood by student and have variation

· The vocabulary that used is daily language and very simple to communication

· The material is gotten early because there is student they have not material book
b. Kinds of material source
· Tex book or student’s book

· Teacher’s book

· Cassette or CD

· The picture card

· Poster

· The result of the research or study

· Kinds of the record that have correlation with the lesson

· Scientific article

· Note of the teacher experience

· Brochure or another material that relevant with the subject 
3. Teaching Technique

There are some techniques the English teacher for young learners, such as:

a) Presentation

In this session, a teacher is as model in the class. The teacher uses the English language clearly and simply in the exact contexts. Beside the teachers as informant in the class should be able to manage the class. The techniques that can be used are:
· Repetition, the teachers say the material and the student repeat after that together
· Substitution, the teacher says the material and the students repeat by substituting with another word that has the same meaning. This is used for teach the listening, speaking and vocabulary.
b) Exercise stage

The purpose of this stage is to increase the student’s confidence to use the new language pattern that they get from the condition situation that was created. Rule teachers are managers in the class and corrector to correct student’s mistake the technique that can use are drills. 
c) Application stage

 A teacher gives motivation to the students for using the new language so they will be creative. This stage uses for game or role-play material, so that learners is feel fun. Besides the technique above, there are some techniques that can be used to make the class interesting. Those are:

· Listen and repeat

This technique used for listening, speaking and reading material. The teacher role of it is first teacher reads some materials alone, the second is teachers read and student repeats it for this technique teacher can use the story book.
· Listen and do

Teachers give the instruction and students give the suggestion or respond with doing the teacher instruction

· Question and answer

Teachers give the question and students answer it

· Substitute 
Teacher was lost part of the sentence, student substitute with another word that has same meaning 
· Draw and color

This technique uses a picture as a media. So the students can give the color of the picture after knowing that the picture is in line with the student’s instructional material
· Listen and identify

Teachers give exercises to the student about the similar sound of the word.

· See differences

This is used to train the students to make an observation about the similarities and differences of pictures or things

· Working in pair

It is to train the student’s interaction and communication. For examples: 

Student A  :  May I borrow your book?

Student B  :  No, I’m sorry, I only have one
C.  Teaching Vocabulary
Vocabulary is knowledge of words and words meanings. In using language skills, they need cost of vocabularies because they have important role in language learning. Without having vocabulary, it is impossible to build communication using words. Vocabulary is list of word, it means that all words can be identified into vocabulary.


There are two kinds of vocabularies, active vocabulary and passive vocabulary:
· Active vocabulary is the word that you use in your own speech and written. It is used in oral or written expression by the student

· Passive vocabulary is the word that you recognize and can make sense of in the speech and writing of other people. 


At beginner and elementary levels it certainly seems a good idea to provide sets of vocabulary which students can learn. Most of these early words will be constantly practiced and so can, presumably, be considered as active (Harmer : 1991)

Beside kinds of vocabulary above, there are types of vocabulary:

a) function words

The components of function words are:

· article : a, an, the etc

· preposition : by, above, such us, at etc

· demonstrative : this, that, these, those

· conjunction : but, and, or etc

· pronouns : he, she, it etc

The characteristic of function words are that they are fixed in form and limited in numbers
b) content words

· nouns : book, water etc

· verb : go, read etc

· adjective : warm, beautiful

· adverbs : fast etc
1. Teaching Vocabulary
Teaching vocabulary is done for 4 steps. Those are (Suyanto : 2007)
a) Introducing

Teacher recognize new vocabulary with clearly and good pronunciation. Use the picture or real thing

b) Modeling

Teacher gives the example with doing as model

c) Practicing

Teacher trains the students to imitate and practice 

d) Applying

Students apply in the exact condition with the teacher aid.

Teaching vocabulary for the lower classes usually use the listening and repeating technique or listen and point to while teaching vocabulary for upper classes (5 and 6 class) have variation in introduce new vocabulary, for example:

· Give the simple definition

· Give the synonym or antonym. For example fine = good

· Give the examples, such us apples, oranges, grapes and bananas are fruits
· Draw the picture or give the illustration

· Give the translation (if it is necessary). For example : delicious=enak sekali
2. Teaching Vocabulary Technique for Young Leaner


As an English teacher before teaching, she / he has to know the various technique of presenting the vocabulary in order that the students can understand her / his explanation. English young learner would already have a productive vocabulary of some 2.000 to 3.000 words. (Hedge:2003)

Here are some techniques for teaching new words:

a. Say the word clearly and write in the board

b. Get the class to repeat the word in chorus

c. Translate the word into the students own language 

d. Ask students to translate the word

e. Draw the picture to show what the word means

f. Give English example to show the word is used. Ask question using new word.
 
Something that must be understood by the English teacher as foreign language is pronunciation. As we know between English pronunciation and Indonesian pronunciation are very different. To say the difficult sound the teacher may do some ways, they are:
· Say the sounds clearly, shows how to say the “sound” in different word and ask the students to repeat it

· Contrast it to other sounds /e/, /b/, /n/, /g/

· Show the students how to say the sound
3. Teaching Vocabulary Using Story Book

Story is a description of one action and happening about someone, which children is given by reading it to the children or story telling without reading in text directly. In teaching vocabulary using story book, there are some cases that must be known before teaching. Such us:
a. Story as the material for English Young Learner
There are something to know and to consider by the teacher in learning process such us:

· A repetition is needed to give a deeper understanding about certain goal, which is hoped gain in a story
· Fairy tales should focus on interesting topic like fable
· It is easy to understand a story with a simple plot
· Teachers are able to read the story with some supporting thing such as, puppets, picture, recording cassette or a big book
· Story should be combined with other activities such as Quiz, singing (song) or a role playing
· It is important for the teacher to firstly introduce the story in order that it is easier for children to understand.

b. The steps of presenting the story

Generally, the steps are as follow:

· It is started by some expression such as “once upon time” or “one day”
· The teacher introduces the characters in the story by mentioning the names or the pictures of the characters
· The teacher mentions the place and the time of the events the story
· The teacher pronounces the keyword and then followed by the students
· The teacher tells the story, orderly, because  the main points of the story are able to be repeated in the form of certain story
· The teacher gives a conclusion in the end of story as a closing which can be in the form of question as the continuation of the story based on their opinion.
c. Kinds of presenting the story



There are three methods to present the story (Suyanto:2007)
· Reading stories
Teacher can use the method in telling story, teacher is suggested to read the story slowly from the big boy and others book which is in a big font and colored picture.

In the learning process in this case English learning reading activity which is centered an oral movement and corrects intonation. Usually the story in the big book is about animal and its daily activity or other popular story such as Cinderella, snow white and also legend story such as Timun Mas, Sangkuriang or other story.

· Telling story


In this method a teacher usually uses some supporting things, for example puppets or hanging picture. In this activity teacher is focused on the intonation, hand movement, demonstration and convenient mimic while telling a story. Teacher is also allowed to add, change or repeat the important sentence expression. In this kind of activity it is suggest to involve the student by letting them continue the story by their creation.



The goal of this case story telling is to practice their listening skills to get more understanding when engage in English subject I. e listening.

· Creating stories


Another activity related to the story is creating its own fairy tale or a certain paragraph together. At this stage, students need sufficient vocabulary to create their story, but a teacher also plays a role in correcting their proper language and its plot because it is still in a very simple form.

Creating stories is an activity in order to support the students to write without scare to make the mistakes, at the beginning stage. It is important thing to be done because it helps students to figure out what was their interest in a certain subject.
d. The advantages of using story books:
There are many advantages of using story books: (Connolly:2005)
· Improves student’s vocabulary. Reading many sentences, make the students find many new words 
· Improves creativity, by reading more books, students will find more complete information, they will also be able to come up with more creative ideas
· Improves concentration and focus 
· There are many pictures in story books which the pictures offer the students a way to understand what the teacher is reading, even if they do not know the word in the story context 

· Improves memory
· story books can help students master the vocabulary as well as the four language skills: reading, writing, listening, and speaking
· Working with illustrations provides a creative and artistic learning environment which students respond to

· A story book provides a child centre universe where abstract concepts are symbolized within the text and images

· It provides an ideal context for literacy practice as well as linguistic acquisition

· Supporting visual literacy is important in order to help children take meaning from text as well as develop aesthetic understanding.

· Providing information through pictures is an important and fast developing method of communication in the global world. 

CHAPTER III
RESEARCH METHOD

This chapter presents the research method, in this method the major components include, Research Design, Population and Sample, Research Instrument, Data Collecting Method, and Technique of Data Analysis.
A.  Research Design

Systematic research begins with the problem. Selecting and formulating a problem is one of the most important aspects of doing research in any field (Ary, 1972).  There are many methods which are used to solve some different problem. The researcher must work in a certain method to get an accurate result of the discussion. Research design is a design of research made by the researcher as a guide to carry out the research. This means that it keeps on one headed in right direction. (John:1981). The research design of this research is experimental with quantitative design by using double subject which are control and experimental group. This study investigates the effect of teaching vocabulary using story book to the young learner’s vocabulary achievement.

The procedures of the experimental design are as follow:

1. Choose two classes from English young learners in SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung
2. Classify experimental class and controlled class

3. Give the same pre-test to both class

4. Maintain the same condition for both or two groups. Except one thing for experimental class is given the treatment that is teaching taught vocabulary using story book
5. Give the same post-test to both class
B.  Population and Sample
Population is a set or collection of all elements processing one or more attributes of interest (Suharsimi: 1998: 155). The population of this study is the fourth grade students in the SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung that consist of the A class as experimental group and B class as controlling group. There are 22 students in A class and 22 students in B class. 

The researcher uses the population sampling. It means that all of population is used to research. (Sugiyono : 2007). The reason why the researcher uses the population sampling which choose this class as sample, because the age of the English young learners is 5-7 years old and 8-10 years old (Scott : 1998). The researcher knows that the age of fourth grade of elementary school is about 9-10 years old, and children at that age are classified as young learner. The young learners in that age are able to differentiate between fact and fiction. They also can remember more vocabularies easier, so they can enrich the vocabulary through the text of the story. They can improve their imagination by understanding the way of the story, in order that they always remember every word that they ever listened, spoke, read and wrote. 
C. Research Instrument


The research instrument used in this research is test. Test is a series of question, exercise or other means which is used to measure the skill knowledge of a precipitator a group of people (Arikunto: 1996: 117). Thus a test is a method to again the data by giving some question respondent.

This test is used to measure the vocabulary English young learner’s achievement after taught vocabulary by using story book in SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung. The form of achievement test in this research are made in the following form:

1. The test given is a multiple choice test which consists of 10 items, in which the students see the pictures and select the most appropriate word related to the picture or items

2. Matching test which consist of 10 items in which the students just select the most appropriate word related to the items

3. Fill in the blank which consists of 5 items in which the students answer the questions with the correct answer.


The test scoring formula is: 
· Multiple choice

To find out whether there is difference of student’s vocabulary achievements, the writer used percentage formula and divided the test result into three criteria, those are good, fair, and bad. It means that when the students can understand the vocabulary well so they get good score, when the students still confused about the vocabulary, they get fair score. Bad score is got by the students when they just understand little the vocabulary. This criteria is got for the vocabulary test.

D. Data Collecting Method
The data collecting methods were needed to obtain the data in the research. The aim of data collecting in conducting scientific research was to get the materials needed. The materials must relate to each other and to the problem to be solved. There some methods of collecting data:
· Observation
Observation method is a scientific term that refers to the research activity to have survey and write systematically the phenomenon and fact in the field. In this research, the researcher uses direct observation guide. This method is used to get the data of the geographical location, English teaching learning process in the class. Such us the researcher notes about the treatment process, the researcher preparation, technique for teaching and the researcher conducts the teaching activities. Those can be used the researcher to support and make the valid data.
· Document Analysis 
Documentation is written things in conducting documentation method, a researcher investigates written things such as books, magazine, documents role etc. it means that the documentation method investigates written thing, like magazine, books, document. This method is used to get the data of number of the students.
E. Data Analysis

The technique of the data analysis used in the research is Quantitative data analysis. This is a technique used to analyze and count the data, to know the student’s achievement in vocabulary taught by using story book as media. The procedure to analyze the data is as follows:

a. The writer conducts a test to the experimental group and controlling group after they are taught using story book
b. The test result is compared then the writer take the percentage of student’s score using frequency
c. To find out the effectiveness of using story book as media and material for teaching vocabulary, the writer uses previous data taken from percentage of student’s achievement
d. The writer still uses statistical program to ensure the effectiveness and to get stronger conclusion. The T-test data takes from the student’s test result. Which were conducted after being taught using story book as media
e. The tool of data analysis was T-test. It was used in order to see two different score namely score of experimental group and score of controlled group. The formula of T-Test is as follow: (Arikunto:2002)

CHAPTER IV

RESEARCH FINDING AND DISCUSSION 

A. Data Description

3. The Teacher’s Condition of SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung

A teacher has important role in educational institution that can’t be separated from the other elements. The teacher facilitates the students to achieve and catch the material given. SDN II Wajaklor is led by a headmaster, and helped by sixteen teachers, a librarian, and a gardener. There are many teachers in this school because there are many classes and students. Mr. Wiyoto, BA as headmaster is a good and very kind man. He is a wise leader. During his lead, there are many improving qualities at SDN II Wajaklor. He always checks every class every day. There are eleven classes in SDN II Wajaklor. Every class is guided by two teachers except the third class, because the third class just has one class. Mrs. Endah Ristianti and Mrs. Sumartun A. Ma. Pd are the classroom’s teacher of the first class. They have good ability at teaching the pupil. They teach their students by interesting teaching learning method, so that the students are very happy when they are being taught by them. The second classroom teachers are Mrs. Sutiin, and Mrs. Warmiah, A. Ma. Pd. They are very patient when they are teaching in the classroom, and they can be angry to the naughty students but the student constant loving them. The third class is being taught by Mrs. Ismiati. She has firm attitude and very discipline teacher. She never comes late. She is clever at having control over to their students. So she is loved by the students. The teachers of the fourth class are Mrs. Suriyah, S. Pd and Mr. Agus Budiyanto, S. Pd. Mrs. Suriyah has very loud voice when she is explaining the lesson in front of the class. She likes humor, so the students never feel bored when they are in the classroom. Mr. Agus is a discipline teacher. He is also smart and he knows everything concern to the education world. Mrs. Siti Asrofah, A. Ma. Pd  and Mr. Samsuri, S. Pd. SD are the teachers of grade five. Mrs. Asrofah is smart teacher. She is very close to the student. She is most active teacher among the other. She is also able to perform all her task. She has good responsibility even thought she has just been a teacher at SDN II Wajaklor for four years the other teacher and the students love her. Mr. Samsuri is religious teacher. He holds high his religion. He always tries to do the kindness as possible as he can. He implants to his students how to be a good moslem and how to behave well. So, thi8s students have good academic value and good behavior.    In the last grade, sixth class, there are Mrs. Rochimah S, Pd. SD, and Mrs. Mesiyah, S. Pd. SD. They are be able to hold on the students well. They always try to make their students pass from a final examination. They are often angry to their students, but it purposes for their students own benefits, and the fact, they can make all their students success in final exam. 

Beside the classroom’s teacher, there are a librarian, a gardener, and two Islamic Education teachers. The Islamic Education teacher is Mrs. Nurmiati, S. Pd.I. She is always teaches about the history of Islam. She implants to all the students to be a good moslem. Mrs. Uga Rugaiyah, S. Pd and Mrs. Tri Nurmalia are as the English teacher. They are very friendly and kind to all the students. They teach English by an active, creative, interesting and enjoyable method. Mr. Bangkit Suradinata has been teaching Physical Education. He has health body. He teaches his students to make body healthy. The students get knowledge about the role of many kinds of the sport, and they understand it well. Mr. Nuril Anwar, S. Pd.I is as informatics teacher. He teaches how to operate computer and shows to the students about the improving technology in this world. The students are very enthusiastic receiving the lesson from him. He applies “Learning by doing” method. He is close their students likes his friends. The Librarian is Mrs. Anik Suliastiawati, S. Pd. She is good librarian although she is studying process. She is being lead by Mrs. Siti Asrofah, A.Ma.Pd for doing her responsibility. The last person in SDN II Wajaklor is Mr. Gupron as gardener. Every morning, he always cleans the yard before the students come. He opens the door of all classes. He is a good and diligent gardener, because of him the school to be clean.

4. The Student’s Condition of SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung

Students are the subject of teaching learning process. It is necessary to describe the student’s condition of SDN II Wajaklor as a subject of this research. The students of SDN II Wajaklor are totally 240 students, consisting of 124 males and 116 females. The number of students of the first class is 48 students, consisting of 29 males and 19 females. 46 students consisting of 20 males and 26 females are staying in the second class. In the third class, there are 29 students categorized as 15 males and 14 females. There are 44 students consisting of 22 males and 22 females staying in the fourth class. Meanwhile, the fifth class consisting of 39 students, consist to 20 males and 19 females, and the sixth class, there are 34 students, classifying into 17 males and 17 females.

5. The Facilities of SDN II Wajaklor Boyolangu Tulungagung

1. The students have good achievement after being taught by using story book.

2. There was any significant effect of using story book to the teaching vocabulary. 
T-count =  2,47

T-table  =  2,02

3. The Nol Hypoyhesis (H0) in this research is “There are significant different scores of the students who are taught with and without story book”.  The alternative hypothesis (Ha)b in this research is “There are significant different scores of the students who are taught with and without story book”  

With level significant 5%, so T-count 2,47 > T-table 2,02. From the result, it can be concluded that “There is any significant effect of using story book to the teaching vocabulary in student’s achievement”.
CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION 

This chapter presents two points, conclusion and suggestion. The conclusion is based on the result of data analysis. The suggestions are given related to further implementation of teaching vocabulary using story book to further studies. 
A.  Conclusion
After the researcher makes the research, the researcher concludes that as follow:

1. Theoretical Conclusion

a) Teaching vocabulary using story book as media makes students feel happy and enjoy studying so that they improve their vocabulary and they can remember the word easily
b) The English teacher must know about the characteristic of young learner in teaching vocabulary if they teach in elementary school

c) The result of teaching learning process depends on some aspects, such as: the teachers must know the method and the media especially storybook, they should know how to make or adapt the story that suitable with materials.

d) There are three ways to teach vocabulary by using story book, such us:

i. Reading stories, a teacher is suggested to read the story slowly and the student just listen

ii. Storytelling, a teachers gives the story to the students without reading a book, the teacher focuses on the intonation, hand movement, demonstration, and convenient mimic while telling story

iii. Telling daily activities, students try to make the story about their daily activities

e). Teaching vocabulary by using story book is more effective than teaching vocabulary without using story book.

2. Empirically 

a) The Mean of student’s vocabulary achievement taught  by using regular model were 7.77

b) The  Mean of student’s vocabulary achievement taught  by using story book were 15.04

c) The Mean of student’s vocabulary achievement taught by using story book is better than the student’s vocabulary achievement by using regular model by which the teacher does not make use of any media, except strictly in line with what has been in a book, so the teaching of vocabulary using story book is considered effective
B. Suggestion

The suggestions are given to the implementation of using story book to the English young learners, and to researcher for further studies.

1. Suggestion for the teacher

There are some suggestions for the teacher:

a. It is suggested to use story book as media in teaching vocabulary. By using story book, the students are motivated to learn the vocabulary, also provides an interesting way to memorize vocabulary items because the students enjoy reading and listening the story.

b. In choosing the story, the teacher need to be more selective because not all of English stories for children are suitable for teaching. The most important think for the teacher and the children is selection of stories which is based on the children age and the material.

c. While using story book, the teachers can use some supplementary teaching aids. They can point or touch the real objects and pictures to teach “noun”. They can also demonstrate some action to teach “verb”
d. In learning process, sometimes the teacher uses outside class (in the yard) after students have learned the stories

e. It is suggested for the teacher to find the most interesting model of teaching vocabulary using story book in order to attract the student’s attention 

2. Suggestion for the English Young Learner

The students are suggested to be active and creative in the classroom because they are motivated by the teacher in teaching learning process. It is hope that the students can achieve and improve their ability, so the goal of teaching learning process can be reached as well as possible. 
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
