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CHAPTER IV

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION
This chapter presented the research findings and discussion of the finding based on the research problem, they include the autism student learning on speaking English and the aspect to support autism student learning on speaking english. 
A. Research Finding

This research finding are arranged and presented in such a way in which research problem become the basis of reference of the arrangement and presentation. 
1. Description of SDI Al-azhaar Tulungagung
a. Geograpical location of SDI Al-Azhaar Tulungagung 
SDI Al-Azhaar Tulungagung is state Islamic elementary school in Tulunggung. It located at JL Pahlawan Gang 1, Rejoagung-Kedungwatu, Tulungagung. SDI Al-azhaar is one location with Islamic Junior High School and Islamic Senior High School of Al-Azhaar Tulungagung, those three levels of school exists in one institute of Al-Azhar Tulungagung. It has classes consist of four classes in every grade. It also has 56 staffs include teacher and administration employers.  The location is very natural condition because many trees there, certainly it is much supported in process of learning activity at school.       




b. Infrastructure
To support the successful of teaching and learning this school develops the infrastructure such as: classroom, office, computer, laboratory, student health center, mosque, sport field, nutrient supplay room, swimming pool, united cooperation.
2. Description of Autism Student at SDI Al-Azhaar
a. Autism Student Profile

Autism students that recived in SDI Al-Azhaar have disorders at medium level, therefore they are still possible to mix with normal students. There are three autism students which study in SDI Al-azhar Tulungagung, are Yauma Cesar Ardani in the first grade E, Al Mizan Amir in the third grade B, and Haki in the fourth grade B. 
b. Characteristics of Autism students

Every autism students are having different characteristics based on the autism disorders that influence in learning process included speaking English learning. The characteristics are:
1) The first autism student of this research is "Yuma Cesar Ardani" he is in the first grade. 
Based on the results of interview to Yuma’s assistant (Achmad Saifudin) and observations made by researchers, some definition of autism disorder in Yuma are: 
a) Qualitative disorders of social interaction:
· The inability to develop peer relationships appropriate friendships with developmental level. 

Example: Yuma is less able to adapt to his classmates, he did not keep pace with the attitude of his friends 

· Lack of ability in reciprocal emotional relationships with others. 

Example: When Yuma is being mischievous by his friend he was not able to compensate.
b) Qualitative disorders of communication: 

·  Delay or lack of overall oral proficiency (not accompanied by efforts to balance the use of gestures or facial expressions as an alternative way of communicating).
Example: Yuma is still difficult to communicate, he has not been able to create his own words. 

· The use of repetitive language (repeated) or stereotype / echolalia (imitating)
Example: Yuma often imitates / repeats the words of his friends.
c) The pattern of behavior is limited interest, repetitive, and stereotyped:
· constant preoccupation of the parts of an object. 

Example: While lessons sometimes Yuma preoccupied with one object in front of him, such as a pencil box.  
2) The second student of this research is “Al Mizan Amir” he is the third grade.
Based on the second interviewes Amir’s assistant (Yuli Sunaslikah) and observations made by researchers, some definitions of autism disorder in Amir are: 

a) Qualitative disorders of social interaction: 

· Feature of the disorder is more apparent in the use of non-verbal behavior Various (not oral) Such as eye contact, facial expression, gesture, and motion cues for social interaction. 

Example: While Amir Communicates with people around he did not use the right eye contact, his eyes did not focus with his interlocutor.
b) Qualitative disorders of communication: 

· The use of repetitive language (repeated) or stereotype / echolalia (imitates/membeo)
Example: Amir is often imitated his friend spoke, and it is very prominent disorder in Amir.
In Addition to the above problems, Amir is rather long to be able to adapt to his friends. Because in the early times of Amir adapts, his friends could not understand the meaning of the words that Amir said. On certain things when he uttered to his friend, the words mean inversely with the understanding of normal children in general, for example: when he wanted to borrow something to his friend, not a word "I borrow" but " I ask", According to the Amir, the word "ask" that can be used for the purpose of borrowing, because the events that appear between the requesting and borrowing are equally take something from someone else. That communicating ways used by amir, the environment is difficult to understand what the purpose of Amir said, because in basically they did not understand the situation or the amir disorders as a autism children, but with the passing of her development, the more he communicates with his friend, little by little he was able to correct the errors in the use of words according to the fungtion. An amir condition has become one of the existing disorders in autism children. For more details read chapter two, and the researchers describe examples of such behavior because it is related to the way of learning speaking.
3) The third student of this research is “Haki Banend Fatahillah” he is fourth grade.
Based on the interview to  Haki assistant (Fina Rosnita Dewi) and the observations made by researchers, some definitions of autism disorder in Haki are:
a) Qualitative disorders of social interaction: 
· Feature of the disorder is more apparent in the use of non-verbal behavior various (not oral) Such as eye contact, facial expression, gesture, and motion cues for social interaction. 
Example: When Haki spoke, he did not want to use eye contact with his interlocutors, he also did not use body gestures.

· The inability to develop peer relationships appropriate friendships with developmental level. 
Example: Although Haki mingle with his friends at school, but he preferred to activity / play alone.   
b) The pattern of behavior is limited interest, repetitive, and stereotyped:

· Conduct and repetitive stereotyped movements (such as opening and closing continuously grip, finger twisting or hands or move his body in a complex manner.

Example: Haki has a habit of playing with his hand, he is pointing somethings without reason.
· Constant preoccupation of the parts of an object

Example: At certain moments he continuously bite the collar.
3. The Speaking Learning Process of Autism Students
a. The speaking English learning process for Yuma Cesar Ardani: 


Assistant Yuma (Achmad Saifudin) give the statements:

".... For that subjects are not related to language, Yuma is spirit to learn it, but if the subjects related to the language he is reluctant to learn, Such as English and Javanese language ...." 
Basically Yuma is weak in communicating, it is the innate character of his autism, the other factors is his age still little few. With these problems then he had difficulty in learning speaking english, he is very late in the learning process. But even it does not mean he was not able to learn. He was still able to follow it, of course in a extra ways, by teaching him to repeat more vocabulary or short sentences.
b. The speaking English learning process for Al Mizan Amir:

Mrs. Tuti Haryati, S.Pd is teacher of English lesson. She said; 

"...... In the process of study Amir still need to inducement be bble to respond to a instruction or an explanation the matter of speaking. By the time he was ask to make conversations with his friends in front of the class, Amir did not understand when it was her turn to speak, he did not understand what was meant by his friend as interlocutor talk about, therefore he needed to inducement should continue to speak and give an understanding of the meaning of his interlocutor was said ..... "
In speaking lessons, Amir tends to be Able to follow it. At the time the teacher provides vocabulary, Amir memorize faster and understand it better than other friends. But when the teacher says many short sentences with the different context and asks Amir to repeat it he is doesn’t understant what the meaning of it, although in that sentences there are many vocabularies that he has memorize it
c. The speaking English learning process for Haki Banend Fatahillah:


Mrs. Nurul Wakhidah, S.Pd is teacher of English lesson. She is said; 

"...... The average value of Haki’s subjects matter are on the KKM, but for speaking he is still very lacking ...." 
In speaking of learning, much less to own intellectual is same with Amir, he prefers to memorize. But he has difficulty in speaking material. His difficulty is English pronunciation correctly. He is not directly imitate the example word or short sentences is given by his teacher, at a time like this is usually the teacher to spell one by one the word or sentences clearly until he is understand it.
4. The Aspects to Support Autism Students Learning on Speaking
a. The methods used in speaking english learning: 

In SDI Al-Azhaar autism students are mixed with the normal students, with the purpose of being able to adapt to the actual environment. Thus the teaching methods also equated with normal students in regular use. Speaking of learning methods used in the classroom to support their learning to be more effective is the Communicative Language Teaching
b. English teacher: 
English teachers are very important person in the learning of speaking for autism students in Al-Azhaar. In teaching of speaking in the classroom the teacher does not only give away the material, that they also understand the autism student characters have different with normal students. That the teachers also understand the way of autism student have delays in learning, so teachers adjust to taught according to the needs of autism students.
c. Assistant:

 In learning process of autism students can not be completely independent, therefore the role of assistant still needed to assist them in the class. While autism students do not understand the lessons the assistant will help him. Not only does it help in terms of learning, but also train them to be independent, it is purpose to help their learning development.
d. Motivation: 
In every autism student are need motivations from the persons around him. In the scope of SDI Al-Azhaar already understand this. Between parents, teachers, assistants, friends and others always give encouragement to autism childrens in the development of learning. Also in speaking of learning, although autism children have a disadvantage in speaking skills, but this does not make-teachers discouraged to keep trying to teach and train them as needed.
e. Therapy: 
Autism children will thrive when routine therapy, speech therapy especially. Autism children in SDI Al-Azhaar has been in therapy, although not yet routinely, but at least their parents had the intention  to try to support the development of the child.
B. DISCUSSION

This part presents discussion the result of the research. The discussion is given based on the presented finding covering the autism students learning on speaking English and the aspects to support autism students learning on speaking english in SDI Al-Azhaar Tulungagung. 

1. The Speaking Learning Process of Autism Students
a. The speaking English learning process for Yuma Cesar Ardani:

“Severe learning difficulties or associated specific language difficulties often mean that general language development is severely delayed. (Jordan and Powell, 1995:71)”
Yuma Assistant is (Achmad Saifudin) give the statements:

".... For that subjects are not related to language, Yuma is spirit to learn it, but if the subjects related to the language he is reluctant to learn, Such as English and Javanese language ...." 
Basically Yuma is weak in communication, it is the innate character of his autism, the other factors is his age still little few. With these problems then he had difficulty in learning speaking, he is very late in the learning process. But even it does not mean he was not able to learn. He is still in little age then he doesn’t have inisiative independently, and the inisiative given by him teacher such as teaching him to repeat more vocabulary or short sentences. Usually when the English teacher explain or order the students to imitate words or short sentences, Yuma can not understand it immediately. Here is a assistant of autism student helping in the classroom learning process. To overcome of that Yuma’s problem, the assistant be second actor of teacher, which is repeated every teacher explanation and explain to Yuma by slowly. By this way Yuma able to follow the material associated with speaking although the results can not be equated with other normal students. And in fact he was also able to memorize the vocabulary and pronunciation, although still languid
b. The speaking English learning process for Al Mizan Amir:

“Many people with autism actually understand the specific meanings, which in the show through communication, social behavior and imagination. Difficulties they have in addition meanings may be different in higher levels to them understanding. (Peeters, 2004:22)”

Mrs. Tuti Haryati, S.Pd is teacher of English lesson. She said; 

"...... In the process of study Amir still need to inducement be bble to respond to a instruction or an explanation the matter of speaking. By the time he was ask to make conversations with his friends in front of the class, Amir did not understand when it was her turn to speak, he did not understand what was meant by his friend as interlocutor talk about, therefore he needed to inducement should continue to speak and give an understanding of the meaning of his interlocutor was said ..... "
“In the literature on autism "persistence of the early stages of the learning situation is always used as a reference”. (Peeters, 1992:66)
In speaking lessons, Amir tends to be able to follow it. At the time the teacher taught vocabulary, Amir memorizes faster and understand it better than other friends. He was also able to practice English sentences in activity, eg, when he will be doing on the exercise he is spoke  to the assistant “ do the exercise " or when he would perform the prayer he spoke" pray ". But when the teacher says many short sentences with the different context and asks Amir to repeat it he is doesn’t understant what the meaning of it, although in that sentences there are many vocabularies that he has memorize it. Usually when such it happen  his assistand will provide an understanding   slowly, exsample when Amir ask to read a short sentence by the teacher, then his assistant explain the meaning of the sentence, and gives examples of how to read with correct intonation. At the time when Amir doing practice exercises, amir would ask to his assistant about how the purpose of the question in that exercises about, and his assistant explained in detail but were not given the answers. 

Explanation of his ability to quickly memorize and be able to speak short sentences in context, but was unable to understand a long sentence or paragraph like the example above is: in fact, Amir was able to memorize vocabulary even faster, but he was not able to understand the meaning when put into an sentences with different context. If he tries to understand or use it in a sentence, then its meaning will be reversed as an early example of his adapting while communicating to his friend. In the examples he can talk "do the exercise" when he will do the exercise, he was able to pronounce the sentence correctly because while his teacher instruct to do the exercise , the teacher always said "do the exercise", and at that time the existing practice questions is in front of the Amir. Amir remembering this sentences since the first time he heard the sentence are pronounced by the teacher. It is also in the same explanation about the word "pray". 
Amir development is faster than another autistism student, though not yet able to be independent and assistant is an important thing when she was in class, but not entirely he is dependent to his assistant, he was trained to be independent, and gradually but surely he is able to attend the lesson. The value of his English language in general was highest in the class.
c. The speaking English learning process for Haki Banend Fatahillah:

Mrs. Nurul Wakhidah, S.Pd is teacher of English lesson. She said; 

"...... The average value of Haki’s subjects matter are on the KKM, but for speaking he is still very lacking ...." 
“Speech in autism will tend to be non-productive, often showing both immedieteand delayed echolalia. It will also tend to be pedantic and utterend in a monotone or with unusual intonation and stress (Jordan and powell, 1995: 71)”
In speaking of learning, much less to own intellectual is same with Amir, he prefers to memorize, but his difficulty is English pronunciation correctly. He is not directly imitate the example word or phrase is given by his teacher, at a time like this is usually his teacher was to spell one by one the word or sentences clearly until he is understand, that ways also used by his assistant. 

The nature characteristics of autism in Haki is still visible cleary, behavior disorders are difficult to dealing. He is also still very dependent with his assistant, but his average values ​​are on KKM.
To learn or to use of grammar in speaking to autism students are still unable to understand it, but not the means they not attempt continue to learn. Although with slow way of understanding it they constant  in the guidance to learn the grammar lesson. In learning of grammar usually teachers directly provide an examples related to the everyday activities, in addition the teachers also familiarize to pronounce of short sentences with the correct grammar. Indirectly autism students will usual to hear  the sentences with proper grammar usage.
“This may be because of spesific language difficulties which mean the child has no natural inborn mechanism for learning the structure of language. It is known that autism is associated genetically with language disorder of individuals with autism. But this association is not there in every case and some individuals with autism have an ability to acquire the structural aspect of language as a special ‘is let of ability’ which may extend to foreign languages (Jordan and powell, 1995: 71)”
2. The aspects to support autism students learning on speaking
a. The methods used in speaking English learning: 
In SDI Al-Azhaar autism students are mixed with the normal students, with the purpose of being able to adapt to the actual environment. Thus the teaching methods also equated with normal students in regular use. Speaking of learning methods used in the classroom to support their learning to be more effective is the Communicative Language Teaching (CLT). 
When speaking teachers deliver the material, sometimes they give somes questions to students which related to the material with the purpose that students to come in to talk, usually the teacher also require students to pairs and make a simple conversation in front of the class.
In speaking of learning one of the most important things is the mastery of pronunciation. Usually the application of pronunciation associated with the way the repetition of words or simple sentences. Repetition of words intended to train the correct pronunciation. While the teacher pronounces the words or simple sentences, students are asked to repeat. Besides aim to train the pronunciation, repetition also aims to increase of the vocabulary to students, so that they can understand the meaning and memorizing.

Another Important thing in learning is the use of speaking with correct grammar. To give an example or to communicate in the use of correct grammar in speaking, usually English teachers at SDI Al-azhaar apply to the use of simple sentences related to everyday life, of course, after giving detailed explanations of grammar material. That way students will become accustomed to hear and imitate correct sentences based on the composition of grammar, so that they more or less be able to apply in speaking.


 The explanation above is the general way of learning for the students at SDI Al-Azhaar, because autism students are mixed with normal students therefore they also receive the same learning. But keep in mind that they have  disorder delays and limitations in the way of learning. The most Important thing to note that the various definitions of the disorders is affecting the process or way of learning, Including learning  speaking.
b. English teacher: 
“The priority for such autism children is that they are taught how to be comfortable with others so that others are comfortable with them” (Jordan and powell, 1995:15) (More explanations see chapter II)
English teachers are very important person in the learning of speaking for autism students in Al-Azhaar. In teaching of speaking in the classroom the teacher does not only give away the material, that they also understand the autism student characters have different with normal students. That the teachers also understand the way of autism student have delays in learning, so teachers adjust to taught according to the needs of autism students.
c. Assistant: 
“Student who because of their internal condition and experience (disabilitys) and require special education services like autism students)” (Sudibyo, 2009:16)  
In learning process that autism students can not be completely independent, therefore the role of assistant still needed to assist them in the class. While autism students do not understand the lessons the assistant will help him. Not only does it help in terms of learning, but also train them to be independent, it is purpose to help their learning development, especially in speaking skill lesson.
d. Parents:  
“It is important to involve parents of children with autism in their education for a number of reseons. There are the reaasons that apply to all education provision, about the value of home interest and support, about taking account of home and cultural values, and about learning more from those who know the child best and have a unique interest in the chils’s development” (Jordan and powell, 1995:146)
“Indeed it is noteworthy that many pupils with autism learn more easily from the mechanical voice of a computer where such nuances are not present” (Jordan and powell, 1995:55)
Parents are a very important role for children with autism. Every parent of an autism children is fully supported by the good progress in learning, as well as to support the learning of speaking. The parents usually bring them autism children to speech therapy, It also provides the computer facilities at home, because computer is one of the most important thing to support the development of autism children in the train to speak and understand the meanings based on the  rigt context.
e. Motivation: 
In every autism student are need motivations from the persons around him. In the scope of SDI Al-Azhaar already understand this. Between parents, teachers, assistants, friends and others always give encouragement to autism childrens in the development of learning. Also in speaking of learning, although autism children have a disadvantage in speaking skills, but this does not make-teachers discouraged to keep trying to teach and train them as needed.
f. Therapy:  
“It may be that one-to-one sessions with a language therapist will be very effective for some aspects of language learning. (Jordan and powell, 1995:75)”
Autism children will thrive when routine therapy, speech or language therapy especially. Autism children in SDI Al-Azhaar has been in therapy, although not yet routinely, but at least their parents had the intention  to try to support the development of the child. 
CHAPTER V

CONCLUSIONS AND SUGGESTION
This chapter presents the conclusion and suggestion, reference to the finding is stated in chapter IV. The conclusion given in this chapter cover both theoretical and empirical conclusion.
A. CONCLUSION
Based on the explanation in Section IV previously in accordance with the results of research, it can be concluded that all three autism students at SDI Al-Azhaar have its own characteristics of autism disorders that are appropriate to them. But basically they have the same side in terms of learning process especially in speaking skill, they are able to memorize vocabulary, but have not be able to make a sentence with a variety of meanings according the context, they also have not be able to understand the meaning of  a text without any accompanying them to understand it. It is indeed a disorder they have as autism childrens. They have a high spirit of learning in school, but their disorder or limitations as an autism students sometimes distinguish them with the normal students. 
Autism students are different from normal students in general, but that does not mean they are unable to balance with  their noramal friends, the proof that one of them have the highest value in general english lesson more than the normal students at class. Although they have disorders or limitations, autism students will be achieving children, certainly with the motivations of the persons around them, such as the teachers and parents. Based on the interview and observation can be concluded that the greater attentions and supports given by parents to autism childrens, that autism children development are increasing well. Such support are the following of routine therapy, facilities and atmosphere that supports in learning at home. Examples of such facilities is computer provision as an alternative for autism children in their development of speaking or thinking. While the atmosphere to support autism children are the families role that always give special attention.
B. SUGGESTION
Based on these conclusions, the researchers just want to give a little suggestion in order that speaking learning for autism students be better and more effectively. Cleary have known that autism students have differences with normal childrens in general, the characteristic and their learning ways also have differences. Therefore as teachers or school parties which have full responsibility in formal education, then more to understand the autism students needs. For example is preparing a assistant of autism students  to be more expert in responsibility to help autism students in learning precess, it can be done by way to following the special training on a regular basis to treatment autism students in more effective learning, beside that providing books about autism is also very important needs. In that way, the assistant will have more extensive knowledge about an-autism children, so they able to achieve of autism students in learning process at school. That also with the English teacher, would be better if they know the update methods are more fun in learning speaking skills, moreover, if the method is appropriate for students with autism.   Used of the right methods and enjoyable ways to taught students will be achieved in the teaching learning process.
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
