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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

A. Background of the Study

Language is a means of communication between individuals. It conveys messages or meaning from someone to other, from writers or speakers to listeners or readers. It also bring into relationship with their environment.
 Language is the most important means in our life, because it is impossible for people to communicate with other. It is also an instrument to express an idea, opinion, mind and feeling. As a means of communication, language has very important role in human life.

It is very useful for us to study English, because English is used as an international language and we know that people all over the world have studied English.

English has a very important part since it is used as a mean of international communication. Beside, it is also widely used in written form. There are many written literature written in English. Therefore mastering English becomes the most important factors for people who don`t want to be left behind by the development of science, trade and technology including internet. It is also dominates most entertainment in this world like cinema, television and populer music.

As means of communication English is an international language, and as international language, English has an important role an every activity in this world. According to the 2006 curriculum, teachers are given autonomy in curriculum development, and students as a subject in teaching learning process. It also stated that every school is free to develop their curriculum by noticeably the school potential and around their region potential.

The teaching of English in Indonesia is considered as the teaching of English as foreign language. As we know, the reality of the English language teaching in Indonesia consists of four language skill that need to be mastered by the student. In addition according to Dhani, : Reading is a complex skills, and reading comprises not only visual but also intellectual skills.

Even in this modern age of multimedia and high-tech environment, it is still the case that most of us rely on our reading ability in order to gain information or expand our knowledge. Whether it is a sport fan who rushes to the sport page of the newspaper, the investor who checks the financial page, or the tennis instructor who need to know the weather forecast, information is available to all of them in print and it has to be processed via reading.
 
In a literature society, skill in reading is imperative since so much of what one needs to know is communicated via written text: instruction on how to get out of an underground parking area, instruction on how to operate the pump in a self service gas station, or the precaution one needs to take when trying out a new drug or ointment. We could not function in modern society without reading. Yet for some people this is not easily accessible skill.

In second foreign language, reading carries even greater potential importance then in the first language since it is often the only readily available exposure to the target language. A learner of another language will be able to retain some of the knowledge gained in a course of the study by continuing to read in that language for many years after graduating from the course. For anyone learning the language of the remote country, reading open up a word of literature and culture representing that country in a manner that would not otherwise be possible.

When we thinks of English as a world language or language of wider communication reading takes on a very significant role in a most profession. Scientists keep abreast of the developments in their fields of study by reading scientific journals in English lovers of art subscribe to art magazines in English, and lovers of nature subscribe to nature magazines in English. For those who are keen on using the internet, reading is basic skill that make access to computer and internet possible.

In Indonesia language teachers has been developed. According to the 2006 standart of content, there are eleven genres that should be taught to the senior high school student in Indonesia. They are analytical exposition, descriptive, discussion, explanation, narrative, hortatory exposition, news item, procedure, recount. report and review.
 
The 2006 KTSP syllabus explicitly state that it adopts a Communicative Language Teaching (CLT). The syllabus explicitly the main feature of this method. In general statements in the syllabus seem to be reactions or correction of the errors and problems found in the implementation of the previous syllabus. The goal of this method is to help student easy to communicate, some new language become easier to learn, and make progressive to use the foreign language in communication, and they will become progressively more able to use the foreign language as the normal means of communication to cope with basic tasks during their work. 
Furthermore, in the Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) days of language teaching, the focus on the forms of language almost predisposed curriculum designers to segment courses into the separate language skills. It seemed logical to fashion a syllabus that dealt with, say, pronunciation of the phonemes of English, stress and intonation, oral structural, patterns (carefully sequenced according to presumed grammatical difficulty), and variations on those patterns. These language-based classes tended to be course in “baby linguistics” where a preoccupation with rules and paradigms taught students a lot about language but sometimes at the expense of teaching language itself.

In order to get particular information in the reading text, the student must have sufficient, good mastery in grammar and vocabulary and also understanding well what they read, so that they can easy to get information to communicate with other. Related to this statement Sadtono as quoted by Supriadi, stated that the main weakness of the students in reading comprehension is caused by the poor vocabulary and grammar mastery.

Based on the background above, the writers is interested and challenged to know “The Effectiveness of Using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) in Teaching Reading at First Year Students of MAN Tulungagung 1”. This research is intended to find out if there is any significant effect in applying CLT on students achievement in reading.
B. Statement of the Research Problem

It is expected that this study will be able to answer the research problems.

The problems are as follow :

1. How is the first year students of MAN Tulungagung 1`s achievement on reading before they were taught by using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT)?

2. How is the first year students of MAN Tulungagung 1`s achievement on reading after they were taught by using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT)? 
3. Is there any significant effect of using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) on the student`s achievement on reading at the first year students of MAN Tulungagung 1?
C. Purposes of the Study

Consciously the writer studies these problems in order to reach some purposes determined. It aims to get answer from the organized problem. The study is intended to:

1. To know the score of students on reading before they were taught using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT).

2. To know the score of students on reading after they were taught using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT).

3. To find out if there is significant effect of using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) on the student`s achievement on reading at the first year students of MAN Tulungagung 1.
D. Significance of the Study

a. For Teacher :

It help the teacher to identify the strengths and the weaknesses of teaching reading by using Communicative Language Teaching. At the end, the teacher use the most suitable method for teaching reading.

b. For Students :

 It is hoped that it can motivate the students read more, so that they will get good achievement in English.

c. Writer :

It helps the writer to get good understanding of how to teach English, especially teaching reading comprehension.

E. Scope and Limitation of the Study
The implementation of Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) in a classroom covers many aspects of teaching and learning foreign language such as the four skill, namely: listening, speaking, reading, and writing and also the language components like grammar, vocabulary, and pronunciation.
This study is limited to studying the effectiveness of using Communicative Language teaching (CLT) on the student`s achievement in reading of the first year students of MAN Tulungagung 1.

F. Hypothesis of the Study

Hypothesis is temporary conclusion to be examined. In this research, the researcher use two kinds of hypothesis, they are: Hypothesis Null (Ho) and Alternative Hypothesis (HI) or symbolized by (Ha).

The kinds of hypothesis  are :




a. Alternative Hypothesis (Ha)


Alternative hypothesis shows that there is significant effect of using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) method in teaching reading on the student’s achievement at the first years students of MAN Tulungagung 1. 



b. Null Hypothesis (Ho)

Null Hypothesis shows there is not significant effect of using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) method in teaching reading on the student’s achievement at the first years students of MAN Tulungagung 1. 

G. Definition of Key Terms

Definition of key term are necessary to be given in order to avoid misunderstanding.

1. Effectiveness is producing the result that one wants. The effectiveness of this study means the result of the student achievement on reading comprehension after they were taught by using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT).

2. Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) is teaching method which has the goal to make student become communicatively competent. Communicative competent means that is involves of all abilities to use target language appropriate to a given social context.

3. Reading is a process done by a reader to gain information through words media. Reading Comprehension is to understand the meaning of content. 
4. Student`s reading skill is the student`s ability to comprehend reading materials, which is indicated by the score they gain in the test.
