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CHAPTER IV
RESEARCH FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

This chapter mainly focuses on the presentation of the data and their analysis as they are formulated in the research quantitative. The result of the discussion, then use to test base of null hypothesis (Ho) and alternative hypothesis (Ha). Although the teaching reading process applying Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) method and the description the object are not the main data, they need to be explained in their part. In this chapter presents four parts to discuss: Description of research area, Data presentation, Research findings and hypothesis verification, and then Discussion and Interpretation.
A. Description of Research Area
1. The Brief History of MAN Tulungagung 1
In Tulungagung city, there was established an educational institution of SPAIN about 1978 under shelter of YPL Sunan Rahmat. Is was located in K.H. Agus Salim street 14 Tulungagung. The government changed it become MAN, No long time, MAN had been descended Degree of Religion Minister of RI Kep/E/10/1981 on February 21th 1981. It was about the transfer of SPAIN into MAN.

In 1991, MAN Tulungagung was able to have to personal location on Mastrib street, Beji village, Boyolangu sub district, Tulungagung regency. Since 1989 Drs. Jahdin had become the headmaster. In order to improve the quality and quantity, he established a new auditorium and to accelerate the development of the quality and quantity of MAN Tulungagung the headmaster was helped by several deputies, there were: a) The deputy headmaster of students`affair, b) The deputy headmaster of curriculum, c) The deputy of headmaster of Public Relation, d) The deputy headmaster of structure and infrastructure.
2. Visions, Missions, and the Purpose MAN Tulungagung 1

All the institution of education have a certain vision and mission in establishing their good quality, which usually becomes their special identity. Hence at MAN Tulungagung 1 has the following vision and mission :
The visions are to create human who have good behavior, has skills, science being religious, and can actualize themselves in their environment or to another human.
Based on the visions that have been stated above, MAN Tulungagung 1 also has several missions such as: a) To create education department which is Islamic and high qualified, b) To prepare a curriculum that can fulfill the students`need, c) To prepare the professional educational that has competence in the academic, d) To improve the result of teaching learning process that has high achievement.

Meanwhile the purpose of MAN Tulungagung 1 were : a) To prepare the education Department that has Islamic characteristics, b) To create the human that have good attitude.
3. The Organization of MAN Tulungagung 1

6. Structure and Infrastructure

7. Teaching learning process of MAN Tulungagung 1
In teaching learning process, MAN Tulungagung 1 has divided lesson schedule based on the subject which is handled by professional teacher exactly. Division of time is made deputy headmaster in the part of curriculum and decided by headmaster. The lesson schedule is arranged in every semester according to educational calendar.
The teaching learning process start on 06.45 a.m. and finish at 13.00 p.m. At the first time of teaching learning process, the students must recite Al-Qur`an together in their own classes, which are guided by their teacher. For the students who has come late before five minutes, he gets permission to join the class and tolerance for following the lesson, but is he come more than five minutes, he would not be able the follow the lesson without getting permission letter from the duty officer. The teaching learning process goes on so quiet and enthusiastic/full motivate. Every teacher is obligated making the written the preparation before teaching his students.
In the teaching learning process, every subject has been given the time about forty five minutes, and every subject is taught twice in a week. The teaching learning process always gets the supervision from the headmaster with the aid of deputy headmaster in the part of curriculum, deputy of student`s affairs, scope, and guidance counseling. In the process of teaching, the teacher is demanded to apply the effective method which are suitable for the students. Beside that he also demanded to apply didactic methodical principle precisely, in order that the students get better achievement.

9. The English teaching of MAN Tulungagung 1
English is taught from the first year students to third year students in MAN Tulungagung 1. Related to this research, the researcher has counted the errors in using conjunction made by Class X-H, Class X-I, and Class X-J as the favorite class of the first grade. The researcher has interviewed Mrs. Misroh as the English teacher of Class X-H, Class X-I, and Class X-J. From the interview, we know that English is taught twice in a week. It has at about 4 hours in a week. An hour is 45 minutes.
 Mrs. Misroh has tries to apply competency based on the curriculum which in used for the first year students of MAN Tulungagung 1, sometimes she uses GTM (grammar translation Method) to teach the students, especially in teaching grammar. She will translate and explain the formula of its kind, and the she asks the students to make the sentence from it. While in teaching conjunction, she teaches integrated. It means that she does not teach it specifically. She just explain it in general because it is not include in GBPP. She explains it when the students have writing subject.
 The books which are used by them consist of the main book and the supplementary book. The main book is published by Department of Education and Culture, while the supplementary book which is used by Mrs. Misroh is LKS Hayati. It contains many exercise. She gives exercise and home works. She also gives in the test in the end of unit or chapter. It is used to measure and to evaluate the student`s competence.

B. Data Presentation

To obtain the primary data, the test was given to the one group classes. The results of test of  the one group classes are described in the tables 4.6

The alternative hypothesis (Ha) in this research is “there is significant effect of using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) method in teaching reading on the student`s achievement at the first year students of MAN Tulungagung 1” and the null hypothesis (Ho) is “there is no significant effect of using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) method in teaching reading on the student`s achievement at the first years students of MAN Tulungagung 1”

From the computation, it is found that the value of t-empiric is 24,763. The critic value of t-test table is 2,68.
D. Discussion and Interpretation

Based on the result of data analysis, the statistical value of t-test is 24,763 by the mean of deviation pre-test post-test 27,975 while the critical value of the t-test with the degree of freedom 40 and the significant level t0,05 is 2,68. It shows that the statistical value of t-test (24,763) is upper than critical value of t-test (2,68). And with the relative degree of effectiveness is 48,7%. It means that the alternative hypothesis (Ha) is accepted and the null hypothesis is rejected. And then it can be conclude that :

“There is significant effect of using Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) in teaching reading on the student`s achievement at the first year students of MAN Tulungagung 1 or the hypothesis is received.
