A Language for the World


One of barriers to international understanding is the unfortunate fact that everyone does not speak a common language. Differences in languages have always separated people. The United Nations has five official languages because this barrier.


Let us see first what languages are spoken by the greatest number of people in the world. Chinese, with greatest number of native speakers, has no change of becoming the international language because its writing is too difficult to learn. Most of the languages on list have made title progress as international languages because they, like Chinese, are not particularly useful outside the countries where they are spoken natively. This is also true of Spanish and Arabic, which are each the nation languages of several countries. Although French is actually the official language or diplomatic language of many countries, not many of citizens of those countries outside of France speak it. It seem that English has the best chance of becoming the international language. According to the Turkish diplomat, English “belong to the world” since it spoken [as a second language] by more non-English than English-speaking people.


Although English is becoming the language of the world, it is not necessarily “best” language. It is rich in vocabulary, but its spelling and pronunciation are inconsistent [that is to say, there are many exceptions to the rule]. However, it is by far the most useful language in business, science, and international sports. More is written in English in every field. There are English language newspapers in almost all in important cities of the world. If one language is gaining, it is English.


It should be stated, however, that English does not need to compete with the national language of any country. Because English can be use for international communication today, it is becoming a useful second language for many people. It is inevitable, of course, that those who learn English develop closer ties[or relationships] with English-speaking countries. They often attend universities of those countries; they read books from those countries. English could be used by English-speaking countries for national advantage, but that is not likely because these countries have open societies. ALEXANDER GRAHAM BELL

THE INVENTOR OF THE TELEPHONE


Alexander Graham Bell is famous for his invention of the telephone, one of the important device that has helped build modern life. Born in Edinburgh, Scotland, on March 3, 1847, Bell was educated at Edinburgh High School and at the universities of Edinburgh and London. He was the son of Melville Bell, who devote his time to teach deaf people. At the age of 23, being threatened with tuberculosis, Alexander moved to Canada with his family in 1870. The following year, following his father`s profession, he started teaching deaf people in Boston. Teaching deaf was the Bell family`s profession. His grandfather had also taught deaf people in Scotland. Alexander Graham Bell not only teach the deaf, he did even more about that. He opened a private school to train teachers for the deaf.


At Boston University he studied the science of speech, and later he become a professor there. In 1874, he started working on his great invention. Originally he was thinking about sending speech by electricity merely to help the deaf. He tried to discover a way through which people could talk to each other over a long distance. He realized that the actual sound waves of speech could travel over short distances through a tube or through a string of wire. So, he experimented in sending sound vibrations over a long distance by using electricity. At first he failed to maka the device work. But, in 1875, after Thomas A. Watson had become his assistant, the two of them found that the vibrations could be sent from one place to another by using electric current. Early in 1876 the first message “Mr. Watson, come here; I want you“ – was sent successfully by Bell over an electric wire to Watson two floors above.


Bell`s telephone consisted of two similar instruments; one for the transmitter and the other for the receiver. Each one had an electromagnet, consisting of a piece of iron which was magnetized by a wire carrying an electric current coiled around it. Then a very thin sheet of iron, called a diaphragm, was put near the electro-magnet. The coils were then connected to the line wires, joining the transmitter to the receiver. Speech sound waves caused the diaphragm of the transmitting to vibrate, and the vibrations affected the electric current flowing to the receiving instrument. The changing current caused the diaphragm of the receiver to vibrate in tune with the vibrations in the transmitter. Thus, the sound delivered to the receiver were heard coming from transmitter a long distance away.

Bell`s telephone was first exhibited in 1876, and the exhibition was a great success, as it attracted world-wide attention. As a matter of fact, other people had also trying to send speech sound waves across distances but Bell was remembered as the father of the telephone. He applied for a patent just two hours before another man did in 1876. Within a short time Bell succeeded in designing the first practical telephone for a long-distance conversations. Before long, many telephones of the Bell system were used in America.


With the award the he received in 1887 for his invention of the telephone, Bell founded the Volta Laboratory, the laboratory for industrial research, in Washington, D.C. In spite of this success, Bell never turned away from his profession as a devote to teach them. He always tried to increase his knowledge about them. Bell also had some other interest. He invented the first successful phonograph record in the Volta Laboratory. With Clan Curtis, Bell made experiments in kite flying, and in 1908 he succeeded in constructing aero-plane.


Bell fell in love with Mabel S. Hubbard, one of his students, who had been deaf from early childhood. She was deaf but she could hear Bell`s kind heart. They were married in July 1877, one year after the invention of the telephone. In his later years, Bell spent his time at his home in Nova Scotia, Canada. He died on August 2, 1922, and was buried on a nearby mountain top. During his funeral service all the telephones in Bell`system were in silent in honor of the great inventor. In 1950 Alexander Graham Bell was elected to the Hall of Fame, a section of the New York university where great Americans are honored for their services.
