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CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

In this chapter, the writer will explain about young learners, consisting of the characteristic of young learners, classroom management, classroom language, reading in learning English, consist of definition of reading, the teaching of reading, teaching reading using picture story and media consist of definition of media, kinds of media, criteria of choosing media, teaching media by using picture story.

A. YOUNG LEARNERS
1. The Definition of Young Learners

The young learners are the students of elementary school from the age of 6-12 years old. They can subdivide into two groups: they are Younger Group (6-8 years old) and Older Group (9-12 years old). According to their level, they are called as students of Lower Class (first, second, and third year students) and Upper Class (fourth, fifth, and sixth year students). Meanwhile, Scott and Yterberg subdivide them into two groups: they are Level One (5-7 years old), and Level Two (8-10 years old).

Basically, that needs to be remember as one of the important goals in 

learning English in elementary school is growing interest in learning English. In
order to achieve these objectives we need to understand the characteristics of children so we can choose the methods and materials appropriate for their learning. 
2. The characteristics of Young Learners

There are the characteristics of young learners according to Kasihani as follow:

a. Generally, children in the age 5-7 years old are egocentric. They like to connect what they learn or they do with themselves.
b. The young learner in the Level One (5-7 years old) difficult to distinguish about the concrete and the abstract.

c. They are more imaginative and active. They like to learning through games, stories, and songs, so they will be more motivated to learn English.

d. They are easy to feel bored. They have short concentration and attention so the teacher must be varied.

e. Their life is full color and happiness.

f. They like story and game. Through the stories and games, students can be trained to better focus on the overall context.

g. At the age 8-9, they are able to cooperate and study with their friends.

h. At the age 8-10, they have a realization and readiness in language.

i. The children like the conversation in strict to interact and talk about what they have.
j. Last but not least, the important thing to remember that the students of elementary school are the active thinker. 

According to Nunan, learners’ types and their preferences are set out bellow:

a. Type 1: ‘concrete’ learners

These learners tend to like games, pictures, films, video, using cassettes, talking in pairs, and practicing English outside class.

b. Type 2: ‘analytical’ learners

These learners liked studying grammar, studying English book and reading newspaper, studying alone, finding their own mistakes, and working on problems set by the teacher.

c. Type 3: ‘communicative’ learners.


These students like to learn by watching, listening native speakers, talking to friend in English, and watching television in English, using English out of class in shops, trains, etc., learning new words by hearing them, and learning by conversations. 

d. Type 4: ‘authority-oriented’ learners.


These learners preferred the teacher to explain everything, liked to have their own textbook, to write everything in a notebook, to study grammar, learn by reading, and learn new words by seeing them.

Based on the students’ characteristics above, most students feel enjoy when the teacher uses teaching media when he/ she teach. The use of teaching media will help them to be more imaginative, active, and not bored. It is good to make them easier to improve their reading ability.

3. Class Management and Atmosphere

To teach the young learners, teachers can arrangement the desk in the class according to the situation. This is done to give more attention and new spirit to the students. The other way, teacher can make a group to the students, make a pairwork, groupwork, and teacher be able to use the classroom language which suitable to the young learners.
4. Classroom Language

Classroom language is language that we can use in a classroom. If children not understand about what teacher say, teacher must help them in their language and their ability to communicate meaningfully in the classroom and elsewhere.

In the classroom language, pupils should be taught as phrases, not as words or structures. Children are only interest in what the phrases are used for.

B.  Media

As a foreign language, this is not used every day in the society. English is regard difficult to learn. To less the difficulty of understanding, the teacher must know, the approach, strategy, method of teaching that can be used to make the students interest in the lesson.

1. Definition of Media

Media are the message’s porter from the sender to the receiver.
 According to Gerlach & Ely, media are human, materials, or events that build the student’s condition to get knowledge, skill, and attitude.

In order to understand about media, here are the explanations or definition about media:

a. Media is any extension of man, which allows him to affect other people who are not in face to face with him. Thus, include letters, television, film, and telephone and even the roads and railways, as there are extensions by which man can communicate with another. It is also carrying the messages to the students.

b. Media is all types and copies, which are used to send message or information.

c. Media is kind of type which is used to express an idea. It can be received by the idea receiver.

d. Media is something that bringing information between source and receiver.

Media can serve many roles in learning process.
 Media can also be used effectively in formal education situations where the teacher is not available or is working with other students. Media are often “packaged” for this purpose: objectives are listed, guidance in achieving objectives in given, materials are assembled, and self evaluation guidelines are provided. In informal educational settings, media such as videocassettes and computer courseware can be used by trainees at the worksite or at home.
 

Teaching medium is one of the important things in the process of teaching and learning beside the teaching method.
 At least, the teacher is able to use cheap and efficient media although simple and simply because it is a duty in the effort to get what the process of teaching wants. Besides using the available media, the teacher must have capability to develop their skills to make their own media if the media are unavailable.

2. Kinds of Media

The important of media cannot be separate on teaching process. Many kinds of media in teaching now generally, there three kinds of media, they are visual media, audio media, and audio visual media.

a. Visual media is all kinds of media that can be watched or touch. Prof. Dr. Arsyad Azhar said,

“These two main components of technology are LKS students’ verbal and improved visual material relates to visual perception, readers’ information processing and learning theories”
.

The examples of visual media are flash card, real object, picture, miniature charts, and graphs.
1) Picture

Picture is one of the visual aids that can be use in the teaching language. Visual aids support the activities in comprehending the lesson. Beside that picture is one of teaching media is popular in every teaching and learning activities. Because it very simple and easy to use.

Picture as visual aids is effective because it can visualization something more concrete and realistic and the information can easy to understand and the result can make the student opinion.

According to Andrew Wright in Siti Yuniati’s thesis (2007), there are twenty-one types of pictures:

The characteristic of this media are:

1. Text is real visual manner, in other hand visual is exceeded based on the room

2. Texts and visual show one way communication and receptive

3. Texts and visual is shown in statically

4. In developing this media depend on the language principle and visual perception 

5. It is oriented to the students

6. The information can be arranged by the user
b. Audio media

Audio media are the media that can be listened. They are used to listen and understand oral text, for example radio, cassette recorder, and tape recorder.

c. Audio visual media

Audio visual media are the media hat can be watched and listened, for example TV, OHP, and film.

Many teachers complaint not using media to teach because of difficult to make, limited time, and expensive cost. Exactly, that reasons are not really true, because a simple media is inexpensive, for example, they can cut the picture from the brochure, old magazine, and then stuck on the paper or wall.
 
3. Criteria of Choosing Media

There are many kinds of media used in teaching, so each media has different characteristic. Something has to consider in choosing media as follow:

a. The media should be suitable to the instructional goal.

b. The media should be suitable to the material.

c. The media should be appropriate with the student’s condition.

d. The media should be easy to prepare.

e. The media should be able to explain something will be explained by the teacher to the students.

f. The balancing between the cost of media and the result will be reached.

C. Reading in Learning English

Reading is one of the most important skills in learning English besides listening, speaking, and writing. Reading as with other skills is more enjoyable to do. By reading, we can learn spelling, writing, and translation. So, in reading the learners must read carefully about what they read, because the purpose in reading is to get meaning and information from the reading task.

Reading achievement is very important for students who learn English. The students should be motivated to acquire reading, because reading is a good habit.  By reading, students can enlarge their knowledge, vocabulary, experience and information. To get all the aspect, students must understand the material about what they read, because by understanding what they read, they will get the main idea so they able to draw the conclusion.

Teacher should choose a good topic that is suitable with the enthusiasm of the students, something that beautiful and interest for students.

1. Definition of Reading

There are many definitions of reading. These can be studied from a list of different definition of reading. It is defined from different point of view. According to J. P Rombepayung, reading is bringing meaning to and getting meaning from printed or written material.

According to Usman, media are something that can send message and stimulate mind, feeling, and students’ interest that can support the learning process.
 

Other definition about reading is that reading is a means of language acquisition, of communication, and of sharing information and ideas. Reading is about understanding written texts. It is a complex activity that involves both perception and thought.

2. The Teaching of Reading

In the classroom, reading is one of way to make the students understand teaching-learning process. Every student has different character, so the teachers have to choose some ways to makes the interesting topic. Teacher can present the technique of teaching reading in the classroom with some ways, for example, the first is reading aloud. Reading aloud often used to say anything in the class. It is the way to get pronunciation. May be teacher be able to teach the students by read aloud because they can learn language from hearing it spoken by teacher, beside from their parents or their friends.

The teacher will ask one of the students to read aloud while other students must keep silent and try to get the right spelling in the text. The second techniques are silent reading. Students try to understand the meaning of the text by them self. A silent reading must be base on student’s selected text. Therefore, the purpose of a silent reading will reaching. Reading silent usually is used in the long text.

By the techniques of teaching reading above, the students must close their books and the teacher can give some questions about what the students read. From here teacher will know how far the students understand about the text that they read.

D. Picture Media
Story is a description of one action and happening about someone, which is given by reading the story to the children or story telling without reading in text directly.

Pictures are painting, drawing, sketch, etc.
 Picture are everything presented through visualization by two dimensions form as pouring out feeling and thinking. 

On the other way, picture is quite useful to get the students attention and make them to think what they know and they don’t know. And through the pictures, students will have courage to guess and to work what they know in the books although they do not so understand about the story. By showing pictures, it can explain the meaning of the word.

The use of picture as a teaching media is means a tool of picture that used by the teacher in the teaching learning process especially in teaching reading. A picture can be use to attract the students’ attention, so that they will get their concept. 

A picture book is a story told in words and pictures. Each makes an important contribution to the way the story is told, the meaning created. 
In the best picture books, the illustrations are necessary. They carry parts of the story or narrative, in some cases the language is dropped, and the pictures alone are all that is needed.

A picture book is a book designed for children which uses pictures and illustrations to tell a story. In some cases, a picture book may convey the meaning of the story entirely through pictures, without any text at all. In other cases, text accompanies the pictures and is read along with them. In both instances, the picture book is designed to introduce young children to the idea of books and reading.

From the definition above, teacher can use series pictures to the students. Teacher can read firstly about the story, after that teacher can ask the students to read by themselves. Some of students may cannot understand the entire story if the teacher do not help them to read the meaning. But with picture in the story will help the students to understand the story through the pictures.

Picture story can help the students to express their ideas based on it. After the students got this method, students have given the exam to know their capability in reading.
E. Using Picture Story as Teaching Media


As a foreign language which is not used everyday in the society, English is difficult to learn. To lessen the difficulty of understanding, the teacher must know the approach, strategy, method of teaching that can be used to make the students interested the lesson. Media is one of the components of teaching. Media has significant role in helping to reach the teaching-learning process. By using media related to the subject given by the teacher, the students are not bored with the situation in classroom and with media are make easy for the teacher to explain the lesson and make easy for the students to understand the material.

 The teacher can use one kind of media that is the picture story as media to teach reading lesson for elementary school. Pictures are a painting drawing, sketch, etc. 
 Other opinion about picture is a representation of anything upon canvas, paper, or other surface that is produced by means of painting, drawing, engraving, photographing, etc.

Story is description an event about someone which forwarding by reading of text to children and tell a story without reading a text (telling story).

Picture story is books which contain imaginary events which have some picture as media to imagine the situation. This book designed for children, which uses pictures and illustrations to tell a story. This media is suitable for young learners because in can help the students to understand the story through picture. The students can imagine the picture and will understand about the story. For example, the teacher can use series picture in reading lesson. By reading the picture stories, students feel enjoy and thinking about a title that accurately describes in the picture.
The example of the picture story is:
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My school is wide and clean. Every morning at 07 am the bell ring. It is because we ready to study. When the time to take a rest comes, the bells ring again. My classrooms are big and clean. In every class there is a blackboard. The desk is heavy and long. 

My teacher explains patiently. Her name is Mrs. Lina. She is beautiful and smart. She has straight hair, white skin and tall. In front of school there is a flag pole, it is high. And in the garden, there are many kinds of beautiful flower, there are jasmine, rose and others. 

When the time to take a rest come, we play in the garden and other students playing in the class.We have a gardener, his name is Mr. Hasan. He always waters the flowers and sweep the yard every morning. My other friends playing in the classroom. All of the students always happy study everyday. 
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
