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CHAPTER V
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
Based on the descriptions of findings presented in the previous chapter,      a conclusion and suggestion are presented in this chapter.

A. Conclusion 
The score of reading before taught by using picture story is bad because the mean of the total score of 27 students is only 55. After got treatment, the mean score of reading is 76.66. It was improved. With the T-test analysis that used by the researcher, the result of [image: image2.png]

” is bigger than  t0.05 the alternative hypothesis (Ha) is accepted and the null hypothesis (Ho) is rejected or in the other words there is significant difference between the students’ reading achievement before taught using picture story and after taught using picture story for the students’ in fourth grade at SDN 01 Plosokandang. In other word, the use of this media gives good effect on the students’ reading ability.
B.  Suggestion
The finding of the research score showed that there was significant difference on the students’ score before they were taught before using picture story and after using picture story. Therefore, the writer tries to give some suggestion as follow:

1. In order to succeed in teaching English, picture story media should be use for teaching learning English, especially reading, to make instruction clear. By looking the picture on the story, students can guess the meaning of some words on the story and can guess the main of story from the picture.

2. The teacher should be creative in making or searching the picture story that suitable to the students, and use it in teaching reading so that the students are always interested and enthusiastic in learning English.

3. As this research is not perfect yet, it is suggested for the future researcher to conduct further researchers on the similar area, especially on using picture story as media on teaching reading.
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
