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CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTION

A. Background of The Study
Language is system of sound, words etc used by humans to communicate thought and feelings.
 Language is a signaling system which operates with symbolic vocal sounds, and which is used by group of people for the purpose of communication.
 Finocchiaro states that language is a system of arbitrary vocal symbol which permits all people in given culture or other people who have learned the system of that culture to communicate or to interact.

Teaching using pictorial puzzle is more interesting than teaching without using pictorial puzzle, here teaching using pictorial puzzle the students do not only memorizing the words but also know every words which will be filled in the box of puzzle. When teaching using pictorial puzzle the learners feel they are playing, but subconscious they are studying. So by using pictorial puzzle the students are studying while playing, it means that the students are studying by fun because they do not feel boring.

Based on the description above the researcher wants to conduct a research in  improving vocabulary mastery by using pictorial puzzle at seventh grade students’ of SMP ISLAM Durenan, Trenggalek.
B. Formulation of the Problem

1. How is students’ vocabulary mastery when they are taught without using pictorial puzzle?

2. How is students’ vocabulary mastery when they are taught by using pictorial puzzle?

3. Is there any significant different scores between the students who are taught by using pictorial puzzle and those who are taught without using pictorial puzzle?
C. Purpose of the Study

E. Scope and Limitation

Scope and limitation of this study is used to avoid uncontrolled of a study. The writer limits the discussion of this study as follows:

1. This study focuses on the effectiveness of using pictorial puzzle to improve students’ vocabulary mastery. This study focuses in teaching vocabulary using pictorial puzzle.
