CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This chapter discusses on research design, setting and the subject of the research, source of data, research instruments, method of data collection, and method of data analysis.

A. Research Design

This is a descriptive qualitative study. The design is used since this study is aimed at describing the techniques applied by the teachers in teaching speaking skill.

According to Bogdan and Biklen, there are five characteristics why a study can be said as a qualitative study
.  First , it has the natural setting as the direct source of data and the researcher is the key instrument. It means that the researcher only observes what happened in the natural condition, without interfering. Second is descriptive, it means that the data collected are in the form of words or pictures rather than numbers. Third, is concerned with the process rather than products. This study focused on the process of teaching speaking: what techniques are chosen, how they are implemented of the techniques. Fourth, data analysis is done while collecting and in terpreting data inductively. The last, the meaning is as essential concern to the qualitative approach. It means that the researcher is using this approach within the context people learn from their experiences. This study is categorized as descriptive qualitative as it fulfills those characteristics explained above.

In addition, descriptive research involves collecting data in order to test hypotheses or to answer questions concerning the current status of the subject of the study. A descriptive study determines and report the way things are. The descriptive method in general and specific types of descriptive research in particular, will be discussed in some detail for two major reasons. First, a high percentage of reported research studies are descriptive in nature. Second, the descriptive method is useful for investigating a variety of educational problems. Typical descriptive studies are concerned with the assessment of attitudes, opinions, demographic information, condition, and procedures
. From the explanation above, the researcher are not the member of the group and do not participate in the group’s activities. The researcher only observed the class, interviewed the teachers.

B. The Subject of The Study 

This study was conducted at SMA Negeri I Nganjuk which is located at Jln.kapten kasihin, 04, and 64415. Cangkringan, Nganjuk. The subjects of the study were the English teachers and the student of SMA Negeri I Nganjuk.

The subject of the study of course all of the students, but not all of them will be researched. According to research problem, we used purposive sampling because the technique of teaching speaking in  each level  is defferent. There fore, the teacher used the used the technique as defined. such as, role play at grader X/1. This class was the smartest class among other in the same level at this school. Debate and discussion at grade XI/3. It’s was choosen by the teacher to be observed.

D. Data Collections and Research Instruments

       
Data collections includes all activities conducted to get infomation from the subject of the study in order  to answer  the research problem. In date collections processes, the data were obtained by doing observation which were field note , interview guide are the suppoting instruments.

1. Observation

To gain the data during the observation, the researcher used field note to writes the events. The purpose of applying the daily field note is to make the researcher remember the facts and details that happened during the observation.

2. Interview Guide

This instrument is used in order to get in depth information needed. Thus, the interviewees should be very carefully selected. In this study, the researcher did the interview it the English teachers and students. The interview with the teachers was done in order to get information of the techniques used in the class. The researcher also did the interview with the students of SMA Negeri I Nganjuk. The interview was done in order to get information about the techniques implemented. This interview focused on getting information of how the implementation of this techniques. E. Method of Data Analysis

Data analysis is the process of sistematically searching and arranging the inteview transcripts,field note,and other material that we accumulate to increase our own understanding of them and to enable we to present what you have discovered to other.in this study, the researcher employs qualitative technique to analyze data. The qualitative data are analyzed by inductive method.  There are three steps in analyzing qualitative data. First, the researcher gets familiar with the data by reading and re-reading the collected data from interview and field notes in observation. After that, the researcher looks for the core of qualitative analysis. It is done in order to rearrange the data into categories as the answers of research problems. The last step is to analyze the qualitative data to summarize the data, the researcher collects and categorizes the data of the field note in observation and interview, which has same codes to answers the statement of problems. After summarizing, the researcher starts to describe the data and present them descriptively.

According to miles and Huberman in Yatim Riyanto, there are some date analysis procedures, there are:

a. Data reduction



Data reduction is started by explaining; selecting the basic things, focusing on something important to the content of data which derives from the field, then the data reduced can give description in detail to the result of observation. In data reduction, there are living in process and living out process. It means, the data selected is called by living in and data unselected is called by living out. In this research, data reduction is about the information that gotten from the interview with the teacher, them some information in filling the data are not necessary. Therefore, the unimportant data are reduced by the writer.
b. Data display



Data display is the process data simple in the form of word, sentence, narrative, table, and graphic in order the data that was collected is mastered by the researcher as the basic to make appropriate conclusion. Data display includes the formulation of the study.

c. Verification and Conclusion



Since the beginning of the research, the researcher made temporary conclusion. In the last step, the conclusion verified to the notes taken and furthermore, it is brought to the perfect conclusion. Making conclusion is the process of drawing the content of data collected in the form of a good statement and having clear data. The conclusion drawing can be started from tentative conclusion which still needs to be completed. After getting the data, it is analyzed continuously and verified about the validity. Finally, the last conclusion which is more significant and clear can be gotten.



To have the clear understanding about the process of the data analysis, this figure shows the above procedures.

Data analysis procedure develop by Miles and Huberman
As shown from the figure above, after collecting data through observation, interview and documentation, the researcher selected, transcribed and focused on the data by referring to the formulation of the research problem being investigated in the study. In other word, the irrelevant data should be discarded while the relevant data should be included. After collecting data and reduction data, the researcher displayed those transcribed data in the form of narrative texts. As well as the process reducing the data, in displaying the data it should be appropriate with formulation of the research problems. After the data was displayed, the conclusion was drawn. In this study, the researcher used the temporary conclusion and final conclusion drawing to make the data valid. The conclusion drawing was started since the beginning of the research after the data collected by making temporary conclusion. Then, in the last step the researcher drew the final conclusion. In other word, it can be said that the conclusion was analyzed continuously and verified about the validity to get the perfect conclusion.
F. Trustworthiness of data


According to Wiliam wiersma in sugiono, triangulation is qualitative cross-validation. It asseses the sufficiency of the data according to the convergence of multiple data collection procedure.
 In this study, triangulation was used to check the trustworthiness of the data.

Triangulation is a correction technique which uses something out of the data for verification or as a comparison to the data. There are three kinds of the triangulation, there are: (1) source triangulation (2) technique of collecting data triangulation (3) time. In this study, the triangulations uses were technique triangulation and source triangulation.


Technique triangulation is used to check the data credibility. It is done by checking data to the same source by using different technique. For example to get the validity data about the techniques of teaching speaking, it can be done by doing observation, then check it by using another technique, namely conducting interview with the students. Then, source triangulation is used to check the data credibility. It is done by checking data gotten though some sources.
  For example to get the data about the techniques of teaching speaking, it can be done by doing interview with the student and the teacher, then compare the data gotten whether it is suitable or not between the students’ information and the teacher’ information. In the relation of this study, the use of trustworthiness of the data is necessary to be checked out in order to reduce the researcher’ opinion and prejudices.
