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CHAPTER IV

FINDING AND DISCUSSION

In this chapter the researcher describes the findings of this study as well as the discussion of the findings. The findings described at this study of the techniques of teaching speaking at SMA Negeri I Nganjuk involve role play, debate, and discussion. Those techniques are broadly used at SMA Negeri I Nganjuk. The finding of the study gathered through the observation using field note, interviews, and also documentation. 
A. Background of School

SMA negeri I nganjuk located at Jl. Kapten Kasihin 04 cangkringan, nganjuk. The distance of this school location to the center of subdistrict is 2 km and to the center of town is 2 km. And the condition of the building are good and strategic location. This school is one of the favorite and good high school in nganjuk. Because it is supported with good aducational capacity and godd facility. This school is led by Drs.abdulloh M.M. The growth of thid school is quiet good. According to my thesis, this research is only to observe about the English development. The English there has a program which is called ELF (english lecture’s forum). The function of this activity is to relearn the lesson in the classroom more detail. This activity is done on every Friday at 03.30 pm. And it’s guided by Mr.Aries Kristiawan. Beside, the English has debate team which represent school to participate the debate tournament out side the school. And this school, were able to conquere the English ability of SMA Negeri II Nganjuk. The fact, SMA Negeri II has better quality than SMA Negeri I Nganjuk before. The English teacher in SMA Negeri I Nganjuk is led by Mrs. Anik Yulia Windra. And now, she and the commite of English teacher are proposing the scholarship of English coursed to overseas.
 

1. Finding  
Actually,there are so many variations of techniques teaching speaking that used at SMA Negeri I Nganjuk. But, the researcher focused on three techniques of teaching speaking which are often used. They were role play, debate and discussion. The following section discusses the implementation of each of those techniques.
1. The Implementation of Using Role Play as Techniques Teaching Speaking at SMA Negeri I Nganjuk.
Role play was used at class X (1). The teacher needed two meetings for a material. This activity was conducted on Tuesday, May 12, 2010. At the first meeting, the class began at about 09.40. the teacher was going to teach about News Item.
First, the teacher gave listening activity to give the background of knowledge about news. Next, the teacher distributed the form of news reporting. The techer then bagan the lesson on News Item by giving the model of news reporting. She acted like a news reader.

The next step was that the teacher gave the instruction of the role play of the news reporting activity. The students listened to the teacher while reading the material or the topic form that they had got from the teacher at the beginning of the class that day.
Then the teacher divided the student into five groups. Each group consisted of about five or six people. After that the teacher asked each of students to find the news and then wrote it on the note book. Than, the students had to report the news in the group in front of the class. There were five roles that can be chosen and act out by the students: journalist, reporter, live reporter, sources, and cameramen. The teacher continued explaining that the students were going to perform what each of them had got in the form of the role play of news reporting program on TV. 
Before the performance, the students were given time to have small discussion in the group. They chose the role (s), arrange the news that each of them had found, recounted the even in the summary form, elaborated what happened.

Finally, in the performance, each group had for about fifteen minutes to perform the role play of news reporting. In general, each group had a news reader, a live reporter, a cameramen, the interviewer,victim, and the authority.sometimes they had the double roles. The important point was that every one of them has enough chance to speak. And some of group, they also give or inserted the advertisiments after reading some news. They made the advertisiment of shoes, candies, etc.  During each performance, the students used English. However, sometimes they used Indonesian if they forgot the correct word or the appropriate expressions. While the group was performing the role play, most of the students had to paid attention to the other group. After performed all, the teacher did not give much feedback since the time was over. The teacher only said that the students had made interesting condition in the class as they did very good performance.
When the students did the performance, they used some language functions as like: greeting or leave – takings, asking for or giving information, agreeing, disagreeing, giving advice, suggesting, and persuading.
This role play was activity that could make the students feel fun. They were enthusiastic in involving in teaching and learning process. The students’participant was good. Thus, they got enouigh chance to speak in the target language. Morever, they were very creative in playing their roles in front of the class. And the students can work coopertively. Even they made the fun advertisiment. That was very intertaining. The teacher and also the students often laughed becouse of that.
2. The Implementation of Using Debate as Technique Teaching Speaking at SMA Negeri I Nganjuk
This activity was conducted on May 15, 2010 at about 09.40. This activity is done at the grade XI (3), because it is advance level and has high lesson material, and it is a medium for teacher to choose the new member of debate team for the debate champions.
The activity, was begun when the teacher opened the class by greeting to the students, and asking about the condition. Then, the teacher reminded the students about the instuction to learn more about the material, it is about the problem in Indonesia. The students should have studied before. Then the teacher was talked about the problem of about pornographic video of Ariel. 
Next, the teacher divided the students into two groups, that is pro and contra. Before debate is done, the teacher gave several minutes for the students to prepare or to discuss with their group. After that the teacher asked the students to prepare and points out one of pro group member to deliver their argument and that will be rebutet by the contra group. So that it will be done until most of the students were able to deliver their opinions.
 Finishing debate, the teacher gave summarizing or explanation in detail about the opinion that had not been discussed or explored. From the data that was explained, the teacher encouraged to the students to make conclusion that related the topic.
In doing debate, the students did academic language function it is informing. They used the language for example to report information that they had known and read before. So, they can develop and improve their speaking ability.
This debate was activity that could make the students got many vocabularies and a lot of knowladge. Beside, the students can know what have to do related with the problem. But, sometimes there are of the students that keep silent and are afraid to speak because it is dominated by smater students and talkative students. 
This activity is one of the effective techniques in improving the students’ ability in speaking. Because they do not have alot of time to think, they must sent their opinion quickly, it really helps the students’ ability in speaking because it is related to one of the speaking characteristics which is spontaneous.
3. The Implementation of Using Discussion as Techniques Teaching Speaking at SMA Negeri I Nganjuk
The last technique of teaching speaking was discussion. This activity was conducted on May 25, 2010 at about 10.45. and this activity is done in grade XI (3). This activity is not discussed in detail because the process of discussion was not very different with debate technique.
First, the teacher gave a topic that will be discussed. Next, the teacher divided the group. Each group consisted of  four or five people. The teacher gave a different topic to each group. Then the teacher gave several time to disscuss with their group.
 Finishing discussion, the teacher gave feedback or asked questions. Then the teacher made conclussion, gave suggestion, and gave additional information about the topic discussion. This debate was activity that could make the students got many vocabularies and a lot of knowladge. Beside, the students can know what have to do related with the problem. But, sometimes there are of the students that keep silent and are afraid to speak because it is dominated by smater students and talkative students. 

This activity is one of the effective techniques in improving the students’ ability in speaking. Because they do not have alot of time to think, they must sent their opinion quickly, it really helps the students’ ability in speaking because it is related to one of the speaking characteristics which is spontaneous.
2. Discussion

The Discussion of the findings are presented as follows :

1. The Implementation of Using Role Play as Techniques in Teaching Speaking at SMA I Negeri Nganjuk
Role play is a useful activity that can help to develop awareness of the kinds of beliefs and values implicit in teaching and how these are can lead to different kinds of decision and classroom actions. Role play is classified into free techniques in which the students relatively free act out of specified roles and functions.
In addition, role play is the activity that gives a role to one or more members of a group and assigns an objective or purpose that participants must accomplish.
 In role play, the students are assigned roles and put into situation that they may encounter in the real life situation. Somestimes, the students are given the thoughts and feelings they do not necessary share.
The implementations of teaching at SMA Negeri I Nganjuk were included in free technique of teaching. Before the perfomance in the class by the students, the teacher explained and gives the instruction to the students. He was supposed to do that clearly. So, all of the students know what to do. It is line Thornbury that often language productivity can be increased by making sure that the speaking activity has a clear out come.
 Those activities in the class should maximize the speaking opportunity and increase the chances that learners will experience autonomous language use.
In the implementation of role play in the class, the teacher had set the situation about the journalism. There were five roles that the students might chose a journalist, a reporter, live reporter, source, and cameramen.. It agrees with Ur (1981:9), Ur states that role play is given situation and role to act out and explore. It’s mean in the role play, the students are asked to take on particular role in a particular situation. And this acting is done for the sake of the language imaginative activity, not for exhibition.

In addition, when the students were peforming the role play, they often used several language functions, as like greeting, requesting information, expressing feelings, agreeing, disagreeing, etc. And sometimes, they use their body language to improve their expression. It conditions agrees with Nunan (1999). Nunan stated that it is one of the characteristic of communication. That’s knowing how to use and respond to different types of speect acts such as request, aggreing, thanks, invitation, giving information, etc.
 In addition, that appropiate with the micro skill of oral communication. It is about their body language and they have accomplished appropriately communicative functions according to situations, participants and goals. Then, the implication of some micro skills is the importance of focusing on both form of language and function of language.

Moreover, the implication of role play in the class was the teaching speaking activity to train the students’ cooperation in goup as when they had to prepare for the performance. They discuss many things in the group by using English. However, sometimes they used Indonesian if they could not find the word or expession to express their idea. The students were dynamic and creative enough in playing their roles. These conditions agree with Harmer’s statement. Harmer have three things about role play. First, it can be good fun and thus motivating. Second, they allow desistant students to be more forthright in their opinions and behavior than they might be when speaking for themselves, since they do not have to take some responsibility for what they are saying. Third, by broadening the world of the classroom to include the world outside, they allow students to use a much wider range of language that some more task-centered activity may do.
This role play was activity that could make the students feel fun. They were enthusiastic in involving the teaching and learning process. The student’s participation was good. Thus, they got enough chance to speak in the target language. The teacher and also the student often laughed because of that according to the students, they like doing this activity as they could act out and expressed themselves. They did not realize that actually they studied and practiced many in their speaking ability. 

2. The Implementation of Using Debate as Techniques in Teaching Speaking at SMA I Negeri Nganjuk
The activity of debate in the class is stimulus for the students in order they can argue or explore theit arguments, opinions, and suggestions. This activity forces the students to speak up. Because debate is usually oral although written controversies do take place. Debate is parliamentary procedure designed to give proponents and opponents a measure as nearly evidence and to argue their conclusions before the voters make their decisions.

Before debate activity is done, the teacher give opportunitiesor little time to discuss or prepare about the topic with their group. It is appropiate with Jeffry’s statements that discussion process is begins with an analysis of problem and works toward and solutions. So that, the students of each group is thingking their way through to a conclusion, after he has reached a decision they may up hold itn in debate.
 In addtion, in doing debate, the students did academic language function as like informing (reporting inforamation to each other). It is be aggreable with Brown that language function is the importance in communication.

Next, for the evaluation after doing debate, the teacher gave explanation to detail and to increase it. It agrees with Brown about the pinciple of technique teaching speaking. In several principles for designing speaking technique should have provided appropriate feedback and correction or evaluation. Feedback and correction is significantly needed by the students in developing and improving their lingustic competence. Feedback can motivate the students to do better and correction and makes them understand what is wrong and what is should be.

The teacher said that using this activity to develop their knowledge and to impove their ability of speaking. This activity be challenging for the students. Because they have to speak and to argue their opinions. As Thornbury’s suggestion, the teaching of speaking task should have challenge. Because it’s stretch for the learnears. So that they are forced to draw on their available communicative resources to achieve the out come.

3. The Implementation of Using Discussion as Techniques in Teaching Speaking at SMA I Negeri Nganjuk
This activity similar with debate technique. Discussion is classified into free technique by Crookes and Chaudron as quated by Brown. Crookes and Chaudron also stated that discussion of specified topic, with or without specified side or position prearrenged.
 This activity offers students an opportunity to speak, to express their idea as they know. In doing discussion, the students did academic language function as like informing (reporting inforamation to each other). It is be aggreable with Brown that language function is the importance in communication.

Finishing discussion, the teacher hold feedback or asking questions between students. Then, the teacher asked them to make conclusion. The last step, the teacher gave the suggestions and additional more that was discussed.It is in agreement with Brown about the pinciple of technique teaching speaking. In several principles for designing speaking technique should have provided appropriate feedback and correction. Feedback and correction is significantly needed by the students in developing and improving their lingustic competence. Feedback can motivate the students to do better and correction and makes them understand what is wrong and what is should be.

According the teacher, by doing this activity, the students would be familiar with new vocabularies when they got in discussion activity. Beside that, to stimulate their thinking in order they are able to develop their knowledge and after that they can explore their idea in this opportunity.
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
