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CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

A. Research Design


Before going to the point of research, it is better to know first the definition of research. Manheim.H.L states that research is the careful, diligent and exhaustive investigation of a scientific subject matter, having as its aim the advancement of mankind’s knowledge.
 There are many methods used to solve different problems. They are quantitative and qualitative methods. Looked from analysis approach, the research divided into two kinds, they are quantitative and qualitative research.
 Quantitative research emphasis the analysis on numerical data (numbers), operates with statistic method.
 Qualitative research is a research to understand about phenomenon of a subject research, for example: behavior, perception, motivation, attitude, etc.
 Qualitative research referred to understand social phenomena from the participant’s perspective.


Qualitative research is done to find out value behind phenomenon that hard to be understand, expected to give explanation about group and individual. The phenomenon in this study were the lecture of English department and university students of Islamic Education Program (PAI) of State Islamic College Studies (STAIN) Tulungagung. When they make interaction during on the teaching learning using language switching.  


In arranging this study the writer used descriptive qualitative research design, because this study did not deal with numbers, Bagan and Taylor give definition about qualitative methodology as research produce which produce descriptive data shape in writing words or pronunciation from humans and attitudes that observe.
 Qualitative descriptive is giving predicate to the variable researched deal with right condition.
 Moreover, according to Bogdan and Biklen Qualitative s descriptive the data collected is in he form of words, pictures rather than numbers.
 The writer, intended to describe the data obtained in the class, when the teaching and learning process.

Subject of the Study


The subjects of this study a Lecturer of English Department at English Course I and university students of Islamic Education Program (PAI) the 2nd   semester PAI A in State Islamic College (STAIN) Tulungagung Academic 2009/2010, at Plosokandang village, Kedungwaru sub district and Tulungagung regency. The researcher takes the subject a lecturer of English Department and students of Islamic Education Program. So the writer uses lecturer of English Education Program and students of Islamic Education program (PAI) at English Course I  (Bahasa Inggris I) PAI A as subject of this research.  

C. Kinds of Data and Data Source

1. Data
Suharsini Arikanto said that, “data is result of research record in number and fact”.
 It means that data is the number of fact it is found by researcher as result of research. The collected data must relevant with the problem faced. In thus research, researcher use qualitative data is in the form of facts.
2. Data Sources 
In this study the qualitative data were taken from some sources, they are subject of the study: lecturer, students use interview techniques, Documentation and observation techniques : such as teaching learning process, language that used so the researcher can read and learn something that has correlation with research data.

D. Setting of the Research


In this study the researcher choose State Islamic College (STAIN) Tulungagung at Plosokandang village, Kedungwaru sub district and Tulungagung regency as the place of the study.

E. Method of Collecting Data and Instruments 


The method of collecting data and instruments is one of important thing in the research to help his work easier, more effective and more efficient. There are some method and collecting data. There are interview, observation and documentation.

1. Interview



According to Esterberg in Sugiyono says that “interview is a meeting of two persons to exchange information and idea through question and responses, resulting in communication and joint construction of meaning about a particular topic”.
 According to Susan Stainback in Sugiyono “interviewing provides the researcher a means to gain a deeper understanding of how the participant interprets a situation or phenomenon than can be gained through observation alone.
 According to Esterberg in Sugiyono 
“interviewing is at the heart of social research. If you look through almost any sociological journal, you will find that much social research is based on interview, either standardized or more in-depth”. In the hands of the qualitative researcher, the interview takes on a shape of its own.
 In qualitative research, interviews may be used in two ways. Either they may be the dominant strategy for data collection, or they may be employed in conjunction with participant observation, document analysis, or other techniques. In all of these situations the interview is used to gather descriptive data in the subject’s own words so that the researcher can develop insight on how subjects interpret some piece of the world.
 



The interview is done by the interview to get some information. In this research, the interview will be done by the research it can get from the lecturer of English Department and the students of Islamic Education Program (PAI). Interview is conversation with certain purpose which is dialog done between interviewer (who give question) and interviewe (who answer the question) to get information.
 Interview is a dialog conducted by interviewer to get the information from interview. Interview is dialog to some goals.
 Interviews are the kind of verbal communication or dialog to get some information.



There are interviews, there are:

a. Free interview/in guided interview (where the interviewer is free to give question to the respondents

b. Guided interview (where the interviewer is not free to give questions to the respondents because the interviewer one guided and controlled.
2. Observation



Observation is the way to get data of research. It is used to get data of language switching in teaching learning process, it know and interpret setting happened activity of teacher and students in the classroom. In this research, the researcher uses direct observation, the instrument to collect the data. 



Observation method is scientific term that refer to research activity have survey and writes systematically the phenomenon and fact in the research field.



Observation method is basic effort to collect data that is done systematically.
 According to Suharsimi Arikunto, observation is devided into two, they are:

a.
Non Systematic observation is observation in which the researcher does not use instrument observation in doing observation.

b.
Systematic observation is observation in which in doing observation the researcher on he descriptive above. In this present study systematic observation was used. The researcher observed directly the process of teaching and learning, especially this student’s and teacher’s performance and their interacting were observed.



According to Marshal in Sugiyono says that “through observation, the researcher learns about behavior and the meaning attached to those behaviors”.
 Sanafiah  Faisal says in Sugiyono that classified observation into participant observation, overt observation and covert observation, and unstructured observation.
 

a. Participant Observation

In this observation, the researcher involved into daily activity people who are observing or that used as data source of research. Susan Stainback in Sugiyono says that “in participant observation the researcher observes what people do, listen to what they say, and participates in their activities”.
 Susan Stainback divide participant observation into:

1) Passive Participation means he research is present at the scene of action but does not interact or participate.

2) Moderate Participation means that the researcher maintains a balance between being insider ad being outsider.

3) Active Participation means that the researcher generally does what others in the setting do.

4) Complete Participation means the researcher is a natural participations. This is the highest level of involvement.
 

b. Overt Observation and Covert Observation

The researcher is collecting data covert the data source that the researcher is researching.

c. Unstructured Observation

Observation in qualitative research is unstructured research, because focus of research is unclear.



Observation is the way to get data of research. It is used to get data of code switching in teaching learning process, it know and interpret setting happened activity of lecturer and students in the classroom. In this research, the researcher uses observation, the instrument to collect the data. 

3. Documentation



Documentation is as object hat faced to get information, we know that three kinds of information source: paper, place, and people.



Documentation method is data collecting used by the researcher by using written object. They will take data from some related document. They are teaching learning process, geography of school, the students and teachers’ data, vision and mission etc.

4. Making Transcription



Transcription is the way to present of the recording data. The transcribed data were all the utterances between the lecturer and the students during the teaching and learning process in which code switching was used in their interaction.

F. Method of Data Analysis  


The last step is analyzing, the writer analyzes the data without using statistics technique, and it is used to analyze the data of interview and documentation, observation. In written process thr researcher used inductive method. It means to get supplementary data in order to get conclusion. After analyzing data collected, the researcher takes a common conclusion. 
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
