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CHAPTER I

A. The Background of the study

English is an important language in the world, because it becomes international language. English is one of foreign language in Indonesia. Teaching for children and for adult student are not the same according to Scoot and Yrebeg. The adult’s word and the child’s word and are not the same. 

That means the children do not always understand what adult are talking about and adult do not always understand what children are talking about. The differences is that adult, usually find out by asking question, but children do not always ask. They either pretend to understand, or they understand in other own term and do what they think you want them to do. To teach English at the third elementary school is not easy because most of the student have less motivation to learn it. They think that English is so difficult and frightening. Therefore, the achievement of the study is low and the purpose of the learning is still unsuccessful. 
It is important for a language teacher and students to know that English elements such as pronunciation, grammar and vocabulary are important to learn. Without mastering vocabulary they will get trouble in developing the four language skill, listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Most of vocabulary will also be the improvement of four language skill. There is general agreement that having many vocabularies is necessary in learning a language. Vocabulary can be said as a vehicle for interpretation and communication. In other word, vocabulary is one of important elements in mastering a language.

To anticipate boring in learning vocabulary, the teacher should raise the student’s interest as good as possible by giving interests ways in teaching. They can enjoy learning English. Learning is not just able to combine words to form phrases and phrases to form sentences. More ever, how the students can apply their language becomes more meaningful.

Therefore, teaching vocabulary at elementary school needs a special way and appropriate method in order to overcome some troubles and difficulties. In this case the use of certain media in teaching vocabulary is needed, Sadiman states that:

Pencil, book, table, cupboard, fruits toys, vegetables toys, kitchen set, toys and any other real objects that relate to the language objective of a lesson can be used as realia. The students can learn the object through seeing, hearing, or touching the subject so the learning experience more memorable for learner.
Most children begin to read by learning a sight vocabulary. These are simple word that a child learns to read by learning a sight. Mastering a large number of vocabularies is very important for the student’s who are studying English because by mastering. 
 Realia can help the students and can raise the student’s interest in order that they will not be bored. The teacher can encourage the learner and provide occasion for acquisition. Classroom and schools become effective when (1) quality people are recruited to teaching (2) the workplace is organized to energize teachers and reward accomplished.

Based on the explanation above, the writer want to conduct a study research about “The Effectiveness of Realia for Teaching English Vocabulary to the Third Year Students at SDN Talun 02 Blitar. The researcher wants to know the effectiveness using visual aids to improve their vocabulary by looking at the picture, models or real object.
