This is preferable to basing judgment solely on impression a much less systemic way of gathering information.
 

Evaluation is an intrinsic part of teaching and learning. It is a common belief that evaluation means the same as testing. However, testing is only one component in the evaluation process.

In an important seminal article Scriven has distinguished between evaluation occurring during the educational programs, he calls it formative evaluation, and evaluation differed until its conclusion is summative evaluation.
 The essential thing in formative evaluation is close cooperation between evaluator and program developer, interplay and involvement in smoothing out of difficulties as they occur and in maintaining momentum. The essential thing in summative evaluation is total independence on the part of the evaluator, disinterest and uninvolvement and commitment only to dispassionate analysis and reporting.

Educational evaluation used in making decisions which may directly affect the futures of many people and on the other hand, educational experimentation aimed at extending the boundaries of knowledge but without regard to it is immediate practical utility. Finally, the fundamental purpose of evaluation is to produce information and use it to make decisions about and educational program.
When the term “language test” is mentioned, most people probably have visions of student in foreign language classroom poring over a written examination. A language test is a device that tries to assess how much has been learned in a foreign language course or same part of course.
 But written examinations in a foreign language classroom are only of the many forms that language test takes in schools. Language teaching is not the only context in which language is evaluated or language abilities are tested, but it is the context or set of context which language testing and language program evaluation are sometimes brought together. In discussion I believe it is convenient to follow the practice of Nunan (1992) in distinguishing “program evaluation” from “a student assessment”, and to take assessment or testing data as one source of information among others for program evaluators to consider. The key theme that links testing and evaluation in the context of language teaching is that of decision making.

Testing though as an integral part of the teachers business in the classroom, it has not been done properly. The way the instructional material is taught is not compatible with the way to evaluate the students learning. As a result, the student learning has not been accurately assessed yet. This condition is certainly not faithful for both the teachers teaching and student learning. Attempts need to be made immediately if consistency in teaching English and testing the students learning is considered to be of primary concern. So, the policy of educational authority should be relevant to the goals of teaching language and language testing.

In order to judge the effectiveness of any test, it is sensible to lay down criteria which the test can be measured as follow, validity and reliability. That is to say, any test that we use must be appropriate in terms of our objectives, dependable in the evidence it provides, and applicable to our particular situation.
The validity of at test is the extent to which it measure what it is supposed to measure and nothing else. Every test, whether it is a short, in formal classroom test or a public examination, should be as valid as the construction can make it. The test must aim to provide a true measure of the particular skill which it is intended to measure.
 
Reliability is a necessary characteristic of any good test: For it to be valid at all, a test must first be reliable as a measuring instrument.
 By reliability is means the stability of test scores. A test can’t measure anything well unless it measures consistently.

Finally, it is should be noted that a test can be reliable without necessarily processing validity. However, reliability is clearly in adequate by itself, in a test does not succeed in measuring what it is supposed to measure.
