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CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHOD
The chapter discussed the research method used in this study. It covers the discussion of the research design, data and data source, data collection, and data analysis.
A. Research Design

The research design in this research was descriptive qualitative research. Descriptive qualitative research study is study designed to obtain information concerning the current status of phenomenon (Ary, 1985: 322). The main purpose of this research is to describe what exists with respect to variables/condition in a situation ( Ary, 1985:322) and the specific purpose is to get the detail information about the process used detail as possible about the object that is being described.

The research focused on the type of English teacher self-development, and the impact of  self-development to support the quality of teaching and learning process used in the object being observed. By describing this phenomenon the researcher hoped that it could give contribution for all of teachers, the lecturer, and all of the reader about study on English teacher self- development. To get the deep information of it the researcher described as detail as possible about the object being described.
B. Data and Data Source

1. Data 

“The main data in qualitative research are words, actions, and additional data as like documents” Moleong (2005:157). Data in this research were the information obtained interviews conducted by the researcher to the English teachers of MTs. Negeri Bandung, and their pictures. 
2. Data Source

In this research the researcher took effort to get data source from: 
a. Informants
In this research the informants were three English Teachers of MTs. Negeri Bandung whom all of them were civil government.
b. Documents
Document is source supplying any kind of sign in the form of letter, numbers, pictures or other symbols Arikunto (2006:129). In this research the documents were certificates, pictures and interview transcript.
C. Data Collection 

 The data deals with those are the form of word and other information rather than numbers and statistics (Arikunto, 2002:425). 

Below the instruments of collecting data in this research:
1. Interview
An interview is a purposeful conversation, usually between two people but sometimes involving more (Morgan, 1988), that is directed by one in order to get information from the other. In hands of qualitative researcher, the interview takes on shape of its own (Burgess, 1984; Fontana & Frey, 1994). Interview is used to gather descriptive data in the subjects own words so that the researcher can develop insight how subjects interpret some pieces of the word.

The interview was conducted in the English teachers. It answered the general questions about how they improve their self-development to support the quality of teaching and learning process. Interviews hold at school. 

The main points of the interviewed questions are: 1). Their opinion about self-development itself, 2). The importance of self-development, and their reason about it, 3). The application of self-development in their teaching, 4). Their self-development in developing the quality of teaching and learning process, 5). Their effort to develop the quality of teaching and learning, 6). Their advantages of applying self-development toward their teaching and learning process, 7). Their feeling of applying self-development in their teaching and learning process.

The informants of this research were:

a. Subject 1 as  English Teacher of MTs. Negeri Bandung especially for Ninth Grade at Class A, D, E and Eighth Grade especially for Excellent class. The interview was conducted  on Tuesday, May 8, 2012 at 09.00 am. in teacher office.

b. Subject 2 as English teacher of MTs. Negeri especially for eighth class A, B, C, D, E. She taught five classes. The interview was conducted  on Thursday, May 10, 2012 at 09.00 am. in the mosque of MTs. Negeri Bandung.

c. Subject 3 as English Teacher of MTs. Negeri Bandung especially for Ninth Grade at class B, C and Seven Grade of excellent class. The interview was conducted on Thursday, May 10, 2012 at 10.00 at Language Laboratory of MTs. Negeri Bandung.

2. Documents
Document refers to materials such as photographs, videos, films, memos, letters, diaries, clinical case records, and memorabilia of all sorts that can be used as supplemental information. Bogdan (1998:57). In qualitative research documents are as primary source of data. Document clearly fits the criteria of using data in order to explain it more deeply.
When doing interview the researcher found some documents:

a. Certificate

Certificates as proof of those teachers who had join workshop or training related to self-development in some agenda such as workshop about pre- position as government employs, curriculum workshop, training how to make questions in examination. 

b. Photograph
English teachers’ picture when they joined the workshop showed that they had proof of joining self-development.

c. Recording of interview

This recording of interview showed English teacher opinion and experience when improving their self-development to support their quality of teaching and learning. Every English teacher had different opinion and view of self-development itself. From interview recording the researcher got the conclusion of self-development in every English teacher in MTs. N Bandung is different each other.
D.  Data Analysis
Data analysis is the process of systematically searching and arranging the interview transcript, field notes, and other materials that researcher accumulate to increase the researcher own understanding of them and to enable the researcher to present what the researcher had discovered to others. Analysis involved working with data, organizing them, breaking them into manageable units, synthesizing them, searching for patterns, discovering what is important and what is to be learnt, and deciding what the researcher would tell others ( Bogdan, 1998:157).
The technique for data analysis used in this research is inductive. This technique was used to find the data after coming to the real field.
The steps were used by the researcher in analyzing the data were( Miles and Huberrmen, 1984) covering  data reductions, data display and conclusion drawing that was done interactively:

1. Data reduction

Data reduction is a form of analysis that sharpened, sorts, focuses, discards, and organizes that the data in such a way that final conclusion can be drawn and verified. In the present study, after collecting the data, i.e main data (the English teacher opinion about self-development to support the quality of teaching and learning ) and the additional data  ( such as English teacher certificates and photograph when joining self-development training) so the researcher reduction the data got from the English teachers.
2. Data Display

Data display is a form of analysis that describes what is happening in the natural setting so that it finally can help the researcher to draw a final conclusion. In this study the data displayed in the recorded interaction which is transcribed. As the same as the process of reducing the data in displaying the data, it based on the formulation of the problem of study. The most frequent form of data display was in the form of narrative text. 

3. Conclusion Drawing

Conclusion is the last steps of analyzing the data of the study. In the context of the study, after the data was displayed, a conclusion was drawn. There two kinds of conclusions that were researcher drawn in this study were temporary and final conclusion drawing. If the temporary conclusion was valid in that was could answer the research problem being investigate in the study, the researcher could use it as final conclusion drawing. On the other hand, if it was not valid the researcher should repeat the process started from data display in order to check whether the data display in line with the formulation of problem of study being investigate in the study or not. In other word, whether the data display answered the problem of the study being investigated in the present study or not. 

The researcher used inductive technique to make conclusion from the getting of data. Theory developed this way emerges from bottom up (rather than from the top down) for many disparate pieces of collected evidence that are interconnected. The researcher identified the answer of the English teacher after process of interview run.
E. 
Trustworthiness of Research
In qualitative research, there are some techniques that can be used to increase the research data validity. They are triangulation and informant review. 
1. Triangulation

Triangulation is the most common technique to increase the validity in qualitative research. In this case, Patton (1974) stated that there are four triangulation techniques; (1) Data Triangulation, (2) Investigator Triangulation, (3) Methodological Triangulation, and (4) Theoretical Triangulation.

Triangulation is a technique which is based on phenomenological way of thinking which is multi-perspective. In order to get good conclusion need more than just one point of view. For example, when researcher use one perspective in viewing something, researcher  will get only one picture and when the use another perspective  will get different pictures from each different perspective.

a. Data Triangulation
According to Patton ( 2010: 156), data triangulation is called as source triangulation. Data triangulation or source triangulation uses different sources of data to get same data. The emphasized is on the source of data, not in data collecting method or others.
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a. Methodological Triangulation


This triangulation can be done by researcher by collecting the same data but using different technique or method of collecting data. The emphasizing is on the use of different data collecting method and more over to be pointed to the same data source to test the data validity. For example, to increase the data validity about someone's skill in a certain case, the researcher use an interview to the same informant and then the result are tested by observing the informant skill in the real activity.
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b. Investigator Triangulation


Investigator triangulation means that the validity of the research in some parts or all can be tested by some other researchers. From some researchers' point of view and interpretation to the all information gotten and collected in the note, and it is hoped there will be the same interpretation that can increase the research validity.
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b. Theoretical Triangulation

This triangulation is held by researcher that uses perspective more than one theory to discuss the research problem.

2. Informant Review

Informant review is a way to increase the research validity which is often used in qualitative researchs. When the researcher has got enough data and trying to make data interpretation or report, the report units that have been made need to be communicated / consultated to the informant whether the report which is written is a statement or description that they can agree with.

In this study, the data triangulation or source triangulation technique is used to increase the research validity because the researcher used the different sources of data to get the same data (H.B. Sutopo, 2002:78-79).
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
