B.   Data Presentation and Analysis
I. The Teacher’s Preparation
The researcher and Mr. Sutopo prepare many things before starting to teach speaking using drama in the class X3. Firstly I must prepare material before. I prepare speaking material and drama material. I take the material from hand book. Then the material is developed to be a text lot dialogue. Next I make scoring guide. My purpose of make scoring guide is to see the students speaking ability after follow the teaching and learning speaking using drama. The process of scoring is do individually. The most important thing is that how prepare my competency in teaching drama. This is important thing because when a teacher has a good competency automatically my students have good competency. Any kinds of preparation made above is intended to facilitate the success of teaching speaking by using drama.
Meanwhile, the classroom teacher Mr. Sutopo prepares another different things. He prepares eight themes or topic. There are education, tourism, shopping, love, health, sport, entertainment and hobby. The topics or theme, then are given to the group of the students.

II. The Teaching Learning Process

In this research, in applying teaching drama. Like another teachers, I open the class by praying together. Before  starting the study I introduce me to the students. I explains the students about my background of study and my purpose to come to SMA N I Gondang. After that I starts speaking to teach by explaining the lesson. The material of that meeting is speaking. I tell that the lesson to be studied is different from that of presented previously. The students are informed that they are going to study speaking through drama.

In the first time of my teaching activity, I have a large part in the teaching and learning process. I must teach the students. Firstly I introduced my technique in teaching speaking for the students. I give them understanding that there are some ways to improve speaking skill, one of them is by using drama. Listening to my explanation the students look confuse. I think that it is natural thing, because learning speaking using drama is a new thing for them. So I give them explanation about drama, how to implement drama, function of drama in the learning speaking process, the different between learning speaking using drama and role play, and the purpose of the learning.

Drama is combination between speaking and action. Drama has important part in the learning speaking process. We can learn language through drama. Speaking is a part of language. So indirectly we could learn speaking in drama. For example in the film. By seeing a film we can learn speaking in term of how English words are pronounced. I also explained drama and role play. Basically drama and role play is the same. But in this study the students must develop the text of drama by themselves. The students can develop the text of drama based on their group agreement. The purpose is they can improve their speaking skill.

Secondly I give the students an example of text of drama. To known the students pronunciation and intonation. I ask some students to read my text drama in front of the class. Because in the teaching speaking using drama I also evaluate their pronunciation, intonation, diction, fluency and grammar. In this activities I find the students have different ability in speaking. After that I give an example for the students how to read text drama. Reading of drama is different from reading a paragraph. In reading a text  of drama, the student must know how the pronunciation, fluency, fiction, diction, and intonation.

The student must know how to read the text of drama by using  good intonation when they are angry, happy, sad and when they offering something. Reading or speaking using good pronunciation is important thing. Because if we are speaking by not using true pronunciation, another people not understand what we are means.
During the process of teaching and learning the students seeing very enthusiastic. After I explain many things about the teaching and learning speaking process using drama, I divides the students into 8 groups. I divides the students by their ability. I combines between high level students with low level students. Every group consist 5 and 6 students. Then he gives every group one topic or theme. Group 1 gets health topic, group 2 gets sport topic, group 3 gets of love topic, group 4 gets tourism topic, group 5 gets shopping topic, group 6gets hobby topic, group 7 gets entertainment topic and group 8 gets education topic. Every group must make text of drama and every students must at least perform 5 sentences.

The second meeting is at June 1 2010. In that meeting the students display their drama. I give conduct scoring on the students performance individually. The student show their drama based on their number of groups. From their performance, I can identify that majority of students have good speaking skill. Their  dialogue run fluently.

The next meeting, the students are also given another topic to be presented in a swipes. This way is in intended to facilitate the students to be able to express their opinions in forms of dialogue. This the use of drama in this context is meaningful to stimulate the students to communicate in group through the performance of drama. In other words, the students are accustomed to speak English.
III. The Teacher’s Problem

Every people has desire that his / her want activity run fluently. But it is not easy. We often have problem. I do too. In the process of teaching speaking using drama I have many problem. My first problem is the different intelligent level of students. So this condition makes different in developing of text of drama. Next the students do not have enough vocabulary mastery. This is the most serious problem for me, because when the students do not have enough English vocabulary they can not construct dialogues of drama. Majority of the students feel shy when they must take action in front of the class. The minimum of the students skills about pronunciation, grammar, fluency, intonation and diction in another problem who I get.
Sometimes the students have many ideas. But they are often get difficulty to express their idea. Many thing influence the ability to express idea. When the students are influenced by many thing in their ideas, they feel confuse what they must tell, how to start dialogue, what theme they may choose, and whether the theme is interesting or not. The limited in vocabulary and grammar mastery they have the students can not practice language easily. The majority of students of senior high school do not have enough English vocabulary mastery. Besides in vocab, the students also get problem in grammar. They only mastery basic in grammar and tenses. Sometimes they feel confuse to apply them in the dialogue. They do not totally apply what tense should be use in a certain expression or sentence. Consequently, they are confused to speak. Because in daily activities the students do not use English to communication with other people, they can not train their pronunciation. But in reality pronunciation is difficult in the teaching and learning speaking. 
IV. The Teacher’s Solve
Teaching is not easy activities. In the teaching and learning process every teacher gets problem. It also occure in the teaching and learning speaking process using drama. In this process I and Mr. Sutopo get many problems. There are some ways we take to solve the problems.
The first solution is to make enjoy condition in the teaching and learning speaking process. The purpose is to facilitate the students not to be stretched and afraid. Because when students feel stretched an afraid the teaching and learning process is not successful. Support and spirit are the things that are always given for the students. I hope that if the students have spirit they can follow the teaching and learning process seriously.
To overcome the students problem in vocabulary, Mr. Sutopo often gives the students task to make a paragraph. Applying this way is hope that the students want to looked for a new vocabulary. So automatically their vocabulary will be increased. In giving the task, Mr. Sutopo does not forget apply grammar skill. If the students apply their grammar skill, they will master grammar well. Another problem is the students do not have sufficient of English diction mastery. This is difficult problem, because in the village we could not meet foreign people. I have a technique to solve this problem. My technique is to play English in dialogue. I also take another technique, that is I read a dialogue with correct intonation and diction. This technique may stimulate the students to speak English by using good pronunciation, diction and vocabulary.

V. The Student’s Respond 

Every activity needs respond whether it is good respond or bad. In the teaching learning process using drama the students give good respond. It can be shown from student’s attitude. Since the lesson started when Mr. Sutopo introduces and explainers the materials during teaching learning speaking process, the students look enthusiastic. It can be observed from their respond by  raising question during the teaching learning process. They listen the teacher’s explanation seriously. Beside that they look so expressive in performing their ability in speaking. The high enthusiastic from the student make teaching learning process can proceed fluently. They said that the teaching learning process can proceed fluently. They said that the teaching learning processing enjoyed, interested, challenged and obliged. Beside that this technique can stimulate them to express their ideas easily. 
C. Discussion
From the research finding the researcher could take some discussion, they are : 

1. The teacher are prepared the text of drama. 

2. The students are developed the text of drama by their self and their group agreement.

3. The students are known how to read the text of drama using good pronunciation intonation when they angry, happy, sad and when they are offering something.

4. The students are communicated in group through the performanceof drama.

5. The students are accustomed to speak English.
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
