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CHAPTER IV

FINDING AND DISCUSSION

A. Description of Research Object

SDN Setonorejo II is the education institution which is located in Setonorejo village, Kras subsdistrict, Kediri regency, East Java. It’s wide is 2735 m2. The distance of this school location to the center of subdistrict is 6 km and to the center of city is 25 km. in the east side, this school is bordered by Pelas village. In the west side, it is bordered by Demangan village. In the south side, it is bordered by Jaten village. And in the north side, it is bordered by Rejomulyo village. This school as an education institution has a deputy to prepare the bright and quality students. Therefore, it is completed with some tools and infrastructures to support the teaching learning process. The tools and infrastructures are: six classrooms, one teacher’s office, sixty seats, six cupboards, four bookshelves, two toilets, and one mosque. The vision of SDN Setonorejo II Kras Kediri is being competent on the science, faith and piety. The mission is execute the teaching and learning effectively, create enthusiasm to the school members to be competent, and improve the student’s achievement maximally. 

The important part in education is a teacher. Educational process can not run well without teacher. SDN Setonorejo II Kras Kediri has twelve teachers with one English teacher. The lesson is started at 07.00 A.M and finished at 12.00 A.M. In teaching learning process, English lesson is given once a week with 90 minutes every meeting. The book used by the English teacher and the students is Brilliant English Book.

B. Data Presentation

To know the implementation of TPR (Total Physical Response) method, student’s response, problems faced and solution taken to solve the problems, the writer collected the data by conducting observation and interview with the English teacher and students.

2. 1. The Implementation of TPR (Total Physical Response) Method in Teaching English to Elementary Student
As the theory discussed before, TPR (Total Physical Response) method is a method of teaching and learning which is focused on the direct action related to physical movement.

Based on the researcher’s observation, the teacher used action sequences in implementing TPR (Total Physical Response) method in teaching English to the fourth grade students of Setonorejo II elementary school. The action sequences are as follow :

a. The first meeting

- Material

: Food and Drinks, Like and Likes

- Activities

: Listen and speak

- Technique 
: For the first time in introducing vocabularies of food and drinks, the teacher used picture as media of teaching. She showed it three times and read the pronunciation of the vocabularies. After that, she read the vocabularies again and asked the students to repeat. Then, she asked them to mention the name of the vocabularies as the picture shown. After the students could memorize some vocabularies, the teacher divided some pictures of food and drinks to the students. Every student got four pictures which are different from each other. Then, the teacher explained to the students what they would do. The students who got the picture as the vocabulary mentioned by the teacher, they had to up their hand and show the picture to the teacher. Based on the researcher’s observation, there were some students still did some mistakes in showing the picture as the teacher mentioned, but after the teacher did it for about ten minutes, the students could master the vocabularies well. 

In teaching grammar about the using of “Like and Likes”, the teacher explained it first and gave some examples. Then, the teacher asked the students to make the other examples. After that, the teacher modeled the action to have drilling about “Like and Likes” and the pronunciation of food and drinks vocabularies. The students were asked to stand up and imitated the teacher’s action. After the students understood, the teacher gave instruction to the students and they had to respond orally and physically. For example is :

-  The teacher says, “I like mango”. Then, the teacher gave the instruction to change the subject with “she”.

-  The students say “she likes mango”. (They responded orally and physically)

b.  The second meeting

a) -  Material
: Food and Drinks, Like and Likes

 -  Activities
: Listen and write

 -  Technique
: At the second meeting, the teacher reviewed the lesson by drilling as done in the last meeting and then asking the students to write the answer of the question given. She asked the students to prepare a piece of paper and pen, then ordered them to answer her questions. The question given to the students are :

Teacher : Please write in English!

· Diana suka es krim.

· Doni tidak suka nanas.

· Diana dan Doni suka apel.

· Apakah mereka suka bakso?

· Saya dan kamu tidak suka kopi.

Based on the interview with the English teacher, her reason for giving her students written test and drill is to know the students’ understanding about the material given. She wanted to know their ability in answering question orally and written. She gave translation test to know the students’ grammatical understanding and the students’ vocabulary mastery.

b)   - Material
: Asking and giving something

- Activities
: Dialogue and Role play

- Technique
: The teacher explained the expression used for asking and giving something and giving the respond. After explaining, the teacher read how to pronounce the expressions and the responds, and then asked the students to repeat. After that, the teacher wrote a dialogue on the blackboard about the using of the expression and the respond. She read the dialogue twice and the students listened carefully. She read again and the students repeated. To know the students’ pronunciation, the teacher asked the students who sat on the first and second line to practice the dialogue. And also the students who sat on the third and fourth line. After that, she asked them to sit face to face and practice the dialogue with their seatmate. After they practiced the dialogue on their seats for about ten minutes, the teacher asked some pairs of students to have a role play in front of their friends. The example of the dialogue given is :

Yufta
: Resti, can I have a glass of ice tea?

I am very thirsty.

Resti

: Of course. Here you are.

Yufta
: Thank you.

Resti

: You are welcome.

c.  The third meeting

a)  -  Material
: clothes and color

     -  Activities
: Listen and move

 -  Technique
: Before the process of teaching and learning started, the teacher arranged the students’ seats like letter “U” in order to be easy for the students to move their body. In teaching color to the students, the teacher used some colorful cards. She wrote the name of the color in every side of the card based on the color of the card. Firstly, she pronounced the color of the cards while she showed the cards to the students. She read again and asked the students to repeat. Then, she picked up the cards which there was not writing in their sides one by one and asked the students to mention the color. Secondly, the teacher divided the cards to the students. Every student got four cards with different color. After that, she gave command to the class. For example : 

Teacher   : Who gets a red card show it to me.

Students : (Students with a red card up their hands with the  card).

For the next activity, the teacher just said “blue card” and the students showed the blue card. It was done continuously until they could understand. Thirdly, the teacher modeled some actions like “walk on the spot, run on the spot, hop on your left foot, hop on your right foot, jump up and jump down”. The students memorized the actions by doing the actions. In applying the actions, the students stood up in front of their seats and the teacher gave some commands to the students. For example :

· Students with blue cards, jump up and down ... stop.

· Students with red cards, run on the spot ... stop.

· Students with yellow cards hop on your left foot ... stop.

-     Students with black cards hop on your right foot ... stop

b)   - Material
: Clothes and Color

- Activities
: Dialogue and Role play

- Technique
: The teacher taught them how to pronounce the vocabularies of the clothes. Then, she asked students to repeat, and asked them to read by themselves. After that, the teacher wrote a dialogue on the blackboard, and read it twice. Then, she read again and the students repeated. The students practiced the dialogue on their seats for about ten minutes, and the last the teacher asked some pairs of students to have a role play in front of their friends. The text of the dialogue is :

A : What is that?

B : This is my cap.

A : What color of your cap?

B : It is red.

A : Can I borrow it?

B : Yes, you can 

A : Here you are

B : Thank you

A : You are welcome

2. The students’ responses when they are taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method

Based on the researcher’s observation, the students’ responses when they are taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method was very good because they looked fun and enthusiasm in learning English. They did all actions given actively. Although they sometimes did some mistakes, they still wanted to join the process of teaching and learning actively.

The researcher also conducted an interview with the students about their responses when they are taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method on June, 10th 2010 apparently, the information gotten was the same as the researcher’s observation. There were some students clarified that they actually felt shy when they were ordered to come forward to have a role play and do some actions because they often did some mistakes. Although they were not confident because of their mistakes, they were still fun and enthusiasm in learning English, moreover taught by using (Total Physical Response) method. Most of the students also clarified that they were more enthusiasm and wanted to learn English more and more after they were taught using (Total Physical Response) method. They felt relax, fun, and enjoy so, they could understand the lesson easily. Based on the interview with the English teacher, she stated that the students always gave good response when they were taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method. By using this method, the students became more active and enthusiasm in learning English. 

  
3. The problems faced by the teacher in teaching English using TPR (Total Physical Response) method

Based on the interview with the English teacher, the problems faced in teaching English using TPR (Total Physical Response) method are :

a. The teacher often spends much time when she teaches English using TPR (Total Physical Response) method and it makes the material managed can not be conveyed.

b. The teacher is must be active and creative, whereas she is not a university student of English Department, so it is difficult enough for her to be active and creative in teaching English. She also does not understand enough about English teaching methods, especially for children.

4. The solution taken by the teacher to solve the problems

The solutions taken are :

a. Before teaching, the teacher prepares everything needed in the process of teaching and learning such as media, the students’ seats, and note before teaching and etc. when she teaches in the classroom, she pays attention to the time very much, so she can teach as the time managed.

b. The teacher tries to learn how to teach English especially for children by reading some articles from the internet.

C. Discussion of Finding
Based on the data gotten from interview, and observation, in teaching English to the fourth grade students of SDN Setonorejo II Kras Kediri using TPR ( Total Physical Response ) method, the teacher used some action sequences, such as listen and speak, listen and write, listen and move, dialogue and role play. From the explanation above, the writer analyzes that some types of teaching and learning activities applied by the teacher has been suitable with David Vales, with Anne Feunteun’s theory as discussed in chapter two. In teaching English, the teacher used some actions to introduce some vocabularies and to broaden the students’ grammatical understanding. To practice the students’ speaking, the teacher used dialogue and role play activities. As also mentioned at the discussion before that TPR (Total Physical Response) method has advantages and disadvantages. For the advantages are : it is a lot of fun, it is very memorable, it is a good kinesthetic learners who are requires to be active in the class, and etc. and the disadvantages are : students who are not used to such things might find it embrassing, it is not flexible used to teach everything, and etc. after the researcher did observation and interview with the fourth grade students and the English teacher, the researcher can conclude that it is true that TPR (Total Physical Response) method has advantage and disadvantage when it was applied in teaching English at SDN Setonorejo II. Based on the researcher’s observation and interview with the students, when they were taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method, they felt fun, relax, easy to understand the lesson and enjoy in learning English. Whereas, based on the interview with the English teacher, she said that the students always gave good responses when they are taught using action. She also said that apparently, TPR (Total Physical Response) method is very good and suitable if it is used in teaching English especially to the children. While the disadvantages of this method when it was applied at SDN Setonorejo II are : some students who are not used to do the action, they felt shy, moreover if they did some mistakes in doing the action and based on the interview with the English teacher, the disadvantages was this method spent much time when it was applied in her class.
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
