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CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

A. Conclusion
1. Theoretically

Teaching English, especially for children should be enjoyable, interesting, repetitive and understandable. In doing so, there should be appropriate methods for teaching English to them. Teachers have a big role and influence for their students especially for young learners. They must be able to choose the appropriate teaching methods based on their level and characteristics. One of the appropriate teaching methods for young learners is TPR (Total Physical Response) method. This method tries to introduce some language skills or components in action.

2. Empirically

a.  The Implementation of TPR (Total Physical Response) method in teaching English to elementary student in SDN Setonorejo II Kras Kediri

Based on the Result of observation in implementing TPR (Total Physical Response) method, the teacher used some action sequences, they are :

1) Listen and Speak

In the process of teaching and learning, the teacher taught vocabularies of food and drinks using picture as media of teaching and drilling to broaden he grammatical understanding about the using of “Like and Likes”. In drilling the teacher gave the instruction to the students to change the subject every sentence given by the teacher. The students must respond orally and physically.

2) Listen and Write

In the process of teaching and learning, the students were asked to translate some sentences into English and write the answer on the piece of paper.

3) Listen and Move

In teaching vocabularies of color, the teacher used colorful cards as media of teaching. For the first time, the teacher taught how to pronounce the names of the colors. Then, she invited the students to memorize the colors by using colorful cards. After they could memorize enough, the teacher invited students to do the action. The teacher gave the command and the students respond with action. 

4) Dialogue and Role play

After the teacher explained about the expressions of asking and giving something and the respond, the teacher taught the students how to pronounce the expressions. After that, she gave the students a dialogue which contained of the expression and asked the students to have a role play in front of their friends. In teaching vocabularies of clothes and color, the teacher also applied dialogue and role play activities. After the students were introduced about the vocabularies, the teacher gave a dialogue about clothes and color. All students had to practice the dialogue with their seatmates, and then do role play in front of their friends.

b. The Students’ responses when they are taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method

Based on the result of observation about the students’ responses when they are taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method on June, 10th 2010, the researcher concludes that the students’ responses are very good. It can be known from the students’ action in the process of teaching and learning. They looked so fun and enthusiasm in learning English. Whereas, based on the result of interview with the students about their responses taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method, the researcher concludes that they have good responses in learning English. The students stated that they felt relax, fun, and enjoy. Although they were not confident because of their mistakes in doing the action, they were still fun and enthusiasm in learning English. After being taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method, they always want to learn English more and more because they think that English is interesting to learn.

The teacher also said that the students always gave good responses when they were taught using TPR (Total Physical Response) method. They became more active and enthusiasm in learning English.

c. The problems faced by the teacher in teaching English using TPR (Total Physical Response) method

Based on the result of interview with the English teacher on June, 10th 2010, the problems faced in teaching English using TPR (Total Physical Response) method are : (1) The teacher often spends much time when she teaches English using this method. (2) The teacher is claimed to be active and creative, whereas she is not a university student of English Department.

d. The solutions taken by the teacher to solve the problems in teaching English using TPR (Total Physical Response) method

Based on the result of interview with the English teacher on June, 10th 2010, the solutions taken to solve the problems in teaching English using TPR (Total Physical Response) method are : (1) Before teaching, the teacher prepares everything needed in the process of teaching and learning, such as media, the students’ seats, and note before teaching. (2) The teacher tries to learn how to teach English especially for children by reading some articles from internet.

B. Suggestion

The researcher’s suggestion are :

1. For the headmaster

· The headmaster should employ the teachers based on their graduates in order that the process of teaching and learning can run well and automatically it can improve the students’ achievement.

· The headmaster improves the school facility to support the teaching learning process. It will give advantages both the students and the teachers to create good atmosphere in teaching learning process.

2. For the English teacher

· The teacher compares her teaching techniques with other school teachers by sharing with them. By doing this, the teacher will be able to get knowledge hot to improve quality of teaching English.

· The teacher should ask to other teachers who have better ability in English if she has problems in teaching.

· The teacher should often join workshop and seminar.
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
