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CHAPTER III
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This chapter will discuss about the method used by the researcher in conducting this research. The discussion will cover research design, data and data source, data collection, and data analysis. 
A. Research Design

Research is one of alternative ways done to investigate and to improve the knowledge. Research is the study of an event, problem or phenomenon using systematic and objective methods, in order to understand it better and to develop principles and theories about it (Ricard et.al, 1992: 315). According to Nazir, (2005: 84) research is a process to search something systematically, use to scientific method, and the prevail rules in long time.

The design of this research is descriptive with qualitative research. John W. Best in his book of Research in Education (in Ary, 1985: 26) states that descriptive is to describe and interpret what is. It is concerned with conditions or relationships that exist, practices that prevail, beliefs, points of view, or attitudes that are held, processes that are going on effects that are being felt or trends that are developing. Descriptive research involves collecting data in order to test hypothesis or to answer questions concerning the current status of the subject of the study. A descriptive study determines and reports the way things are (Gay, 1992 : 217). Whereas, qualitative research is a scientific inquiry that aims to understand social phenomena from the perspective of the participant. The data collected is in the form of words or pictures rather than numbers. The written results of the research contain quotations from the data to illustrate and substantiate the presentation (Bodgan and Biklen, 1982: 28). 

B. Data and Data Source

1. Data 

Data is information, evidence or facts gathered through experiment or studies which can be analyzed in order to better the understanding of a phenomenon or to support a theory (Ricard et.al, 1992: 96).

Data refer to the rough materials researchers collect from the world they are studying; they are the particulars that form the basis of analysis. Data include materials, people doing the study actively record, such as interview transcript, and participant observation field notes. Data also include what others have created and the researcher finds such as diaries, photograph, official documents and newspaper articles (Bodgan and Biklen, 1982 : 73 ). It means that data is the number of fact it is found by researcher as the result of researcher. The collected data must relevant with the problem faced. 

In this research, the researcher uses qualitative data is in the form of facts. The researcher also use interview transcript, observation field notes, official documentation as the data. 

2. Data Source

In this study, the qualitative data are taken from some sources, they are: 

a. The primary data.

Primary data is the data collected by the researcher through the informant. It can be collected by interview the informant. The interview is done by researcher to get some information about the purpose of her research. The primary data sources of this research are headmaster, teachers, students, committee of the language, committee of the boarding school and the student’s organization.

b. The secondary data.

Secondary data is collected from the other resources. It usually has been arranged in a document form. The secondary data of this research include the condition of the boarding school, structure and infrastructure of the boarding school, vision and mission of the boarding school, history of the boarding school. 

C. Data Collection

The important step in conducting research is collecting data. The data contains the necessary information of the research problem. In collecting data, it needs one or more kinds of technique that are chosen and are used. In this research, the researcher collects the data through observation, interview, and documentation. All of the data collected in the form of words.  From this data collection, the researcher analyses the data which is intended to have the answer to questions concerning with the statement of the research problem. The result of this research is illustrated in the form of narrative text to enable the researcher to present what the researcher has discovered.   

In this research, the researcher uses some instruments as follow:

1. Interview Guide

Interview guide is used by the researcher in interviewing the informant to get more information appropriate with the researcher need which that information can not be found in field note and document. It is as the main source of data from the headmaster, teachers, language management, committee of the boarding school and the student’s organization to know about the strategies of boarding school and how its applied to increase students’ English proficiency. Moreover, the researcher takes a data from the students to know how they learn English outside class (boarding school’s environment).
2. Field Notes
The researcher obtains the data about the Strategies of MAMNU Boarding School to Increase student’s English proficiency use field notes. It is not only about condition of boarding school environment but also the process of English learning in this boarding school to get some information needed. 

3. Document  

To obtain the data, the researcher is also seeing the official document which relates the MAMNU boarding school. This instrument is used to get information about the structure’s organization of the boarding school, infrastructure, personnel and student’s activities. 

D. Data Analysis

The last step is analyzing. Bodgan and Biklen, (1982 : 244) states that data analysis is the process of systematically searching and arranging the interview, transcript, field note, and other materials that you accumulate to increase your own understanding of them and to enable you to present what you have discovered to others. 

 In this case, the researcher analyses the data without using statistic technique. The reseacher descriptively analyses the data from observation, interview, and documentaion. So, the reseacher analyses the data continously until the reseacher gets a common conclusion like Miles and Huberman (in Sugiyono, 2008 : 246) who said that “aktivitas dalam analisis data kualitatif dilakukan secara interaktif dan berlangsung secara terus-menerus sampai tuntas, sehingga datanya sampai jenuh” the activities in the data analysis in qualitative research be done interactively and continuously until the data is complete, so the data is valid. 

In this research, to analyze the data, the first step after the researcher collects the data is the researcher selects an important data and discard unimportant data which is named data reduction. In selecting, transcribing, and organizing those data, it should refer to the statement of the research problem being investigated in the research. In other words, data reduction is the irrelevant data should be discarded while the relevant data should be included. Next, after collecting data and reducing data, the researcher displays those data transcribes in the form of narrative text. As Miles and Huberman (in Sugiyono, 2008 : 249) explain that the most frequent form of display data for qualitative research, data in the past has been narrative text. Then, the last step after the data was displayed, the researcher makes conclusion. There were two kinds of conclusions that the researcher drew in this research. They were temporary and final conclusion drawing. If the temporary conclusion drawing was valid and it could answer the statement of the research problem being investigated in the research, the researcher could use it as a final conclusion drawing. On other hand, if it was not valid, the researcher should repeat the process starting from displaying the data in order to check whether the displaying data displayed were in line with the statement of the research problem being investigated in the research or not. In other words, the data displayed answered the statement of the research problem being investigated in the present research or not.  
To make the illustration above be clearer, the researcher describes in the diagram. This diagram drawn by the researcher in accordance with  Miles and Huberman idea (1984) is as follows: 
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The process above shows that in this study, researcher uses inductive method. This method starts from special facts or events to common conclusion. This process is one of the characteristic of qualitative research. Glaser and Strauss also state that theory developed in this way emerges from the bottom up (rather than from top down), from many disparate pieces of collected evidence that are interconnected. It is called grounded theory (Bodgan and  Biklen, 1982 : 29).

E. Trustworthiness of Data
The trustworthiness of the result of the data analysis is necessary to be checked in order to reduce the researcher biases. In this research, triangulation is applied in order to check the trustworthiness of data analysis.
Triangulation is a correction technique which uses something out of the data for verification or as a comparison to the data (Moleong, 2005:330). According to William Wiersma (in Sugiyono, 2009:372), triangulation is qualitative cross-validation. It assesses the sufficiency of the data according to the convergence of multiple data sources or multiple data collection procedures.  

There are three kinds of triangulation (Sugiyono, 2009:372), they are: source triangulation, technique of collecting data triangulation, and time triangulation. In this research, the triangulation used was technique triangulation and source triangulation. Technique triangulation is used to check the data credibility. It is done by checking data to the same source by using different techniques of collecting data. For example, to get the validity data about the instructional strategies used by MAMNU boarding school to increase the students’ English proficiency, it can be done by doing observation, then check it by using another technique namely conducting interview with the teacher.

While, source triangulation is used to check the data credibility. It can be done by checking data gotten through some source. In this research, to get the data, the researcher interviews the language teacher of MAMNU. After the data of interview collected, to check trustworthiness of data so data interview was compared with data observation and compared again with documentation. For example, to know about the instructional strategies used by MAMNU boarding school to increase the students’ English proficiency, the researcher observed the students of MAMNU in daily activities. In order to check the validity of data, the researcher asked the language teacher in the interview and the answer was same with data in observation.     
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Data collection


This data are collected through interview, observation, and documentation. 





Data Reduction


In this step, the researcher selects an important data and discards unimportant data.





Data Display


In this step, the data is displayed in the form of narrative text based on statement of the research problem, and this data is gotten from the language teacher, committee of language department, and the students.
