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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

A. Background of Study

Diversity in interaction involves not only verbal communication, but also paralinguistic elements of speech such as pitch, stress and intonation. In addition, nonlinguistic elements such as gestures and body language, facial expression and soon. In addition,” There is tremendous variations cross culturally and cross linguistically in the specific interpretation of gesture and body language”. (Brown, 1994, p.24).
 Furthermore, different culture assumption about the purposes of particular interactions and expected outcomes of encounters also effect communication. In other opinion, many people believe that input is the most important factor in second and foreign language learning. If you want to learn English especially speaking, you need to be in an environment where English is used as a means of daily communication.

One may apply is a discussion by making dialog, describing something by using computer or by using instructional media. However, it should be noted that each method brings it owns consequences and it offers different advantages or disadvantages.
