       INTRODUCTION

This chapter presents the background of the study, formulation of the problem, objective of the study, significance of the study, scope and limitation of the study, the definition of key terms, and the organization of the study.
A. Background of the Study 
Writing is not an easy task. It needs many other skills to be mastered first in order to be the skillful writer. Writing is the representation of language in a textual medium through the use of a set of signs or symbol. Writing skill has some components, such as: content, form, grammar, and style. Seeing from those components, that is why writing process needs a special skill for success in applying and combining of those components in order to make a good writing. Skill of writing skill is needed as well as speaking skill. Tchudi and Yates (1983), point out that writing is a practical skill, one of the most useful a student can learn, but it is valuable for more than classnotes, examinations, and research reports. However, as the practical skill, the skills involved in writing are highly complex. Second language writers have to pay attention to higher level skills of planning, and organizing as well as lower level skills of spelling, punctuation, word choice, and so on. The difficulty becomes more complicated if their language proficiency is weak.
There are numerous studies related to teaching writing. Seow (2002) explains the process approach to teaching writing, which comprises four basic stages, planning, drafting, revising, and editing. Three other stages could be inserted after the drafting stage; these are responding, evaluating, and post-writing. For each stage, suggestions are provided to classroom activities that support writing skill. For example, at the planning stage, teachers can help students generate ideas such as brainstorming, clustering, and rapid free writing. 
In line with the study, It can be assumed that the process approach is a suitable one to be applied in teaching writing for second or foreign language learners since it provides a complete process (i.e., prewriting, drafting, revising, editing) which can give the guidelines for students in making final version of their writing. Thus, in this approach, every process is checked, and teachers are always monitoring students progress step-by-step in making a piece of writing.
 Speaking of writing today, it is not relied much on the availability of papers anymore. The invention of digital technology such computers, and others advance technologies are changing the way people write. Most people tend to write digitally in their personal computer rather than just writing word by word on papers. The truth is, very often, teachers still force students to learn with the old ways. Without saying that conventional methods and tools are bad ones, teachers should consider that perhaps students are more interested when they are taught by something new, in this case is the use of technology. Also, teachers should be aware that nowadays is a digital age where the students tend to use technology (i.e., searching on internet, finding resources, using social network) in learning and developing theirselves. As teachers, thus, to face the truth that students are quite good and interested in using technology, there is no more way out, teachers must learn how to use technology as a learning tool as interesting as possible, and as creative as possible to make learning environment more lively. In the other words, teachers must be more flexible in facing the change of era in which it influences the development  of teaching media.
For second language, foreign language or even native language teachers, teaching writing is not an easy one. It needs ability to make or construct the words into a good text and knowledge about the content as well. That’s why teaching writing is also can be called teaching thinking (Tchudi and Yates, 1983). They state,“……but it is clear that a student who is a good writer is generally perceived by his or her teachers as an effective thinker as well. Learning to write involves learning to think, and writing is unique in allowing students not only to think, but to display the products of their thinking in a form that invites further contemplation.”(Tchudi and Yates, 1983)
Therefore, to produce a good read text, teachers need to use a creative and innovative tool.As head as, In the global era to using digital tools in teaching writing will much help teachers in teaching. According to the survey of 2,462 Advanced Placement (AP) and National Writing Project (NPW) teachers conducted by Purcell, Buchanan, and Friedrich (2013) digital technologies are shaping students writing myriad ways and have also become helpful tools for teaching writing  to middle and high school students. These teachers see the internet and digital technologies such as social networking sites, cell phones and texting generally facilitating teens’ personal expression an creativity, broadening the audience for their written material, and encouraging teens to write more often in more formats than may have been the case in prior generations. At the same time, they describe the unique challenges of teaching writing in the digital age, including the ‘creep’ of informal style into formal writing assessments and the need to be better educate students about issues such plagiarism and fair use. Also, very often, students are reluctant to speak in class, the use of digital technologies can overcome the problem since they can be more freely in expressing their ideas
 ICT refers to technologies that provide access to information through telecommunications. It is similar to Information Technology(IT), but focuses primarily on communication technologies. This includes the Internet, wireless networks, cell phones, and other communication mediums.ICT has become so essential in language learning. Its utilization in education has contributed to the improvement of language learning. Rapid development of ICT has changed our language teaching pedagogy at all levels. Teachers, curriculum developers, researchers have been constantly striving to find techniques to use some form of it to both assist and enhance language learning. What is more exciting is that studies have demonstrated positive effects that ICT brings towards students’ learning motivation (Chenoweth, Ushida & Murday, 2006; Stepp- Greany, 2002), students’ personal needs and learning styles (Gimenez, 2000), students’ language mastery (Stepp-Greany, 2002), effective teaching and learning process (Al-Jarf, 2004), etc. Although these studies have shown that ICT has the potential important role in supporting and enhancing language learning, the use of ICT should never be the goal in and of itself. The responsibility for language instruction should be in the hands of qualified teachers who have the knowledge and expertise to manage and to make the best use of it to accomplish learning objectives.

Similar to a traditional PowerPoint, Prezi has the ability to incorporate various types of media. However, Prezi’s interactive interface allows for a more tech tools for teachers. Streamlined approach to presenting information, emphasizing both the big picture as well as the connections among ideas. Teachers are able to access this program online for free and, if using an education-based e-mail address, are rewarded with a larger storage capacity. If finances allow, a downloadable program which does not require Internet access is available, as well. Prezi can be used as a way to develop virtual graphic organizers or word charts.
 The benefit to using Prezi as a way to create organizers or words charts is its interactive and expressive nature. It allows students the option of creating more dimensions to explore a topic and to incorporate their thoughts and ideas into a focused venue. For example, students can use Prezi to map the relationships among the complex array of characters in Romeo and Juliet, incorporating links to websites, videos, and images. Displaying information in this way caters to students’ learning styles and multiple intelligences. Using Prezi also allows students to more deeply explore the relationships presented by visually seeing the connections as well as delving into the content presented in the links. (Manning,2011).
According to the student’s achievement in writing descriptive text using some themes without Prezi, in preliminary study the students of MAN REJOTANGAN still face many difficulties to master writing skill. Almost 93% of students can’t write well. The students still confused about how to make a good writing. Because, in Senior high school is different from junior high School. In junior high school they are still use simple writing but in senior  High School they have to create more complex. In this class students get difficulties to write descriptive text.    CHAPTER II 
                         REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

This chapter covers related literatures from theoretical studies and previous studies. The theories used here include The Definition of Writing, ,Writing Process, definition of media, Type of Text and Definition of prezi software. The previous studies are taken from recent studies related to this study. 

A. The Definition of Writing 
Writing is a continuous process of thinking and organizing, rethinking and reorganizing. (Boardman, 2002: 11). In a learning writing skills are very important and all students should have the ability to write. But in reality, many students tend to difficulties in writing an idea, a story or an event in writing. The students in all grade at Junior High School, Senior High School even the students in university should learn that writing skill well in order to master English. Mastering the writing skill is not easy because the learner should have many vocabularies and understand the grammar lesson well. Grammar is the problem which is often faced by the English learner. As a set of rules, grammar tells us what is correct and what is incorrect about using certain words or structure. In other words, grammar provides the common patterns for everyone to follow that they can understand each other. Mechanical correctness in writing includes the use of punctuation marks which must be paid special attention by the learner in order to make a communicative writing.  In writing, a learner must know how to organize words and pattern to fullfill a given rhetorical aim. 
In the teaching of writing we can focus on the product of that writing or on the writing process itself (Jeremy-Harmer, 2002: 257). When concentrating on the product, we are only interested in the aim of a task and in the end product. Those who advocate a process approach to writing, however, pay attention to the various stages that any piece of writing goes through. By spending time with learners on pre-writing phases, editing, redrafting, finally ‘publishing’ their work, a process approach aims to get the heart of the various skill that should be employed when writing.

A.  Stages in Writing
Writing is not a quick activity. In fact, when students are required to write, they often find a blank page. In other words, we can say that finding ideas, writing down the ideas, until students come to to their final product, are long process. Often we see that students are quite difficult on what they have to write even though teachers give them a prompt. Through each process in writing, studenst will be easier in making a piece of writing. Basically, the process writing includes some steps including pre-writing, drafting, revising, and editing (Seow, 2002; Langan, 2005). The following explanation of each point will make us clear about each process until students come to their final product:

1. Planning (Pre-writing)
Planning or pre-writing is any activity in the classroom that encourages students to write (Seow, 2002). Along the same line, Raimes (1985) defines pre-writing as all the activities (such as reading the topic, rehearsing, planning, trying out beginnings, making notes) that students engaged in before they wrote what was the first sentence of their first draft. It stimulates thought for getting started. In fact, it moves students away from having to face a blank page toward generating tentative ideas and gathering information for writing.
2. Drafting
At the drafting stage, the writers are focused on the ﬂuency of writing and are not preoccupied with gramatical accuracy or the neatness of the draft. One dimension of good writing is the writer’s ability to visualise an audience. 
3. Responding
Responding to student writing by the teacher (or by peers) has a central role to play in the successful implementation of process writing. Responding intervenes between drafting and revising. It is the teacher’s quick initial reaction to students’ drafts. Response can be oral or in writing, after the students have produced the ﬁrst draft and just before they proceed to revise. The failure of many writing programmes in schools today may be ascribed to the fact that responding is done in the ﬁnal stage when the teacher simultaneously responds and evaluates, and even edits students’ ﬁnished texts, thus giving students the impression that nothing more needs to be done.  

4. Revising
Revising means rewriting a paper, building on what has already been done, in order to make it stronger. (Langan, 2005: 33)

B. Purposes of writing 
Process writing may be most commonly associated with preparing students for academic writing styles in paragraphs, essays, or research papers. While process writing is particularly valuable for helping adult English language learners to transition to community college or other academic contexts, this writing approach need not be focused only on academic subjects. According to Center for Adult English Language Acquisition (2007) the topics selected for writing can relate to practical issues relevant to language learners’ daily lives, such as completing forms for immigration, banking, insurance, credit cards, or driver’s licenses; taking phone messages; and writing thank you notes, lists, letters, and resumes. The topics can also reflect the personal side of learners’ daily lives and provide them an opportunity to write about their past and current experiences, ideas, and memories. Making texts and topics such as these the focus of process writing is another way of providing the language practice desired by adult learners, while also linking writing to the social aspects of their daily lives. 
O’Malley and Valdez (1996: 137-138) divide the purpose of writing into three categories; (1) informative writing, (2) expressive/narrative writing, and (3) persuasive writing. Informative writing is commonly used if the writers wants to share knowledge and give information, directions or ideas. Examples of informative writing include describing events or experiences, analyzing concepts, speculating on causes and effects, and developing new ideas or relationships. This type of writing could include a biography about a well-known person or someone from the writer’s life. 
Expressive/narrative writing is a personal or imaginative expression in which the writer produces stories or essays. This type of writing is often based on observations of people, objects, and places and may include creative speculation and interpretations. It may include an autobiographical incident or a reflection in which a writer describes an occurrence in her or his own life. This type of writing is often used for entertainment, pleasure, discovery or, simply, as ‘fun’ writing and can include poems and short plays.
In persuasive writing, writers attempt to influence others and initiate action or change. This type of writing is often based on background information, facts, and examples the writer uses to support the view expressed. Writers use higher-level cognitive skills in this type of writing, such as analysis and evaluation, to argue a particular point of view in a convincing way. This type of writing may include evaluation of a book, movie, a consumer product, or a controversial issue or problem. Writers can also use personal experience or emotional appeals to argue in support of their view. 

c. Purpose Of Essay
McWhorter (1993). defines an essay as “a group of paragraphs about one subject.” As you might have guessed from these passages, the essay may take many forms. Most of the essays you will write during your college career, however, will be what are known as persuasive or argumentative essays. 
To write good essay we have to  :
1. Choosing a topic 
Choosing a topic to write about can be a difficult task. While in college, though, you will usually be given a topic by your instructor, so we’ll assume that you have at least a broad topic to work with. 
2. From topic to thesis 
The fact that you have a topic does not mean that you know what you want to say about it. Remember, your topic is the subject you’re writing about; your thesis is what you’re saying about your topic, what you’re trying to prove. 
In moving from a topic to a thesis, you may have to narrow down your topic more than once. This narrowing is important, because if your topic is too broad then your thesis may also be too broad. If your thesis is too broad, then your essay will usually be weak and unfocused. 
Some exercises that can help you move from a topic to a thesis.
1. Free Writing: Write nonstop on your topic for a short time, say, 3 to 5 minutes. Write whatever comes into your head, without regard to grammar or sentence structure. If you can’t think of anything to write, keep writing, “I can’t think of anything to write,” over and over until you think of something. The important thing is to keep writing. 
2. Brainstorming: Make a list of everything you can think of on your topic. Don’t try, at this stage, to organize your ideas; just let them flow. 
3. Branching: Write your topic in the middle of a sheet of paper and draw a circle around it. Around this topic write everything you can think of that’s related to that topic. Next, draw a line from each related idea to the topic. These ideas become your primary branches. You can continue this process indefinitely by clustering new ideas around each primary branch. 
4. Questioning: Write down all of the questions you or someone else might have about your topic. You might start with the standard Who, What, Where, Why, Who, and How questions. 

D. Descriptive text 
According tupan at. Al. ( 2006) descriptions are the texts which are used to describe a particular place, person, or thing. Descriptions are almost the same as reports texts. However,they are different. A descriptive text focuses on specific thing its specific features; a report usually deals with things in general. You can find descriptive text in textbooks, encyclopedias, scientific magazines,historical texts, factual reading books,magazines, etc. A descriptive has its own generic structure, having two components : (1) identification or classification (2) description of feature. The points of the description of features are part, qualities, and other characteristics.
Descriptive writting is the writing which is designed to describe persons, places or things, moments, and theories clearly, powerfully and detailed images in the mind to help the reader create the mental picture of what is being writing about ( Everrett: l, at http : // Gostc laudstate.edu / acadwrite/descriptive.Html accessed : february, 14, 2015. Descriptive writting is kind of writing which describe anything in written by creating the mental picture to readers. Its structure are : identification and description, while the language features are as follows :
1. Focusses on specific participant.
2. Uses simple present tense
3. Uses detailed noun phrases to inform subject
4. Uses adjectives for describing, numbering, classifying,etc.
5. Uses relating,thinking,( feeling), and action verbs.
6. Uses figurative language

D. Definition of Media 
Munadi (2008) defines teaching tool/aid/media as everything which can deliver and transfer message from various sources which is well-planned so that the conducive learning environment can be created in which  the receivers (students) are able to do learning process effectively and efficiently. 
In using tools, of course, we should be able to distinguish resources facilitating language learning according to particular criteria. We can break down teaching tools into four categories, visuals and technique of visualizations; audio resources and ways of audio-productions; audio visual means of education and approaches to video production. 
When using any tools, we should obey basic didactic principles. According to Sarosdy et al. (2006) there are three stages of using tools, that is the so called “three stages principle.” It refers to the necessity of introducing a few activites before students would be exposed to the particular medium.  The three stages principle are pre-medium, active, and follow up stages.
At the pre-medium stage students are helped to prepare the content the medium to be used, will offer in terms of theme, linguistics, and skills alike. This period bridges the experience of previous learning processes an provides lead-in activities toward the next stages. 
When looking at, listening to, watching and reading, the particular resource should be a great number  of opportunities for learners to explore all aspects of the medium. That is, to exploit all thematic, linguistics and skills-related benefits of this period in a very active and productive way. 
The follow-up stage serves for transfer and consolidation. Everything that can be learnt from the bridging or lead-in and active stages, will be applied for complex language production. This period can be used as an introductory one to a new medium at the same time. Thus the process of learning supported by various tools can be seen as a continuous one. 

E. Digital Age
The recent discussion related to teaching and learning process is the expansion of digital environment. This, of course, relates to the development of technology in education field. Nowadays, The expansion of technology continues to education field in which many teachers use technology in helping them delivering the knowledge to the students. By now, there are many kinds of technology which can be used by teachers. These various kinds of technology, of course, have shaped the way teachers teach. As Cahyani and Cahyono (2012) investigated, in language teaching field, the term “technology” is used to refer to electronic mechanical systems used for language teaching (delivery modes). It makes clear that technology has expanded to education field in which teachers’ teaching style have been shaped by technology from time to time. The technology that is used in education field today is much associated with the use of the Information and Commmunication Technology (ICT). The popular use of ICT is Internet. We cannot deny that our life today is relied much on internet. By years, the data of active internet users grows significantly, according to the report of The 2012 Global Internet User Survey (2012), Internet users nearly universally (96 percent) indicated they accessed the Internet at least once a day.  More than 90 percent of Internet users surveyed globally indicated they use social media, with a majority (60 percent) using it daily, an increase of 10 percent over 2011. The report also revealed that ninety-eight percent of users agreed or strongly agreed the Internet is essential for their access to knowledge and education.  More than 80 percent agreed or agreed strongly that the Internet plays a positive role for their individual lives as well as society at large.  Nearly 75 percent of users strongly agreed that access to the Internet allows them to seek any information that interests them.    
In relation to teaching writing, according to the survey of 2,462 Advanced Placement (AP) and National Writing Project (NPW) teachers conducted by Purcell, Buchanan, and Friedrich (2013) digital technologies are shaping students writing myriad ways and have also become helpful tools for teaching writing  to middle and high school students. These teachers see the internet and digital technologies such as social networking sites, cell phones and texting generally facilitating teens’ personal expression an creativity, broadening the audience for their written material, and encouraging teens to write more often in more formats than may have been the case in prior generations. At the same time, they describe the unique challenges of teaching writing in the digital age, including the ‘creep’ of informal style into formal writing assessments and the need to be better educate students about issues such plagiarism and fair use. The result of the survey also revealed that digital technologies benefiting student writing in several ways:
· 96% of the total sample  agree (including 52% who strongly agree) that digital technologies “allow students to share their work with a wider and more varued audience”
· 79% of the total sample agree (23% strongly agree) that these tools “encourage greater collaboration among students”
· 78% agree of the total sample agree (26% strongly agree) that digital technologies “encourage student creativity and personal expression”
It is clearly revealed that digital techonologies have shaped people in every way, including in teaching and learning process. Again, for teachers, it is a challenge how to make use these advance technologies into teaching and learning process. 

F. Digital Tools (ICT) in Language Learning
Digital tools have been the popular trend in language learning. The problem of distance learning can be overcame by the inventory of digital tools. Before digital tools are widely used, the process of learning still relied much on classroom, and the existence of teachers in front of students, but now, by using digital tools, teachers and students stay connected even though there is no direct meeting among them. ICT (Information and Communication Technology) is well-known digital tool that is used by teachers. ICT provides huge opportunities for teacher to create a fruitful learning environment. The term ‘ICT’ itself actually can be separated into two, Information Technology and Communication Technology. According to Williams and Sawyer (2003) Information Technology is technology that merges computing with high-speed communications like carrying data, sound, and video. They also summarize that Communication Technology (also called telecommunications technology) consists of electromagnetic devices and systems for communicating over long distances (Williams and Sawyer (2003). Communication systems using electronic connections have helped to expand human communication beyond face to face meetings. 

G. Audio-visual media
Audio-visual media in particular refer to teaching methods using both sight and sound. For the purposes of this study, audio-visual media will include  video.  (Yin 2003:40) Each type of audio-visual media resource is the subject of an individual case study, but the study as a whole covers several types of audio-visual media and in this way uses a multiple-case study design.
Criteria for selecting audio-visual media As there is a great variety of educational media for the purposes of supporting LBP, the following selection criteria may be used. Most higher quality media will meet all of these criteria (adapted from the Quality Assurance Statement, Discovery Education 2008b):
1. Content appropriateness: All content will first be reviewed for its appropriateness in supporting LBP. Materials should not contain promotional or
commercial content. Programming reflects and is connected to provincial, national and international standards in core-curricular content areas for secondary school classrooms and incorporates exemplary instructional methodologies and approaches.
2. Content accuracy: Materials are reviewed to verify accuracy of content and
ensure that content is up to date and relevant for supporting LBP. 82
3. Age/grade appropriateness: The database is keyed to concepts and content appropriate for specific grade levels. The language of the programming is both age- and grade-level-appropriate.
4. Representation of diverse populations: Programming must represent a diversity of cultures and abilities and represent both sexes fairly.
5. Production quality: Programmes should include only content with the highest overall production quality.

H. Prezi

Similar to a traditional PowerPoint, Prezi has the ability to incorporate various types of media. However, Prezi’s interactive interface allows for a more Tech Tools for Teachers.
streamlined approach to presenting information, emphasizing both the big picture as well as the connections among ideas. Teachers are able to access this program online for free and, if using an education-based e-mail address, are rewarded with a larger storage capacity. If finances allow, a downloadable program which does not require Internet access is available, as well.

It allows students the option of creating more dimensions to explore a topic and to incorporate their thoughts and ideas into a focused venue. For example, students can use Prezi to map the relationships among the complex array of characters in Romeo and Juliet, incorporating links to websites, videos, and images. Displaying information in this way caters to students’ learning styles and multiple intelligences. Using Prezi also allows students to more deeply explore the relationships presented by visually seeing the connections as well as delving into the content presented in the links. 
Additionally, Prezi can be used as a tool for assessment. As a replacement of or supplement to a traditional 12-point, Times New Roman, double-spaced, five-paragraph essay, a student can use Prezi to express the same thoughts and ideas they would in a paper through a more visual medium. Through Prezi students can insert video, upload images, and link to websites and sources in order to better weave their research within their final assessment and demonstrate their process of inquiry. 
Our final idea for using Prezi within the classroom is as a tool for analyzing literature. Similar to written annotation, Prezi enables users to develop and record ideas in relation to a specific piece of literature. Prezi is a transformative tool that builds students’ abilities to present information through logical, visual, and spatial relationships. This ability can lead to an alteration in the traditional relationship between student thought and research. Whereas traditional instructional methods encourage this relationship, using Prezi requires students to effectively communicate the explicit connections between their research and their own ideas. Through the ease of incorporating simultaneous sources of information, such as videos, images, and web links, students are able to show what knowledge they have acquired through their inquiry process. 

I.  Review of Previous of study
A review of previous study that is relevant is conducted by Ismunarso (2013). His thesis entitles ‘Effectiveness of the use multimedia Prezi on writing skills to learning german in sman 2 banguntapan bantul’’. This type of research is a quasi experiment. The population in this study were all students of SMAN 2 Banguntapan XI class numbering 121 students. Sampling technique using random sampling.ased on the obtained sampling IPS 2nd XI class (23 students) as an experimental class and first class XI IPS (22 students) as a control class. Data obtained through the German language writing skills scores at pre-test and post-test. This study has two variables, namely the use of multimedia Prezi as independent variables and writing skills in German as the dependent variable. Test the validity of using the content validity and construct validity.Obtained from the calculation of the value of r calculated = 0.529> r Table 0.423.Thus the instrument is valid. Reliability coefficient of 0.797. Data analysis using t-test. The results showed t count (at 4.109) is greater than t table (at 2.021), at the level of α = 0.5 and sinifikansi by 45 db. It can be concluded that (1) there are significant differences in learning achievement in German language writing skills among groups of students who were taught using multimedia Prezi and conventional media (2) the use of multimedia Prezi in learning the German language writing skills is more effective than the conventional media. Post-test results of both groups showed that the mean of the experimental group while the control group at 77.9130 and 73.9773 of the weight of the effectiveness of 5.5%. The implications of this research is that teachers can apply multimedia Prezi to enhance the skills of writing the German language, because learning with multimedia learning is more effective than the conventional media.
In further support of this finding, Nurcahyo (2015) conducted the same experiment to the different subject. The result of the research showed that t count (at 0,026) is greater than t table (at 2 , 0 0), at the level of α = 0.05 and sinifikansi by 63 db. It can be concluded that (1) there are significant differences in learning achievement in German language writing skills among groups of students who were taught using multimedia Prezi and conventional media (2) the use of multimedia Prezi in learning the German language writing skills is more effective than the conventional media. Post-test results of both groups showed that the mean of the experimental group while the control group at 82,788 and 8 0 , 0 of the weight of the effectiveness of 7 , 1 %.














CHAPTER III 
RESEARCH METODOLOGY
This chapter presents the descriptions of the research method employed in this study. It contains of research design, research procedure, setting and subject of the study, data and source of the data, criteria of success, and data analysis.

A.  Research Design 
This research was intended to give actions to improve writing skill in descriptive using prezi sofware at first grade of MAN Rejotangan. Accordingly the classroom action research with the cycle model was applied in this research. This design was done in collaboration with the English teacher to conduct the study.Dealing with the action research, Elliot (1991:69) defines it as the study of a social situation with a view to improve the quality of action within it. Kemmis and McTaggart (1988:42) state that an action research is a form of self reflective enquiry undertaken by participants in social, including educational situation, in order to improve the rationally and justice of (1) their own social or educational practices, (2) their understanding of these practices, (3) the situations in which the practices are carried out. To sum up, a classroom action research is intended to solve a specific problem in the classroom, for example problems encountered by the students.
In conducting a classroom action research, the researcher conducted this research into cycle models based on the model of Elliot (1991:70) in which each cycle covers four stages of activities: the planning of the action, the implementation of the action, classroom observation, and the reflection of the action. The action given to the subjects is teaching writing in descriptive text using prezi software. 
This research was composed in a cycle each of which consisted of four steps : plan, implementation, observation and reflection. In one cycle needed three meetings. This action research is illustrated in figure 3.1.





















 Figure 3.1 : The Design of the Classroom Action Research

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B.  Research Setting and Subject
The subjects of this research were the first year students of MAN REJOTANGAN in the 2014/2015 academic year. There are seven classes of the first grade at MAN REJOTANGAN. The researcher uses school documents in the form of the students’ previous writing assignment results and the previous interview with the English teacher as the guideline to decide the class as the subjects of the research. One class that has the most complex problem in writing, such as difficulties in composing sentences and arranging essay in the descriptive was chosen as the subjects. The class that has the most complex problem is 10 IPA III class with 27 students, this class also has the low mean score that is M=60. Therefore, this class was chosen as the subject of the research. This research will be carried out from April to May 2015. This school is located on, Tanen Tulungagung.

C. Procedures of The Study
	The procedures of CAR in this study was divided into five steps as follows:

a. Preliminary Observation
The researchers did preliminary study on Saturday, 21st of April 2015 at 10.00 am by doing interview with an English teacher from MAN REJOTANGAN
Mr. Farid Zamzami, S.Pd. From the interview, the researcher found a clinical problem faced by most of the students at MAN REJOTANGAN that was writing ability. The researcher chose this school because he got some information from English teacher in this school, that in teaching and learning writing the teacher and students got some problems as follows:
1. The students had less motivation or were not interested in teaching and learning writing  process. It was proved by the poor result of students’ writing ability
2. The teaching and learning process tend to use the conventional method only. It means that the material was just given without involving students’ activeness.
3. This class had the low score in English based on the students score. The table  3.1 explained the result of preliminary study :

b. Planning
	In the planning stage, the researcher prepared the socializing the research program, providing a suitable strategy, preparing the learning instrtument, designing the lesson plan, preparing criteria of succes.


1. Socializing the Research Program
The site of this research was MAN REJOTANGAN. This school was determined purposively for some considerations, i.e.: (1) prezi has never been applied by the English teacher in teaching of writing, (2) as informed by the English teacher in the preliminary study, the first year students still have problems with English writing, and (3) it is accessible, means that both the headmaster and the teacher give the researcher permission to conduct the research in that school.

2. Providing a Suitable Strategy
		The researcher and the English teacher prepare the step that will be done in the learning of descriptive text using prezi software with activities which have to be done by the students of MAN REJOTANGAN class 10 IPA III. The steps and activities are described as follows:
1. Teacher greets the students to open the teaching learning process and the students respond his greeting.
2. Teacher check the attendant list of students.
3. Teacher asks students about descriptive and generic structure.
4. Teacher asks problem about descriptive. The students answer the problem.
5. Teacher gives explanation about descriptive and the generic structure and wrote on the whiteboard.
6. Teacher asked students to repeat explanation about descriptive and the generic structure.
7. Teacher used prezi software on the teaching a topic of descriptive with presentation
8. Teacher asks the students to write about descriptive with a topic by prezi’s help.
9. Teacher gives help the students about difficult words to make descriptive.
10. Teacher asked to students to submit their works after they have done.
11. Teacher gives a reflecting to the students and Teacher makes conclusion of learning that day and greeted the students, on the other hand, the students pay attention to the teacher’s conclusion and answered her greeting.

3. Designing the Lesson Plan
A lesson plan is developed by the teacher to guide the instruction. In this research, the researcher makes lesson plan to manage the classroom situation while the action implemented. It consists of: (1) Identity of school: It consists of name of school, subject, level, time allocated, and state curriculum standards. (2) Indicators: It describes the standards that each student should master to function effectively in their future that is characterized by great change and information growth. (3) Learning Objectives: Learning Objectives are the learning outcomes for the lesson. (4) Learning Material: It describes the materials that will be given for the students suitable with curriculum standard. (5) Learning Methods: Learning methods are the teaching strategies will be used in this lesson. (6) Learning Steps: In learning steps, there are a number of items to consider in the procedure section of the plan. It consists of open the lesson, gave explanation about descriptive using prezi and teacher gave student writing test about descriptive. (7) Material Resource: It mentions what materials, resources, and technology will be needed for the lesson. (8) Evaluation or assessment: This section contains a description of the assessment process to measure the students’ success. The complete form of the lesson plan can be seen by appendix.


4. Preparing Criteria of succes
The criteria to measure the success of using community language learning method are follows:
a. The students are actively involved during teaching and learning process.
b. The students are able to present the topic discussed.
c. At least 75%, the students get score ≥75.
Thus, when one of the indicators in the selected criteria has not been achieved yet, the researcher moved to the next cycle of action by making revision on the next planning. On the other hand the study is stopped when the result of data analysis shows that all indicators in criteria of success were fulfilled.

c. Implementing the Action
The researcher as the teacher learn about how to implement of writing material teaching technique in order to improve the students writing skill. The implementation will be done in the classroom by applying prezi software method, beside the teacher also used descriptive text as a model to the topic caused more interest by the students. The teaching learning process runs well as written in lesson plan.

d. Observing
		Observing is a step for collecting data. The data to be collected are determined by targeted criteria of success to be achieved. In this study, the researcher collected the data that represent the achievement of the criteria of success. The researcher used the data of observation in reflection process whether one more cycle is needed or not. The data to be collected are indicators of the result of the implementation of the strategy. In collecting the data, the researchers used some instruments of collecting data.
1. Observation Sheet
Observation involves recording the behavioral pattern of people, object and events in a systematic manner (Thames Valley, 2008) the researcher used observation sheet in this research. Observation sheet was printed to record students’ participation during the teaching and learning process. It showed the students names and a kinds of participation performed. Besides that it was intended to know whether the action was in line with the planning that had been before. The collaborator was needed to give certain mark in the participation column to record students’ participation.
2. Questionnaire 
The researcher got all information that he wanted to know through questionnaire. Questionnaire was supposed to give some information dealing with the students’ personal learning experience before and after the implementation of technique. The researcher used questionnaire in order to know the students respond related to vocabulary learning by using prezi.
3. Test
Test is series of questions, problem or physical responses designed to determine knowledge, intelligence, or ability (American Heritage: 2003). The researcher gave writing preliminary test and evaluation test for the students. Preliminary test was intended to know how well the students had mastered the writing ability before taught by using prezi. It was given in the preliminary study. While evaluation test was aimed at knowing the students’ ability on writing after taught by using prezi. The result of evaluation test was compared with criteria of success to know whether the students got improvement in writing ability.
4. Interview 
Interview guide was used to interview both teacher and students. The researcher used interview to know some information related with the research. He interviewed the teacher to get information about the english lesson in the school. He also interviewed some of the students to know their response in learning writing descriptive using Prezi .

a. Reflecting
		In reflection, both the teacher and observer will evaluate the process and the result of the implementation. The researcher and the observer analyzed and interpreted the data obtained to decide whether the action was done successfully or not by matching the result of observing phase with criteria of success determined before. The result of reflection was used as information for considering the following action. The action was considered successful if the criteria have been fulfilled. If it was not successful the study was continued to the next cycle by revising and improving the plan.

















CHAPTER IV
FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

	In this chapter, the researcher is going to present the finding of the research in improving the students writing ability in descriptive text by using prezi at the first grade of MAN REJOTANGAN.  It describes and discusses the data collected from the research.

A. research finding
	In research finding there were three kinds of data from preliminary,cycle 1, and cycle 2. Each of those is explained clearly in the following points :

1.	Cycle I
a.	Identification of the problem
The identification of the problem on this classroom action  research is stated by:
1.) Observing the teaching writing on descriptive document score in the pre test, and it is found the document as in table 4.1

Table 4.1 showed that 23 students got score lower than 65. The target had been reached namely the students got score more than 75, which is the Minimum Mastery Level for writing. Because of the problems, the researcher decided to apply prezi software in cycle I in order to overcome those problems and to improve the students’ writing on Descriptive text.

b.	The Result of Questionnaire
The researcher gave questionnaire to the students in order to know their first perception about learning English in their class. Below was the result of the questionnaire given to 27 students of the first year students at MAN REJOTANGAN..


Data Questionnaire from 27 Students
1) From 27 students (100%), 27 students felt happy to follow learning english with prezi software on the process learning.
2) From 27 students ( 100%), 27 students said when learning English by using prezi software is very easy to study descriptive text.
3) From 27 students (100%), 27 students said that learning descriptive text using prezi is easier .
4) From 27 students, 20 students(74%) said that  the use of prezi could improve their writing skill in learning english and 7 students(26%) said that the use of prezi did not improve their writing skill in learning english.
5) From 27 students, 27 students said that prezi is needed in learning english in another chance.

c.	Planning
		Based on the identification of the problems above, the planning was designed as follows:

1)	Action Scenario
		The researcher prepared the steps that would be done in the learning of writing skill process, which had to be done by the students. Researcher used Prezi software for teaching writing. In this method, the students were taught writing in an Prezi software. The researcher took the suitable writing material in order to help the student comprehend the material more easily. The students were active in teaching and learning process.
	Then, based on the Prezi, the researcher did the writing teaching learning. The teaching learning process is described as follows:
1. The teacher and reseacher prepared themselves
2. The students prepared themselves, the teacher led and guided the activities.
3. When the reseacher explained about descriptive text, most of them paid attention and interested, but some of them were still confused to understand the text.
4. The reseacher gave material about descriptive text and asked the students to read.
5. The reseacher asked the students to read and analyzed the text 
6. The reseacher gave the stimulus questions about the text.
7. The reseacher asked the student to make plan to analyze the text
8. The researcher asked the students about generic structure in descriptive text.
9. Reseacher gave the information of the text to remaind the students what were the important point from the text
10. Finally, The reseacher asked the students to make descriptive from the text gave by researcher.
11. After finished, the reseacher asked the students about some difficulties in the learning process and some difficult question about the test.







2)	Learning Instrument
	The researcher had lesson plan of Descriptive text to increase the student activity and participation. The teacher used material writing descriptive about person and place   “Jokowi”( in cycle 1) and “ Borobudur Temple”( in cycle 2)

d.	Acting
	In this section, the researcher started to apply and improve the students’ writing comprehension on descriptive text through prezi presentation. The reseacher did his classroom action research on april 28th, 29th and May 6rd from 7.00 to 8.30 a.m. time allotment was 2 X 45 minutes. The researcher had three meeting in the first cycle.

1)  Meeting I
	The reseacher did her classroom action research on April 28th 2015 at class 10 IPA 3 at MAN REJOTANGAN. The objective of the first meeting was focused on giving observation sheet and introducing descriptive text. The purpose of pre-test was to know the ability of the students' writing on descriptive text. The goal of pre-test was to effective the students' ability in writing a descriptive text especially for fluently of grammar and vocabulary.
	First, The teacher and researcher came to the class together. They chatted for a while in the way to the class. They entered the class. Students felt so confused because they never met with researcher. We gave a permission to them to take a seat. Students sat on their own seat. The Teacher opened the conversation “Ok, students today we have a guest. Maybe one of you knows about our guest?” “No”, they replied. The Teacher introduced the researcher, and explained that he would do CAR for his last assignment for his college. “Please greet our guest, his name is Mr. Ahmad Sulton, he will teach you for about 2-3 weeks, he probably become a teacher one day and will exchange me as a teacher, so be friendly, ok.” “Ok teacher.” They replied. Students greeted researcher friendly.
	Teacher went out and submitted to the researcher to handle the class. The class became noisy, but the researcher had handled it well by checking the attendant list. The researcher checked the students one by one. There was no one students absent. After that the researcher introduced his self, “Good morning students.” “Good morning sir.” they replied. The researcher continued it,” as you know that I will teach you for 3 weeks, and this my final assignment, my name is Mr. Ahmad Sulton and you can call me Mr. Sulton or Mr. Ahmad. I hope all of you can surpass the material which I will teach to you, so you can understand about Descriptive text well.” He also asked to students about the last material which they got from the teacher.
	Second, the researcher began the class by giving the questionnaire . After the students had done the questionnaire  , the researcher explained Descriptive text and made a few jokes. Some students knew about Descriptive text but the others didn’t, and researcher explained again, it’s mean the researcher want all of students understood about Descriptive text. The ending of the meeting, the researcher and the students concluded their activities on that day. He asked the students  to learn writing (Descriptive text) material at home. The researcher advised the students to study together in order that they could share with their friends about material of post test for next day.

2)	Meeting II
	This section was conducted on April 29th 2015. First, in the beginning part, the researcher entered the class, greeted to the students and checked the students’ presence. Then, the reseacher wanted to know if the students had already followed the activity which he introduced in the previous meeting.
	First, the reseacher asked the students about Descriptive text. Then, the researcher gave simple reading about Descriptive text and gave explaination about it. It was kinds of place text about one of vacation in Indonesia. Then, the researcher asked the students to read the text one by one. Then,the researcher introducing one of technology which using to teaching ( prezi software).  Then, the reseacher explain Descriptive text using Prezi software in front of the class. In order to build the students’ motivation to writing descriptive with confidence in the class and have better in writing English. 
	Second, the researcher gave the students example material about descriptive text and discuss material with other students about the text around 5 – 10 minutes.
	Third, after all of the students have shared with other students, the reseacher asked to one student of other students to share about their understanding the text in front of the class, and the other students gave commend and respond.
	Finally, the researcher gave some questions about the text to answer by the students orally, and the researcher gave a writen test to answer by the students.



3)	Meeting III
		The meeting was conducted on May 6th 2015. In the third meeting, the researcher gave a post test. In the beginning meeting, the researcher entered the class, greeted to the students and checked the students presence. Next, the reseacher distributed post-test to the student in the form of sheet. He gave the sheet to student one by one. The test held to know their understood about Descriptive test individually. After the student did the test, they discussed the post-test together. At the end of the meeting, they concluded together about the activities that they had done on that day.

e.	Observing
	In cycle I, the researcher saw that there were 18 students got score less than 65. It was caused when the teaching learning process run, any students could not be active. They just kept silent and made a joke with their friend. I thought they were not ready yet with prezi software presentation that the researcher applied. Because it was first time for students was taught using prezi software presentation. So, they could not absorb the material well. Actually the students enjoyed with the English. Some students said liked the teacher but some said they were afraid of the teacher and the lesson. Some of them thought that English is difficult; the words on English were strange, beside they sometimes felt difficult with the pronounciation. They could not translate the text well, that is why they sometimes did not understand it.
a. Data analysis from observation and assessment.
1) Qualitative Data
He collected three data, they are from quiestionaire, lesson plan, and students’ score.
2) Quantitative Data
From the formula, the writer knew the mean score and the result of improving students’ writing skill on descriptive text through prezi software presentation.

The researcher got the quantitative data from the result of score in cycle 1. The data are as follows:
           Mean (M) =       = 69.25
	Percentages of success in this cycle was still 51.85 %. It indicated that criteria of succes could not be reached yet.

f.	Reflecting
	All data gained in the observation were carefully analyzed and would be matched with the criteria of success. The result of it was taken into consideration as the reflection. The result of the cycle 1 showed that 13 students didn’t meet the target. There was only 51.85% from the whole students who could meet the criteria of success. Whereas, the class was classified into success classically if there was 75% of the students met the criteria of success. Some problems that occurred during the acting process like students noisiness on the class , the students difficulties in understanding the media, the other students embrassment to ask with the researcher are probably caused by researcher’s activity that focused too much on the way he explained the material without considering what the students did on the back. Thus, the classroom was not well-managed. Those conditions, of course,  required the teacher to do some improvement in his lesson plan and acting in the next cycle. 

2.	Cycle II
	This cycle consisted of several activities like problem based on cycle I, re-planning, implementing, observing, and reflecting.

a.	Problems Based on Cycle I
	From the result of writing test in cycle I, it was concluded that there were some problems on the teaching and learning process through prezi software.it was found that students was still difficult to use correcttense, combine the sentence into paragraph,etc. Those problems caused the students’ score in cycle I test was not satisfied enough.

b.	Re-Planning
	Before the action was implemented in the class, the reseacher explained again about the new strategy to the students. To measure their understanding about the descriptive, the reseacher asked some questions to students who were still confused about descriptive text. The reseacher added new information. It made them  more understand. The reseacher asked all the students to do their best because their result of previous text was not satisfied yet. They should do the concept and write the text seriously.

c.	Implementing
		The implementing of this classroom action reseach for cycle 2 was accomplished in two meetings. The first meeting was done on May 13th 2015, the second meeting was done on May 19th  and the third meeting was done on 20th. In this meeting the reseacher conducted the test in cycle 2.

	1)	Meeting I
	The meeting was done on April 13th 2015. In this meeting the researcher entered in class, greeted to the students and checked the students’ presence. Then, the researcher asked them about the previous study about Descriptive text. He said “Hallo students, do you still remember about our lesson the last meeting?” and the students answered “Yes sir, we still remember about it. First of all, the researcher gave explanation about material (presentation) by giving the steps to make a Descriptive text, there were identification and description and he gave a new topic “Penataran Temple” using prezi software. Researcher smiled and asked all students to make  idea about descriptive from the topic through prezi presentation. 
	The motivation of students was high. They were so happy because they never thought that teacher would give it. Researcher also gave correctly their pronunciation orally, it made their motivation increase. “Ok, I will give you much time to think about the topic. It is about an hour to think this topic and i also hope you still remember with the characteristic of descriptive text. So you will be able to do it, are you ready...?” “Yes sir we are ready”, they replied. All students started to do it. Much of them understood and did it well. But not less than 5 students still confused because they always to be troublemaker in the class so the class always noisy because of them. The researcher gave an attention, its mean to control the class and make motivation to students to seriously well. In the middle of the process of learning and teaching, the class became busy. 
	In this section, the teacher did not get any difficulties to apply prezi software because the students had already adapted with this teaching method. And the students expectation was increased because of the teacher didn’t feel so fear to punish them by giving them to memorizing vocabulary or singing in front of the class by who got noisy. After that all of the students making idea and understand about material through Prezi software. As the time was over, the reseacher closed the meeting and reminded the class for the next metting.

2)	Meeting II
	The second meeting was conducted on May 19th 2015. In this meeting reseacher opened the class with warm greeting and check out the student’s preparation. And from attendance list, he could see there were no absent students. In this second meeting, the reseacher came in the classroom to observe, apply the prezi software directly that used by himself in presenting material students and how  they responded to it. After all students were ready, the reseacher asked them to do the writing test with the text their chose. While all the students done, the reseacher was observed the students activity and after finished the making the text,teacher and all of students discussion about the test.



3)	Meeting III
	The third meeting was conducted on May 20th 2015. In this meeting, the researcher wanted to know the student’s score so that the researcher gave the test to the students. The reseacher distributed post-test related descriptive text for cycle II to the students in the form of sheet. The topic was “Borobudur Temple”. He gave the sheet to the student one by one. After the students had done the text, they collected their post-test to the researcher. In the end of the meeting, they conclude the activities on that day and give reward to all of the students.

d.	Observing
		In cycle II, the reseacher as the English teacher saw that most of the students were active and did not depend on their cleverer friends in the classroom because they wanted to compete among their friends in the class. Moreover, the class situation was conductive. They still had a great motivation to learn the material and competed among students. Next, the reseacher as the English teacher got individual score.
	            Furthermore, the reseacher as the English teacher took a qualitative data from the students by asking them directly about applying prezi software in teaching learning process. Most of them said that they were interested of it, because it made them easy to understand the lesson and made the relation among students closer. Based on the data above, the reseacher considered that the method, prezi software, which he had applied, could succeed and had to hold out even must be improved as much as possible. The data of the students’ score in cycle II as table 4.5

	Based on the data above, the reseacher as the English teacher felt satisfied with the classroom action reseach which he had done for about 3 weeks. Moreover, he considered that his research in improving writing in descriptive text using prezi software could run well. It means that prezi software is effective to improve the students’ reading comprehension of MAN REJOTANGAN.
	The reseacher also got quantitative data from the score of cycle II. Below are the precentages of students’ score in cycle II, it shown that the students’ skill increase well because in cycle II, the students were more active, enjoyed, and the score was higher than cycle I. It can be seen from their score in cycle II. The students’ average score in cycle II is 84.25. It was higher than their score in cycle I. It means that Prezi is effective to improve writing descriptive to the students in learning english, because the students’ mean score is good enough.
	In the table 4.5 showed about the percentages of the students’ score is 100 %. So , this cycle is successful.

e.	Reflecting
	The researcher analyzed the data gained from the observation sheet, questionare and the result of post test two to decide whether the implementation of prezi was successful or not. It was found that the observation sheet and observer’s questionare showed many improvements. All the plans that had been made by the researcher could be done very well. The data from students’ post test two also showed the same thing. From 27 students who joined the class and did the post test, all students could reach the criteria of success. To be seen from the class’ criteria of success, the class could be categorized passed. The percentage was 100 %. Considering that the criteria of success had been achieved and the students’ mastery in writing descriptive text had been improved properly, the researcher concluded that the research could be finished. 
 
4.2	Discussion
	The reults of the study indicated that at the end of cycle 2 , the students’ writing ability  improved significanly after using prezi that is, the scores of evaluation 2 were better than the scores of evaluation 1 and the scores of evaluation 1 were also better than preliminary study. It revealed that there was a progess in each test.
 When conducting  teaching and learning process using ICT, the students can actively participate since it can give them inspiration and motivation to talk. In this case, ICT shaping students writing myriad ways and have also become helpful tools for teaching writing  to middle and high school students ( purcell at all,2013). In this research the benefit of ICT allow students to encourage student creativity in writing and personal expression.
One of the ICT that can be used in teaching writing is prezi. )  Prezi is an interactive and visually pleasing tool that uses zooming and spatial relationships to present information. Similar to a traditional PowerPoint, Prezi has the ability to incorporate various types of media. However, Prezi’s interactive interface allows for a more Tech Tools for Teachers (Manning at all, 2011). Using Prezi also allows students to more deeply explore the relationships presented by visually seeing the connections as well as delving into the content presented in the links. The benefit to using Prezi as a way to create organizers or words charts is its interactive and expressive nature. It allows students the option of creating more dimensions to explore a topic and to incorporate their thoughts and ideas into a focused venue  ( Manning at all : 2011) . This is a long the same line with this study showing that in teaching and laerning process by using prezi, the students showed high motivation and encourage them to communicate and cooperate. Prezi helped the students to generate ideas in pre writing and students more interested on the learning
Finally, it was comfirmed that using prezi in teaching writing lead to better result than conventional tehcnique. The result of this research also revealed that the students writing ability could improve after using prezi.










      CHAPTER V
CONCLUSIONS AND SUGGESTIONS

	This chapter consists of some conclusions and suggestions on the basis of research findings and discussion presented in the previous chapter. 

5.1 Conclusions
	According to the findings of the study, it could be concluded that the integration of Prezi  in the teaching of descriptive texts as a media to help students in pre-writing was effective to improve students’ writing achievement. In Cycle 1, the students’ score had improved, but it was found out that students gained the least improvement in organization aspect. Thus in Cycle 2, they were helped by giving the students prezi presentation to generate their ideas.  By answering each question helps the students generate their ideas or give more details of the topic. Teacher only guided the students, because the center of the teaching was the students. Moreover, the guided questions were also helpful to put the ideas related to the topic in a good order (identification and description). Therefore, the students were able to explore their ideas well and arrange the ideas in chronological order as well.
	Moreover, the students’ writing performance had also improved from the preliminary study to Cycle 1 and from Cycle 1 to Cycle 2. In the preliminary study, not more than half of the students could achieve the score above the minimum passing score (SKM) which was 75. In Cycle 1, there were 14 students out of 27 students who join in cycle 1 (51.85%) who passed the minimum passing score. However, since the analysis of the data gained from Cycle showed that the improvement of students’ scores in term of organization gained the least number. Then, it was found that the students performed better in writing a descriptive text. In cycle 2 There were 25 students out of 27 students (92.59%) who were able to achieve the score above the minimum passing score. 
	In addition, the students’ attitude towards writing activities had improved from preliminary study to Cycle 1 and Cycle 2. In the preliminary study, their attitude towards writing activities was not really positive. Many of them just talked to their friends when the classroom English teacher assigned them to write a composition and they were not motivated to write. Almost most of them said that they wrote just to complete an assignment. They considered writing as uninteresting thing that burdened them. Meanwhile, in Cycle 1 and Cycle 2, all of them participated in prewriting, drafting, revising, and editing activity. They also showed great enthusiasm. Overall, the students’ attitude towards writing activities had met one of the criteria of success in cycle, which was 25 out of 27 students were involved in teaching learning process and writing process activities.

5.2 Suggestions
	Regarding to the success of the integration of Prezi  in the teaching of writing a descriptive text, the researcher provides some suggestions for the teachers, the students and future researchers also for someone who work as English teacher that need some reference of media in teaching and learning process.	
	In order to improve the students’ achievement in writing a descriptive text, English teachers are suggested to integrate Prezi in the teaching of writing without leaving the process of writing. That is because writing is a process. To produce writing, students need to be through writing process: prewriting, drafting, revising, editing, and publishing. The writing process is needed to assist students improve their writing skill. It increases students’ motivation in writing since they have the sense of belonging of their writing.  Moreover, the teachers are also recommended to use this media to teach other kinds of text types, such as procedure, narrative and recount text. This media made the students more active in teaching and learning process.
	The students are suggested to use prezi as media in drafting their ideas in prewriting stage. Thus, they will be able to explore their ideas and include the ideas in their descriptive texts more easily. They could explore what they want to write. By answering the questions, they will also train themselves to include relevant ideas to the topic and to give more details to each structure of descriptive text. 
Finally, future researchers are recommended to explore further the integration of Prezi in the teaching of writing other text types. As an English teacher should master in the curriculum, media, method, and teaching learning process must suitable with the students’ ability and capacity and the situation of the class.
Besides, this study also can be used as a reference for someone as a English teacher who wants to explore the integration of Prezi in the teaching of writing.  The center of learning process was not in teacher but it is most centered on the students.
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
