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CHAPTER III
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

A. Research Design

Design is to decide how something will look, work, etc, especially by making plans, drawings or models of it.
 Research design is an important thing in the research. Donald ary says that research design refers to the general strategy followed in gathering and analyzing the data necessary for answering question.
 
Suryabrata said that the research design is a process, which is a set step used by the researcher structurally and systematically to get problem solving or answer appropriate with questions.
 
There are many kinds of research design based on the characteristic of research, such as historical research, descriptive research, development research, and soon.
 Based on the characteristic of research, the kinds of this research is descriptive research. 
The design of this study used descriptive research with specification on the case study. This type does not merely collect fact to obtain an accurate description of exiting status but also endeavor to trace interrelationship between facts that will provide a deeper insight into the phenomena.

Gay states that descriptive research involves collecting data in order to test hypotheses or to answer questions concerning the current status of the subject of the study.

 The design of this research is descriptive with qualitative approach and the point of descriptive qualitative research is to accumulate the basic data in descriptively and qualitatively. Here qualitative approach is used to describe what the purpose of English teaching learning in the classroom process, what materials are used in English teaching learning, what media are used in English teaching learning, what are the methods of English teaching and learning, and what are the evaluation techniques used in English teaching learning of SDN III Jabalsari Sumbergempol Tulunguagung, what activities to support their study, and so on.
B. Population, Sample and Sampling

1. Population

Arikunto says that: “Population is the whole element of research subject”.
 And Population is a set (or collecting) of all elements possessing one or more attributes of interest.

The population of the study is English teachers and learners at SDN 03 Jabalsari Sumbergempol Tulungagung.

Furthermore, Arikunto states that; if the population lack of 100, it is better to take all of the subjects, then the research is called population research. Furthermore, if the subjects, more than 100 it can be taken between 10 – 15 %, or 20 – 25 % or more, at least depend on:

a. The researcher ability, if it is seen from time, energy, and finance.

b. The large of observation field from each subject, because that is relevant to the sum of data.

c. Big or small risk faced by researcher.

2. Sample

While if we only want to research a part of population, so the research is called research sample. Sample is a part or representative of population becoming subjects of research.
 The sample will be taken of the subjects or individuals in the research are great enough. It is too much in making data from all individuals in research area.

The sample of the study is the fourth grade students and fifth grade students of SDN 3 Jabalsari Sumbergempol Tulungagung. The number of sample from fourth class is 19 students and fifth class is 25 students.
3. Sampling

Sampling that means as process of choosing or determining sample (example).
 It is used to take the sample form the stratified population. It is used if we think there is a feature or characteristic between the stratification and those can influence the variable. The stratification in this research is the grade/level. They are some students of fourth and fifth grades.
C. Place and Time of Research 
This research was in the SDN III Jabalsari Sumbergempol Tulungagung. This research was done from 2nd of May 2010 until 26th of July 2010. 

D. The Present of the Researcher
A researcher who is doing a qualitative and quantitative research usually oriented to the theory. In the qualitative research, theory is limited by definition: a systematic statement which is related with proposition set from the data and tested again by empirical.
 Basic theory of qualitative research is phenomenology. Phenomenology is point of theory. While the quantitative research usually used numbers in data display. 
In this research, the researcher to be sociologic it’s mean that the researcher to do research in SDN 3 Jabalsari Sumbergempol Tulungagung. The researcher finds out data without making students confused.
E. Variable and Source of The Data 

1. Variable 

Variable is all object of the research.
 In other words, Variable is object of the research or center of attention of the research.
  To obtain preciously, it is necessary to identity the variable. This study includes single variable. That is the English teaching learning process. So, Variable of the research is teaching learning process at SDN 3 Jabalsari Sumbergempol Tulungagung.
2. Data and Data Sources
Data is something important in the research. The sources of data are subject where data can be gotten.
 Data is information unit that can analyzed and relevant with appropriate problem.
 So, data is the result of the researcher’s note. The researcher can organize, analyze and conclude the problem from the data has gotten. And data in this research are information, notes, and facts which were gotten from interview, observation, and documentation.   

Source of data is subject where the data gotten from.
 Source of data are subject where data can be gotten.
 Data is something important in the research.

According to Sumadi Suryabrata data is classified into two, they are:

a. The Primary Data

Primary data is the data that is collected by the researcher though the first object directly. This research is from interview. The interview is done by the researcher to get information about the purposes, the material, the method, the media used, and what problem that was faced in English teaching learning.

The primary data sources of this research are the headmaster, the English teachers and students of English teaching learning.

b. The Secondary Data

Secondary data is data that is gotten from the other resources.  It is usually has been arranged in a document form. For example: the data of geographic situation of place, magazine etc. The secondary data of the research is the document about the total of students, personnel of the school, structure and infrastructure, the data of the fourth and fifth year students, the structure of organization, etc. It can be gotten from documentation and observation.
Source data are subjects who give the data or information or where the data getting from 3 object.
 In the qualitative approach the data will be taken from some sources, those are:
1)  Person
: informants of the interview; they are the teacher, student, and the director/head master of SDN 3 Jabalsari Sumbergempol Tulungagung.

2) Place
: the location of English teaching learning, namely SDN 3 Jabalsari. In this location the researcher know English teaching and learning process in the classroom.

3) 
Paper
: source of the data that informs number or characters, picture or symbols. The researcher got data from document of SDN 3 Jabalsari School or school file. 
F. Data Collection Methods and Instrument 
The important steps in conducting are search is collecting data. The data contains the necessary information of the research problems. To do it we need the instrument that is the tool used by the researcher when she/he conducts her/his study.

In this study the researcher uses some methods to collect the required data; those are observation, documentation and interview.

 To collect the data, the researcher uses some instruments with the techniques as follow:

1. Observation 
Observation is a method of data collection in which the situation of interest is watched and the relevant facts, actions and behaviors are recorded.
 According to Van Dalen (1962: 46) “observation is fundamental in research for it produces one of the basic elements of science of facts. Observation is an activity the research worker engages in through out the several stages of his investigation.”
 Observation is a system to get data by doing survey and making notes systematically about phenomena being presented.
 

 Observation was done to get information about human behavior as like in reality. By observation we can get the clearer description about social life that difficult to be gotten by another method.
 It is used to get data about English teaching learning process, to know and interpret setting happened, and activity of teacher and students in the classroom. We use it when we do not have much information about the problem of our research. 

In this research the researcher observes the process of teaching and learning English the location of SDN III Jabalsari. The researcher uses direct observation. The instrument to collect the data is the observation guide. 
2. Interview 
Interview is a way to collect data used to get information directly from source. Interview is a meeting of people face to face, as to evaluate or question a job applicant.
 Interview is a dialog that is done by interviewer to get information.
 In other words, interview is a verbal communication form, as like conversation to get information from respondent. It includes questions that need answers orally.
 
The researcher uses the structured interview to get the data. Suharsimi states that structured interview is the interview which is arranged before structurally.

In this research, the interview will be done by the researcher with the headmaster, the English teacher and students directly. 

This instrument is used to get information about material was used in teaching English, media used in teaching English, methods applied in giving material, the students’ achievement in English class, and evaluation English class.  

And also this instrument is used to know how the teacher’s efforts to solve the problems arise in the classroom, how the teacher prepares the material, determines the appropriate methods, media and syllabus before teaching English. It is also used to get information about the process of evaluation administered in English.

The person interview by the researchers are:

a. The Headmaster

The researcher interviewed the headmaster to know the geographical location and etc.

b. The English Teacher

For this case, the researcher interviewed the English teacher to ask about everything that deals with teaching learning process.

c. Students 

The researcher interviewed the students to complete or add what the students’ answers in questionnaire.

3. Documentation 
Documentation is something that is written.
 Documentation is any communicable material that is used to describe, explain or instruct regarding some attributes of an object, system or procedure, such as its parts, assembly, installation, maintenance and use.
 In other words, documentation is from the word document, means important written letter. In doing research, the researcher investigates written letter such as books, document, daily notes, etc.

According to Irawan, “Documentation method is data collecting method used by the researcher to research subject.”
 The research will take data from some related documents. They are geographical of school, the students and the English teacher’s data, vision and mission etc.

This instrument is used by the researcher to get information about the total students, the personnel of the school, organization structure of institute, structured an infrastructure, material provided by English teacher and the document of the students’ score in English. 
G. Data Analysis 
The technique of data analysis is the way data to be analyzed by the researcher. The techniques of data analysis in this researcher are qualitative data analysis. 

Collecting and analyzing data in qualitative research has interacted directly in round which piling up one another.
 Qualitative Data analysis is effort which committed by working with data, organizing data, classifying to be ones which can be managed, synthetic, and seeking and finding pattern which significant to be told to other people.
 
In this research, the researcher uses inductive method. Inductive method has characteristic that the improving of the concept that is based one the data.
 Inductive method used analyzing data that started from the particular facts, the concrete things to get conclusion by drawing the particular facts and things to the general ones.
H. Validity Data

Validity data is evaluation data which appropriate reality.
 Data analysis in research was done with collecting data. It is water model by three steps; they are data reduction (data management), data display (organization determining form), conclusion drawing and verification (explanation and conclusion). There are data analysis process according Miles and Huberman (1994:429) in Data Management and Analysis Methods.
 






Triangulation
Triangulation is a technique of investigation the validities of data which gives advantages to others that need verification or become standard for data.
 Researcher uses techniques of data collecting (interview, observation, and documentation) from sources (person, time, and place) which different.

Source of data triangulation is processes in which various source of data are collected. The variety of sources cans refer to time, place and person. In the present study the sources of data referred to person, she was teacher and student.

Methodological triangulation is a process in which various method are used to measure the same unit. Methodological triangulation was done by employing different method of collecting data, namely observation, interview, documentation.

In this study, to get the data the researcher interview the teacher of SDN 3 Jabalsari and students of SDN 3 Jabalsari, after the data of interview collected, to check trustworthiness of data, data interview was compared with data observation, and compared again with documentation.
