Penelitian ini dilatarbelakangi dengan kualitas pendidikan di Indonesia yang 

masih dianggap rendah dan belum setara dengan negara maju lainnya. Salah satu 

penyebabnya adalah penggunaan kurikulum dan program yang belum efektif untuk 

mengembangkan kemampuan siswa. International Class Program (ICP) yang 

berbasis kurikulum Cambridge dapat memberikan pengalaman belajar yang lebih 

luas dan komprehensif bagi siswa dengan mengintegrasikan kurikulum nasional 

dan kurikulum internasional. Melalui International Class Program (ICP), siswa 

tidak hanya dibekali dengan pengetahuan dan keterampilan akademik, tetapi juga 

diajarkan untuk memiliki wawasan global, kemampuan komunikasi dalam bahasa 

asing, sikap, kemampuan, serta karakter kepemimpinan yang kuat. 

Fokus penelitian ini adalah: (1) Bagaimana proses pembelajaran pada 

International Class Program (ICP)? (2) Bagaimana faktor pendukung dan 

penghambat dalam proses pembelajaran International Class Program (ICP)? (3) 

Bagaimana hasil atau dampak dalam peningkatan kualitas pendidikan dengan 

adanya International Class Program (ICP)? 

 Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan kualitatif. Jenis penelitian yang 

digunakan adalah studi kasus. Teknik pengumpulan data yang digunakan yaitu, 

observasi, wawancara, dan dokumentasi. Teknik analisis data menggunakan konsep 

dari Miles dan Hubermen (reduksi data, penyajian data, dan penarikan kesimpulan). 

Teknik pengecekan keabsahan data menggunakan triangulasi sumber dan teknik. 

Hasil penelitian ini menunjukkan bahwa: (1) Proses pembelajaran 

International Class Program (ICP) di SDI Bayanul Azhar English sebagai bahasa 

pengantar mempelajari English, Science, dan Mathematic dan identic dengan TIK. 

(2) Faktor pendukung dan penghambat dalam proses pembelajaran International 

Class Program (ICP) di SDI Bayanul Azhar, meliputi faktor pendukung, yaitu 

kurikulum yang menggabungkan kurikulum nasional dan internasional, guru 

sebagai penyampai materi, dukungan siswa dan keluarga. Sementara faktor 

penghambat meliputi perubahan kebijakan pemerintah, lingkungan non-Inggris, 

guru kurang dalam kompetensi bahasa Inggris, dan siswa yang kurang kondusif. (3) 

Hasil atau dampak dalam peningkatan kualitas pendidikan dengan adanya 

International Class Program (ICP) di SDI Bayanul Azhar, yaitu siswa ICP 

memiliki kemampuan speaking, reading, writing, dan vocabulary lebih baik 

daripada siswa regular, siswa memiliki sikap dan kemampuan Confident, 

Responsible, Reflective, Innovative, dan Engaged yang sesuai dengan kurikulum 

Cambridge, hasil belajar siswa meningkat dan berani mengikuti berbagai lomba, 

akreditasi A, dan SDI Bayanul Azhar menjadi sekolah favorit di masyarakat karena 

memiliki program unggulan ICP yang tidak banyak dimiliki oleh sekolah lainnya.

This research is motivated by the quality of education in Indonesia which is 

still considered low and not yet on par with other developed countries. One of the 

causes is the use of ineffective curriculum and programs for developing students' 

abilities. The International Class Program (ICP) based on the Cambridge 

curriculum can provide a broader and more comprehensive learning experience for 

students by integrating the national and international curriculum. Through the 

International Class Program (ICP), students are not only equipped with academic 

knowledge and skills, but are also taught to have global insight, the ability to 

communicate in foreign languages, attitudes, abilities, and strong leadership 

character. 

The focus of this research is: (1) How is the learning process in the 

International Class Program (ICP)? (2) What are the supporting and inhibiting 

factors in the International Class Program (ICP) learning process? (3) What are the 

results or impacts in improving the quality of education with the International Class 

Program (ICP)? 

This research uses a qualitative approach. The type of research used is a 

case study. The data collection techniques used are observation, interviews, and 

documentation. The data analysis technique uses the concept from Miles and 

Huberman (data reduction, data presentation, and conclusion drawing). The 

technique of checking the validity of the data uses source and technique 

triangulation. 

The results of this study show that: (1) The International Class Program 

(ICP) learning process at SDI Bayanul Azhar uses English for learning English, 

Science, and Mathematics, and is identical to ICT. (2) The supporting and inhibiting 

factors in the International Class Program (ICP) learning process at SDI Bayanul 

Azhar include supporting factors, curriculum that combines the national and 

international, teachers as material presenters, student and family support. While the 

inhibiting factors include changes in government policies, non-English 

environments, teachers lack English proficiency, and less conducive students. (3) 

The results or impacts in improving the quality of education with the International 

Class Program (ICP) at SDI Bayanul Azhar are that ICP students have better 

speaking, reading, writing, and vocabulary skills than regular students, students 

have Confident, Responsible, Reflective, Innovative, and Engaged attitudes and 

abilities in accordance with the Cambridge curriculum, student learning outcomes 

have increased and they dare to participate in various competitions,  A accreditation, 

and has become a favorite school in the community because it has the flagship ICP 

program which is not widely owned by other schools.
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
