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Penelitian ini dilatarbelakangi oleh single parent yang memiliki kesulitan
dalam mengasuh anak. Hal tersebut ditambah dengan kondisi pandemi yang
mewajibkan siswa belajar secara daring melalui internet. Banyak anak mengalami
kesulitan dan membutuhkan bantuan dalam belajar. Relasi orangtua sangat penting
dalam pembelajaran. Namun berdasarkan fakta lapangan menunjukkan bahwa
mayoritas single parent mengalami hambatan dalam membimbing anak mereka
dalam belajar online.

Fokus penelitian ini adalah (1) Bagaimana relasisingle parent dan anak
dalam mewujudkan belajar yang efektif pada masa pandemi covid-19 di Desa
Genengan Kecamatan Doko Kabupaten Blitar? (2) Apa hambatansingle parent dan
anak dalam mewujudkan belajar yang efektif pada masa pandemi covid-19 di Desa
Genengan Kecamatan Doko Kabupaten Blitar?.  Tujuan penelitian untuk
mendiskripsikan (1) relasisingle parent dan anak dalam mewujudkan belajar yang
efektif pada masa pandemi covid-19 di Desa Genengan Kecamatan Doko
Kabupaten Blitar. (2) hambatansingle parent dan anak dalam mewujudkan belajar
yang efektif pada masa pandemi covid-19 di Desa Genengan Kecamatan Doko
Kabupaten Blitar.

Penelitian ini menggunakan jenis penelitian kualitatif deskriptif dimana
peneliti berperan hanya sebagai pengamat terhadap fenomena yang diteliti. Lokasi
penelitian adalah desa Genengan, kecamatan Doko, kabupaten Blitar Jawa Timur.
Responden penelitian ada tiga orang yakni bapak Sunoto, ibu Umi, dan ibu Siti
yang masing-masing adalah single parent yang telah memiliki anak dan berusia
pada jenjang pendidikan SD dan diatasnya. Teknik pengumpulan data dilakukan
melalui observasi, wawancara terstruktur, dan dokumentasi. Teknik analisis data
adalah teknik analisis dengan mengacu pada teori Miles dan Huberman.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwasingle parent membentuk relasi
kepada anak dengan cara mendekati anak secara mendalam serta orang tua mencoba
untuk menghadirkan orang lain yang lebih mampu dalam mencukupi kebutuhan
psikis anak dalam mendampingi belajar sehingga sang anak dapat berfokus pada
pembelajaran di era pandemi secara lebih efektif. Hambatan yang dialami single
parent dalam membimbing anaknya adalah kurangnya pemahaman materi
pembelajaran sang anak, kesulitan ekonomi, serta kondisi fisik yang menua.

This research is motivated by single parents who have difficulties in raising
children. This is coupled with the pandemic conditions that require students to
research online via the internet. Many children have difficulties and need help in
learning. Parental relationships are very important in learning. However, based on
field facts, it shows that the majority of single parents experience obstacles in
guiding their children in online learning.

The focuses of this research are (1) How is the relationship between single
parents and children in realizing effective learning during the COVID-19 pandemic
in Genengan Village, Doko, Blitar ? (2) What are the barriers to single parents and
children in realizing effective learning during the COVID-19 pandemic in
Genengan Village, Doko, Blitar ?The objectives of the research was to describe (1)
the relationship between single parents and children in realizing effective learning
during the COVID-19 pandemic in Genengan Village, Doko, Blitar .(2) the barriers
to single parent and child learning in realizing effective learning during the COVID-
19 pandemic in Genengan Village, Doko, Blitar.

This research used a descriptive qualitative research type where the
researcher acts only as an observer of the phenomenon under research. The research
location was Genengan village, Doko, Blitar, East Java. The research respondents
were three people, namely Mr. Sunoto, Mrs. Umi, and Mrs. Siti, each of whom is a
single parent who has had children and is at the elementary level of education and
above. The data collection techniques were carried out through observation,
structured interviews, and documentation. The data analysis technique was an
analytical technique with reference to the theory of Miles and Huberman.

The results showed that the single parents form relationships with children
by approaching children in depth and parents try to bring in other people who are
more capable in meeting the psychological needs of children in accompanying
learning so that the child can focus on learning in the pandemic era more
effectively.The obstacles experienced by single parents in guiding their children
were the lack of understanding of learning materials, economic difficulties, and
aging physical conditions.
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
