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Penelitian ini dilatarbelakangi karena terdapat fakta bahwa di Desa Kates
Kecamatan Kauman Kabupaten Tulungagung ditemukan sejumlah anak
berkebutuhan khusus. Beberapa anak berkebutuhan khusus di Desa Kates diasuh
dengan pola pengasuhan berbeda-beda yang mempengaruhi karakteristik dan perilaku
anak berkebutuhan khusus. Mereka mungkin menghadapi hambatan fisik, sensorik,
kognitif, atau emosional yang memengaruhi cara mereka belajar dan berinteraksi.
Peneliti tertarik untuk melakukan penelitian mengenai pola asuh anak berkebutuhan
khusus di Desa Kates Kecamatan Kauman Kabupaten Tulungagung dengan teori fikih
disabilitas.

Rumusan masalah yang diangkat dalam penelitian ini yaitu: 1) Bagaimana
pola pengasuhan anak berkebutuhan khusus di Desa Kates Kecamatan Kauman
Kabupaten Tulungagung? 2) Bagaimana pola pengasuhan anak berkebutuhan khusus
di Desa Kates Kecamatan Kauman kabupaten Tulungagung dalam perspektif Fikih
Disabilitas? Tujuan penelitian ini yaitu: 1) Mengetahui pola pengasuhan anak
berkebutuhan khusus di Desa Kates Kecamatan Kauman Kabupaten Tulungagung. 2)
Mengetahui pola pengasuhan anak berkebutuhan khusus di Desa Kates Kecamatan
Kauman kabupaten Tulungagung dalam perspektif Fikih Disabilitas.

Metode yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah jenis penelitian field
research, yaitu yang penelitian menggunakan riset dan pengamatan sesuai kondisi
lapangan yang berupa deskriptif dan lebih cenderung menggunakan analisis.
Pendekatan penelitian yang diterapkan dalam penelitian ini yaitu pendekatan
kualitatif.

Hasil penelitian ini menunjukkan bahwa:1l) Pola pengasuhan anak
berkebutuhan khusus di Desa Kates yaitu: Mengajarkan nilai-nilai agama, memenuhi
kebutuhan pokok anak, memberikan perlindungan dan kesehatan, memberikan
rutinitas positif agar anak mandiri, memberikan fasilitas pendidikan, mengajarkan
nilai moral,mengawasi pergaulan anak serta mengajarkan berhemat 2) Data yang
ditemukan di Desa Kates serta disandingkan dengan teori hak fikih disabilitas yang
meliputi (Hifz al-din) yaitu mengajarkan nilai agama, (Hifz al nafs), yaitu memenuhi
kebutuhan pokok, memberikan perlindungan kesehatan, memberikan rutinitas positif.
(Hifz al- ‘agl), memberikan pendidikan. (Hifz al nasl), mengajarkan nilai moral dan
mengawasi pergaulan. (Hifz al-mal), dengan mengajarkan hemat.
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This research was motivated by the fact that in Kates Village, Kauman District,
Tulungagung Regency, a number of children with special needs were found. Some
children with special needs in Kates Village are cared for with different parenting patterns
that affect the characteristics and behavior of children with special needs. They may face
physical, sensory, cognitive, or emotional barriers that affect the way they learn and
interact. The researcher is interested in conducting research on the parenting of children
with special needs in Kates Village, Kauman District, Tulungagung Regency with the
theory of disability figh.

The formulation of the problems raised in this study are: 1) What is the pattern of
parenting children with special needs in Kates Village, Kauman District, Tulungagung
Regency? 2) What is the pattern of parenting for children with special needs in Kates
Village, Kauman District, Tulungagung Regency in the perspective of Figh for
Disability? The objectives of this study are: 1) To find out the parenting pattern of
children with special needs in Kates Village, Kauman District, Tulungagung Regency. 2)
Knowing the pattern of parenting children with special needs in Kates Village, Kauman
District, Tulungagung Regency in the perspective of Figh for Disabilities

The method used in this study is a type of field research, namely research using
research and observation according to field conditions in the form of descriptive and more
likely to use analysis. The research approach applied in this study is a qualitative
approach.

The results of this study show that: 1) The pattern of parenting children with
special needs in Kates Village is: Teaching religious values, meeting the basic needs of
children, providing protection and health, providing positive routines so that children are
independent, providing educational facilities, teaching moral values, supervising
children's association and teaching frugality 2) Data found in the field and juxtaposed
with the theory of disability figh rights which includes (Hifz al-din) which teaches
religious values, (Hifz al nafs), namely meeting basic needs, providing health protection,
providing positive routines. (Hifz al-'agl), providing education. (Hifz al nasl), teaches
moral values and supervises associations. (Hifz al-mal), by teaching frugality. It is known
