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Profil Pelajar Pancasila merupakan program dari kurikulum merdeka yang berfokus
pada penguatan karakter peserta didik melalui nilai-nilai luhur yang mencerminkan jati diri
bangsa. Sejalan dengan program tersebut, penguatan literasi menjadi salah satu aspek
penting dalam proses pembelajaran, yang diwujudkan melalui pemanfaatan karya sastra
sebagai bagian dari kurikulum. Sastra tidak hanya berperan dalam meningkatkan minat
baca, tetapi juga mampu menumbuhkan empati, mengembangkan kreativitas, serta melatih
kemampuan bernalar kritis peserta didik. Oleh karena itu, program sastra masuk kurikulum
dalam kurikulum merdeka dihadirkan untuk mendukung pencapaian tujuan pembentukan
Profil Pelajar Pancasila. Melalui pemanfaatan karya sastra yang kaya akan nilai-nilai
kemanusiaan, budaya, dan moral, peserta didik diajak untuk tidak hanya memahami teks
secara kognitif, tetapi juga menghayati makna yang terkandung di dalamnya secara
emosional dan reflektif. Sastra masuk kurikulum juga membantu untuk memilah karya
sastra apa saja yang layak digunakan dalam pembelajaran.

Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan studi analisis isi dengan pisau analisis
sosiologi sastra untuk mengkaji karya sastra. Metode penelitian ini menggunakan metode
kualitatif deskriptif, karena data yang diperoleh peneliti berupa teks. Adapun
penganalisisannya salah satunya dapat dianalisis dengan analisis isi menggunakan. Teknik
pengumpulan data yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini, yaitu menggunakan teknik
dokumentasi yang memuat baca simak catat. Teknik analisis data yang digunakan dalam
penelitian ini di antaranya yaitu reduksi data, penyajian data, dan penarikan Kesimpulan
yang menggunakan model Miles and Huberman. Untuk memperkuat uji kreadibilitas
dalam pengecekan keabsahan data peneliti menggunakan peningkatan ketekunan dan
diskusi teman sejawat. Adapun kriteria program sastra masuk kurikulum yang digunakan
dalam penelitian ini adalah kriteria utama yaitu kriteria dimensi Profil Pelajar Pancasila
jenjang SMP/MTS.

Adapun hasil penelitian, ditemukan adanya nilai dimensi satu Profil Pelajar
Pancasila yang terkandung dalam novel Laut Pasang 1994 yang diwujudkan dalam bentuk,
yaitu (1) akhlak beragama berupa tindakan menjalankan ibadah salat, berdoa kepada
Tuhan, bersyukur atas nikmat yang diberikan Tuhan, melibatkan Tuhan di setiap aktivitas,
sabar menerima ketetapan Tuhan, tawakal dengan menyerahkan urusan kepada Tuhan. (2)
Akhlak pribadi berupa tindakan jujur dengan mengatakan yang sebenarnya, berkata jujur
untuk menyadari kesalahan, tegas membela kebenaran, bertanggung jawab dalam
menyelesaikan tugas, menjalankan amanah dan mempunyai sifat rendah hati\tawaduk. (3)
Akhlak kepada manusia berupa tindakan cinta damai dengan mengingatkan orang lain
apabila salah, memiliki rasa empati dengan sesama, membantu orang yang membutuhkan,
mempunyai sikap tolong-menolong kepada sesama, setia kawan terhadap teman dan
menyayangi keluarga dengan menjaga keharmonisan. (4) Akhlak kepada alam berupa
tindakan menjaga kebersihan sekitar, menikmati keindahan alam dan mengelola alam
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dengan berkebun. (5) Akhlak bernegara dalam novel Laut Pasang 1994 diwujudkan dengan
bentuk tindakan cinta tanah air dibuktikan dengan melaksanakan upacara.

The Pancasila Student Profile is a program of the independent curriculum that
focuses on strengthening the character of students through noble values that reflect the
nation's identity. In line with the program, strengthening literacy is one of the important
aspects of the learning process, which is realized through the use of literary works as part
of the curriculum. Literature not only plays a role in increasing reading interest, but is also
able to foster empathy, develop creativity, and train students' critical reasoning skills.
Therefore, the literature program included in the curriculum in the independent curriculum
is presented to support the achievement of the goal of forming the Pancasila Student Profile.
Through the use of literary works that are rich in humanitarian, cultural, and moral values,
students are invited to not only understand the text cognitively, but also to appreciate the
meaning contained in it emotionally and reflectively. Literature in the curriculum also helps
to sort out what literary works are suitable for use in learning.

This study uses a content analysis study approach with a literary sociology analysis
knife to examine literary works. This research method uses a descriptive qualitative
method, because the data obtained by the researcher is in the form of text. One of the
analyses can be analyzed by content analysis. The data collection technique used in this
study is to use a documentation technique that contains read and see notes. The data
analysis techniques used in this study include data reduction using models Miles and
Huberman, data presentation, and conclusion drawn. To strengthen the credibility test in
checking the validity of the data, the researcher used increased perseverance and peer
discussion. The criteria used in this study are the dimensions of the Pancasila Student
Profile at the junior high school level. The criteria for literature programs to be included in
the curriculum used in this study are the main criteria, namely the criteria for the
dimensions of the Pancasila students profile at the junior high school level.

Based on data analysis, it was found that there is a value of one dimension of the
Pancasila Student Profile contained in the novel Laut Pasang 1994 which is manifested in
the form of: (1) Religious morality in the form of the act of carrying out prayer, praying to
God, being grateful for the blessings given by God, involving God in every activity,
patiently accepting God's decrees, tawakal by leaving affairs to God. (2) Personal morals
are in the form of honest actions by telling the truth, speaking the truth to realize mistakes,
firmly defending the truth, being responsible in completing tasks, carrying out mandates
and having a humble nature. (3) Morality to humans is in the form of acts of love for peace
by reminding others when they are wrong, having empathy with others, helping people in
need, having a helpful attitude towards others, being loyal to friends and loving family by
maintaining harmony. (4) Morals to nature in the form of maintaining the cleanliness of the
surroundings, enjoying the beauty of nature and managing nature by gardening. (5) The
morality of the state in the novel Laut Pasang 1994 is manifested in the form of an act of
love for the homeland as evidenced by performing a ceremony.
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
